PROPOSED CHANGES TO SALARY GRADE SCHEDULE, SALARIES, AND PERSONNEL
POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR SUPERVISORS. MANAGERS, AND CONFIDENTIAL
EMPLOYEES

General Manager Cook reported that this item represents the proposed changes for supervisors,
managers, and confidential employees of IRWD to their compensation and benefits. The changes
consist of a cost of living increase of 1.51% retroactive to July 1, 2015. There is a revision to
Policy No. 18, which stipulates how vacation time is accrued by these same employees in these
particular groups. A revision to Policy No. 39 restores the 1% direct contribution by the District to
the managerial, supervisory and confidential employees. Other miscellaneous changes include
participating in the District’s new Shared Wellness Incentive program and an incentive provided for
all employees that hold commercial driver’s license. These changes were discussed and approved
by the Board in closed session.

There being no discussion On MOTON by Reinhart, seconded and carried by a vote 4-1 (Matheis,
Reinhart, LaMar and Withers voting aye, and Swan voting no), THE BOARD APPROVED AN
INCREASE TO THE SALARY GRADE SCHEDULE FOR SUPERVISORY, MANAGEMENT
AND CONFIDENTIAL POSITIONS; APPROVED A COST OF LIVING ADJUSTMENT OF
1.51% FOR ELIGIBLE EMPLOYEES IN THESE POSITIONS; APPROVEDTHE REVISIONS
TO POLICY NOS. 18 AND 39; AND ADOPTED THE FOLLOWING TWO RESOLUTIONS BY
TITLE:

General Manager Cook reported that this item will authorized execution of a letter agreement with
the Rosedale Rio-Bravo Water Storage District who will take the lead in contracting for the
construction of the Superior East and West Pipeline; and it also authorizes an increase in IRWD’s
capital budget for this year for our share of the pipeline.

Director Swan reported that this item was reviewed at the Water Banking Committee and
recommends approval. There being no discussion On MOTON by Reinhart, seconded and
unanimously carried, THE BOARD AUTHORIZED THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE
THE LETTER AGREEMENT FOR CONSTRUCTING THE SUPERIOR EAST AND WEST
PIPELINES SUBJECT TO NON-SUBSTANTIVE CHANGES; AND APPROVED AN
INCREASE TO THE FY 2015-16 CAPITAL BUDGET FOR PROJECT 11812 (6023) IN THE
AMOUNT OF $507,600 TO FUND IRWD’S SHARE OF THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE
SUPERIOR EAST AND WEST PIPELINES AS WELL AS CONSULTING SERVICES TO BE
PROVIDED BY DEE JASPAR AND ASSOCIATES FOR DESIGN REVIEW AND
CONSTRUCTION OVERSIGHT ASSISTANCE.

BAKER WATER TREATMENT PLANT VARIANCE, CONTRACT CHANGE ORDERS, AND
RETENTION REDUCTION

General Manager Cook reported this item is regarding a change order and consultant variance for
the Baker Water Treatment Plant as well as a change order and reduction in retention for the Baker
Raw Water Conveyance Facilities project.

Using a PowerPoint presentation, Principal Engineer Mori provided an overview update of the key
project indicators related to the Baker Water Treatment Plant and the Baker Raw Water
Conveyance Facilities construction through August 31, 2015. He said PCL Construction (PCL) is
constructing the Baker Water Treatment Plant (WTP), and Pacific Hydrotech Corporation (PHC) is
constructing the Baker Raw Water Conveyance Facilities (RWCF). The Baker WTP construction is
about 60 % complete, and the Baker RWCF construction is about 97% complete.

Mr. Mori said the Baker WTP is a regional project that will produce up to 28 million gallons per
day, or 43.5 cubic feet per second, of drinking water. The source water for this facility will be
untreated imported water from Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (MWD) and
local water from Irvine Lake. Project participants include El Toro Water District, Moulton Niguel
Water District, Santa Margarita Water District, Trabuco Canyon Water District, and IRWD. The
Baker WTP will utilize microfiltration and ultraviolet disinfection as the primary treatment
processes. The project also includes the construction of the Baker RWCF that will pump water
from Irvine Lake to the Baker WTP. These facilities will provide an operational source of supply
and, in the event of short-term water shortage emergencies, will enhance water reliability for the
project participants. Construction of both projects began in January 2014.

