MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING — MARCH 9, 2015

The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Irvine Ranch Water District IRWD) was
called to order at 5:00 p.m. by President LaMar on March 9, 2015 in the District office, 15600
Sand Canyon Avenue, Irvine, California.

Directors Present: Reinhart, Withers (arrived at 5:20 p.m.), Matheis, LaMar and Swan.
Directors Absent: None.

Also Present: General Manager Cook, Executive Director of Engineering and Water Quality
Burton, Executive Director of Finance and Administration Clary, Executive Director of
Operations Sheilds, Executive Director of Water Policy Weghorst, Director of Public Affairs
Beeman, Director of Human Resources Roney, Director of Treasury and Risk Management
Jacobson, Director of Water Resources Sanchez, Assistant Director of Water Operations
Roberts, Legal Counsel Arneson, Secretary Bonkowski, Ms. Christine Compton, Ms. Lyndy
Lewis, Ms. Gretchen Maswadeh, Mr. Jim Reed, Mr. Bruce Newell and other members of the
public and staff.

ORAL COMMUNICATION:

Mrs. Joan Irvine Smith’s assistant asked if the memorandum dated March 9, 2015 on the status
of the Dyer Road Wellfield wells is correct. This information was confirmed by General
Manager Cook.

PRESENTATION

General Manager Cook commended Director of Water Resources Sanchez on her commitment
and outstanding service to the California Urban Water Conservation Council while maintaining
superior levels of performance at IRWD. On MOTION by Matheis, seconded and carried (4-0)
(Matheis, Reinhart, Swan and LaMar voting aye, and Withers absent), THE FOLLOWING '

PUBLIC HEARING

ORDINANCE AMENDING REGULATIONS FOR WASTEWATER DISCHARGES TO
IRWD SEWERAGE FACILITIES TRIBUTARY TO SOUTH ORANGE COUNTY
WASTEWATER AUTHORITY SECOND READING AND ADOPTION

General Manager Cook reported that the current IRWD regulations to control industrial
discharges to IRWD sewerage facilities tributary to the South Orange County Wastewater
Authority (SOCWA) were last amended in 2011 and that periodic amendments to these
regulations are needed to incorporate the requirements of new state and federal pretreatment
regulations to address changes in administrative procedures and/or as a result of regulatory
audits. Mr. Cook said that the draft Ordinance consisted of the updated provisions for the
portions of IRWD’s sewage collection and treatment systems that are tributary to SOCWA. He
said that the first reading and introduction of the Ordinance to amend the regulations was
completed at the February 9, 2015 Board meeting.

President LaMar declared this to be the time and place for the hearing on the Ordinance. He
asked the Secretary to report the manner by which the Notice of Hearing was given. Secretary
Bonkowski said that the Notice of this hearing was published in the Orange County Register on
February 2, 2015 and was posted on January 22, 2015 within the IRWD service area tributary to
South Orange County Wastewater Authority. She said that the notice was also posted in the
District office on January 21, 2015. She then presented an Affidavit of Posting and Proof of
Publication for the Board to receive and file. On MOTION BY Matheis, seconded and carried,
(4-0) (Matheis, Reinhart, Swan and LaMar voting aye, and Withers absent), THE AFFIDAVIT
OF POSTING THE PROOF OF PUBLICATION PRESENTED BY THE SECRETARY WAS
RECEIVED AND FILED.

President LaMar inquired of the Secretary whether there have been any written communications.
Secretary Bonkowski said there were none.

President LaMar asked for a report from the Executive Director of Engineering and Water
Quality.

Executive Director of Engineering and Water Quality Burton described the proposed revisions
and said that throughout the document, all references to “Los Alisos Wastewater Reclamation
Plant” have been changed to “Los Alisos Water Recycling Plant” to reflect the current name of
the facility.

Mr. Burton said that Section 814-Notification of the Discharge of Hazardous Waste (40 CFR
403.12(p)(1) was added that is consistent with the wording in 40 CFR 403.12(p)(1) and the US
Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) Model Pretreatment Ordinance (January 2007). He
said that the section requires industrial wastewater dischargers to notify IRWD, the EPA
Regional Waste Management Division Director, and State hazardous waste authorities in writing
of any discharge to the sewer system of a substance, if otherwise disposed of, that would be
considered a hazardous waste under 40 CFR 261. The section describes what information the
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PUBLIC HEARING (Continued)

notification must include, frequency of notifications and are circumstances that require
notifications.

President LaMar inquired whether anyone is present who wished to address the Board
concerning the amended Ordinance. There were none.

President LaMar inquired whether there were any comments or questions from members of the
Board. There were none.

On MOTION by Swan, seconded and carried, (4-0) (Matheis, Reinhart, Swan and LaMar voting
aye, and Withers absent), THE HEARING WAS CLOSED, THE ORDINANCE WAS READ
BY TITLE ONLY, FURTHER READING OF THE ORDINANCE WAS WAIVED, AND

ACTION CALENDAR

ON-CALL PROGRAMMING AND DATABASE CONSULTANTS VARIANCE APPROVAL

Executive Director of Finance and Administration Clary reported that in May 2014, the Board
authorized the General Manager to execute a Professional Services Agreement in the amount of
$120,000 with Outsource Technical for On-call Database Support Services. Ms. Clary said that
staff utilized the contract to provide backfill for regular positions that were assigned full-time to
the Oracle Customer Care & Billing (CC&B) project as well as fill a vacant full-time position.
While recruiting is in progress for a full-time regular resource, the contract resource is needed
until the resource can be hired.

Ms. Clary said that additionally in July 2014, the Board authorized the General Manager to
execute a Professional Services Agreement in the amount of $300,000 with Outsource Technical
for On-call Programming and Networking Services. Staff utilized the contract to provide
backfill for regular positions that were assigned full time to the Oracle CC&B project as well as
fill vacant full-time positions. Recruiting is in progress for two full-time regular resources, but
the contract resources are needed to fill in until the regular resources are hired.

Director Swan said that this item was reviewed and approved by the Finance and Personnel
Committee on February 17, 2015. On MOTION by Swan, and carried (4-0) (Matheis, Reinhart,
Swan and LaMar voting aye, and Withers absent), THE BOARD AUTHORIZED THE
GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE VARIANCES TO PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
AGREEMENTS WITH OUTSOURCE TECHNICAL; VARIANCE NO. 3 IN THE AMOUNT
OF $99,000 FOR THE ON-CALL DATABASE SUPPORT SERVICES AGREEMENT; AND
VARIANCE NO. 2 IN THE AMOUNT OF $201,000 FOR THE ON-CALL PROGRAMMING
AND NETWORKING SERVICES AGREEMENT.

OTHER BUSINESS

GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

General Manager Cook provided an update on discussions he and Mr. Paul Weghorst had with the
Orange County Water District staff and Groundwater Producers relative to the proposed replenishment
assessment split of which the first half was to be given to the agricultural producers. He said that these
issues are anticipated to be resolved in early summer.

Mr. Cook reported on the south basin cleanup case and that the impacted agencies (i.e., Fullerton,
Santa Ana, Mesa, and IRWD) have been talking with the Orange County Business Council to develop
a collaborative process.

Director Withers arrived at 5:20 p.m.

Mr. Cook further reported on his recent attendance at an Orange County Business Council Advocacy
Day in Sacramento.



DIRECTORS’ COMMENTS

Director Withers reported on his attendance at a recent LAFCO Summit and an OCSD
Legislative Committee meeting.

Director Swan reported on his attendance at CASA and ACWA conferences in Washington,
D.C., a Newport Chamber of Commerce Legislative meeting, a WACO monthly meeting, and an
OCWD meeting where the replenishment assessment split was discussed.

Director Reinhart reported on his attendance at the Urban Water Institute’s conference in Palm
Springs.

Director Matheis also reported on her attendance at the Urban Water Institute conference and
noted the Mission Springs case discussion relative to raising rates, and asked if IRWD is covered
by a specific code. Legal Counsel Arneson said she would confirm that IRWD is covered by
comparable provisions creating an obligation to run a fiscally sound District and noted that the
Bighorn case had mentioned this issue.

Director Matheis further reported on her attendance at the ACWA conference in Washington,
D.C. along with a MWDOC luncheon held during this conference.

Director LaMar also reported on his attendance at the ACW A conference in Washington, D.C.

IRWD’s consultant Jim Reed noted that Mr. Bruce Newell, an IRWD consultant, had received
the Orange County Reserve Fireman of the Year Award. Mr. Reed further reported on the
meetings he attended on behalf of IRWD including a WACO monthly meeting, an OCWA lunch
meeting, an ISDOC meeting, a SOCW A Board meeting, and a City of Lake Forest council
meeting.

This report provides an update on the 2015-2016 legislative session and IRWD priorities. As
legislation develops, staff will provide updates and recommendations to the Water Resources
Policy and Communications Committee and the Board, as appropriate.

Staff recommends that the Board consider the following positions:

e AB 149 (Chévez, R- Oceanside)- Urban Water Management Plans— “SUPPORT”’; and
SB 143 (Stone, R-Indio)- Diamond Valley Reservoir: Recreational Use— “OPPOSE”.

BACKGROUND:

The 2015 bill introduction deadline was February 27, 2015. Nearly 2,300 bills were introduced,
exclusive of constitutional amendments and resolutions. On the Assembly side, 1,504 bills were
introduced while the Senate introduced 793 bills. Many of the introduced bills contain spot or
intent language; however, a number of bills include substantive proposals. With the introduction
deadline having passed, the 2015 legislative session will come into full swing with policy
committees ramping up and legislators working to amend their legislation so that it will be heard
by the May policy committee deadlines.

A wide variety of bills have been introduced on issues of interest to IRWD including public
contracting and water supplies. There are also a number of bills related to greenhouse gas
emissions, energy, Urban Water Management Plans and groundwater management. Many of
these bills are expected to have significant amendments prior to their first policy committee
hearings. As such, staff will monitor proposals and bring updates and recommendations to the
Water Resources Policy and Communications Committee and the Board, as appropriate.

State Budget Update:

January’s Revenue Numbers

On February 10, 2015, State Controller Betty Yee released her monthly report on the State’s
finances. She announced that the State took in $12.6 billion during the month of January. This
amount was $138.1 million, or 1.1 percent, below budget estimates.

“Year-to-date revenues are $15.5 million behind estimates adjusted upward a month ago,
when the Governor released his budget proposal. Year-to-date income tax receipts have
exceeded the Governor’s expectations by $9.3 million. Corporate tax receipts are

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currently $144.3 million ahead of fiscal year estimates, or 3.7 percent. Sales and use
taxes total $129.1 million, or 1.1 percent below expectations for the fiscal year.”

The State ended the month with a General Fund cash deficit of $10.7 billion, which was covered
by internal and external borrowing. This figure is down from a year ago, when the State had a
cash deficit of $12.6 billion, and is slightly below the projection of $10.9 billion included in the
Governor’s budget proposal.

California Climate Ieadership: Powering the New Economy:

In his inaugural address, Governor Brown introduced his vision for California to play an even
larger leadership role in the fight against climate change. In his January budget, he proposed
specific actions that California should take in 2015 to achieve his climate change vision.
Specifically, that California develop a greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions reduction target for
2030, decarbonize its electricity by significantly increasing the share of renewable energy,
improve the energy efficiency of California’s existing building stock, and reduce the use of
petroleum-based transportation fuels and the number of vehicle miles traveled statewide, among
other actions.

