PUBLIC HEARING
SEWER TAXES IN THE NEWPORT NORTH SERVICE AREA
SUMMARY:

On June 27, 2016, the Board adopted Rates and Charges for Fiscal Year 2016-17, which
included monthly sewer charges of $25.75 for a residential single family home and $19.30 per
unit for multiple family dwelling units. The Newport North customers will have the same rate,
but the method of collection differs in that they pay their sewer fees on an annual basis by means
of the County tax rolls. The Orange County Special Assessment Report provides a listing of the
parcels and the tax revenue generated and is included as Exhibit “A”.

By adoption of Resolution No. 1987-45, the Board of Directors elected to have sewer charges for
certain parcels of land located in the Newport North area collected on the tax roll together with
the District’s general taxes. That resolution directs the filing of a report containing a description
of such parcels and the corresponding charges for each fiscal year. Pursuant to the requirements
of the Health and Safety Code of the State of California, a public hearing on the report is
required. The District Secretary has noticed a hearing for this meeting for objections or protests
to the report, if any.

The sewer rates charged in Newport North are the same as any other area within the District, and
therefore will be set at the equivalent of $25.75 per month for residential single family home and
$19.30 per month for multiple family dwelling units for a total FY 2016-17 assessment of
$309.00 or $231.60 respectively. The means of collection through property taxes is the only
difference for customers in the Newport North area compared to other sewer customers. The
charges described above account for both the collection and the treatment of sewage from the
Newport North area.

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 1987-45 adopted August 10, 1987, the Board of
Directors of Irvine Ranch Water District (“IRWD”) elected to have sewer charges for
certain parcels collected on the tax roll each year in the same manner, by the same
persons, and at the same time as, together with and not separately from, its general taxes,
pursuant to Section 5473 et seq. of the California Health and Safety Code; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to said Resolution, a report has been filed with the
Secretary containing a description of such parcels and the corresponding charges for
fiscal year 2016-17 and notice was given as required by law of a hearing on the report to
be held on Monday, the 25th day of July, 2016, at the hour of 5:00 p.m. of said day (or as
soon thereafter as is reasonably practicable) in the Board of Directors meeting room of
IRWD, 15600 Sand Canyon Avenue, Irvine, California; and

WHEREAS, at the time set, the duly noticed public hearing was held and all
persons interested were given an opportunity to be heard concerning the report and to
submit any objections or protests to the report.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of IRWD does hereby RESOLVE,
DETERMINE and ORDER as follows:

Section 1. The Board of Directors hereby determines that protests to the report
were not made by the owners of a majority of separate parcels of property described in
the report.

BACKGROUND:

At its meeting on June 27, 2016, the IRWD Board adopted a Resolution of Intent to Issue
Consolidated Series General Obligation (GO) Bonds for a maximum amount of $130 million.
The Resolution of Intent included a list of Improvement Districts that were expected to be part of
the issuance. After further analysis, staff has removed ID 154 from the bond issuance due to the
de minimis amount of the project allocation. Pursuant to the California Water Code, the IRWD
Board is required to hold a public hearing and make findings pertaining to the issuance of
consolidated bonds. To assist the Board in making its findings, Public Financial Management
and Bank of America Merrill Lynch have prepared letters which staft has provided as Exhibits
“A” and “B”, respectively which outlines the advantages of a negotiated transaction versus
competitive bid sale of the bonds, issuing the bonds as a consolidated sale, and the advantages of
issuing the bonds in a fixed rate mode.
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Following the Public Hearing regarding this item, staff recommends that the Board adopt a
Resolution Making Findings Relative to the Bonds (Exhibit “B”), and a Resolution of Issuance,
which includes approval of the Indenture of Trust, the Preliminary Official Statement, and
authorizing and ratifying certain actions (Exhibit “C”).

The Indenture of Trust, Preliminary Official Statement, and Bond Purchase Agreement are on file
with the District Secretary in substantially final form. The pricing and closing of the bond sale
are estimated to be on September 28, 2016 and October 6, 2016, respectively.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

A $130 million GO bond sale will reimburse the Capital Fund for approximately $129.4 million
of eligible expenditures that have occurred during the three years prior to the bond issuance. The
underwriter fees, expenses, and cost of issuance, including legal, rating agencies, trustee, and
printing expenses for the GO bond issue are estimated at $600,000.

Pursuant to your request, this letter serves as the financial advisors’ certification of the potential benefits to be
detived from a negotiated method of sale for the Irvine Ranch Water District Series 2016 Bonds (“Bonds”)
and the Irvine Ranch Water District Certificates of Patticipation Series 2016 (“COPs”).

The Bonds and COPs will be issued by IRWD to provide funding for certain capital projects and to refund the
outstanding 2010A COPs previously issued by IRWD. This is a complex financing involving multiple parties,
and two series of debt, including COPs and General Obligation bonds that have different structures and
different closing dates. In addition, the GO Bonds have a flexible structure allowing for different modes in the
future. A bond issuance of this complexity will benefit from extensive outreach and pre-marketing, enabling
investors to understand the differences between the seties of bonds (COPs and Bonds) to help ensure that the
investors understand and bid on the bonds that best match their needs in terms of coupons and terms. Further,
the Bonds and COPs will be issued at different times, and a negotiated transaction provides the greatest
flexibility in terms of market timing and ease of entry. Itis much easier to reschedule a sale if market conditions
warrant. Working with both investors and the rating agencies, the senior manager (underwriter) can work with
us to ensure that we achieve the lowest yield and structure the transaction to achieve the most effective pricing,
including different coupons for different maturities, depending upon investor preference.

In today’s volatile financial market (interest rates have moved as much as 20 basis points in 2 single day
following the BREXIT vote), flexibility is critical to a successful transaction. Given the volatility in today’s
capital markets due to still fragile international economies and the impact of outside events, including the
presidential election, and the dependency of the savings and economics on interest rates, we recommend the
refunding bonds be issued under a negotiated basis, using a team of underwriters. While it is always difficult
to determine interest rate differentials as a result of a negotiated or competitive sale, we believe there will be
positive benefits to the negotiated method of sale.

The purpose of this memo is to provide a brief outline of the financing structure considered for the 2016
Consolidated General Obligation Bond issue and to highlight the reasons for issuing as Consolidated GO Bonds
versus selling separate Improvement District Bonds using a multi-modal indenture with the plan to initially offer
the bonds in a fixed rate mode. It is our understanding that the Board of Directors is required by the California
State Water Code to make the finding noted below in connection with the General Obligation Bonds:

Water Code Section: 36447. 1(b) -- The Board is required to find that the "included bonds as consolidated
bonds shall not increase the cost that any improvement district will pay for its included bonds over the
cost it would have paid had its bonds sold separately.”

Water Code Section - 36447.10 - The Board may provide for the bonds to bear a variable interest rate,
for the manner and intervals in which the rate shall vary, and for the dates on which the interest shall be
payable. The district may enter into arrangements for the remarketing or resale of the bonds, the
purchase and holding of the bonds, liquidity support, debt service insurance or other credit
enhancement, and such other matters related to the bonds as the board determines to be necessary or
appropriate. The Board is required to find that the variable rate ‘feature’ so utilized will not increase the
cost that any improvement district will pay over the cost that it would have paid had the bonds been sold
without those features.

We also describe below the rationale and benefit of providing credit enhancement in the form of a pledge of
system net revenues of the District as allowed by the SB 613 which became effective January 1, 2011. To assist
the Board in making the findings with respect to the planned consolidated General Obligation bonds using a
multi-modal indenture, we provide the following analyses.