Mr. Mori said that Carollo and its sub-consultants have been providing construction phase support
services for both the Baker WTP and the Baker RWCF construction contracts since the start of
construction. Carollo submitted Variance No. 1 for additional work activities outside the scope of
the initial contract. The variance request includes additional work activities associated with
membrane filtration system modifications and reviews, UV disinfection system modifications and
reviews, equipment substitution requests, proposed equipment deviations by the listed
manufacturers, submittal review, and permitting assistance support. He said that staff reviewed the
variance request and recommends approval of Variance No. 1, in the amount of $355,900.

Mr. Mori said the second item is a Contract Change Order No. 8 to the Baker WTP. He said that
staff and PCL completed negotiations for a PCL-proposed value engineering (VE) concept that
would allow for a portion of the 36-inch product water pipeline to be constructed via an open-cut
trench method in lieu of the jack and bore method included in the original design. During the
development of the VE proposal, PCL conducted extensive potholing to identify and confirm a
viable open-cut alignment through the heavily congested pipe crossing area at the southern portion
of the site. In addition to providing cost savings to the project, the open-cut approach will minimize
the duration of construction along the Serrano Creek Trail and will reduce the bury depth of the
product water pipeline. The total savings associated with this VE option is $268,654. Since VE
cost savings are shared equally between the contractor and IRWD, IRWD’s portion of the savings is
$134,327. Staff reviewed the change order and recommends approval of Contract Change Order
No. 8 in the credit amount of <$134,327>. Although this change order does not require approval of
the Baker Project Committee, the Baker Project Committee concurs with its approval.

Mr. Mori said the third item is a Contract Change Order No. 3 to the Baker RWCF. Staff and PHC
completed negotiations for Contract Change Order No. 3, which includes the following three change
requests.

Change Request No. 10: During the final stages of coordination for the flow meter replacement at
OC-33, MWD indicated that upon installation of the new 100 cfs flow meter, that a 10% minimum
flow requirement would be in effect in accordance with its policy. This policy basically states that
a user will be charged for actual water metered unless the water metered is less than 10% of the
rated capacity of the flow meter at which time the user will be charged for an amount of water
equivalent to the 10% value. For OC-33, the 10% minimum flow requirement translates to a flow
rate of 10 cfs. Currently, the average usage at OC-33 ranges between 4 and 6 cfs. Based on
preliminary calculations, the project would have incurred an additional cost in excess of $3,000,000
in “low flow” charges between the originally planned meter installation date of October 2014 and
the summer of 2016 when the Baker WTP is anticipated to be online. To avoid those costs, staff
directed PHC to postpone the meter installation until the March/April 2016 period to more closely
coincide with the startup of the Baker WTP when the flow rate through the meter will be higher.

Mr. Mori said this change request will compensate the contractor for costs associated with re-
sequencing the OC-33 meter replacement work to the March/April 2016 period. The request
includes costs associated with re-mobilization, re-work of some previously completed items
(primarily excavation, excavation shoring, and backfill activities), and completion of remaining
contract work. The contractor agreed to maintain the original contract values for this work even
though the work is being delayed by more than a year. This change request will also provide
sufficient additional contract time to extend the duration of the contract as needed to complete this
work. The cost associated with re-sequencing the OC-33 meter replacement work is $120,274.96
and PHC requested an additional 414 calendar days to complete the work at the requested time.

Change Request No. 12: Modifications to the roof foam insulation system for the pump station
building are required. The Contract Documents require a uniform 3-inch thick layer of
polyurethane foam roofing to be applied over the metal roof decking. However, to obtain a
minimum slope of 1/4-inch per foot across the width of the roof (to ensure proper drainage), the
thickness of the roof system needs to be increased. The cost to increase the thickness of the foam
insulation is $5,488.09 and PHC requested an additional seven calendar days to complete the work.

Change Request No. 13: Modifications to the window in the door between the electrical room and
the pump room are required. The contract documents require that the window be provided with
wire reinforced glass. The door supplier indicated that the specified wire reinforcement no longer
meets code requirements for use in this application. Upon consultation with the design engineer
and the door supplier, the decision was made to provide a window with a protective safety film on
the glass, which meets code requirements. This change request also includes other minor changes
including provisions for an additional drain spout for the pump station building, additional stucco
finish on the masonry block door returns, and a credit for three returned 8-inch valves. The cost for
these changes is $1,473.05, and PHC agreed to complete the work within the contract time.

Staff reviewed the change order and recommends approval of Contract Change Order No. 3, in the
amount of $127,236.10. In accordance with the Baker WTP Agreement, the Baker Project
Committee also approved this change order.