On February 10, 2015, Senate President pro Tempore Kevin de Le6n, agreeing with the
Governor’s vision, unveiled one of his leadership initiatives for 2015— the California Climate
Leadership Package. The California Climate Leadership Package is a package of four legislative
proposals intended to strengthen California’s “clean-energy” economy. The proposals, which
were the first series of bills introduced in the Senate intended to combat climate change, seek to
preserve California’s environment by focusing on pollution reduction, energy efficiency and
reduced petroleum use.

The California Climate Leadership Package includes:

e SB 32 (Pavley, D-Agoura Hills)- California Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006:
Emissions Limit: AB 32, the California Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006, requires
the California Air Resources Board (CARB) to adopt a statewide GHG emissions limit
for 2020 equivalent to the statewide GHG emissions level in 1990. SB 32 would require
CARB to adopt a statewide GHG emissions limit for 2050 that is equivalent to 80 percent
below the 1990 level. It would also authorize CARB to set interim GHG emission level
targets for 2030 and 2040.

e SB 185 (de Leon, D-Los Angeles)- Public retirement systems: Public Divestiture of
Thermal Coal Companies Act: SB 185 would require the Public Employees’ Retirement
System and State Teachers’ Retirement System to divest its funds of any investment in
thermal coal and would prohibit any new investment in companies engaged in the
combustion of coal.
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e SB 189 (Hueso, D-San Diego)- Clean Energy and Low-Carbon Economic and Jobs
Growth Blue Ribbon Committee: SB 189 proposes to create the Clean Energy and Low-
Carbon Economic and Jobs Growth Blue Ribbon Committee. The committee will advise
state agencies on the most effective ways to maximize California’s economic benefits and
job growth via actions and investments in a cleaner, low-carbon economy through State
policy and the expenditure of clean energy and GHG-related funds.

e SB 350 (de Leén, D-Los Angeles/Leno, D-San Francisco)- Clean Energy and Pollution
Reduction Act of 2015: SB 350 proposes to codify as a State goal the reduction of
petroleum use by 50 percent, increase energy efficiency in buildings by 50 percent and
increasing the current Renewable Portfolio Standard (RPS) to 50 percent. Specifically,
SB 350 would require CARB to adopt vehicle emissions standards intended to achieve a
50 percent reduction in petroleum use in motor vehicles by January 1, 2030. The bill
would require the California Energy Commission, by January 1, 2017, and at least once
every three years thereafter, to adopt an update to its current program, which seeks to
achieve greater energy savings in California’s existing residential and nonresidential
building stock, so that it achieves a doubling of energy efficiency in buildings by January
1, 2030. The bill would also increase the RPS from 33 percent to 50 percent by 2030.

Senate President pro Tempore Kevin de Ledn has stated that the two main objectives for these
bills are to create real jobs for Californians and to clean up the environment. More information
on the California Climate Leadership Package can be found at http://focus.senate.ca.gov/climate.

IRWD 2015 I egislative Priorities:

Proposition 1 Implementation:

Last month, the Assembly Water, Parks and Wildlife Committee and the Senate Budget and
Fiscal Review Committee held hearings related to the implementation of Proposition 1. At both
hearings, the committees heard from the Legislative Analyst’s Office (LAO) and from the
various State agencies responsible for implementing Proposition 1.

On February 11, 2015, the LAO released a report entitled “The 2015-2016 Budget: Eﬁ”ectively
Implementing The 2014 Water Bond.” The report outlines three key principles the LAO
recommends be followed as Proposition 1 is implemented. The three key principles are:

o “Furthering State Priorities: The state should make sure that programs are implemented
in ways that further its priorities, specifically those laid out in Proposition 1 and other
statutes. This will ensure that expenditures are consistent with other state activities.

o Funding Cost-Effective Projects for the State: State funds should be used to support
state-level public benefits. Projects should generate more benefits than would otherwise
occur and provide benefits over a long period of time.
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o Ensuring Accountability and Oversight: Departments should collect and evaluate data
on project outcomes to better allow the Legislature and voters to understand what has
been achieved with the investment of the bond dollars.”

(LAO, The 2015-2016 Budget: Effectively Implementing The 2014 Water Bond, page 14)

The report also provided a number of recommendations for implementing the bond to ensure that
the most cost-effective projects are selected for funding and that sufficient oversight and
evaluation are provided. The recommendations include items such as:

e Ensure funding is targeted to state-level public benefits;

e Require robust cost-effective criteria for project selection;

¢ Consult with technical experts when needed,;

e Require departments to submit staffing plans for all bond-related activities; and

¢ Facilitate oversight of projects, programs and outcomes.

The report also includes a summary of LAO recommendations related to the Governor’s January
budget proposal to appropriate $532.5 million in Proposition 1 funds in Fiscal Year 2015-16.
The LAO’s recommendations have been reproduced below.

In addition to the legislative focus on Proposition 1’s implementation, a number of State
agencies have begun work to develop water bond spending schedules and to develop draft
program guidelines. For example, the California Natural Resources Agency has released a draft
schedule detailing the benchmarks for the first ten years of a ten-year expenditure period for
Proposition 1, which is attached as Exhibit “C”, and has established a bond accountability
website for Proposition 1. The accountability website is located at:

Another example is the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB), which is expected to
release a draft of its recycled water program guidelines within the next week.
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Staff will provide an oral update on any new developments and on other Proposition 1
implementation discussions. Staff will continue to update the Water Resources Policy and
Communications Committee and the Board on going forward, as appropriate.

State Water Resources Control Board Emergency Drought Regulations:

On February 17, 2015, the SWRCB received a presentation from its staff on the potential next
steps related to Emergency Water Conservation Regulations. SWRCB staff presented the Board
with a list of potential actions, as proposed by the public, comprised of short-term modifications
to the emergency regulations adopted last July, long-term SWRCB actions and other legislative
or policy decision requiring action outside of the SWRCB.

Following staff’s presentation, the SWRCB discussed potential next steps. All the SWRCB
members agreed that the current drought regulations should be extended with some
modifications as they are set to expire on April 24, 2015.

On March 6, the SWRCB released proposed emergency drought regulations, which were
considered and adopted on March 17. The adopted regulations renew the previously adopted
regulations with several slight modifications for another 270 days. The modifications included:

Restrictions on the number of days per week that irrigation can occur;
Prohibitions on irrigation for 48 hours after a measurable rain event;
Prohibitions on eating and drinking establishments serving drinking water other than
upon request;

e Requirements that hotel and motel operators provide guests with the option of choosing
not to have towels and linens laundered daily;
Requirements that agencies notify customers of leaks; and

e Requirements water supplies report some additional data each month.

The Alternate Plan (e.g., allocation-based rate structures) was kept as a compliance mechanism
in the proposed regulations.

IRWD’s Proposed Recycled Water Storage Legislation:

Given the positive discussion at WateReuse California regarding finding a solution to mitigate
the impact of storm-induced overflow restrictions on recycled water impoundment capacity, the
Board, at its February 9, 2015, meeting, authorized IRWD to engage in the discussions with
WateReuse, decision makers at the SWRCB and key stakeholders while seeking the introduction
of a spot bill related to recycled water storage.

Over the past month, staff has continued to work with WateReuse and staff at the SWRCB to
find a solution to mitigate the impact of storm-induced overflow restrictions on recycled water
impoundments. Assemblymember Don Wagner (R-Irvine) has also introduced a spot bill, AB
725, on IRWD’s behalf as these discussions continue. AB 725 allows the District to have a
vehicle for legislation on storm-induced overflow restrictions should it be need given the
outcome of the discussion with WateReuse and the SWRCB. '
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Staff will provide an oral update on any new developments related to storm-induced overflow
restrictions. A copy of AB 725, as introduced, is attached as Exhibit “D”.

Other 2015 Legislation:

AB 149 (Chdvez, R- Oceanside)- Urban Water Management Plans:

The Urban Water Management Planning Act requires that urban water supplies prepare and
adopt an urban water management plan, and update that plan every five years in years ending in
5and 0. The Act requires that the plan and its updates be submitted to the Department of Water
Resources in years ending in 6 and 1. AB 149, as introduced, would adjust these timeframes. It
would require that an urban water supplier update its plan in years ending in 6 and 1. It would
require that the plans and updates be submitted to the Department of Water Resources in years
ending in 7 and 2.

AB 149 has been sponsored by the San Diego County Water Authority in order to change the
Urban Water Management Plan update and submittal dates so that they better match the timing
of the decennial U.S. Census, which is conducted in years ending in 0. Moving the plan update
dates to years ending in 6 and 1 allows urban water suppliers enough time to incorporate the full
range of Census data into their plans and allow for the inclusion of more meaningful data.

Staff recommends that the Board adopt a “SUPPORT” positon on AB 149. A copy of AB 149,
as introduced, is attached as Exhibit “E”.

SB 143 (Stone, R-Indio)- Diamond Valley Reservoir: Recreational Use:

Existing law, with certain exceptions, prohibits bodily contact with water in a domestic water
reservoir. SB 143, as introduced, would exempt the Diamond Valley Reservoir from these
prohibitions. Diamond Valley Reservoir is Southern California’s largest drinking water storage
reservoir, and holds six months of emergency storage for the region in the case of an earthquake
or other catastrophic disruption.

Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (MWD), the owner of Diamond Valley
Reservoir, has expressed concern over SB 143’s proposal to allow bodily contact within
Diamond Valley Reservoir because of the impact bodily contact could have on human health and
safety. Specifically, MWD is concerned about pathogen loading and the fact that Diamond
Valley Reservoir’s treatment facilities were not build to disinfect elevated levels of pathogens
that could result from bodily contact. If SB 143 were passed, MWD believes that water quality
monitoring would need to be increased and treatment facilities upgraded at Diamond Valley
Reservoir.

MWD has asked agencies within the Southern California region to join with it in opposing SB
143. Staff recommends that the Board adopt an “OPPOSE” position on SB 143 given that the
permitting of bodily contact with Diamond Valley Reservoir could result in the degradation of
water quality within an important reservoir for the Southern California region and could result in
increased treatment costs that would eventually be borne by ratepayers. A copy of SB 143, as
introduced, is attached as Exhibit “F”.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In August 2014, the Legislature approved Chapter 188, Statutes of 2014 (AB 1471, Rendon),
which placed before the voters a water bond measure primarily aimed at increasing the supply of
clean, safe, and reliable water and restoring habitat. On November 4, 2014, voters approved the water
bond measure—Proposition 1. In this report, we (1) describe Proposition 1, (2) review the Governor’s
proposals to implement the bond, (3) identify key implementation principles, and (4) recommend
steps for the Legislature to ensure that the bond is implemented effectively—meaning that
cost-effective projects are funded and that such projects are adequately overseen and evaluated.

Major Provisions of Proposition 1. The proposition provides a total of $7.5 billion in general
obligation bonds for various water-related programs. Some of the larger allocations include
$2.7 billion for water storage projects and $1.5 billion for watershed protection and restoration
projects. Additional funding is provided for groundwater sustainability, regional water management,
water recycling and desalination, water treatment, and flood protection. Projects funded under
Proposition 1 would generally be selected on a competitive basis, based on guidelines developed by
state departments. Proposition 1 also includes accountability and oversight provisions, such as limits
on the amount of funding that can go to administrative costs or planning and monitoring.

Governor’s Budget Proposals. The Governor’s budget proposes to appropriate $533 million from
Proposition 1 in 2015-16. This includes $178 million for various watershed protection and restoration
activities, $137 million for water recycling and desalination projects, and $69 million for projects to
improve drinking water in disadvantaged communities.