Market Access

The sole underlying security of the General Obligation (GO) credit for each Improvement Districts (ID} is the
pledge of an unlimited ad valorem tax upon real property within the individual improvement district. Prior to SB
613 there was no ability (in the case of most districts) to pledge system net revenues to GO bondholders. As a
result, if the bonds are sold individually by ID, the rating agencies and investors will base their credit analysis on
each individual ID’s tax base and ability to produce ad valorem tax revenues sufficient to cover debt service. If
the District were to pursue separate Improvement District Bonds for each ID, accessing the capital markets
would be more costly, by virtue of needing to incur separate costs for each issuance rather than aggregating
them into one consolidated issuance. More importantly, the individual Improvement District Bonds would vary
in size and rating, creating additional cost and administrative burden for the District and each ID. Some of the
individual issuances would be very small and therefore not attract the same level of attention an aggregated
consolidated issuance would command. Additionally, the individual ID issuances would each require their own
unique rating. As discussed further below, because the bonds will include a pledge of system net revenues we
believe the ratings on the consolidated issue will be higher than any individual rating on stand-alone 1D bonds.
Therefore issuing a Consolidated GO transaction provides economies of scale, and creates a larger and more
liquid bond offering that should result in broader investor participation and lower overall borrowing cost than if
each were done on a stand-alone basis.
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Application of System Net Revenues

The District now has the ability to elect to create a "double-barrel" pledge of both ad valorem taxes within each
improvements district, and net revenues of the system for its Consolidated GO bond issuances thanks to SB 613.
Absent the application of SB 613 to the Series 2016 Bonds, we believe it would be very challenging to achieve an
underlying rating reflecting the credit quality of the District’s net revenues pledge, and necessary to attract the
universe of buyers required to produce the lowest cost of financings. By applying the pledge of net revenues,
the District should be able to achieve ‘AAA’ level ratings on the bonds. These are the highest ratings available to
municipal borrowers and will result in best execution and lowest cost of barrowing versus any financing
alternative. The most efficient and cost effective way to utilize SB 613 is to apply it to a consolidated GO issue
which aggregates to a significant size as discussed above.

Fixed Rate Market and Structure

The current market provides a very attractive time to issue long-term fixed rate debt. As shown in the chart
below, long-term MMD — the municipal equivalent of a risk free benchmark interest rate — has lowered in yield
significantly over the past year.

10-Year and 30-Year MMD Rates (Last Five Years)
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As a result long-term interest rates as measured by MMD are now near all-time historic low levels, with 30 year
MMD at a 2.10% as of July 15, 2016.

MMD Yield Curve (Last Five Years)
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Given these historically-low rates we recommend the District sell the Series 2016 bonds in a fixed rate mode
which will lock in rate certainty over the life of the transaction. Additionally, a 10 year par call will be included to
give the District flexibility to refinance the bonds in the future. However, we also recommend structuring the
2016 Bonds using a multi-modal indenture which would include both fixed rate and variable modes. While the
finance team believes issuing the bonds in a fixed rate mode is the best option today, it is prudent to retain the

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flexibility provided by a multi-modal indenture should market conditions materially change between now and
when the bonds are sold in late September.

Multi-modal Indenture and Variable Rate ‘Features’

in the past the District has utilized two variable rate structure, i) Variable Rate Demand Bonds ('VRDBs')
supported by a Direct Pay letter or credit (‘LOC’) from a commercial bank, and Floating Rate Notes (‘FRNs’)
which are unenhanced and supported only by the District’s ability to remarket them in the future and if not
successfully remarketed, the District’s ability to pay them from available resources when due.

Historically, tax-exempt variable rate bonds with strong credit ratings have provided the District and other
municipal issuers with a very attractive cost of capital, with the average rate over the past 10 years of 0.89% (as
measured by the SIFMA index). In the current market, we would expect a VRDB from the District to remarket at
or near the SIFMA Index, which is currently 0.40%. This has increased significantly from the lows of the past few
years given the Fed’s increased Fed Funds rate target in early 2016 and regulatory changes the Money Market
Funds. The District would also have to secure an LOC bank and pay the associated fees which we estimate to be
between 0.40% and 0.45% annually. All-in, the District’'s VRDBs would have averaged around 1.35% over the
past 10 years including LOC fees and remarketing agent costs. While the interest rates will vary over time, in the
current market we believe a variable rate offering would not increase the costs as compared to a fixed rate
offering. This approach, however, has risks which are being considered on an ongoing basis. Because the interest
rates are variable they will change over time, and unlike a fixed rate offering, the annual interest costs cannot be
known over the life of the bonds. Other considerations include potential changes in the cost and terms of the
LOCs,as most LOCs are only entered into for a term of 2-4 years but the bonds will have a final maturity as long
as 30 years. Given these factors and the current historically low fixed rates, we recommend an initial fixed rate
mode, even if the expected cost is slightly higher than current variable rates.

Conclusion

In summary, the finance team recommends pursuing the General Obligation Bonds as a consolidated issue and
utilizing the "double-barrel" pledge per SB 613 which will include a pledge of the System Net Revenues. We
believe this structure will not increase the cost that any improvement district will pay for its included bonds over
the cost it would have paid had its bonds were sold separately.

We also recommend pursuing a fixed rate offering given the risks/considerations of a variable rate transaction,
as compared to the current historically attractive long-term fixed rates. However, should market conditions
materially change between now and the pricing of the bonds, it is prudent to retain the flexibility to issue in a
variable rate mode. It is our understanding that the District would only pursue this to the extent the long-term
fixed rate market deteriorated (and expected fixed interest rates are higher), at which time a variable offering
would still not increase the expected cost to any improvement district relative to a fixed rate transaction.

proceeds and general obligation bond fund, and provisions for the Included Improvement



Districts’ proportional establishment, use and, if any, replenishment of any bond reserve funds
and bond redemption funds; and

mode for the Bonds as permitted by Section 36447.10 will not increase the cost that any Included
Improvement District will pay over the cost that it would have paid had the Bonds been sold
without those features, that the foregoing determinations include the above-recited modifications
in the proposed form of the resolution providing for issuance, and further, that the foregoing
determinations are supported by substantial evidence contained in the record of IRWD
concerning the Bonds.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 78-5-7 adopted by the Board of Directors of the
Santiago County Water District (“SCWD”) on May 2, 1978, a special election was conducted in
Improvement District No. 1 of SCWD on June 13, 1978, at which election there was submitted
to the qualified voters of said Improvement District the following bond proposition:

BOND PROPOSITION: Shall the Santiago County Water District incur a bonded
indebtedness for Improvement District No. 1 thereof in the sum of $121,280,000
for the purpose of the acquisition and construction of works for the collection,

WHEREAS, no bonds of said authorized amount of $21,300,000 have been issued and
sold;

IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 288

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 1989-30 adopted by the Board of Directors of
IRWD on April 24, 1989, a special election was conducted in Improvement District No. 288 of
IRWD on June 13, 1989, at which election there was submitted to the qualified voters of said
Improvement District the following bond proposition:

BOND PROPOSITION: Shall the Irvine Ranch Water District incur an
indebtedness and issue general obligation bonds for Improvement District No.
288 thereof in the amount of $8,977,000 at a maximum interest rate of twelve
percent (12%) per annum, to acquire and construct works and facilities for the
collection, treatment and disposal of sewage and the storage and distribution of
reclaimed water, including dams, reservoirs, storage tanks, treatment facilities,
pipes, pumping equipment and all necessary equipment and property therefor,
acquiring funds to fulfill contractual commitments to carry out the powers and
purposes of the District contained in contracts, including contracts with other
agencies, all in accordance with the Plan of Works for Improvement District No.
288?