Mr. Mori said the final item up for consideration is a construction contract retention reduction to the
Baker RWCF. Pacific Hydrotech has completed construction of the work with the exception of the
OC-33 meter replacement, pump station startup and testing activities, and punch-list completion.
These items have been delayed due to circumstances beyond PHC’s control and are scheduled to be
completed in the March/April 2016 period. Staff and PHC have agreed to a time extension for the
remaining elements and PHC has agreed to maintain their bid day pricing for the work that was
postponed by more than a year. With about 97 percent of the work complete, PHC requested that
the retention be reduced from 5% of the contract amount to 1% of the contract amount. Staff
recommends approval of the retention reduction as the 1% retention provides adequate funding to
cover the remaining work elements.

Director Reinhart said that this item was reviewed and approved by the Engineering and Operations
Committee on September 15, 2015. There being no further discussion On MOTON by Reinhart,
seconded and unanimously carried, THE BOARD AUTHORIZED THE GENERAL MANAGER
TO EXECUTE VARIANCE NO. 1 IN THE AMOUNT OF $355,900 WITH CAROLLO
ENGINEERS FOR ADDITIONAL CONSTRUCTION SUPPORT SERVICES; APPROVED
CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER NO. 8 IN THE CREDIT AMOUNT OF <$134,327>, WITH PCL
CONSTRUCTION FOR THE BAKER WATER TREATMENT PLANT PROJECT, PROJECT
11747 (5027); APPROVED CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER NO. 3 IN THE AMOUNT OF
$127,236.10 WITH PACIFIC HYDROTECH CORPORATION FOR THE BAKER RAW WATER
CONVEYANCE FACILITIES, PROJECT 11747 (5027); AND AUTHORIZED REDUCTION OF
RETENTION FROM 5% TO 1% FOR THE BAKER RAW WATER CONVEYANCE
FACILITIES CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT, PROJECT 11747 (5027).

GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

General Manager Cook reported that in anticipation of the rains there was a kickoff meeting today
of management and staff from every department in the agency. He said this meeting was to
ensure that everyone is ready for the rains, is on the same page, and that each department knows
what other departments are doing. He said the District will hold an informal Emergency
Operations Center staging not only at the Operations Center, but at Sand Canyon (the secondary
location), because if there is a major flood we may not have access to the Operations Center.

Mr. Cook said that IRWD’s headquarters building was honored by the American Institute of
Architects in Orange County with a 25-year award. This 25-year award pertains to buildings that
were constructed and have stood the test of time in sustainability. The award was given to us by
LPA, the designer.

DIRECTORS’ COMMENTS

Director Withers reported that he attended the usual monthly meetings. He also mentioned that
LAFCO is going out on a job search once approved for an Assistant Executive Officer position
and an Analyst position.

CONSENT CALENDAR

2015 LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

SUMMARY:

This report provides an update on the final legislative actions during the first year of the 2015-16
legislative session and IRWD priorities. As legislation develops, staft will provide updates and
recommendations to the Water Resources Policy and Communications Committee and the
Board, as appropriate. Staff recommends that the Board receive and file the update.

BACKGROUND:

September 11, 2015, was the last day of the 2015 legislative session and the last day for the
Legislature to act on regular session bills before the Interim Recess. The Governor had until
October 11 to sign or veto legislation passed by the Legislature during the first year of the 2015-
16 legislative session. The State Legislature will reconvene from the Interim Recess on January
4, 2016, unless a special session is called. Legislators will have until the end of January to act
upon two-year bills from 2015.

A copy of the 2015 State Legislative Matrix is attached as Exhibit “A”.

State Budget Update:

August Revenue Numbers:

On September 10, 2015, State Controller Betty Yee released her monthly report on the State’s
finances. She announced that the State took in $637.8 million more than projections in the Fiscal
Year 2015-16 adopted budget during the month of August. The report summarizes the month’s
revenues as:

“For more than a year, personal income tax drove state revenues to surpass expectations.
In August, by contrast, retail sales and use tax took the lead, exceeding estimates by
$127.2 million, or 4.3 percent. Personal income tax continued to show strength, beating
projections by $39.7 million, or 1.0 percent. The last of the state’s “big three” revenue
sources—the corporation tax—also came in higher than anticipated by $35.7 million, or
28.9 percent.

After July revenue came in close to expectations, the strong August numbers pushed
overall receipts for the 2015-16 fiscal year to $674.7 million, or 5.0 percent, above
projections. For the fiscal year to date, all three major sources of revenue are surpassing
expectations.”