Key Principles for Implementing Proposition 1. We identify three guiding principles to inform
how money is allocated to projects in order to promote transparency and ensure better outcomes.
First, the state should ensure that programs are implemented in ways that further state priorities,
specifically those set out in Proposition 1 and in other statutes. This will ensure that expenditures
are used in ways consistent with other state activities. Second, state funds should be used to support
long-term, state-level public benefits (such as improving the health of fish species) in order to
ensure that taxpayers receive the most benefits from their investment. This includes identifying
(1) the portion of an activity that provides a state-level public benefit (because a given activity may
have public and private benefits) and (2) what would have happened in the absence of the bond
funding. Third, administering departments should collect and evaluate data on project delivery and -
outcomes to better allow the Legislature and voters to understand what has been achieved with the
bond dollars.

LAO Recommendations. We provide a series of recommendations to implement the principles
we describe above by applying them to the allocations in the bond and to the specific proposals
in the Governor’s 2015-16 budget. While the Governor’s proposals are generally consistent with
the intent of the bond, we recommend steps to better ensure that the most cost-effective projects
are selected for funding and that sufficient oversight and evaluation is provided. Some of our key
recommendations to the Legislature include:

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o Ensure Funding Targeted to State-Level Public Benefits. We recommend the Legislature
specify what portion and type of activities should and should not be eligible for bond
funding, including which water supply and water recycling benefits are state-level public
benefits. For example, water supply benefits should not be considered state-level public
benefits to the extent that they accrue to private entities, such as the ratepayers of a water
system.

s Require Robust Cost-Effectiveness Criteria for Project Selection. We recommend that
state departments follow certain practices to evaluate cost-effectiveness, such as adopting
grant guidelines that use (1) consistent assumptions about physical conditions and policies,
(2) consistent methods to evaluate benefits, and (3) measures of past performance by
grantees as a criterion for selecting projects.

o Consult With Technical Experts When Needed. Some proposed programs are new or have
uncertainty about what specific projects or strategies are most likely to be effective. For
this reason, we recommend that the state bring in expertise from outside state government
to provide technical assistance for certain programs, particularly to assist the Wildlife
Conservation Board develop guidelines for enhanced stream flows and the Department of
Water Resources with implementation and evaluation of water use efficiency projects.

o Require Departments to Submit Staffing Plans for All Bond-Related Activities. Only some
of the administration’s proposals for positions to support Proposition 1 activities specify
whether they took declining workload from other bonds into account when determining
how many positions to request.

o  Facilitate Oversight of Projects, Programs, and Outcomes. We recommend that the
Legislature require departments, prior to finalizing program guidelines, to identify how
the data they are collecting will allow the Legislature and the public to hold departments
accountable for their outcomes. We also recommend that the Legislature require that the
administration add additional information on bond expenditures to its bond website, and
that it produce an annual report on progress implementing the bond.

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(c) “Person” includes any city, county, district, the state, and
the United States, to the extent authorized by federal law.

(d) “Waste” includes sewage and any and all other waste
substances, liquid, solid, gaseous, or radioactive, associated with
human habitation, or of human or animal origin, or from any
producing, manufacturing, or processing operation, including waste
placed within containers of whatever nature prior to, and for
purposes of, disposal.

(e) “Waters of the state” means any surface water or
groundwater, including saline waters, within the boundaries of the
state.

(f) “Beneficial uses” of the waters of the state that may be
protected against quality degradation include, but are not limited
to, domestic, municipal, agricultural and industrial supply; power
generation; recreation; aesthetic enjoyment; navigation; and
preservation and enhancement of fish, wildlife, and other aquatic
resources Or preserves.

(g) “Quality of the water” refers to chemical, physical,
biological, bacteriological, radiological, and other properties and
characteristics of water-which that affect its use.

(h) “Water quality objectives” means the limits or levels of
water quality constituents or characteristics—whieh that are
established for the reasonable protection of beneficial uses of water
or the prevention of nuisance within a specific area.

(1) “Water quality control” means the regulation of any activity
or factor-whieh that may affect the quality of the waters of the
state and includes the prevention and correction of water pollution
and nuisance.

(G) “Water quality control plan” consists of a designation or
establishment for the waters within a specified area of all of the
following:

(1) Beneficial uses to be protected.

(2) Water quality objectives.

(3) A program of implementation needed for achieving water
quality objectives.

(k) “Contamination” means an impairment of the quality of the
waters of the state by waste to a degree which creates a hazard to
the public health through poisoning or through the spread of
disease. “Contamination” includes any equivalent effect resulting

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from the disposal of waste, whether or not waters of the state are
affected.

(D) (1) “Pollution” means an alteration of the quality of the
waters of the state by waste to a degree which unreasonably affects
either of the following:

(A) The waters for beneficial uses.

(B) Facilities-whieh that serve these beneficial uses.

(2) “Pollution” may include “contamination.”

(m) “Nuisance” means anything-which that meets all of the
following requirements:

(1) Isinjurious to health, or is indecent or offensive to the senses,
or an obstruction to the free use of property, so as to interfere with
the comfortable enjoyment of life or property.

(2) Affects at the same time an entire community or
neighborhood, or any considerable number of persons, although
the extent of the annoyance or damage inflicted upon individuals
may be unequal.

(3) Occurs during, or as a result of, the treatment or disposal of
wastes.

(n) “Recycled water” means water-which that, as a result of
treatment of waste, is suitable for a direct beneficial use or a
controlled use that would not otherwise occur and is therefor
considered a valuable resource.

(o) “Citizen or domiciliary” of the state includes a foreign
corporation having substantial business contacts in the state or
whieh that is subject to service of process in this state.

(p) (1) “Hazardous substance” means either of the following:

(A) For discharge to surface waters, any substance determined
to be a hazardous substance pursuant to Section 311(b)(2) of the
Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. Sec. 1251 et seq.).

(B) For discharge to groundwater, any substance listed as a
hazardous waste or hazardous material pursuant to Section 25140
of the Health and Safety Code, without regard to whether the
substance is intended to be used, reused, or discarded, except that
“hazardous substance” does not include any substance excluded
from Section 311(b)(2) of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act
because it is within the scope of Section 311(a)(1) of that act.

(2) “Hazardous substance” does not include any of the
following:
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(A) Nontoxic, nonflammable, and noncorrosive stormwater
runoff drained from underground vaults, chambers, or manholes
into gutters or storm sewers.

(B) Any pesticide-which that is applied for agricultural purposes
or is applied in accordance with a cooperative agreement authorized
by Section 116180 of the Health and Safety Code, and is not
discharged accidentally or for purposes of disposal, the application
of which is in compliance with all applicable state and federal laws
and regulations.

(C) Any discharge to surface water of a quantity less than a
reportable quantity as determined by regulations issued pursuant
to Section 311(b)(4) of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act.

(D) Any discharge to land-which that results, or probably will
result, in a discharge to groundwater if the amount of the discharge
to land is less than a reportable quantity, as determined by
regulations adopted pursuant to Section 13271, for substances
listed as hazardous pursuant to Section 25140 of the Health and
Safety Code. No discharge shall be deemed a discharge of a
reportable quantity until regulations set a reportable quantity for
the substance discharged.

(@) (1) “Mining waste” means all solid, semisolid, and liquid
waste materials from the extraction, beneficiation, and processing
of ores and minerals. Mining waste includes, but is not limited to,
soil, waste rock, and overburden, as defined in Section 2732 of
the Public Resources Code, and tailings, slag, and other processed
waste materials, including cementitious materials that are managed
at the cement manufacturing facility where the materials were
generated.

(2) For the purposes of this subdivision, “cementitious material”
means cement, cement kiln dust, clinker, and clinker dust.

ASSEMBLY BILL No. 149

Introduced by Assembly Member Chavez

January 15, 2015

An act to amend Section 10644 of, and to amend, repeal, and add
Section 10621 of, the Water Code, relating to water management.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

AB 149, as introduced, Chdvez. Urban water management plans.

Existing law, the Urban Water Management Planning Act, requires
every public and private urban water supplier that directly or indirectly
provides water for municipal purposes to prepare and adopt an urban
water management plan and to update its plan once every 5 years on or
before December 31 in years ending in 5 and zero, except as specified.
The act requires an urban water supplier to submit to the Department
of Water Resources a copy of its plan and requires the department to
prepare and submit to the Legislature, on or before December 31, in
the years ending in 6 and 1, a report summarizing the status of plans
adopted pursuant to the act.

This bill, commencing January 1, 2017, would instead require an
urban water supplier to update its plan at least once every 5 years on
or before December 31 in years ending in 6 and one. The bill would
instead require the department to submit its report to the Legislature,
on or before December 31, in years ending in 7 and two.

State-mandated local program: no.
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The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 10621 of the Water Code is amended to
read:

10621. (a) Each urban water supplier shall update its plan at
least once every five years on or before December 31, in years
ending in five and zero, except as provided in subdivision (d).

(b) Every urban water supplier required to prepare a plan
pursuant to this part shall, at least 60 days before the public hearing
on the plan required by Section 10642, notify any city or county
within which the supplier provides water supplies that the urban
water supplier will be reviewing the plan and considering
amendments or changes to the plan. The urban water supplier may
consult with, and obtain comments from, any city or county that
receives notice pursuant to this subdivision.

(c) The amendments to, or changes in, the plan shall be adopted
and filed in the manner set forth in Article 3 (commencing with
Section 10640).

(d) Each urban water supplier shall update and submit its 2015
plan to the department by July 1, 2016.

(e) This section shall remain in effect only until December 31,
2016 and as of that date is repealed.

SEC. 2. Section 10621 is added to the Water Code, to read:

10621. (a) Each urban water supplier shall update its plan at
least once every five years on or before December 31, in years
ending in six and one.

(b) Every urban water supplier required to prepare a plan
pursuant to this part shall, at least 60 days before the public hearing
on the plan required by Section 10642, notify any city or county
within which the supplier provides water supplies that the urban
water supplier will be reviewing the plan and considering
amendments or changes to the plan. The urban water supplier may
consult with, and obtain comments from, any city or county that
receives notice pursuant to this subdivision.

(c) The amendments to, or changes in, the plan shall be adopted
and filed in the manner set forth in Article 3 (commencing with
Section 10640).

(d) This section shall become operative on January 1, 2017.

SEC. 3. Section 10644 of the Water Code is amended to read:
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10644. (a) (1) An urban water supplier shall submit to the
department, the California State Library, and any city or county
within which the supplier provides water supplies a copy of its
plan no later than 30 days after adoption. Copies of amendments
or changes to the plans shall be submitted to the department, the
California State Library, and any city or county within which the
supplier provides water supplies within 30 days after adoption.

(2) The plan, or amendments to the plan, submitted to the
department pursuant to paragraph (1) shall be submitted
electronically and shall include any standardized forms, tables, or
displays specified by the department.

(b) (1) Notwithstanding Section 10231.5 of the Government
Code, the department shall prepare and submit to the Legislature,
on or before December 31, in the years ending in-six seven and
one two, a report summarizing the status of the plans adopted
pursuant to this part. The report prepared by the department shall
identify the exemplary elements of the individual plans. The
department shall provide a copy of the report to each urban water
supplier that has submitted its plan to the department. The
department shall also prepare reports and provide data for any
legislative hearings designed to consider the effectiveness of plans
submitted pursuant to this part.

(2) A report to be submitted pursuant to paragraph (1) shall be
submitted in compliance with Section 9795 of the Government
Code.