WHEREAS, more than two-thirds of the votes cast at said election were cast in favor of

incurring said indebtedness and issuing said general obligation bonds and IRWD was authorized
to issue bonds in the amount and for the purpose set forth in said proposition;
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WHEREAS, of said authorized amount of $8,977,000, the principal amounts of $150,000
comprising a portion of consolidated bonds designated “BONDS OF IRVINE RANCH WATER
DISTRICT, CONSOLIDATED SERIES 2009A” and $150,000 comprising a portion of
consolidated bonds designated “BONDS OF IRVINE RANCH WATER DISTRICT,
CONSOLIDATED SERIES 2009B” have been issued and sold;

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors has evaluated the various factors associated with the
issuance of portions of the above-described authorized, unissued bonds as consolidated bonds
and has found that the sale of the bonds of the Included Improvement Districts, as defined below,
as consolidated bonds will not increase the cost that any Included Improvement District will pay
for its bonds over the cost it would have paid had its bonds been sold separately;

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of IRWD deems it proper that portions of the above-
described authorized, unissued bonds of the Included Improvement Districts (as hereinafter
defined, the “Bonds”) be issued as the consolidated several general obligations of the Included
Improvement Districts pursuant to Section 36447 et seq. of the California Water Code, and
pursuant to Section 53541 of the California Government Code;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Water Code Section 36447.15 IRWD is authorized to provide
credit enhancement in connection with the issuance or carrying of consolidated general
obligation bonds for improvement districts by pledging and applying all or any part of the
revenues of IRWD to the payment or security of any or all of the principal, redemption price and
purchase price of the bonds and the interest thereon in the manner and upon terms that the Board
of Directors may deem advisable;

WHEREAS, it is in the interest of IRWD to secure the timely payment of the principal,
redemption price and purchase price of and interest on the Bonds by pledging certain revenues of
IRWD;

WHEREAS, pursuant to subdivision (f) of Section 36447.15, the Board of Directors of
IRWD has, by adoption of Resolution No. 2010-40, adopted criteria to govern its determinations
to use pledges pursuant to Section 36447.15, including evaluation of the use of a pledge in lieu
of or in combination with other credit enhancement and liquidity options available to the Board,
and has duly considered such criteria in regard to the use of a pledge of certain revenues of
IRWD in connection with the proposed Bonds;

WHEREAS, there has been placed on file with the Secretary of IRWD the form of an
indenture for the Bonds, pursuant to which the above-described transactions will be
accomplished, as well as the form of a contract of purchase relating to the Bonds and this Board
desires to approve the forms and authorize the execution thereof;

WHEREAS, the Bonds will be offered for sale using an official statement;

WHEREAS, if the Indenture (defined below) so requires, it is in the interest of IRWD to
secure the timely payment of the principal and purchase price of and interest on the Bonds by
obtaining a letter of credit or liquidity facility with respect to the Bonds and entering into a
reimbursement agreement with the provider of the letter of credit or liquidity facility;



WHEREAS, this Board desires to authorize the selection of the initial trustee and if
required by the Indenture, initial remarketing agent with respect to the Bonds, and such other
agents as may be required or permitted to perform the duties described under the indenture;

WHEREAS, the forms of the Indenture and other documents on file with the Secretary as
described in this resolution set forth or describe the terms of the Bonds and/or the sale thereof,
and the terms pursuant to which the above-described transactions will be accomplished;

WHEREAS, this Board finds that the sale of the Bonds on such terms is in the best
interest of IRWD and each of the Included Improvement Districts and finds that the sale of the
Bonds as consolidated bonds on such terms will not cause any Included Improvement District to
pay more than it would have paid had its bonds been sold separately or had its bonds been sold
without such terms;

WHEREAS, this Board desires to authorize the execution and delivery of any and all
documents and instruments and the performance of any and all acts and things necessary or
proper for carrying out the transactions contemplated by this resolution and the indenture,
including, but not limited to, any and all documents, instruments, acts and things necessary or
proper for securing and maintaining a rating or ratings with respect to the Bonds.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of IRWD DOES HEREBY RESOLVE,
DETERMINE AND ORDER as follows:

Section 1. Pursuant to Division 13 of the California Water Code, consolidated bonds of
IRWD (the “Bonds™), shall be issued for the purposes set forth in the recitals hereof in an
aggregate principal sum of not to exceed $130,000,000 and maturing on or before 40 years from
their date, as tax-exempt obligations under the provisions of Sections 103, 148 and 149 of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986. Subject to the preceding limitations in this Section, the
Treasurer of IRWD or in his absence an Assistant Treasurer of IRWD (the “Treasurer”) is
authorized, at the time of sale of the Bonds, to determine and set forth in a certificate(s) delivered
by the Treasurer at the time of closing and delivery of the Bonds the principal amount, dates of
maturity and sinking fund payments, and, if different from the initial interest rate mode specified
in Section 2, the initial interest rate mode, that will in his judgment optimize the cost of funds to
IRWD. Pursuant to Section 36447 et seq. of the Water Code, the Bonds shall constitute, when
originally issued, the consolidated several general obligations, in the proportions determined by
the Treasurer and set forth in a certificate(s) delivered by the Treasurer at the time of closing and
delivery of the Bonds, of Improvement District Nos. 112, 113, 125, 153, 185, 188, 212, 213, 225,
240, 253, 285 and 288 (collectively, the “Included Improvement Districts” and each, an
“Included Improvement District”), whose remaining authorized amounts of bonds, described in
the recitals hereof, shall be reduced by such respective amounts. The Bonds shall in addition
constitute obligations of IRWD payable from certain net revenues and secured by a pledge of
revenues of IRWD as provided herein.

. The Bonds shall be designated “BONDS OF IRVINE RANCH WATER
DISTRICT, CONSOLIDATED SERIES 2016” and/or as provided in the Indenture (defined
below), and the Bonds shall be numbered as determined by the Trustee (defined below). The
Bonds shall be of the denominations specified in the Indenture. Subject to the determination by
the Treasurer as provided above, the Bonds shall initially be in a fixed rate mode. Pursuant to



the determinations by the Treasurer as provided above, the Bonds shall be dated, bear interest at
the rates, mature on the dates and in the aggregate principal amounts, be issued in the form, have
such sinking fund installments, be subject to redemption, and have such other terms and be in
other respects as provided in the Indenture.

Section 3. Pursuant to Section 5050 et seq. of the Government Code, the President of the
Board of Directors of IRWD is hereby authorized and directed to sign all of said Bonds by his
manual or facsimile signature and the Secretary of IRWD is hereby authorized and directed to
affix thereto the seal of IRWD by facsimile or otherwise and to attest thereto by her manual or
facsimile signature.

. The Bonds shall be issued pursuant to an indenture of trust (the “Indenture”)
by and between IRWD and the Trustee, as defined herein. The Indenture, including the form of
the Bonds, is hereby approved in the form on file with the Secretary upon adoption of this
resolution, and the President and Secretary of IRWD are authorized and directed to execute it in
such form, with such changes, insertions and deletions as are approved by, and on the date for
closing and delivery established by, the Treasurer with the concurrence of the President of
IRWD, which approval and concurrence will be conclusively evidenced by execution and
delivery thereof. The form of the Indenture as so executed and delivered is incorporated herein
as of its date, by this reference. This resolution, each Bond and the Indenture shall together
constitute the contract between IRWD and the owner of such Bond, and reference is hereby
made to this resolution, each Bond and the Indenture for a complete statement of such contract.
The Bank of New York Mellon Trust Company, N.A., is hereby selected as the initial Trustee
(the “Trustee™).