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IRWD 2015 Legislative Priorities:

Clarification on Tiered Water Rates:

Since staff’s April 27 presentation to the Board on the Capistrano Taxpayers Association, Inc. v.
City of San Juan Capistrano and the Board’s discussion regarding the need for legislative
clarification on tiered water rates, staff has been working with the District’s industry and
association partners on seeking clarification. The California League of Cities, the California
Association of Counties and the Association of California Water Agencies (ACWA) have
continued work to develop a constitutional amendment to address tiered water rate structures,
stormwater funding, and voluntary low income rate subsidization. Discussions regarding the
proposed constitutional amendment are ongoing. Staff has been participating in an ACWA work
group on this proposal to protect the District’s interests.

AB 786 (Levine, D- San Rafael) — Common Interest Developments:

AB 786 seeks to clarify that a homeowners association shall not impose a fine or assessment
against an owner of a separate interest for reducing or eliminating the watering of vegetation or
lawns during any period for which a drought emergency has been declared. The one exception
to this prohibition is where the separate interest prior to the imposition of a fine or assessment
receives recycled water from a retail water supplier and fails to use that recycled water for
landscaping irrigation. IRWD supported AB 786. As of the writing of this report, the bill,
which contains an urgency measure, is on the Governor’s desk waiting action.

Updates on 2015 State Legislation of Interest to IRWD:

As has been traditionally done in October after the legislative session has recessed, staff has
provided an update on each bill upon which the District has taken a position during this
legislation session. A summary and a status report on each bill is provided below:

AB 149 (Chdvez, R-Oceanside) — Urban Water Management Plans:

The Urban Water Management Planning Act requires that urban water supplies prepare and
adopt an urban water management plan, and update that plan every five years in years ending in
5and 0. AB 149, as introduced, would have adjusted these timeframes to require that an urban
water supplier update its plan in years ending in 6 and 1. AB 149 has been sponsored by the San
Diego County Water Authority in order to change the Urban Water Management Plan update and
submittal dates so that they better match the timing of the decennial U.S. Census, which is
conducted in years ending in 0. As amended, the bill changed the reporting deadline for only
2015 from December 31, 2015, to July 1,2016. AB 149 was signed by the Governor and
chaptered in July. IRWD took a “SUPPORT” positon on AB 149.

AB 585 (Melendez, D-Murrieta) — Outdoor Water Efficiency Act of 2015:
AB 585, as amended on July 15, 2015, would create a personal income tax credit equal to 25

percent up to $2,500 of the amount paid or incurred by a qualified taxpayer for water-efficiency
improvements on real property to outdoor landscapes between 2016 through 2021. The bill
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remained on the Assembly Appropriations Suspense File at the end of session. IRWD took a
“SUPPORT” position on AB 585.

AB 603 (Salas, D-Bakersfield) — Income Taxes: Turf Removal Tax Credit:

AB 603, as introduced, would have created a personal income tax credit for taxpayers
participating in lawn replacement programs in an amount equal to $2.00 per square foot of
conventional lawn removed from the taxpayer’s property. As amended on May 21, 2015, the bill
would create a personal income tax credit for taxpayers participating in lawn replacement
programs in an amount equal to 25 percent of the costs incurred by the taxpayers to replace their
lawns, not to exceed $1,500. IRWD took a “SUPPORT” position on AB 603 because it would
provide an even greater inventive to IRWD’s customers to replace their lawns. AB 603
remained on the Assembly Appropriations Suspense File at the end of session.

AB 606 (Levine, D-San Rafael) — Water Conservation:

AB 606, as introduced by Assembly Water, Parks and Wildlife Committee Chairman Marc
Levine, would require the Department of General Services to identify each public property added
to the State’s property inventory after January 1, 2016, where it is feasible for water consumption
to be reduced and water efficiencies to be achieved through the replacement of landscaping with
drought tolerant plants, the replacement of irrigation timers to permit efficient watering
schedules and the replacement of spray sprinkler heads with bubblers, drip irrigation and soaker
hoses. As amended, the bill would require state agencies when they build upon state-owned
property, purchase real property, or replace landscaping or irrigation on property to reduce water
consumption and increase water efficiency where feasible through the actions discussed above or
through the implementation of recycled water irrigation.