(¢) (1) For the purpose of identifying the exemplary elements
of the individual plans, the department shall identify in the report
water demand management measures adopted and implemented
by specific urban water suppliers, and identified pursuant to Section
10631, that achieve water savings significantly above the levels
established by the department to meet the requirements of Section
10631.5.

(2) The department shall distribute to the panel convened
pursuant to Section 10631.7 the results achieved by the
implementation of those water demand management measures
described in paragraph (1).
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1 (3) The department shall make available to the public the

2 standard the department will use to identify exemplary water
3 demand management measures.

SENATE BILL No. 143

Introduced by Senator Stone

January 27, 2015

An act to add Section 115843 to the Health and Safety Code, relating
to drinking water.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 143, as introduced, Stone. Diamond Valley Reservoir: recreational
use.

Existing law, with certain exceptions, prohibits recreational use, in
which there is bodily contact with water, in a reservoir in which water
is stored for domestic use and establishes water standards for those
exempted reservoirs.

This bill would exempt from this prohibition recreational activity in
which there is bodily contact with water by any participant in the
Diamond Valley Reservoir if certain standards are met.

This bill would make legislative findings and declarations as to the
necessity of a special statute for the Diamond Valley Reservoir in the
County of Riverside.

State-mandated local program: no.

The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

1 SECTION 1. Section 115843 is added to the Health and Safety
2 Code, to read:

3 115843. (a) In the Diamond Valley Reservoir, recreational
4 uses shall not include recreation in which there is bodily contact
5 with the water by any participant, unless both of the following
6 conditions are satisfied:
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(1) The water subsequently receives complete water treatment,
including coagulation, flocculation, sedimentation, filtration, and
disinfection, before being used for domestic purposes.

(2) Thereservoir is operated in compliance with regulations of
the State Water Resources Control Board, as provided in Section
115830.

(b) The recreational use may be subject to additional conditions
and restrictions adopted by the entity operating the water supply
reservoir, if the conditions and restrictions do not conflict with
regulations of the State Water Resources Control Board and are
designed to further protect or enhance the public health and safety.

SEC. 2. The Legislature finds and declares that a special law
is necessary and that a general law cannot be made applicable
within the meaning of Section 16 of Article IV of the California
Constitution because of the unique recreational needs of the
Diamond Valley Reservoir in the County of Riverside and the
enactment of this special law is necessary for the use of water for
the public good.

DYER ROAD WELLFIELD WELL NO. 5 REHABILITATION
FINAL ACCEPTANCE

SUMMARY:

The Dyer Road Wellfield (DRWF) Well No. 5 Rehabilitation project is complete. The
contractor, Best Drilling and Pump, Inc., completed the required work and all punch list items.
The project has received final inspection and acceptance of construction is recommended.

BACKGROUND:

DRWF Well No. 5 is located in the City of Santa Ana near the intersection of Goetz Avenue and
South Orange Avenue. A video survey conducted in 2012 revealed that over 75 percent of the
casing perforations were partially plugged with yellowish fibrous biological nodules and
chemical iron oxide scale. This project rehabilitated the well to address the microbial fouling
and chemical encrustation within the screened intervals to improve the specific capacity of the
well. The project also replaced the well pump, line shaft, couplings, motor shaft coupling, and
ancillary equipment. Rehabilitation included brushing, bailing, air bursting, chemical,
mechanical development, and patching of two damaged screens. As a result, the specific
capacity increased from 10 to 16 gpm/foot of drawdown. Richard C. Slade & Associates
completed the design in January 2014. Best Drilling and Pump, Inc. was awarded the
construction contract on February 19, 2014 and completed construction in February 2015. The
additional contract time to complete the project is attributable to third party delay (broken pump
bowl repair, fabrication, hydraulic retesting, re-certification and re-shipping) and fabrication of a
new line shaft to motor coupling due to improper sizing specified by the design.

REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN IRWD AND THE CITY OF IRVINE FOR
INSTALLATION AND ADJUSTMENT OF IRWD FACILITIES TO GRADE

SUMMARY:

The City of Irvine (City) is proceeding with its annual slurry seal and pavement rehabilitation
project for miscellaneous areas throughout the City. This project requires a Reimbursement
Agreement (RA) since the estimated construction cost is over $100,000. Staff recommends that
the Board authorize the General Manager to execute an RA with the City for its Annual Slurry
Seal and Pavement Rehabilitation Project, Bid No. 15-1003.

BACKGROUND:

IRWD has had an RA in place with the City since 1995 for managing various street rehabilitation
projects. Typically included in the City’s Capital Improvement Projects are alternate bid items
for raising existing IRWD sewer manhole covers, sewer cleanouts, and water valve frames and
lids to the new pavement grade. Any project up to $100,000 in reimbursable costs can be
authorized by the General Manager as an addendum to this “umbrella” RA.

IRWD and the City have also agreed that any City street improvement project which involves the
construction, modification or relocation of IRWD facilities with an estimated construction cost
over $100,000 will be administered through a separate RA. The City’s Annual Slurry Seal and
Street Rehabilitation Project, Bid No. 15-1003, has an estimated construction cost of $624,000
and, therefore, requires a project-specific RA.

The project area is generally located between Culver Drive and Jamboree Road from Irvine
Center Drive to Portola Parkway. Approximately 580 domestic and 110 recycled water valve
frames and lids, 10 sewer cleanouts, and 300 sewer manholes will be installed or adjusted to new
pavement grade. A Vicinity Map is attached as Exhibit “A”, the Engineer’s Estimate as

Exhibit “B”, and the RA as Exhibit “C”. The RA has been reviewed by IRWD’s legal counsel.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Staff anticipates receiving invoices from the City in late January 2016. Projects 11814 (6049),
21814 (6053), and 31814 (6054) will be included in the FY 2015-16 capital budget as shown in
the following table.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

These projects are exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as
authorized under the California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Section 15061 (b)(3).
The activity is covered by the general rule that CEQA applies only to projects which have the
potential for causing a significant effect on the environment. Where it can be seen with
certainty that there is no possibility that the activity in question may have a significant effect on
the environment, the activity is not subjcct to CEQA.

In addition, projects referenced in these agreements are exempt from CEQA as authorized
under the California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Section 15302 C, which
provides exemption for projects that involve replacement or reconstruction of existing
structures and facilities where the new structure will be located on the same site as the
structure replaced and will have substantially the same purpose and capacity as the structure
replaced.

This Agreement is made and entered into as of this ____ day of , 2015,
by and between IRVINE RANCH WATER DISTRICT, a California water district formed and
existing pursuant to the California Water District Law, hereinafter referred to as “DISTRICT,”
and the CITY OF IRVINE, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as “CITY.”

WHEREAS, CITY proposes to construct street and utility improvements within the
College Park, The Colony and West Irvine communities for the Street Rehabilitation and Slurry
Seal Project, Bid No. 15-1003 (the “Project™), within the jurisdictional boundaries of DISTRICT
and the City of Irvine; and

WHEREAS, such construction will necessitate the installation or adjustment to grade of
approximately 580 Water Valves, approximately 110 Recycled Water Valves, approximately 10
Sewer Cleanouts and approximately 300 Sewer Manholes, as depicted on Exhibit “A” attached
hereto incorporated by reference herein (hereinafter referred to as the “IRWD FACILITIES™);
and

WHEREAS, the parties have determined that it would be more expedient for CITY to
construct the IRWD FACILITIES rather than for DISTRICT to do so; and

WHEREAS, DISTRICT is amenable to the CITY constructing the IRWD FACILITIES
with the CITY agreeing to advance the costs; and
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WHEREAS, DISTRICT agrees to fully reimburse the CITY through payments billed by
the CITY and approved by DISTRICT for the entire cost of the IRWD FACILITIES; and

WHEREAS, except as otherwise provided herein, upon the completion of the IRWD
FACILITIES, the RWD FACILITIES shall become the property of DISTRICT in accordance
with the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants hereinafter
set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

SECTION 1. IRWD FACILITIES. In conjunction with the Project, CITY agrees to
initiate and pursue to completion the design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES.

SECTION 2. PLANS. CITY agrees that the IRWD FACILITIES shall be completed
pursuant to approved project plans and specifications (the “Plans and Specifications”) which
shall be approved by DISTRICT and used in awarding the construction contract. Prior to
commencement of preparation of the Plans and Specifications, CITY shall submit its design
engineer’s proposal for the design of the IRWD FACILITIES to DISTRICT. DISTRICT will
have a period of five (5) calendar days from its receipt of such design proposal to review and
either indicate its approval or request changes. CITY shall cause its design engineer to review
and respond to any requested changes. The Plans and Specifications shall be deemed to
incorporate the applicable portions of DISTRICT’s latest edition of “Construction Manual for the
Construction of Water, Sewer, and Reclaimed Water Facilities” (the “Construction Manual”).
The IRWD FACILITIES shall be contracted by CITY together with non-reimbursable work to be
completed by CITY within the Project pursuant to plans prepared by CITY’s design engineer.

SECTION 3. BIDDING AND AWARD. The parties agree that the construction of the
IRWD FACILITIES shall be included in CITY’s contract(s) awarded for the Project and that the
IRWD FACILITIES shall be bid as a separate item or items that can be deleted. During the
bidding process, CITY shall deliver to IRWD one (1) complete set of the bid documents that
include the IRWD FACILITIES, including all related addenda concurrently with the distribution
thereof to prospective bidders. Upon opening of bids by CITY, CITY will submit the bids or a
spread sheet summary of the bids to DISTRICT. DISTRICT will have a period of ten (10)
calendar days from its receipt of the bid results for review and approval of the IRWD
FACILITIES bid item(s) submitted by the bidder identified to DISTRICT by CITY as CITY’s
proposed successful bidder. CITY agrees that bids received for the construction of the IRWD
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FACILITIES bid item(s) shall be subject to the approval of DISTRICT prior to award of the
Project construction contract(s) that include the IRWD FACILITIES; and further agrees that in
the event DISTRICT does not approve such bids, either party may terminate this Agreement
upon twenty-four (24) hours’ prior written notice, in which event CITY shall have no further
obligation to construct the IRWD FACILITIES, and DISTRICT may elect to install the IRWD
FACILITIES with its own contractor. If DISTRICT approves of the IRWD FACILITIES bid
item(s) of CITY’s successful bidder, CITY agrees to cause the IRWD FACILITIES to be
constructed as part of the contract awarded to such bidder. The total estimated construction cost
for the IRWD FACILITIES is $624,000.00, provided, however, the amount to be reimbursed by
DISTRICT shall be based on the actual costs of construction. Upon award of the construction
contract, CITY shall provide DISTRICT with one (1) original copy of the fully executed contract
documents and one (1) copy of the bid package relating to the IRWD FACILITIES received from
the successful bidder.

SECTION 4. DESIGN REVISIONS AND CHANGE ORDERS. DISTRICT agrees to
reimburse CITY for any change order(s) for revision(s) requested by DISTRICT or otherwise
required to construct the IRWD FACILITIES. CITY shall promptly furnish DISTRICT with
copies of any proposed change order(s) to such contract within five (5) working days of the
initiation of the changed conditions to such contract, which shall be subject to DISTRICT
approval if and to the extent the IRWD FACILITIES are affected therefrom.

DISTRICT shall promptly review proposed change order(s) and provide CITY with a response
within five (5) working days or sooner of receiving proposed change order(s) information from
CITY. DISTRICT agrees not to unreasonably cause delay(s) to the construction schedule of the
Project in reviewing proposed change order(s) for the IRWD FACILITIES. Notwithstanding any
other provision herein, any approval required to be given by the DISTRICT under this Section
shall be deemed given if no response to the CITY’s request for such approval is received by the
CITY within eight (8) working days following the written request for such approval unless the
parties agree otherwise in a writing executed by both parties.