Section 5. The Bonds shall be the several consolidated obligations of the Included
Improvement Districts in the proportions that the respective amounts of Bonds attributed to each
Included Improvement District determined by the Treasurer as set forth in Section 1 hereof bear
to the aggregate principal amount of Bonds being issued. The Bonds shall be payable from the
following sources: (1) ad valorem assessments on taxable land in the Included Improvement
Districts, (2) water and sewer charges which in the discretion of the Board of Directors of IRWD
are fixed and collected in the Included Improvement Districts in lieu of assessments, (3)
proceeds from the sale of property in the Included Improvement Districts for delinquent
assessments, all such amounts referred to in clauses (1), (2) and (3) to be collected and applied as
the several obligations of the Included Improvement Districts as provided herein, (4) all moneys
and earnings thereon held in the funds and accounts created under the terms of the Indenture
(except the Rebate Fund, as that term is defined in the Indenture), and (5) certain net revenues of
IRWD as provided in Section 6.

. IRWD covenants hereby to impose and collect or cause the imposition and
collection of the annual assessments in the Included Improvement Districts, or charges for water
and sewer service in the Included Improvement Districts in lieu thereof, and delinquent
assessments and proceeds from the sale of property therefor, in the amounts necessary to satisfy
the requirements stated in the Indenture. The assessments and charges levied upon and collected
within any Included Improvement District shall not exceed the amount required to pay such
Included Improvement District's proportional share of the requirements stated in the Indenture
with respect to principal, purchase price and redemption price of, and interest on, the Bonds,
which share shall correspond to the portion of the total par value of the Bonds comprised by the
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par value included on behalf of such Included Improvement District, as specified in Section 1
hereof. Any provision of this resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, IRWD may, to the
extent permitted by law, but except as provided in the next paragraph, shall not be obligated to,
apply funds of IRWD to the payment of principal, purchase price and redemption price of, and
interest on the Bonds.

IRWD hereby further pledges certain revenues for the payment of the Bonds in
accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in such forms of the Indenture.

Section 7. There shall be created and funded pursuant to the Indenture a general
obligation bond fund designated “2016 BONDS OF THE IRVINE RANCH WATER
DISTRICT, GENERAL OBLIGATION BOND FUND?” or as otherwise provided in the
Indenture (the “General Obligation Bond Fund”).

Moneys deposited in the General Obligation Bond Fund shall be apportioned within the
fund according to each Included Improvement District's proportional share thereof determined as
specified in Section 1 hereof. The General Obligation Bond Fund shall be applied for the
purposes provided in the Indenture, and all taxable land within each Included Improvement
District having a proportional share thereof shall be and remain liable to be assessed for such
purposes. The assessments and charges levied upon and collected within any such Included
Improvement District shall not exceed the amount required to pay such Included Improvement
District's proportional share of the requirements stated in the Indenture with respect to principal,
purchase price and redemption price of, and interest on, the Bonds, which share shall correspond
to the portion of the total par value of the Bonds comprised by the par value included on behalf
of such Included Improvement District. Moneys raised by each Included Improvement District
for this purpose shall be deposited to the Included Improvement District's account within the
General Obligation Bond Fund and shall be used solely for the purpose of paying such Included
Improvement District's proportional share of the requirements stated in the Indenture with
respect to principal, purchase price and redemption price of, and interest on, the Bonds.

Section 8. There shall be created such other funds and accounts as are required under the
Indenture. Any moneys deposited in any such fund or account that is apportioned to Included
Improvement Districts shall be obtained from and apportioned within the fund or account
according to each Included Improvement District's proportional share in accordance with Section
36447.1 of the Water Code. Moneys in any fund or account that is apportioned to Included
Improvement Districts shall be disbursed only to the extent of the share apportioned therein to
the Included Improvement District on whose behalf they are disbursed. Any charges and annual
assessments used to establish any fund or account under the Indenture that is apportioned to
Included Improvement Districts shall be set aside within such fund or account to the account of
the Included Improvement District from which they were obtained.

. The contract of purchase for the Bonds, by and between IRWD and Merrill
Lynch, Pierce, Fenner & Smith Incorporated and Morgan Stanley & Co. LLC (together, the
“Underwriter”), to be dated as of such date as may be established by the Treasurer, is hereby
approved in the form on file with the Secretary upon adoption of this resolution, and the
Treasurer is authorized and directed to execute it in such form, with such changes, insertions and
deletions (including, but not limited to, any changes to such contract of purchase that are
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necessary to reflect the sale of Bonds bearing interest in an interest rate mode selected by the
Treasurer in lieu of such specified mode pursuant to the delegation of authority in Section 1) as
are approved by, and on the date for delivery established by, the Treasurer, which approval will
be conclusively evidenced by execution and delivery thereof. The form of the contract of
purchase relating to the Bonds, as so executed and delivered (the “Contract of Purchase”) is
incorporated herein as of its date, by this reference.

Section 10. In accordance with Sections 36447.7 and 36447.9 of the California Water
Code, and after review of the terms and provisions of the Bonds (including the terms of the sale
of the Bonds under the proposed form of the Contract of Purchase), the Board of Directors
hereby finds that the sale of the Bonds at private sale without advertising for bids will be
consistent with the prudent management of IRWD’s fiscal affairs and will produce a lower
interest cost on the Bonds.

. The preliminary official statement relating to the Bonds (the “Preliminary
Official Statement”), in substantially the form presented to the Board at this meeting, is hereby
approved with such changes, insertions and deletions as the Treasurer with the concurrence of
the President of IRWD shall approve; such approval shall be conclusively evidenced by the
Treasurer’s execution and delivery of a “deemed final” certificate under the Securities and
Exchange Act of 1934, as amended, with respect to the Preliminary Official Statement, which
execution and delivery are hereby authorized and approved. The Board hereby approves the use
of the Preliminary Official Statement by the Underwriter in connection with the offering and sale
of the Bonds. An official statement relating to the Bonds to be dated the date determined by the
Treasurer (the “Official Statement”), in substantially the form of the Preliminary Official
Statement with such changes thereto as are necessary or appropriate to reflect the terms of the
Bonds and satisfy the requirements of the Contract of Purchase and with such other changes as
the Treasurer with the concurrence of the President shall approve (such approval and
concurrence to be conclusively evidenced by execution and delivery thereof), is hereby
approved, and the Board hereby approves the use of the Official Statement by the Underwriter in
connection with the offering and sale of the Bonds, and the Board hereby further approves the
use by the Underwriter of any supplement or amendment to the Official Statement which the
Treasurer shall determine is necessary so that the Official Statement does not include any untrue
statement of a material fact and does not omit to state a material fact necessary to make the
statements therein not misleading. The Treasurer of IRWD is hereby authorized and directed to
execute the Official Statement and any amendment or supplement thereto, in the name and on
behalf of IRWD and thereupon to cause the Official Statement and any such amendment or
supplement to be delivered to the Underwriter.

Section 12. The distribution of the Preliminary Official Statement and the Official
Statement, inclusive of the above-authorized changes, is hereby authorized.