IRWD took a “SUPPORT AND SEEK AMENDMENTS” position on AB 606 authorizing staff
to advocate for amendments to AB 606, which would direct State properties to use recycled
water in order to meet outdoor landscape water needs where feasible. These amendments were
incorporated into the bill as noted above. As of the writing of this report, AB 606 is on the
Governor’s desk waiting action.

AB 1201 (Sala, D- Bakersfield) — Fish and Wildlife: Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta: Predation
by Nonnative Species:

AB 1201 would require the California Department of Fish and Wildlife (DFW) to develop a
science-based plan to address predation by nonnative species within the Sacramento- San
Joaquin Delta. As amended, the bill would require DFW to develop this plan by June 30, 2016.
Predation is one of the stressors that has had a negative impact on the health of the Delta’s
ecosystem. It is appropriate for California to address predation within the Delta through a
science-based approach. Such an approach is consistent with the co-equals of improved water
supply reliability and protecting and enhancing the Delta ecosystem. As a result, IRWD took a
“SUPPORT” position on AB 1201. AB 1201 remained on the Senate Appropriations Suspense
File at the end of session.
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SB 143 (Stone, R-Indio) — Diamond Valley Reservoir: Recreational Use:

Existing law, with certain exceptions, prohibits bodily contact with water in a domestic water
reservoir. SB 143, as introduced, would exempt the Diamond Valley Reservoir from these
prohibitions. Diamond Valley Reservoir is Southern California’s largest drinking water storage
reservoir, and holds six months of emergency storage for the region in the case of an earthquake
or other catastrophic disruption. IRWD took an “OPPOSE” position on SB 143 given that the
permitting of bodily contact with Diamond Valley Reservoir could result in the degradation of
water quality within an important reservoir for the Southern California region and could result in
increased treatment costs that would eventually be borne by ratepayers. At the end of session,
SB 143 remained in the Senate Environmental Quality Committee at the author’s request and
remains a two-year bill.

SB 551(Wolk, D-Vacaville) — State Water Policy: Water and Energy Efficiency:

SB 551 would establish as a policy of the State that “water use and water treatment shall be as
energy efficient as is feasible and energy use and generation shall be as water efficient as is
feasible.” The bill would also require State agencies to consider this policy when “revising,
adopting, or establishing policies, regulations, and grant criteria when those policies, regulations,
and criteria are pertinent to the uses of water and energy.” Additionally, the bill provides that the
implementation of these provisions “shall not infringe on the rights or responsibilities of any
public water system or public utility.”

IRWD took a “SEEK AMENDMENTS” position on the bill and the Board authorized staff to
work with the author’s office, legislative staff and industry stakeholders to ensure that SB 551 is
beneficial for the District. Specially, the District sought amendments that recognize the number
of factors that influence water supply and water treatment decisions (including energy use) and
has sought the addition of a definition of the term “feasible” that recognizes that these factors
should be considered when determining feasibility. Staff engaged with the author’s office to
obtain amendments along these lines. SB 551 was held on the Assembly Appropriations
Suspense File at the end of session.

SB 555 (Wolk, D-Vacaville) — Urban Retail Water Suppliers: Water Loss Management:

SB 555, authored by Senator Lois Wolk (D-Vacaville), would require each urban water supplier
to conduct a validated water loss audit annually using the American Water Works Association
Manual M36’s method of evaluation. The validation process would require an urban water
supplier to use a technical expert to confirm the basis of all data entered into the audit report and
to appropriately characterize the quality of the reported data. The audits are to be submitted to
the Department of Water Resources (DWR), and DWR is required to post them on its website in
a manner that allows for a comparison of water supplier losses. In addition, the bill directs the
State Water Resources Control Board to adopt rules requiring urban water suppliers to meet
performance standards for the volume of water losses. IRWD took a “SUPPORT” position on
SB 555 because Senator Wolk took amendments to make the bill more workable for water
agencies. As of the writing of this report, the bill is on the Governor’s desk waiting action.
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Proposals on Groundwater Adjudications:

After the adoption of sustainable groundwater management legislation last year, the
Administration and the Legislature indicated their interest in pursuing legislation related to
groundwater adjudications this year. As reported previously, there were two legislative
proposals related to groundwater adjudications before the Legislature — AB 1390 (Alejo, D-
Salinas) and SB 226 (Pavley, D-Calabasas). In mid-August, AB 1390 and SB 226 were
amended to reflect the Administration’s proposal, which was released in July.