SECTION 5. REIMBURSEMENT. DISTRICT agrees to reimburse CITY for the
following costs (collectively, the “Costs™): (1) the actual costs of design, construction, permits,
bonds, and legal fees (excluding the costs of preparation of this Agreement) incurred by CITY in
connection with the design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES, plus (2) an
administration fee which shall be equal to four percent (4%) of the actual cost of construction
(costs paid directly to CITY’s contractor for construction, only, excluding any cost for design,
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surveying, geotechnical or other work) of the IRWD FACILITIES and which shall be deemed to
cover all costs of project administration, including, but not limited to, accounting, inspection,
surveying, compaction testing, geotechnical services and engineering. CITY shall keep a
separate accounting of all Costs incurred by CITY in relation to the IRWD FACILITIES.

Within sixty (60) days of DISTRICT’s acceptance of the IRWD FACILITIES as provided
in Section 8, a final accounting of the Costs shall be made by CITY and submitted to DISTRICT
along with an invoice for the Costs and any supporting documentation necessary to show the
amounts which represent Costs of IRWD FACILITIES. Amounts paid pursuant to progress
payment invoices shall be subject to adjustment in the final accounting. Within thirty (30) days
of said final accounting, DISTRICT agrees to pay to CITY the total amount of the Costs.

SECTION 6. LAWS. ORDINANCES. RULES AND REGULATIONS. CITY shall
require in its contract for the construction of the IRWD FACILITIES that its contractor be fully
informed of and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, including, but not

limited to, all applicable requirements of the California Labor Code, prevailing wage laws, the
Construction Manual, and the Rules and Regulations of DISTRICT, in connection with the
construction of the IRWD FACILITIES.

SECTION 7. INSPECTION. DISTRICT shall have sole and absolute discretion as to all
aspects of design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES, and DISTRICT shall be entitled to
inspect the construction of IRWD FACILITIES as it deems necessary to assure compliance with
the Plans and Specifications, including shop drawing review and material inspection thereof.
DISTRICT shall have access to all phases of the Project work to be performed by CITY for the
purpose of such inspection; provided, however, all questions regarding the work being performed
will be directed to CITY’s resident engineer. DISTRICT will promptly notify CITY of any
portion of the work on the IRWD FACILITIES which appears not to conform to the Plans and
Specifications. The determination of DISTRICT as to conformity of the IRWD FACILITIES .
with the Plans and Specifications shall be made in DISTRICT’s sole and absolute discretion.
DISTRICT agrees not to unreasonably withhold its approval as to such conformity of the IRWD
FACILITIES with the Plans and Specifications. CITY shall require its contractor to construct the
IRWD FACILITIES so that the IRWD FACILITIES conform to the Plans and Specifications.
CITY agrees to assume full responsibility for certifying or obtaining certification of the
compaction of backfill material over the IRWD FACILITIES.
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SECTION 8. ACCEPTANCE. DISTRICT agrees to accept the IRWD FACILITIES
when the IRWD FACILITIES have been completed by CITY in accordance with all requirements
of the Plans and Specifications, including any change orders approved by DISTRICT as provided
in Section 3 hereof. At the time of completion and acceptance of the IRWD FACILITIES, CITY
agrees to furnish DISTRICT with one (1) copy of the contractor’s redlined set of blueline
“record” drawings (showing all revisions, manufacturer and type of valves, pipe and fittings as
required by DISTRICT) and one (1) copy of the compaction reports and certificate, survey notes
and cut sheets.

SECTION 9. OWNERSHIP. It is mutually agreed between the parties hereto that
notwithstanding the fact that CITY shall accomplish the construction of the IRWD FACILITIES
subject to reimbursement, the IRWD FACILITIES to be completed hereunder, together with the
necessary franchises, licenses, easements, rights-of-way, and other privileges, shall at all times be
subject to the applicable rates, rules and regulations of DISTRICT, as modified or amended from
time to time. CITY hereby disclaims any interest in the IRWD FACILITIES and does hereby
transfer and assign to DISTRICT any and all right, title, and interest it may have in the RWD
FACILITIES. DISTRICT shall own, operate and maintain the IRWD FACILITIES following
acceptance thereof.

SECTION 10. GUARANTEES. CITY will, pursuant to the requirement(s) of the Plans
and Specifications, cause its contractor(s) for the IRWD FACILITIES to guarantee the IRWD
FACILITIES against defects in workmanship and materials for a period of one (1) year from the
date of acceptance by CITY, which acceptance shall be given only after acceptance by
DISTRICT as provided in Section 8. It is further agreed that CITY shall cause the IRWD
FACILITIES to be brought or restored to full compliance with the requirements of the Plans and
Specifications, including any test requirements, for any portions of the IRWD FACILITIES
which during said one (1) year period are found not to be in conformance with the provisions of
the Plans and Specifications. This guarantee is in addition to any and all other warranties, ‘
express or implied, from CITY’s contractors or material manufacturers, with respect to the
IRWD FACILITIES. The guarantee and obligations under this section shall in no way be
relieved by DISTRICT s inspection and/or acceptance of the IRWD FACILITIES. This section
sets forth the entire guarantee and warranty of CITY with respect to the IRWD FACILITIES.
The express or implied warranties of other persons with respect to IRWD FACILITIES shall in
no way be limited by the guarantee and warranty of CITY contained in this section. If requested
by DISTRICT, CITY agrees to assign to DISTRICT the contractor’s guarantee and/or any other
guarantees or warranties relating to the IRWD FACILITIES.
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SECTION 11. INDEMNIFICATION. CITY shall indemnify, defend and hold
DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees, and engineers harmless from any expense, liability or
claim for death, injury, loss, damage or expense to persons or property which may arise or is
claimed to have arisen during construction of the IRWD FACILITIES as a result of any work or
action performed by CITY or on behalf of CITY, save and except to the extent such expense,
liability or claim is proximately caused in whole or in part by any act, omission, or negligence of
DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees or engineers or by any act or omission for which
DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees or engineers are liable without fault.

DISTRICT shall indemnify, defend and hold CITY, its officers, agents, and employees,
harmless from any expense, liability or claim for death, injury, loss, damage or expense to
persons or property which may arise or is claimed to have arisen either (i) as a result of any acts
performed by DISTRICT, its officers, agents, or employees, with respect to the IRWD
FACILITIES construction; or (ii) following DISTRICT acceptance of the IRWD FACILITIES,
with respect to maintenance and operation of the IRWD FACILITIES, save and except to the
extent such expense, liability or claim is proximately caused in whole or in part by any
negligence of CITY, its officers, agents, employees or engineers, or by any act or omission for
which CITY, its officers, agents, employees or engineers are liable without fault.

SECTION 12. INSURANCE AND BONDING. CITY shall cause its contractor(s) to
provide performance and payment bonds for the construction of the Project including the IRWD
FACILITIES and to obtain insurance coverage sufficiently broad to insure the matters set forth in
this Agreement and to include DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees and engineers, as
additional insureds on all insurance policies that CITY requires its contractor(s) to provide. As
evidence of such insurance coverage, CITY shall, prior to commencement of construction of the
IRWD FACILITIES, provide DISTRICT with certificates of insurance and insurance
endorsements from CITY’s contractor(s) in a form acceptable to DISTRICT.

SECTION 13. TERMINATION. DISTRICT shall have the right to terminate this
Agreement at any time, subject to the provisions of this section, by providing five (5) business
days’ prior written notice to CITY, except as noted in Section 3. If at the request or direction of a
party other than CITY, the construction of the IRWD FACILITIES is not accomplished or
completed, DISTRICT shall remain obligated for the actual amount of the Costs incurred by
CITY to the date of termination.
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If CITY’s Project is canceled or modified so as to eliminate the necessity of the
construction of the IRWD FACILITIES, CITY shall have the right to terminate this Agreement
and thereby terminate its obligation to construct the IRWD FACILITIES, by providing five (5)
business days’ prior written notice to DISTRICT. In such case, DISTRICT will not be obligated
for any design or any other Costs incurred by CITY. If IRWD elects to construct the IRWD
FACILITIES, DISTRICT may, but shall not be obligated to, acquire the design or other work
from CITY by separate agreement.

SECTION 14. NOTICE. Any notice or other written instrument required or permitted by
this Agreement to be given to either party shall be deemed received when personally served or
twenty-four (24) hours after being deposited in the U.S. Mail, postage prepaid, registered or
certified and addressed as follows:

SECTION 15. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS; INTEGRATION; AMENDMENT.
This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the successor and assigns of
CITY and DISTRICT. This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between CITY and
DISTRICT and supersedes all prior understandings and agreements between the parties with
respect to the subjects hereof. This Agreement may be modified only in writing signed by both
parties hereto.

SECTION 16. LEGAL FEES. In the event of any declaratory or other legal or equitable
action instituted between CITY and DISTRICT in connection with this Agreement, the
prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the losing party all of its costs and expenses,
including court costs and reasonable attorneys’ fees.

SECTION 17. DEEMED APPROVAL. Any approval required to be given by either
patty pursuant to this Agreement shall be deemed given if no response to the party’s request for
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such approval is received by the requesting party within fifteen (15) days following the written
request for such approval.

SECTION 18. SEVERABILITY. If any term, provision, covenant or condition of this
Agreement is held to be invalid, void or other unenforceable, to any extent, by any court of
competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Agreement shall not be affected thereby, and each
term provision, covenant or condition of this Agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the
fullest extent permitted by law.

SECTION 19. APPLICABLE LAW. This Agreement shall be construed and enforced in
accordance with the laws of the State of California.

SECTION 20. WAIVER. The waiver of any provision of this Agreement by either party
shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any other provision or of any preceding or subsequent
breach hereunder.

CONSENT CALENDAR

PLANNING AREA 6 (PORTOLA SPRINGS) CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS

SUMMARY:

Irvine Community Development Company (ICDC) is proceeding with the Planning Area 6
(Portola Springs) development including the Enclave 3, Backbone Street Improvements Project
(Enclave 3 Improvements) and the Bridge and Trail Improvements. For both the Enclave 3
Improvements and the Bridge and Trail Improvements, ICDC will design and construct IRWD’s
recycled water capital facilities under an existing Supplemental Reimbursement Agreement.
Staff recommends that the Board:

e Authorize a budget decrease for Enclave 3 Improvements, Project 30426, in the amount
of <$451,000>, from $766,700 to $315,700, and

e Authorize the addition of Bridge and Trail Improvements, Project 30508, to the FY 2014-
15 capital budget in the amount of $132,000.

BACKGROUND:

IRWD and ICDC have had a Reimbursement Agreement (RA) for design and construction of
IRWD capital facilities in place since May 1997. Under this RA, a Supplemental
Reimbursement Agreement (SRA) serves to define the improvements to be designed and
constructed within a specific planning area as well as the estimated reimbursable costs.

An SRA was previously approved in April 2004 for all IRWD capital facilities within Planning
Area 6. All required IRWD capital improvements are documented in the Planning Area 6 Sub-
Area Master Plan Update, dated August 2013. The improvements are shown in Exhibit “A”.