Section 13. The Treasurer, with the concurrence of the President of IRWD, is hereby
authorized and directed to select and appoint, or approve the selection and appointment of, such
initial paying agents and other agents as may be required or permitted to perform the duties
described under the Indenture.



. Upon the payment of the purchase price for the Bonds as provided for in the
Contract of Purchase, the Trustee is hereby authorized and directed to authenticate and deliver
the Bonds as provided in the Contract of Purchase, in the amounts, maturities and denominations
as provided in the Indenture.

Section 15. If a letter of credit or liquidity facility is required by the Indenture to be
delivered in connection with an initial interest rate mode selected by the Treasurer in lieu of the
initial interest rate mode specified in Section 2, pursuant to the delegation of authority in Section
1, there is hereby approved a reimbursement agreement relating to the Bonds, by and between
IRWD and such provider of the letter of credit or liquidity facility as the Treasurer, with the
concurrence of the President, shall select, inclusive of the form of the letter of credit or credit
facility described therein, to contain covenants, representations and warranties that are
substantially the same as those in the certain Amended and Restated Reimbursement Agreement
dated as of April 11, 2011, as currently amended, delivered with reference to IRWD’s Bonds of
Irvine Ranch Water District, Consolidated Series 2009A; provided, the Treasurer is authorized to
modify or delete any such provision or substitute therefor another provision, the net effect of
which is at least as favorable to IRWD. The President and Secretary of IRWD are authorized and
directed to execute the reimbursement agreement relating to the Bonds in such form and on the
date for closing and delivery established by, the Treasurer with the concurrence of the President
of IRWD, which approval will be conclusively evidenced by execution and delivery thereof.

The form of any such reimbursement agreement, inclusive of the letter of credit or liquidity
facility, as so executed and delivered is incorporated herein as of its date, by this reference.

. If a remarketing agent is required by the Indenture to be appointed in
connection with an initial interest rate mode selected by the Treasurer in lieu of the initial
interest rate mode specified in Section 2, pursuant to the delegation of authority in Section 1,
there is hereby approved a remarketing agreement relating to the Bonds, by and between IRWD
and such remarketing agent as the Treasurer, with the concurrence of the President, shall select,
to contain covenants, representations and warranties that are substantially the same as those in
the certain Amended and Restated Remarketing Agreement dated as of July 22, 2013, as
currently amended, delivered with reference to IRWD’s Bonds of Irvine Ranch Water District,
Consolidated Series 2009A; provided, the Treasurer is authorized to modify or delete any such
provision or substitute therefor another provision, the net effect of which is at least as favorable
to IRWD. The President and Secretary of IRWD are authorized and directed to execute the
remarketing agreement relating to the Bonds in such form and on the date for closing and
delivery established by, the Treasurer with the concurrence of the President of IRWD, which
approval and concurrence will be conclusively evidenced by execution and delivery thereof. The
form of any such remarketing agreement relating to the Bonds, as so executed and delivered is
incorporated herein as of its date, by this reference.

Section 17. If and when the Bonds shall be in an index tender mode, the Treasurer of the
District is authorized for all tender periods to do or cause to be done any and all of the following,
if and to the extent required or permitted by the Indenture: to require an unscheduled mandatory
tender and establish the date thereof, to rescind an unscheduled mandatory tender, to determine
the scheduled mandatory tender date and call protection date for each ensuing tender period, and
on behalf of the District in connection with all of the foregoing to give, exercise, make and
deliver any notices, directions, elections and requests required or permitted in the Indenture or
remarketing agreement to be given, exercised, made or delivered by the District.
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. The President, the Treasurer, the Secretary and each other officer of IRWD,
acting singly, be and each of them hereby is authorized and directed to execute and deliver any
and all documents and instruments, and to do and cause to be done any and all acts and things
necessary or proper for carrying out the transactions contemplated by this resolution, the
Indenture, and the other documents and instruments approved or authorized by this resolution
including, but not limited to, continuing disclosure agreements and any and all documents,
instruments, acts and things necessary or proper for securing and maintaining a rating or ratings
with respect to the Bonds.

Section 19. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

In order to ensure that IRWD remains in compliance with environmental regulations while at the
same time not negatively impacting operations, it is critical that the District be engaged in
monitoring regulations and participating in policy discussions. Due to the wide-ranging scope of
environmental issues that may affect IRWD, staff is seeking to augment existing resources with
specialized legal counsel services. On MOTION by Reinhart, seconded and unanimously
carried, THE BOARD AUTHORIZED THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE A
LETTER OF ENGAGEMENT WITH NOSSAMAN LLP TO PROVIDE SPECIALIZED
LEGAL COUNSEL FOR ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES.

WATERSMART SOFTWARE VARIANCE NO. 3

Director Withers said that his employer was previously a consultant for WaterSmart Software
and he will recuse himself from voting on this item. He left the Board room at 7:48 p.m.

General Manager Cook reported that the District’s Water Smart Program, developed and
administered by WaterSmart Software Inc., provides enhanced water use information to IRWD’s
customers separate from monthly water bills. Mr. Cook said that staff requested proposals from
multiple consultants to continue this customer engagement and analytics program over the next
two years. He said that to maintain program continuity, a variance is required with WaterSmart
Software for up to six months until the consultant selection process is complete.

Following discussion, on MOTION by Reinhart, seconded and carried (4-1) (Matheis, Reinhart,
LaMar and Swan voting aye, and Withers absent), THE BOARD AUTHORIZED THE
GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE VARIANCE NO. 3 TO THE PROFESSIONAL
SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN IRWD AND WATERSMART SOFTWARE INC. IN
THE AMOUNT OF $107,850 TO CONTINUE ADMINISTERING IRWD’S WATER SMART
PROGRAM FOR UP TO SIX ADDITIONAL MONTHS. Director Withers returned to the
Board room at 7:55 p.m.

OF WATER

Using a PowerPoint presentation, Director of Water Resources Sanchez provided an overview of
the executive orders and the State Board emergency regulation. She said that in response to
drought conditions, the Governor issued Executive Order B-2-15 on April 1, 2015 which
mandated a 25 percent statewide reduction in urban potable water use from 2013 levels. Ms.
Sanchez said that subsequent regulatory action by the State Water Resources Control Board
established IRWD's specific potable water use conservation target at 16 percent which equated to
the need to save approximately 8,000 acre-feet of potable water.

Ms. Sanchez said that in May 2016, the State Board adopted a further revised regulation
extending the term of the regulation until January 2017. The revised regulation incorporates a
new methodology for calculating water reduction targets where agencies can self-certify the
availability of supplies to meet projected demands, assuming another three dry years. She said
that staff submitted IRWD’s self-certification which demonstrated the sufficiency of available
supplies to meet projected demands. Therefore, IRWD’s mandatory conservation target was
reduced to zero percent, retroactive to June 1, 2016. She said that the appropriate level of
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shortage that reflects local conditions, IRWD’s reduced conservation target and the continued
state drought emergency are a Water Shortage Level One.

Director LaMar said that this item was reviewed by the Water Resources Policy and
Communications Committee on June 6, 2016 and the Committee concurs with staff’s
recommendation. Following discussion with the Board and legal counsel relative to Director
Swan’s request to amend language in the resolution deleting all items related under “Level Two
Measures Rescinded”, as well as other changes under the section of “Additional Measures to be
in Effect”, on MOTION by Swan, seconded and unanimously carried, THE BOARD
DIRECTED STAFF TO AMEND LANGUAGE IN THE RESOLUTION AS NOTED AND

SUMMARY:

Irvine Community Development Company (ICDC) is beginning development of Santiago Hills
11 that includes the construction of streets, storm drains, domestic water, sewer, and recycled
water improvements. Staff recommends that the Board authorize the General Manager to
execute a Supplemental Reimbursement Agreement with ICDC for design and construction of
capital facilities within the Santiago Hills II development.