As previously described to the Board, staff reviewed the Administration’s proposal and engaged
with stakeholders and decision makers regarding the proposals to protect IRWD's interests
related to groundwater adjudications and to advocate for changes consistent with the District’s
Groundwater Management Policy Principles. IRWD proposed several clarifying amendments,
which were largely inserted in AB 1390 and SB 226.

As of the writing of this report, AB 1390 and SB 226 are on the Governor’s desk waiting action.

WATER SUPPLY RELIABILITY STUDY BUDGET INCREASE

SUMMARY:

On December 15, 2014, the Board approved a Professional Services Agreement with HDR
Engineering, Inc. to update the District’s 2008 Water Supply Reliability Study. The update will
include evaluation of impacts of various supply and system interruption scenarios and will
include development of enhanced modeling tools. Staff has determined that additional work is
needed to update the study beyond the original scope of work and that a budget increase is
needed to facilitate the work. Staff recommends that the Board authorize a budget increase to
the FY 2015-16 Capital Budget in the amount of $72,500 for project 11808 (6013).

BACKGROUND:

Consultants at CDM prepared a Water Supply Reliability Study for IRWD in 2008 to assist in
defining potable water supply and system reliability under different scenarios. The study
included analysis of how import supply shortages, climate change, facility outages and
earthquake-related emergencies could affect demands, supplies and major conveyance facilities
in IRWD’s service area.

Since 2008, IRWD has implemented new projects that affect the need for the development of
additional supplies that were identified in the 2008 study. There have also been significant
changes in the potential reliability of supplies from both the State Water Project and the
Colorado River. To facilitate the preparation of an update to the Water Supply Reliability Study,
the Board approved a Professional Services Agreement with HDR on December 15, 2014,
HDR’s scope of work includes the following:

e Evaluation of the impacts of various water supply and system interruption scenarios;

e Development of enhanced software tools to assist in demand predictions and scenario
evaluations;

e Evaluation of uncertainties associated with the proposed California Water Fix;

o Identifying impacts associated with potential Sacramento-San Joaquin River Delta levee
failures;
Consideration of the potential for long-term drought on the Colorado River;
Assessment of the impacts of potential failure of the Edmonston Pumping Plant;
Analysis of potential reductions in flows available for recharge in the Orange County
Groundwater Basin; and

e Development of a model that will predict scenario impacts within IRWD’s potable water
system.

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To enhance HDR’s update to the Water Supply Reliability Study, staff has determined that
additional work is required that was not included in HDR’s original scope of work. Following is
a description of this additional work and associated variance that has been prepared to HDR’s
Professional Services Agreement.

Consultant Agreement Variance No. 1:

To facilitate additional work that is necessary to complete the Water Supply Reliability Study,
HDR has prepared the variance and scope of work that is attached as Exhibit “A”. The scope of
the work and associated costs were negotiated by staff and are considered fair and reasonable.
The revised scope of work and variance extend the project schedule by five months to January
2016. The additional work to be performed by HDR is summarized as follows:

Additional Project Management:

The variance includes additional project management requirements to align IRWD’s Water
Supply Reliability Study with information being developed by the Municipal Water District of
Orange County (MWDOC) for its Orange County Reliability Study as well as information being
developed by Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (Metropolitan) for its
Integrated Resources Plan update. Included are two additional meetings that are needed to
further coordinate with Metropolitan and MWDOC. The variance also includes additional
project management time to accommodate weekly conference calls requested by staff.

Demand Tool Workshop:

The revised scope of work includes a requirement to conduct an additional workshop to provide
input to HDR relative to the Demand Tool that is being developed for the Water Supply
Reliability Study. This workshop will allow staff to work with HDR to define requirements for
the tool that will assist in making demand predictions associated with each supply and system
reliability scenario.

Characterizing Supply Sources:

A workshop is included that will allow HDR and staff to discuss the complexity of the Orange
County Groundwater Basin supply sources and to conceptualize how the Orange County
Groundwater Basin will be simulated in the model that is being developed to evaluate each
supply and system reliability scenario.

Scenario Planning:

As part of the revised scope of work, staff has requested additional work for HDR to prepare for
the scenario planning workshop to be held with IRWD staff and various technical experts. A
follow-up meeting to advance the discussion and to develop scenario specific parameters for use
of the model is also included. Staff has also requested additional coordination with HDR
technical experts on regional water supply issues.
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Model Analysis:

Based on the results of the scenario planning workshops, staff has requested that HDR include
one additional scenario in the preparation of the updated Water Supply Reliability Study. This
request will allow the evaluation of multiple levels of uncertainties in future Colorado River
flows. As a result of this request there will be 11 scenarios evaluated in the study.