Enclave 3 Improvements:

Enclave 3 Improvements include construction of approximately 3,200 feet of 6-inch recycled
water pipeline. ICDC selected Stantec to complete the Enclave 3 Improvements design plans.
ICDC received five bids and the low bidder for the IRWD work was Kana Pipeline with a bid in
the amount of $167,492; bids ranged from $167,492 to $256,770. The Bid Summary is shown in
Exhibit “B”. ICDC requested IRWD’s concurrence of awarding the contract to Kana. Kana’s
bid had no irregularities and staff concurs with ICDC’s recommendation to award the
construction contract to Kana. ICDC also received proposals from Stantec, Leighton, Adams
Streeter, and LSA Associates for construction support services and staff concurs with the
selections.

Bridge and Trail Improvements:

Bridge and Trail Improvements include construction of approximately 440 feet of 8-inch
recycled water pipeline. ICDC selected Stantec to complete the Bridge and Trail Improvements
design plans. ICDC received five bids and the low bidder for the IRWD work was Clearwater
Pipeline in the amount of $61,070; however, the Boudreau Pipeline bid in the amount of $67,250
was selected because it is a part of the lowest bid for the overall project. Bids ranged from
$61,070 to $96,330. The Bid Summary is shown in Exhibit “C”. ICDC requested IRWD’s
concurrence of awarding the contract to Clearwater. The bid had no irregularities and staff
concurs with ICDC’s recommendation to award the construction contract to Boudreau. ICDC
also received proposals from Stantec, Kling, and Glen Lukos Associates for construction support
services and staff concurs with the selections.

A summary of Bridge and Trail Improvement costs is shown as follows:

30426 (4557). Additionally staff requests the addition of Project 30508 (5763) to the FY 2014-
15 capital budget as shown in the table below.:

The construction of the capital facilities for Planning Area 6 is subject to the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and in conformance with California Code of Regulations
Title 14, Chapter 3, Article 7, an Environmental Impact Report, SCH#2001051010, was certified
by the lead agency, the City of Irvine, on June 3, 2004.

SEWER MANHOLE REHABILITATION SERVICES CONTRACT AWARD
SUMMARY:

The Fiscal Year 2014-15 Sewer General System Modification Project consists of repairing and
rehabilitating sewer manhole structures at various locations within IRWD’s service area. Staff
recommends that the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a contract with Zebron
Contracting, Inc. in the amount not to exceed $825,000 for the period April 1, 2015 to June 30, 2017.

BACKGROUND:

The Sewer General System Modification Project is used to fund repairs required in the sewer system
infrastructure. Manholes considered for rehabilitation are identified during the normal collection
system maintenance and inspection process. The scope of work for this project includes sewer
manhole cleaning, wall preparation, lid and ring replacement, application of liner, and spark testing
to ensure the installation is in compliance with the District’s Construction Manual. For the last three
years, Zebron has been awarded the contract through a competitive bid process to perform this type
of rehabilitation work for the District. Zebron has more than 33 years of rehabilitation experience in
the sewer/water industry and has provided the District with high quality manhole rehabilitation
services.

Staff distributed a Request for Proposal (RFP) on August 19, 2014 to multiple qualified contractors
with a proposal due date of August 28, 2014 (as provided in Exhibit “A”). Staff received two
responsive bids from Zebron and Sancon Engineering; Zebron was determined to be the lowest
responsive bidder. Exhibit “B” provides Zebron’s pricing for the manhole rehabilitation.

FISCAL IMPACTS:
Project 20959 (5482) is included in the approved Fiscal Year 2014-15 Capital Budget. An

Expenditure Authorization exists in the amount of $330,000 and has been approved by the Board for
Project 20959 on June 24, 2014. The Project is funded from the Replacement Fund.

OPERATIONS DATABASE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

ACTION CALENDAR

SUMMARY:

The task performed by the District’s Operations, Compliance, and Laboratory Departments to
compile and generate data to develop reports and analyze processes is labor intensive and
requires consolidating data from multiple sources. The District will benefit from a single
database management system that staff can use to efficiently compile data and generate reports
from various existing operations, laboratory, and financial databases. Several systems were
evaluated based on District requirements. Staff recommends that the Board authorize the
General Manager to execute a contract with Hach to purchase the Water Information
Management System (WIMS) database management program in the amount of $208,105.

BACKGROUND:

The District’s Water and Recycling Operations, Water Quality, and Compliance Departments
utilize and integrate operational and laboratory data from various sources such as the
Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) system and Laboratory Information
Management System (LIMS) to prepare compliance reports, monitor plant processes, and track
Key Performance Indictors (KPIs) on a daily basis. Currently, staff manually transfers data from
SCADA and LIMS into Microsoft Excel files to compile, calculate, and store data to prepare
reports. This method of manually transferring data from multiple sources is labor intensive and
can potentially lead to quality control issues with the data and related reports. In addition, data
compiled in this manner cannot be easily formatted to meet the regulatory reporting requirements
mandated by the State Water Resources Control Board using California Integrated Water Quality
System (CIWQS).

Selection Process:

As a result of these challenges, staff from Information Services, Water and Recycling
Operations, Electrical and Automation, Laboratory, Compliance, and Natural Treatment Systems
departments jointly developed a list of requirements for a single system that will provide benefits
to all departments involved. Some of the major system requirements and capabilities include:
off-the shelf and commercially available, water and recycling industry experience, process
evaluation, automated and ad-hoc reports, data audit trails, regulatory compliance reports, user-
friendly interface, and seamless integration with SCADA, LIMS, Oracle and field-collected data.
Staff identified and evaluated four commercially available software programs that were
developed specifically for use in the water and recycling industry including Dream Report by
Invesys, WaterTrax by WaterTrax, Intelligent Water by Element Blue, and WIMS by Hach. Staff
rated each of these systems based on the criteria outlined above as well as several other technical
standards. Based on the results of the scoring, staff selected the Hach WIMS program. The
primary advantages of the WIMS system are that it is used by hundreds of water and recycling

rl Operations Database Management System.docx
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facilities throughout the United States, including several in southern California, and the system
can reside on the client’s server. WIMS works well with the District’s SCADA and LIMS
systems making data transfers seamless. WIMS has also been used to interface with Oracle for
linking financial and operational data to provide production cost information. The system is also
capable of providing data validation, audit trails for data entries, and has a full suite of updated
regulatory report formats that are automatically populated with the appropriate data (fully
compatible with CIWQS). Other benefits of the system include a reduction in the number of
places data are entered and the ability to track an unlimited number of data points/parameters
which can be used to create reports, graphs, and data analysis. In addition, Hach has established
a local user group and regular meetings where users can network and receive updates on the
latest upgrades and benefits of the software.

Given the internal evaluations and several presentations by the vendors, staff has determined that
the WIMS program by Hach meets all of the District’s criteria for a database management
system. In addition, staff spoke with and visited other agencies that have implemented WIMS,
including City of San Diego, Encina Wastewater Authority (EWA), Santa Margarita Water
District, South Orange County Wastewater Authority (SOCWA) and found overwhelmingly
positive feedback regarding the benefits and efficiencies gained by implementing this program.
As a result, staff recommends foregoing the formal bidding procurement process and executing a
sole-source contract with Hach for the WIMS program.

SAN JOAQUIN MARSH AND NATURAL TREATMENT SYSTEM
FACILITIES THREE-YEAR MAINTENANCE SERVICES CONTRACT

SUMMARY:

Landscape and maintenance contract services are required within the San Joaquin Marsh and
Natural Treatment System (NTS) to control and remove native and non-native vegetation as well
as irrigation maintenance. This contract will include several new NTS sites that the District has
acquired since the last three-year contract. Nineteen sites will be covered encompassing a total
area of 435 acres. Staff initiated the competitive bid process in September 2014 and based on the
bids received, staff recommends that the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a
contract with TruGreen Landcare for $2,003,904 for a three-year period.

BACKGROUND:

Five landscape maintenance companies were invited to participate in the Request for Proposal
(RFP) process in September 2014 based on their experience with the District, and their
experience with projects involving natural habitat restoration, especially wetlands. This included
a walk-through at the San Joaquin Marsh, and three NTS sites that were typical of the system as a
whole. Of these five companies, one did not participate in the walk through (Habitat Restoration
Sciences); two did not respond to the RFP (Nature’s Image, Valley Crest); and one submitted a
“no bid” response (Nakae & Associates). Only one company, TruGreen Landcare, responded
with a bid and formal proposal to provide landscaping services for the San Joaquin Marsh and
NTS sites. TruGreen Landcare’s proposal is attached as Exhibit “A”. The current contract
expired in February 2014 so that it would coincide with the District’s facilities’ landscape
contract, and is currently on a month-to-month basis.

The previous contract, which included 12 NTS sites, totaled $1,476,000. The new three-year
contract will include 19 sites, an increase of seven compared to the previous contract, and will
total $2,003,904. NTS sites not requiring landscape maintenance and not included in this
contract are Sand Canyon Reservoir, Rattlesnake Reservoir, and the Cienega filter. In addition,
this new contract will include the “Tree Hill” and San Joaquin Marsh campus areas that were
previously included in a contract for the Michelson Water Recycling Plant landscape
maintenance. This in part accounts for an increase in cost for the contract; a corresponding
decrease will be reflected in the facilities landscaping contract which previously covered these
two areas. The new contract also includes provisions for the addition of new NTS sites as they
are accepted by the District as well as requisite increases in staffing levels by the contractor, if
required.

The following information is provided for guidance in preparing your proposal:

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Established in 1961 as a California Water District, [IRWD provides drinking water, sewage
collection and treatment, recycled water, and urban runoff treatment to over 330,000
residents of Central Orange County, California. IRWD encompasses nearly 181 square
miles extending from the Pacific coast to the foothills and has more than 102,000 domestic
and recycled water connections. The District serves the City of Irvine and portions of the
Cities of Costa Mesa, Lake Forest, Newport Beach, Tustin, Santa Ana, the city of Orange
and unincorporated Orange County.

[n 1997, IRWD established the San Joaquin Marsh and Wildlife Sanctuary (SIM), an
approximately 240 acre freshwater marsh and upland riparian habitat adjacent to its
Michelson Water Recycling Plant. The SIM serves three primary functions: to treat and
remove pollutants from urban runoff in the San Diego Creek Watershed; to provide

Following the success of the SIM, IRWD developed the Natural Treatment System
(NTS) in 2005. The NTS uses the concept of the SIM and establishes small treatment
wetlands throughout the San Diego Creek Watershed to remove pollutants on 2 regional
basis. The NTS currently has 18 sites, however, the system is growing and additional
sites will be added each year in the foreseeable future.

SCOPE OF WORK

Special restrictions to access the SJTM and NTS sites between March 15 to September 15
are in place to avoid impacts to any federally listed endangered species, or other
migratory birds which are known to utilize habitat in IRWD project sites will be in effect.
Auny vegetation removal or earthwork between March 15 and September 15 in the
vicinity of existing habitat will require the contractor t0 notify IRWD, and such work
must be monitored by a qualified biologist. This monitor shall have the authority to stop
or otherwise divert work to avoid impacts as necessary. The Contractor shall not resume
work until approval by an IRWD Representative is given.

Roses as needed.

Turtle Ridge
Outlet and Inlet structures to be cleaned for sediment, trash, and vegetation after rain
event; Change trash can liners as needed; Inlet and outlet structures to be clear of all
vegetation for 10’ around each structure; Cattails (Typha sp.,) - void in basin; Channels
to be maintained with a 20° section of Bulrush/sedge or other approved aquatic
vegetation and then with a 20 section of open space continuing this pattern throughout
channels; Sedge and other approved aquatic vegetation to be maintained with spacing of
4’ width around margin of pond with the exception of spaces delineated by NTS staff;
Adquatic vegetation to be thinned out of algae, mosquito fern and other floating vegetation as
to not exceed 60% of basin from July through September two times a month or as needed;
Clean kiosk window of all debris; Clean kiosk of all debris; Maintain 50° buffer of mulch
around site.