BACKGROUND:

ICDC is moving forward with improvements in the Santiago Hills II development located
between the State Route 241/261 and Jamboree at Santiago Canyon Road. The proposed land
use consists of 1,180 residential dwelling units, community parks, and natural open space as
shown in the Location Map attached as Exhibit “A”. ICDC plans to start grading in Fall 2016.

IRWD and ICDC have had a Reimbursement Agreement (RA) for construction of IRWD capital
facilities in place since May 1997. Under this RA, a Supplemental Reimbursement Agreement
(SRA) serves to define the improvements to be designed and constructed within a specific
Planning Area as well as the estimated reimbursable costs. Under the proposed Santiago Hills I
SRA, ICDC will design and construct IRWD capital facilities consisting of approximately 6,800
feet of domestic water pipeline, 3,600 feet of sewer pipeline, 14,300 feet of recycled water
pipeline, 1,150 feet of 20-inch Zone C+ recycled water supply pipeline to the Irvine Regional
Park, 3,600 feet of 42-inch Irvine Lake Pipeline inlet pipeline to the Santiago Hills Reservoir,
and 7,100 feet of 42-inch Zone C+ recycled water supply pipeline from the Santiago Hills
Reservoir.

The required IRWD domestic water, sewer, and recycled water capital facilities are documented in
Santiago Hills II Sub-Area Master Plan Update, as prepared by Michael Baker International in

June 2016. The Supplemental Reimbursement Agreement, attached as Exhibit “B”, has been
reviewed by IRWD’s legal counsel.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

None.

ACTION CALENDAR

SUMMARY:

An increased level of redevelopment throughout the IRWD service area has been occurring over
the past several years. Connection fees are being paid by developers based on existing rates and
charges without any credits applied for system capacity previously paid. Staff has reviewed
these fees and recommends that the Board adopt a redevelopment fee methodology as part of the
District’s Rates and Charges. Staff also recommends that this methodology be retroactive to
January 2014 when the IRWD rate setting long-term financing strategy was adopted with a
reimbursement to developers totaling $1.1 million.

BACKGROUND

Redevelopment within the IRWD service area continues, with the majority of redevelopment in
the Irvine Business Complex (IBC). Redevelopment consists primarily of conversions from
commercial development to a higher density residential use, thereby increasing the demands
initially projected from the District’s Master Plan.

Staff proposes adoption of the following methodology to calculate a redevelopment connection
fee:

1. Calculate water and sewer connection fee based on redevelopment plans utilizing current
rates and charges;

2. Provide a credit based on the existing project (to be redeveloped) by calculating a
connection fee using current rates and charges; and

3. The redevelopment connection fee calculation is the difference between the new

development connection fee and the connection fee credit. No refunds will be given if
the credit is greater than connection fee.

2014 is as follows:

Reimbursement of existing redevelopment projects would result in a refund of $1.1 million or
23% of the fees paid.

Staff recommends that the Board approve the establishment of a redevelopment methodology
calculation that will be included in the IRWD’s Rates and Charges and that the methodology be
applied retroactively back to January 2014.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

The fiscal impacts are estimated at $1.1 million reimbursement to local developers.

WHEREAS, the Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) is a California Water
District organized and existing under the California Water District Law, and all of the lands
within the boundaries of said District are located in the County of Orange, State of California;
and

WHEREAS, Section 35423, 35470, and Section 35501 of the California Water
Code empower the District to establish, print and distribute equitable rules and regulations and
prescribe and collect rates or other charges for water and sewer service, and such authority to
prescribe and collect rates or other charges for water and sewer service includes connection fees
for connection and service capacity; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of IRWD, by adoption of Resolution No.
2015-23 approved and adopted amended “Rules and Regulations of Irvine Ranch Water District
for Water, Sewer, Recycled Water, and Natural Treatment System Service effective August 24,
2015; and

WHEREAS, Exhibit “B” of said Rules and Regulations sets forth Rates and
Charges, which Exhibit “B” may be changed from time to time by adoption of changes to any of
the rates and charges or any new rates and charges as may be established and set forth therein;
and

WHEREAS, Section 21080(b) (8) of the Public Resources Code provides that the
establishment, modification, structuring, restructuring or approval of rates, tolls, fares, or other
charges by public agencies are exempt from the requirements of the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA) provided that certain findings are made specifying the basis for the claim of
exemption; and

WHEREAS, Article XIIIB of the Constitution of the State of California, limiting
local agencies’ appropriations of proceeds of taxes, excludes user charges or fees or regulatory
fees from the definition of proceeds of taxes, as long as such fees and charges do not produce
revenue exceeding the costs reasonably borne in providing the regulation, product or service, and
further excludes appropriations for debt service and appropriations for qualified capital outlay
projects from appropriations subject to limitation; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of IRWD deems it advisable and finds that it
would be in the best interest of the District to amend or establish connection fees, consistent with
applicable constitutional and statutory requirements; and
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WHEREAS, the proposed revisions to the connection fees, as set forth in Exhibit
“A” to this resolution, do not modify or establish any property-related fees or charges subject to
the notice and hearing procedures of Article XIIID of the Constitution of the State of California;
and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of IRWD as
follows:

. It is hereby found and determined that the proposed changes to the
Schedule of Rates and Charges are within the purposes set forth in Section 21080(b) of the
Public Resources Code including but not by way of limitation, the purposes of (1) meeting
operating expenses, (2) purchasing or leasing supplies, equipment or materials, (3) meeting
financial reserve needs and requirements, and (4) obtaining funds for capital projects necessary
to maintain service within existing areas, and therefore, that such changes are exempt from
CEQA.

It is hereby found and determined that relative to Article XIII B of the
Constitution of the State of California, the charges or fees or regulatory fees established or
increased hereby do not produce revenues exceeding the costs reasonably borne in providing the
regulation, product or service and/or are used for debt service or qualified capital outlay projects
and accordingly do not constitute proceeds of taxes, the appropriation of which is limited under
Article XITI B, and that the documentation used in making such determinations has been on file
in the office of IRWD for not less than 15 days prior to the date hereof, pursuant to Section 7910
of the Government Code of the State of California. It is hereby further found and determined
that relative to the requirements of Sections 66013 and 66016 of the Government Code of the
State of California, the availability of such documentation also satisfies the requirement to make
publicly available the data indicating the estimated cost and revenue sources to provide the
service for which the fee is imposed at least 10 days prior to the meeting at which this resolution
is adopted, and that the connection fees established or increased hereby do not exceed the
estimated reasonable cost of providing the service for which they are imposed.

Section 3. The new and/or revised connection fees as set forth in Exhibit “A”
attached to this resolution and by this reference incorporated herein are hereby adopted, and the
corresponding rate(s), fee(s) or charge(s), if any, as set forth in Rules and Regulations Exhibit
“B” currently in effect, are hereby superseded. Staff is directed to incorporate the hereby
adopted new and/or revised connection fee(s) into Exhibit “B” to the Rules and Regulations.

That the provisions of this Resolution shall be effective upon adoption.

That the Secretary is hereby ordered and directed to post a certified
copy of this Resolution in a public place within the Irvine Ranch Water District.