To facilitate the above described work, an increase in the FY 2015-16 Capital Budget for the
study is needed. Staff recommends that the Board authorize a budget increase for the study in
the amount of $72,500.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Project 11808 (6013) is included in the FY 2015-16 Capital Budget. Staff requests a budget
increase to Project 11808 (6013) in the amount of $72,500 as shown below. Variance No. 1 with
HDR in the amount of $59,993 to complete the update to the Water Reliability Study will be
executed under the authority of the Executive Director of Water Policy. Staff time to support
these tasks and an allocation for contingency are included in the budget request.

Variance No. 1 includes tasks that were or will be undertaken at the request of IRWD staff to enhance the content of
the Water Reliability Study and model.

The proposed schedule extension allows for further coordination and incorporation of regional information from
MWDOC and MWD, and weekly project coordination meetings.

The revised schedule includes a final draft Report submittal in November, and a presentation to the Board in
December or January.

The scope of work for tasks associated with Variance No 1 is included below:

Task 1 Project Management
The project management task will be extended through January, accommodating weekly PM conference calls and
staff coordination through the completion of the project.

The project management task will also include 2 additional meetings with regional agencies to coordinate reliability
modeling efforts.

Task 2 Demand Add on Tool

HDR and DCSE staff attended an IRWD Workshop on 2/20/15 to discuss the Demand Forecasting Tool

(DFT). IRWD staff requested that this “out of scope” workshop be held so that the different departments could
understand and offer input into the proposed Add-On Tool. The workshop discussion focused on what infortnation
was needed by District staff from different departments, that could not be easily accessed currently from the DFT,
and how that information could be adjusted using the Add On Tool.

Task 3 Characterize Supply Sources

HDR and DCSE staff attended an IRWD Workshop on 5/8/15 to discuss the complexity of IRWD’s access and
agreements regarding its Groundwater Supply source. IRWD requested this workshop which was essential to
integrating the information with the IRPDSM model.

Task 4 Scenario Planning
IRWD staff requested a pre-meeting to prepare for the Scenario Planning Workshop. The meeting was held on
8/4/15 to discuss the content and objectives of the workshop.

IRWD requested a follow-up Scenario Planning Workshop with IRWD staff, scheduled for 9/10/15, to advance the
discussion held on 8/10-11/15 with the HDR technical experts and develop specific parameters for IRPDSM model
input.

IRWD requested additional coordination with HDR’s Technical Experts for supplementary input and coordination
on regional water supply issues. The scope includes an additional 20 hours of Bob Johnson’s time, and 16 hours
each of Blaine Dwyer and Les Harder’s time.

Task 5 Model Analysis
IRWD staff requested that HDR’s subconsultant, DCSE, provide one additional scenario run, in addition to the 10

runs in the current scope of work, The additional scenario was developed in the Scenario Planning Workshop, for a
total of 11 scenarios.

SAND CANYON PROFESSIONAL CENTER — PHASE I DEVELOPMENT
DESIGN CONSULTANT RECOMMENDATIONS

SUMMARY:

Based on lower vacancy rates, limited build-to-suit office opportunities and increased lease rates
for available office space in the Irvine market area, staff recommends the retention of an
architect and civil engineer for the design, planning and permitting of the planned Phase II office
building at the Sand Canyon Professional Center site. Based on feedback from the District’s
commercial brokers and other market professionals, completed and approved building plans will
significantly improve the marketability of the planned office property by reducing the project
completion schedule by approximately eight to 12 months. Staff recommends that the Board
approve the retention of Ware Malcomb to provide architectural services for the Sand Canyon
Professional Center Phase II office building; authorize the General Manager to execute a contract
with Ware Malcomb for an amount not to exceed $419,000; approve the retention of Fuscoe
Engineering to provide civil engineering services for the Sand Canyon Professional Center Phase
II office building and authorize the General Manager to execute a contract with Fuscoe
Engineering for an amount not to exceed $143,000.

BACKGROUND:

In February 2008, the Board approved Phase I of the Sand Canyon Office Project on land
adjacent to the Sand Canyon headquarters site. Phase I included construction of a 16,400 square
foot medical office building, a community meeting room and the reconfiguration of the majority
of the existing employee parking area. Phase [ was completed in early 2012 and the medical
office building is fully leased.