San Joaquin Marsh (SJM)
The area of responsibility will include all of the SJM including the area known as Tree
Hill, and the landscaping around Marsh Campus houses. The only area excluded from
this portion of the contract will be the area inside the Michelson Plant. The Marsh
Campus will be maintained in accordance with Section 1 of the Landscape
Specifications.

The SIM must be staffed with a minimum crew of 8, including a foreman, for five days
per week during the hours specified above, and as specified in Section 15. Each week,
crews will focus on a certain subset of the SIM, which they will have previously outlined
with the project manager during the prior week. In these sub-work areas, crews must: 1)
pick up and dispose of all trash at the site (either on ground or in trash cans, replacing
these with new liners); 2) remove or apply herbicide to non-native plant species; 3) trim
vegetation from all trails, roads, and other structures including, but not limited to: pipes,
irrigation boxes and heads, electrical boxes, bird boxes, signs, ditches, well heads, fences;
weir structures, sampler enclosures, etc. to a minimum of two feet; 4) keep all weir
structures free of debris, dispose of debris, and maintain all inlet and outlets free of
sediment and debris. The Contractor will perform monthly preventative maintenance
(PM) on the irrigation systems at the SIM as outlined in Section 6, and repair and
maintain the irrigation system as outline in this section. The contractor will also perform
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a major trimming of all vegetation at each site (including aquatic vegetation) each year at
the direction of the project manager.

Keep all streams and channels clear of all debris and non-woody vegetation to a width of
6°, and all woody vegetation to a width of 8’, and to a height of 10°; remove all
vegetation from Ponds D & E, with the exception of a 10” wide bulrush buffer around
Pond D 1x per year as directed by project manager; Keep all benches and kiosks clean,
free of debris, and stocked with maps and brochures (to be provided); Keep all viewing
areas trimmed down below 2’ for public viewing (this includes an area 30 out from
either side); Fill in any cracks, potholes, or other obstructions in roads/trails as they occur
with soil/gravel/DG as appropriate; All vegetation trimmed from the Marsh must be dried
and hauled off: alternatively, the contractor may experiment with drying and placing the
vegetation in the development sites around the Marsh to reduce environmental impacts
from greenwaste; Keep all ponds, channels and other wetland areas void of cattails; For
Tree Hill area, keep vegetation trimmed up to avoid densely vegetated arcas.

II. SAFETY AND REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS

Safety shall be of the utmost importance at all times. The contractor shall safeguard all District,
and contractor personnel, during the progress of the work by providing barricades, flagmen,
traffic control and appropriate warning signs as required. Any equipment (such as tractors) shall
be of the proper size necessary to safely accomplish the task.

Contractor and his personnel shall be required to follow all IRWD rules, regulations and
procedures as listed in the Emergency Evacuation Plans. These include but are not limited to
speed limits. In the event of an emergency the contractor and his personnel shall follow
evacuation procedures in the Emergency Evacuation Plans. Contractor shall be held responsible
for all such training of his personnel.

The contractor shall provide proof to the District’s representative, that they, the contractor
have in place all safety programs that are required by the state and federal agencies. The
contractor must also prove that his personnel have been trained in these programs, by providing
the District with training documentation. The contractor will be required to provide to the
District’s representative a copy of the Material Safety Data Sheets for all chemicals that are
brought on site. No hazardous materials will be approved for use or permitted in the building or
at the job site. Work areas must be cleaned up at the end of each shift, and no storage of material '
or equipment will be allowed in the building. All trash and spent materials are to be disposed of
off site and in compliance with state and federal regulations. All washing and cleaning of
contractor equipment must be done off site. The Contractor shall protect all surfaces during
refueling or other maintenance activities.

The contractor_shall perform all work during IRWD’s regular business hours of 6:30 am to 4:00
pm, Monday through Thursday, and 6:30 am to 3:00 pm on Friday unless other arrangements are
made with IRWD’s agent.

IV. QUALITY CONTROL
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All work shall be done by experienced and qualified personnel in accordance with the written
request for proposal. The contractor will be responsible for quality control of his employee’s
actions and the finished product. The District reserves the right to reject any and all work that it
feels is defective and may require the contractor to repair or replace such work, at no extra cost
to the District.

Termination of contract will accur if the RFP, IRWD “Landscape Maintenance Specifications”,
General or Special Provisions, and/or the quality of work IRWD expects becomes substandard.

o Contactor should provide the name, address, phone number, and email of three clients for
which the contractor has performed work similar to that outlined in the “Scope of Work”,
which shall include revegetation of natural habitats, with a focus on wetlands; work in
environmentally sensitive areas occupied by endangered species; and work where the
contactor eradicated noxious weeds, and had to distinguish them among native species of
plants.

Specifications”

LANDSCAPE AND IRRIGATION CONTRACT THREE-YEAR AWARD

SUMMARY:

The landscape and irrigation contracts for the District’s properties expired on October 31, 2014
and have been extended on a month-to-month basis until new contracts are awarded. Staff
recommends that the Board authorize the General Manager to award three-year landscape and
irrigation contracts to Tropical Plaza Nursery, Inc. for $916,956, and Marina Landscape, Inc. for
$221,502 respectively.

BACKGROUND:

Staff circulated a request for proposal to five contractors to solicit bids for landscape and
irrigation maintenance services at 146 district owned sites divided into seven geographical areas.
Bids were received from four of the five contractors: Tropical Plaza Nursery, Inc, Marina
Landscape, Inc., Mariposa Landscapes, Inc., and TruGreen LandCare, Inc. The bid results are
attached as “Exhibit A”.

Contractor Selection:

Each contractor was required to submit seven separate bids, one for each geographical area. Each
bid has been evaluated using following criteria and weight:

Proposed Cost 40%
Qualifications and Experience 30%
Technical Requirements 20%
Method of Approach 10%

The most qualified bidder using the above criteria has been selected for each geographical area.
The bid evaluation matrix is attached as “Exhibit B”. This bidding and award process has
resulted in an overall cost savings of $114,573 by awarding the work to the most qualified bidder
in each geographic area rather than to the single lowest overall bidder. Each contractor is either
currently performing satisfactory work for the District, or has provided references that rendered
positive reviews of their performance.

The total amount for the two three-year contracts is $1,138.458, an increase of $4,015 or less
than a one percent over the previous contracts.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Sufficient funds for the first three months of the initial year of the contracts were included in the
approved Fiscal Year 2014-15 Operating Budget. Funds will be budgeted for the remainder of
the three-year contracts through the District’s budget process.

CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER

SUMMARY:

Filanc/Balfour-Beatty (FBB) is constructing the Michelson Water Recycling Plant (MWRP)
Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities (Biosolids Project). Contract Change Order (CCO)
No. 25 is to provide lightning protection for each of the methane digesters and to install two
deflagration quench tubes outside of the dryer room of the Solids Handling Facility. Staff
recommends the Board approve CCO No. 25 in the amount of $280,575.97 with FBB for the
MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities.

BACKGROUND:

Construction of the Biosolids Project was awarded to FBB in March 2013 in the amount of
$163,513,307. The Biosolids Project will provide biosolids digestion, dewatering, energy
production, and on-site sludge drying. The project includes excavation for subsurface structures;
installation of 3,009 foundation piles; three egg-shaped digesters; a state-of-the-art odor control
system; a biogas conditioning system and power generation using micro-turbines; a fats, oil and
grease receiving station; and new utility services. These facilities are being constructed on the
land north of IRWD’s existing Operations Center, maintenance shops, water quality laboratory,
and warehouse.

Change Order No. 25:

IRWD staff negotiated with FBB to resolve two items contained in CCO No. 25. The two items
are as follows.

Lightning Protection for the Methane Digesters. The three methane digesters will be
approximately 80 feet above ground elevation. Because the digesters are among the tallest
structures on the biosolids site, lightning protection is required for each of the methane digesters.
Although lightning protection was specifically required for the Solids Handling Building and the
Digester Control Building, the methane digesters were not specifically mentioned as requiring
lightning protection. Since there was ambiguity in the Contract Documents, the Contractor was
requested to provide lightning protection for the methane digesters. The total cost to provide
lightning protection the three methane digesters is $158,259.68.

Deflagration Quench Tubes outside of the Dryer Room. The heat dryer, manufactured by
Andritz, creates dust that can accumulate inside the dryer equipment, which is connected to
several dust collection systems. In accordance with the Building Code, five deflagration quench

tubes are to be installed inside of the dryer room of the Solids Handling Facility. Fugitive dust
from the pellet silos is collected and directed through two pipes to the dust collectors located
outside of the Solids Handling Building. The dust collection systems are part of the equipment
provided by the dryer equipment manufacturer Andritz.

During the procurement of the equipment, the specific location for the two dust collectors had
not been determined. Code requirements for deflagration vents outside of a building do not
require that the vents be provided with a suppression device provided that the vents can be
directed towards an area of safe discharge. Preliminary equipment layouts prepared during the
equipment procurement phase indicated that the equipment could be located in an area where the
vents could discharge to a safe area. ‘

After the procurement contract was complete, the facility design was finalized and required that
the location of the dust collectors be re-located to a space where the vents would be directed
towards an area where equipment and personnel would be present. The deflagration quench
tubes were not included in the bid documents for the two dust collectors located outside the
building. For additional safety, the deflagration quench tubes ensure that any possible
deflagration is suppressed. With the layout of the dust collectors finalized, the volume of the two
quench tubes has been determined to be approximately 140 cubic feet each. The quench tubes
have a diameter of approximately 2.5 feet and a height of approximately 7.25 feet. The total cost
to provide and install the deflagration quench units along with the associated monitoring system
and conduit and wiring is $122,316.29.

Staff recommends that the Board approve CCO ‘No. 25 in the amount of $280,575.97, which is
attached as Exhibit “A”. The Construction Change Order Summary is attached as Exhibit “B”.
CCO No. 25 does not extend any of the interim milestones completion dates.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

The MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovefy Facilities Project 20847 (1617) is included in the
FY 2014-15 capital budget. The existing budget is sufficient to fund CCO No. 25.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

The MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities is subject to the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA) and in conformance with the California Code of Regulations Title 14,
Chapter 3, Article 7, a Supplemental Environmental Impact Report (SEIR), SCH # 2011031091,
was certified by IRWD at its October 22, 2012 meeting. The City of Irvine Planning
Commission approved a conditional use permit for the IRWD Biosolids Project at its December
6, 2012 meeting.

COMMITTEE STATUS:

This item was reviewed by the Engineering and Operations Committee on March 18, 2015.
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RECOMMENDATION:

THAT THE BOARD APPROVE CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER NO. 25 WITH
FILANC/BALFOUR-BEATTY IN THE AMOUNT OF $280,575.97 TO PROVIDE

2015 COMPENSATION SURVEY RESULTS — SALARY SCHEDULE
SUMMARY

Staff has compiled, analyzed and summarized data collected from the 2015 benchmark salary
survey and will review and discuss results with the Committee. The objective of this survey was
to evaluate where IRWD stands currently in meeting the salary portion of the stated
compensation package objectives of:

Retain and attract highly qualified employees,
Offer an overall compensation package which is at or above the industry market average,
and

e Minimize the cost and liability exposure to the District and our customers, and
recommend adjustments were necessary.