2016 CERTIFICATES OF PARTICIPATION ISSUANCE AND
REFUNDING OF THE 2010 CERTIFICATES OF PARTICIPATION

SUMMARY:

On June 27, 2016, the Board approved the issuance of Certificates of Participation (COPs) in an
amount not to exceed $100 million to reimburse the Capital Fund for replacement-related
projects. The Board also approved a potential refunding of the callable portion ($42.2 million) of
the District’s $54.7 million 2010 COPs issue currently outstanding at 3.82% to take advantage of
historically low interest rates, resulting in an estimated $5.0 to $5.5 million in interest savings to
the District based on current econcomics. Staff recommends that the Board adopt the resolution
attached as Exhibit “A”, which approves the Installment Sale Agreement, trust agreement, and
certain other actions related to the new issuance of the COPs and refunding of the 2010 COPs.
Additionally, there is a companion item related to this transaction on the Irvine Ranch Water
District Water Services Corporation July 25, 2016 agenda.

BACKGROUND:
New Issuance of the COPs and R

On June 27, 2016, the Board approved the issuance of Certificates of Participation in an amount
not to exceed $100 million primarily, to reimburse replacement-related capital expenditures for
construction of the District’s Michelson Water Recycling Plant’s Biosolids Handling and Energy
Recovery Facility, and approved a potential refunding of the callable portion ($42.2 million) of
the 2010 COPs outstanding at 3.82%.

Legal counsel has prepared a resolution providing for approval of the new issuance and
refunding documents in substantially final form, which includes the Installment Sale Agreement
with the IRWD Water Service Corporation, a contract of purchase with Goldman Sachs, a trust
agreement with Bank of New York Mellon, and a Preliminary Official Statement. All
documents are on file with the Secretary.

COMMITTEE STATUS:

The 2016 COPs issuance was reviewed and approved by the Finance and Personnel Committee
on June 7, 2016 and July 12, 2016, and by the Board on June 27, 2016.

FISCAL IMPACTS:
A $100 million COPs issuance will reimburse the Replacement Fund for eligible expenditures
that have occurred over the past three years, and remaining estimated Replacement Fund

expenditures primarily related to the Biosolids project through project completion. Refunding

$42.2 million of the 2010 COPs outstanding at 3.82% is estimated to save the District between
$5.0 million and $5.5 million in interest expense based on current economics. The underwriter
fees, expenses, and cost of issuance, including legal, rating agencies, trustee, and printing
expenses for the COPs issue are estimated at $500,000.

WHEREAS, the Irvine Ranch Water District (“IRWD”) is authorized and empowered
join with one or more public agencies, private corporations or other persons for the purpose of
carrying out any of the purposes of IRWD and to contract with such other public agencies,
private corporations or other persons for the financing of the acquisition and construction of
facilities and other properties to carry out said purposes;

WHEREAS, the Irvine Ranch Water District Water Service Corporation (“Corporation”)
is authorized and empowered to render financial assistance to IRWD by, among other things,
financing, refinancing, acquiring, constructing and selling water, sewer and other public
improvements and property for the benefit of IRWD and surrounding areas;

WHEREAS, IRWD, for the purpose of obtaining financing or refinancing for the
acquisition and construction of certain additions, betterments, extensions and improvements to
IRWD’s facilities for the provision of water, sewer, reclaimed water and related services,
authorized the execution and delivery of the Certificates of Participation, Irvine Ranch Water
District, Refunding Series 2010 (the “Prior Certificates”);

WHEREAS, this Board of Directors has determined that it is in the interest of IRWD to
enter into an installment sale agreement with Corporation, for the purpose of financing and
refinancing certain property through the execution and delivery of certificates of participation to
provide for such financing and refinancing and to prepay a portion of the Prior Certificates, as
permitted pursuant to Sections 53570 et seq. and 53580 et seq. of the California Government
Code;

WHEREAS, there has been placed on file with the Secretary of IRWD the form of the
installment sale agreement relating to the Certificates of Participation, Irvine Ranch Water
District, Series 2016 (the “Certificates™), as well as the forms of a trust agreement and contract of
purchase, relating to the Certificates and this Board desires to approve the form and authorize the
execution thereof;

WHEREAS, the Certificates will be offered for sale using an official statement;

WHEREAS, a portion of the proceeds of the Certificates will be deposited with an
escrow agent, to be held in escrow and applied to the prepayment of a portion of the Prior
Certificates as specified in the Trust Agreement in accordance with the provisions of one or more
escrow agreements;



WHEREAS, if the trust agreement so requires, it is in the interest of IRWD to secure the
timely payment of the principal and purchase price of and interest with respect to the Certificates
by obtaining a letter of credit or liquidity facility with respect to the Certificates and entering into
a reimbursement agreement with the provider of the letter of credit or liquidity facility;

WHEREAS, this Board desires to authorize the selection of the initial trustee and if
required by the trust agreement, initial remarketing agent with respect to the Certificates, and
such other agents as may be required or permitted to perform the duties described under the trust
agreement;

WHEREAS, this Board desires to authorize the execution and delivery of any and all
documents and instruments and the performance of any and all acts and things necessary or
proper for carrying out the transactions contemplated by this resolution, the installment sale
agreement and the trust agreement, including, but not limited to, any and all documents,
instruments, acts and things necessary or proper for securing and maintaining a rating or ratings
with respect to the Certificates.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of IRWD DOES HEREBY RESOLVE,
DETERMINE AND ORDER as follows:

. The installment sale agreement, by and between IRWD and Corporation; the
trust agreement, by and among IRWD, Corporation and U.S. Bank National Association, as
trustee (the “Trustee™); and the contract of purchase, by and among IRWD, Corporation and
Goldman, Sachs & Co., as underwriter (the “Underwriter”), relating to the Certificates, each to
be dated as of the date established by the Treasurer of IRWD or in his absence an Assistant
Treasurer of IRWD (the “Treasurer”), are hereby approved in the respective forms on file with
the Secretary upon adoption of this resolution, and the President and Secretary of IRWD are
authorized and directed to execute them in such form, with such changes, insertions and
deletions as are approved by, and on the date for closing and delivery established by, the
Treasurer with the concurrence of the President of IRWD, which approval will be conclusively
evidenced by execution and delivery thereof. The forms of the installment sale agreement, trust
agreement and contract of purchase relating to the Certificates, as so executed and delivered (the
“Installment Sale Agreement,” the “Trust Agreement” and the “Contract of Purchase,”
respectively) are incorporated herein as of their dates, by this reference. Capitalized terms used
herein and not otherwise defined shall have the meanings given such terms in the Trust
Agreement.

Section 2. The Certificates to be executed and delivered pursuant to the Trust Agreement
shall represent an aggregate principal amount of installment payments which does not exceed the
following sum: $100,000,000 plus an amount determined at the time of sale to be sufficient,
together with other funds available therefor, to pay the costs of issuance of the Certificates and to
prepay the Prior Certificates to be prepaid, including, pursuant to California Government Code
Section 53587, the costs of prepayment of the Prior Certificates to be prepaid. The Treasurer is
authorized, at the time of sale of the Certificates, to determine and set forth in a certificate(s)
delivered by the Treasurer at the time of closing and delivery of the Certificates the principal
amount, dates of maturity and sinking fund payments, and, if different from the initial interest
rate mode specified below in this Section 2, the initial interest rate mode, that will in his



judgment optimize the cost of funds to IRWD. The Prior Certificates will be called for
prepayment and prepaid on such date as may be determined by the Treasurer and set forth in
notices of prepayment given in accordance with the trust agreement relating to the Prior
Certificates. The Treasurer is authorized and directed to cause such notices to be given. Upon
the payment of the purchase price for the Certificates as provided for in the Contract of Purchase,
the Trustee is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Certificates to the
Underwriter in the amounts, maturities and denominations as provided in the Trust Agreement.
Subject to the determination by the Treasurer as provided above, the Certificates shall initially be
in a fixed rate mode.