Phase 11 of the approved campus master plan includes the planned construction of an
approximately 71,000 square foot professional office building on the remaining vacant land. The
medical and professional office combination was originally recommended in a land use study,
and the resulting tenant diversification has been further supported by other local real estate
professionals based on the site’s zoning, trip allocation constraints and market data for the area.

With improvements in office construction and leasing activity in the Irvine area, the District’s
brokers began marketing a build-to-suit office building on the site in June 2014. Based on initial
feedback and concerns expressed by potential tenants and other commercial brokers regarding
the previous conceptual building design, IRWD retained architects Ware Malcomb to provide
revised conceptual designs for the future Phase II office building. Preliminary design concepts
were reviewed with the Asset Management Committee in late 2014 and early 2015. A copy of
the most recent conceptual building and site plan, including a planned outdoor meeting area for
the use of all of the Sand Canyon Professional Center tenants including IRWD, is attached as
Exhibit “A”.

AMC- Sand Canyon Design - Civil.docx.docx
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Architect Proposals and Selection:

Staff identified and requested proposals from three qualified firms to provide architectural,
engineering and landscape design services for the Phase II office project. The three firms
include LPA (architect for the Sand Canyon headquarters facility), Lee & Sakahara Architects
(architect for the District’s medical office property) and Ware Malcomb. A copy of the Request
for Proposal and summary of the proposals received is attached as Exhibit “B”.

Based on proposals received from the three firms, staff recommends that the District retain Ware
Malcomb to provide required architectural services for the Phase II office project. Ware
Malcomb is recommended due to its successful track record in designing similar professional
office and “creative office” projects, its leadership in sustainable building design and its
competitive fee proposal. In addition to providing recent design concepts for the planned Phase
IT building, Ware Malcomb was also the primary architect for tenant improvements at the Phase I
medical office building. It has extensive experience and a strong rapport with the City of Irvine
planning staff and the Irvine Company’s design team.

The proposed fee to retain Ware Malcomb for architectural services is a not-to-exceed amount of
$419,000 (including an allowance for estimated reimbursable expenses of $20,000). A copy of

Ware Malcomb’s Scope of Services and fee proposal is attached as Exhibit “C”.

Civil Engineering Proposals and Selection:

Staff also requested proposals from three qualified firms to provide civil engineering services for
the Phase II office project. The three firms include Fuscoe Engineering, RBF Consulting and
Hall & Foreman, Inc. Proposals were received from Fuscoe and RBF; Hall & Foreman did not
submit a proposal. A copy of the Request for Proposal and summary of the proposals received is
attached as Exhibit “D”.

Based on the proposals received, staff recommends that Fuscoe Engineering be retained to
provide required civil engineering services for the Phase II office project. Fuscoe is
recommended due to its experience with similar office projects and its competitive fee proposal.
Fuscoe has worked extensively with the Irvine Company’s design team and City of Irvine
planning staff. The proposed fee to retain Fuscoe Engineering for civil engineering services is
for an amount not to exceed $143,000 (including an allowance for estimated reimbursable
expenses of $5,500). A copy of Fuscoe’s Scope of Services & Fee Proposal is attached as
Exhibit “E”.

Next Steps:

Consistent with the design process utilized for previous District investment properties, staff
anticipates a collaborative process with key input from the Asset Management Committee as
well as input from staff, the District’s commercial brokers and design consultants. Staff
anticipates that approved building plans and all required permits will be completed in mid-2016.

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FISCAL IMPACTS:

Projected design, planning and construction costs for the Sand Canyon Professional Center Phase
II project of $17.6 million are included in the FY 2015-16 Capital Budget (EPMS No.
11885/0Oracle No. 6210). The proposed fee to retain Ware Malcomb for architectural services is
for an amount not to exceed $419,000 (including an allowance for estimated reimbursable
expenses of $20,000), and the proposed fee to retain Fuscoe Engineering for civil engineering
services is for an amount not to exceed $143,000 (including an allowance for estimated
reimbursable expenses of $5,500).

Stabilized net operating income for the Phase II property in Year 3 is estimated at $1,790,000 per

year, or a Return on Costs (including land) of approximately 8.7%, assuming an initial lease rate
of $2.00/square foot (NNN) and annual lease rate increases of 2.5%.

A Final Environmental Impact Report has been prepared, certified and the project approved by
the County of Orange Environmental Management Agency in compliance with the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) of 1970 (as amended), codified at California Public
Resources Code Sections 21000 et. seq., and the State CEQA Guidelines in the Code of
Regulations, Title 14, Division 6, Chapter 3.