BACKGROUND

In order to meet the above stated objectives a comprehensive compensation survey has been
conducted by the Human Resources Department every two years to evaluate the District’s
market position in wages and benefits. The results of the survey are presented to the Committee,
the Board of Directors and District employees. Due to past declining economic conditions the
conduct of this survey was suspended following the last survey completion in 2008. As the
economy began to improve it was anticipated that the benchmark survey process would be
reinstated.

In early 2013, a review of the District’s compensation survey methodology was conducted by
Ralph Anderson & Associates, the results of which were presented to the Board of Directors on
May 28, 2013.

A benchmark salary survey was conducted this year to further analyze salary market data for
selected benchmark classifications. Recommendations from the 2013 Ralph Anderson &
Associates study were incorporated into this year’s benchmark salary survey methodology as
follows:

¢ Reduction in the number agencies surveyed to focus on most productive matches;

¢ Salary range control point changed from mid-point to maximum as industry best-practice;

e Market data comparison changed from mean to median as a more stable statistical

measure;
¢ Survey to be conducted on a three year interval.

Seventeen agencies and cities were included in this year’s survey, which included 46 benchmark
positions. A list of the agencies surveyed is included as Exhibit “A”. Results of this benchmark

salary survey have been compiled, analyzed, and summarized by staff. The results of the salary
survey have been reviewed by the Executive Management Team and Senior Staff and
recommendations for changes to benchmark and other positions were developed based on a
review of the market data and internal equity of position placement within the salary grade
schedule.

Salary Schedule Changes:

Exhibit “B” displays the list of 46 benchmark classifications that were surveyed as part of this
year’s study and where each benchmark fell in relation to the survey median. This year, the
survey identified four benchmark positions which fell more than 5% below the survey median
and are, therefore, recommended for adjustment on the salary grade schedule.

Exhibit “C” summarizes all proposed salary grade schedule adjustments as a result of analysis of
the benchmark salary survey results and internal equity alignment, the number of incumbents
affected by each adjustment and the type of change being recommended. As a result of this
year’s benchmark salary survey, 14 separate classifications affecting 36 incumbents are
recommended for upgrade. For purposes of comparison, the prior benchmark salary survey,
conducted in 2008, resulted in 40 classifications being recommended for adjustment, affecting 85
incumbents.

As a result of the 2014-15 benchmark salary survey, minimal competitive wage adjustments are
recommended for the affected classifications and incumbents. These changes are included in the
revised Salary Grade Schedule attached as Exhibit “D”.

Human Resources is currently in the process of conducting the non-salary, or benefits portion of
the compensation survey and will present those results to the committee at a later date.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

The annual fiscal impact of the implementation of the proposed competitive wage adjustments is
an increase to salaries of approximately $29,868 or $2,489/month which is less than 0.10% of
total salaries. The impact of this change for FY 2014-15 is anticipated to be $7,467. These
funds are included in the current FY 2014-15 Budget.

DESIGN OF STOCKDALE WEST
TURNOUT FACILITIES PROJECT

SUMMARY:

The Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water Storage District (Rosedale) and Irvine Ranch Water District are
jointly developing the proposed Stockdale Integrated Banking Project (Stockdale Project). The
project includes constructing recharge and recovery facilities on Rosedale’s Stockdale East and
IRWD’s Stockdale West Ranch properties. To supplement the conveyance of water to the
Stockdale West and Strand Ranch recharge basins, it is proposed that a turnout be constructed
from the Cross Valley Canal (CVC). Staff recommends the Board authorize the addition of the
Stockdale West Turnout Facilities project (PR 11875) in the amount of $2,557,500 to the FY
2014-15 Capital Budget and authorize the General Manager to execute a Professional Services
Agreement with Dee Jaspar & Associates, Inc. in the amount of $114,640 for engineering design
and bid support services for the project.

BACKGROUND:

In 2010, IRWD purchased the Stockdale West Ranch property located west of the Strand Ranch.
Rosedale owns the Stockdale East Property located to the east of the Strand Ranch. A location
map of these properties is provided as Exhibit “A”. The Stockdale Project is being developed by
Rosedale and IRWD to allow both agencies to utilize available storage in the Kern River Fan
Area by constructing and operating recharge and recovery facilities on each agency’s respective
Stockdale properties. The project will integrate the capacities and facilities into Rosedale’s
Conjunctive Use Program. The purpose of IRWD’s participation in the project is to provide dry
year water supply reliability for IRWD’s customers.

In 2011, IRWD constructed four recharge basins on the Stockdale West Ranch and a 54-inch
siphon under the Rosedale Intake Canal to allow recharge water to flow from the Strand Ranch
to the Stockdale West basins. These facilities were constructed under a pilot project to test the
recharge capabilities of the Stockdale West Ranch. The existing siphon is limited to about 50 cfs
of flow from the Strand Ranch to the Stockdale West property. The siphon is shown on Exhibit
“A”. .

Benefits of CVC Turnout:

The Strand Ranch exhibits large infiltration rates for the first few months of a recharge event. As
a result, it can take numerous weeks before water is available to the furthest west recharge basins
on the property and additional days before pond water elevations are high enough to drive water
through the existing siphon to the Stockdale West Ranch recharge basins. An additional CVC
turn-out on the west side of the Strand Ranch is needed to expedite the delivery of water to the
Stockdale West Ranch and to more quickly fill the Strand Ranch recharge basins. The CVC
turn-out would increase the amount of water recharged at the Stockdale West and Strand Ranch

kw Stockdale West Turnout Facilities Project.docx
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recharge basins during the first 45 days of a recharge event. Staff estimates the additional CVC
turnout could increase the diversion and recharge of up to 9,000 AF on the Stockdale West and
Strand Ranch projects during the first 45 days of a single recharge event. The value of this
additional water during dry periods is estimated to be about $3.1 million.

Preliminary Design:

IRWD retained Dee Jaspar & Associates (DJA) to prepare a preliminary design report (PDR)
that evaluated various turnout alternatives for conveying recharge water to the Stockdale West
and Strand Ranch projects taking into consideration existing facilities, hydraulic capacities,
construction and operations costs, as well as constructability and operational issues. DJA
successfully completed the preliminary design and evaluation of three possible alternatives.

Based on DJA’s analysis, the preferred alternative includes constructing a 100 cfs turnout from
the CVC to a 60” pipeline that will convey water by gravity to the Stockdale West and Strand
Ranch recharge basins. This alternative will allow 100 cfs to be diverted when the CVC is
flowing in either forward or reverse flow conditions.

Unigue Qualifications:

DJA possesses over five years of experience on prior IRWD recharge and recovery projects at
the Strand Ranch. In 2011, DJA successfully expedited the design and provided construction
management services for the Stockdale West Recharge Facilities Project. As a result of these
projects, DJA has detailed and unique knowledge of IRWD’s Strand Ranch and Stockdale West
facilities.

Construction of the CVC turnout will require extensive coordination with the Kern County
Water Agency (KCWA) which will include submitting design and shop drawings for review and
approval and submitting inspection and testing records to KCWA on a regular basis. All work
within the CVC right-of-way will need to be performed in accordance with KCWA standards
and requirements. Based on prior experience on IRWD and other agency projects, DJA is
uniquely qualified to perform the necessary coordination and to obtain approvals from KCWA
for the CVC turnout, the Kern Water Bank Authority for the crossing of the Pioneer Canal and
Rosedale for the crossing of the Rosedale Intake Canal.

Final Design:

Staff recommends that DJA prepare final designs, contract documents and assist with the bidding
phase for the Stockdale West Turnout Facilities Project. Staff has negotiated with DJA a scope
of work, fee and schedule for these services as attached in Exhibit “B”. Staff finds that the
proposed design fee is reasonable given the complexity of the project and the associated local
coordination requirements. Staff recommends that the Board authorize the General Manager to
execute a Professional Services Agreement with DJA to prepare final designs and contract
documents for the project and to provide bid phase support in the amount of $114,640.
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Project Schedule:

The construction of the Stockdale West Turnout Facilities Project is anticipated to coincide with
the equipping phase of the three Stockdale West wells following well drilling and construction
activities. The project is expected to proceed in accordance with the following:

Project Scope of Work

PROJECT SCOPE OF WORK

A Preliminary Design Report (PDR) was prepared by Dee Jaspar & Associates, Inc. that
evaluated various alternatives for the conveyance of surface water from the Cross Valley Canal
to the Stockdale West Facility. The PDR recommended a Gravity Turnout from the CVC with a
60-inch RCP conveyance pipeline to the Stockdale West Facility as the preferred alternative.
The scope of work to perform the engineering design and preparation of contract documents for
this alternative is outlined below.

1. DJA will perform field and topographic surveying of the project area in the vicinity of the
turnout structure, the pipeline alignment, the canal crossing, and the discharge location. The
field survey will include the CVC concrete liner, levee road, and fencing, the RRBWSD concrete
liner, levee roads, fencing, and structures, the Strand Ranch levee roads, pond bottoms, and
structures, and all surface features such as utility lines and concrete structures.

2. DJA will utilize the field survey information to prepare a project layout and site plan.
DIJA will obtain and review existing easements in the area such as the PG&E overhead easement
and locate these on the site plan. Kleinfelder will perform a preliminary geotechnical
investigation in the area of the turnout structure and the pipeline alignment. Selected soil samples
obtained during the field exploration will be tested in Kleinfelder’s certified laboratory to
evaluate certain physical properties that will be necessary to complete the preliminary
geotechnical engineering analysis. Results of the geotechnical review, field and laboratory
testing program, and engineering analyses will be summarized in a geotechnical engineering
report. The report will contain traditional geotechnical recommendations for pipeline
construction and additional recommendations including the E’, soil modulus for trench wall soil,
the E’, for use in initial pipe deformation analysis of the pipeline, a recommended Ku’ for
evaluating the maximum load (Wc) on pipes, frictional resistance coefficients (¢) for various pipe
types, resistance and deformation information for shallow and deep thrust blocks, lateral earth
pressures for use in evaluating shoring, and construction slope permissible gradients. The report
will also provide allowable bearing pressures, lateral soil pressures, and potential settlement for
concrete structures.

3. DJA will prepare 60% level design plans for the project. These plans will include a cover
sheet, site plan, turnout structure plan & elevation views, structural details, pipeline plan &
profiles, discharge structure plan & elevation views, and miscellaneous details — total number of
sheets estimated as twenty. These plans will be submitted to IRWD for review and comment in
digital format and hard copy along with a 60% level project cost estimate. DJA will also review
the preliminary plans in Bakersfield with RRBWSD and KCWA Staff to receive initial
comments or concerns. A meeting in Irvine will be held with IRWD Staff to review and discuss
all comments and concerns. :

4, Upon receipt of all comments and concerns, DJA will address and/or incorporate the
comments and revisions and prepare 90% level design plans and specifications for the project.
The project manual will include the standard IRWD Bid Documents,
Agreements/Bonds/Insurance, General Provisions, Special Provisions, General Requirements,
and Standard Forms.

Standards. RRBWSD as the lead agency and IRWD as the responsible agency are responsible
for the preparation of the environmental impact report. The project manual will address any
environmental mitigations that are recommended as part of the project environmental impact
report.

5. DJA will submit 90% level design plans and specifications to IRWD, RRBWSD, and
KCWA to provide a final review and comment. One digital copy and one hard copy will be
provided to each agency. A 90% level Engineer’s Estimate will be prepared for IRWD.