Section 3. IRWD covenants to fix, prescribe and collect Revenues, to the fullest extent
permitted by law, which will be at least sufficient to yield during each Fiscal Year Net Revenues
equal to one hundred twenty-five percent (125%) of Debt Service payable during such Fiscal
Year. The obligation of IRWD to make the Installment Payments and other payments under the
Installment Sale Agreement is payable only from the Net Revenues and not from any other funds
or monies of IRWD and does not constitute an obligation of IRWD for which it is obligated to
levy or collect any form of taxation, including ad valorem assessments, or for which IRWD has
levied or pledged any form of taxation, including ad valorem assessments.

Section 4. There shall be created in the treasury of IRWD the Costs of Delivery Fund
and any other funds and accounts in the treasury of IRWD as are specified in the Trust
Agreement. Such funds and accounts in the treasury of IRWD shall be held and applied as
provided in the Trust Agreement.

. A portion of the proceeds of the sale of the Certificates as specified in the
Trust Agreement shall, upon receipt under the Trust Agreement, be deposited as provided in the
Trust Agreement, and applied to accomplish the prepayment of the Prior Certificates. The use of
one or more escrow agreements and an escrow fund or funds to be created and designated
pursuant to the escrow agreement(s), as provided in the Trust Agreement, is approved for such
purpose. The proceeds applied to the prepayment or placed in any such funds for that purpose
shall be applied exclusively to the prepayment of the Prior Certificates and as otherwise provided
by the Trust Agreement.

Section 6. If a letter of credit or liquidity facility is required by the Trust Agreement to

SUMMARY:

Filanc/Balfour-Beatty (FBB) is constructing the Michelson Water Recycling Plant (MWRP)
Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities (Biosolids Project). Staff recommends that the Board
approve Contract Change Order (CCO) No. 45 in the amount of $9,750,000 which addresses all
project delays to date, extends the contractual date for final completion to October 31, 2017, and
extends the contractual dates for intermediate milestone by various amounts. Staff also
recommends that the Board reduce retention from 10% to 6.25% and release funds in excess of
6.25% of the contract amount.

BACKGROUND:

Construction of the Biosolids Project was awarded to FBB in March 2013 in the amount of
$163,513,307. The Biosolids Project will provide biosolids digestion, dewatering, energy
production, and on-site sludge drying. The project includes excavation for subsurface structures;
installation of 3,009 foundation piles; three egg-shaped digesters; a state-of-the-art odor control
system; a biogas conditioning system and power generation using micro-turbines; a fats, oil and
grease (FOG) receiving station; and new utility services. These facilities are being constructed
on the land north of IRWD’s existing Operations Center, maintenance shops, water quality
laboratory, and warehouse.

CCO No. 45:

Staff negotiated with FBB for the past nine months to resolve complex items and FBB has
agreed to the costs contained in CCO No. 45 in the amount of $9,750,000. The change order
addresses the following items:

SCADA Recovery Plan: The Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) programs are
being written by Delta Systems Engineering, the System Integrator (SI), as a subcontractor to the
electrical subcontractor (Morrow-Meadows Corporation) who is a subcontractor to the general
contractor, FBB. The $1,500,000 budget included by the SI in its original bid was over $900,000
less than the next bidder. As the construction progressed, it became apparent that the SI
underestimated the complexity of working with many equipment vendors and meeting the
requirements of attending pre-programming workshops. Additionally, since the time that the
project was bid, the SI experienced several staff changes including new management personnel
who restructured their team with additional outside consultants. Although tremendous progress
has been made, the SI is unable to absorb the cost of finishing the SCADA work through to
completion of the project.

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CCO No. 45 includes the cost and time for the SI to attend workshops, coordinate with
equipment vendors, prepare documentation of how the control programs will be written, write
the control programs, conduct bench testing, participate in field testing, and provide final
documentation of the control programs through to completion of the project.

Project Delays: FBB submitted letters stipulating that its work was delayed due to Southern
California Edison not providing electrical power in a timely manner, IRWD adding 480-volt
secondary circuit breakers on four large electrical transformers, and submittal and approval of
Local Control Panel drawings for the thickening and dewatering centrifuges. CCO No. 45
addresses the time and cost impact of these issues.

Additionally, the project includes construction of very complex process systems such as
centrifuges, polymer systems, acid and methane digesters, centrate treatment, and the dryer.
Each process requires its own time-consuming system start-up. Based on the Biosolids
experience of the District’s new MWRP Operations staff and with the concurrence of the design
engineer, it was decided that a longer, but more thorough start-up is necessary for the entire
project. Costs associated with this more comprehensive start-up are included in CCO No. 45. It
also addresses the time and time-related cost impacts of all other change order/delay issues
known at this time.

Project Schedule: The Biosolids project was planned with seven intermediate project milestones
that generally follow the path of the treatment process. Achieving each intermediate milestone
indicates that the contractor is pursuing the project towards final completion. The project delay
items discussed above have caused impacts to the critical path of the various milestones;
therefore, new milestone completion dates are included in CCO No. 45.

To measure progress, two new milestones are proposed:

e “Construction Complete” means that the construction crews will be demobilized
from the site because all concrete, structural steel, architectural features, piping
and instrumentation, as well as electrical and mechanical equipment have been
installed. All that will remain is start-up testing of the equipment and the SCADA
control programs, submitting final Operational and Maintenance Manuals, turning
over spare parts, and providing the contractor’s record drawings, and

“Anaerobic Digestion Equipment Installed” indicates that the anaerobic digestion
process, biogas system, and waste gas burner are installed. At that time, testing
may begin and biological loading of the digestion process may begin.

A new project schedule produced by FBB indicates the additional calendar days required to
achieve the milestones and final completion of the project. Staff has reviewed the project
schedule and believes that the proposed schedule is highly aggressive with little float. The new
project milestones and final completion dates are shown in the table below.

Reduction of Retention:

As of the May 2016 progress payment, FBB has billed $125,952,296.95 which is 74.7% of the
currently-approved contractual amount of $168,577,806.15. Retention withheld as of the May
2016 progress payment was 10% of the amount earned, or $12,595,229.69. Due to the extended
construction schedule and FBB’s contractual cash flow concerns with its subcontractors, staff
recommends that retention be reduced from 10% to 6.25% of the contract amount and funds in

excess of 6.25% of the contract amount be released. The retention held after release of the funds
in excess of 6.25% will be $11,154,865.
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FISCAL IMPACTS:

The MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities Project No. 4286 is included in the

FY 2016-17 Capital Budget. The existing budget of $196,465,500 is sufficient to fund CCO
No. 45; however, in the coming months the budget will need to be increased as the cost impact
on the line items for construction management and contingency are evaluated due to extending
the project schedule.

The MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities is subject to the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA) and in conformance with the California Code of Regulations Title 14,
Chapter 3, Article 7, a Supplemental Environmental Impact Report (SEIR), SCH #2011031091,
was certified by IRWD at its October 22, 2012 meeting. The City of [rvine Planning
Commission approved a conditional use permit for the IRWD Biosolids Project at its

December 6, 2012 meeting.

This item was reviewed by the Engineering and Operations Committee on July 19, 2016.
