SUMMARY:

On June 26,2017 , the Board adopted Rates and Charges for Fiscal Year 2017 -18, which

included monthly sewer charges of $25.75 for a residential single family home and $19.30 per

unit for multiple family dwelling units. The Newport North customers will have the same rate,

but the method of collection differs in that they pay their sewer fees on an annual basis by means

of the County tax rolls.

By adoption of Resolution No. 1987-45,the Board of Directors elected to have sewer charges for

certain parcels of land located in the Newport North area collected on the tax roll together with

the District's general taxes. That resolution directs the filing of a report containing a description

of such parcels and the corresponding charges for each fiscal year. Pursuant to the requirements

of the Health and Safety Code of the State of California, a public hearing on the report is

required. The District Secretary has noticed a hearing for this meeting for objections or protests

to the report, if any.

MINUTES OF ADJOURNED REGULAR MEETING _ JULY ] ,2017

The adjourned regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD)
was called to order at 9:45 a.m. by President Reinhart on July 7 ,2011 at the Community Room, 15500

Sand Canyon Avenue, Irvine, California.

Directors Present: Matheis,'Withers, Reinhart, LaMar and Swan

DRAFT IRWD 2017 GOALS AND TARGET ACTIVITIES

General Manager Cook reported that the foundational documents, the IR\ryD Mission, Vision and

Values Statement and the IRWD Strategic Objectives, are provided in the package and asked if the

Board wished to discuss or make recommendations for refining these documents. Mr. Cook said

that the IRWD Management Team meets monthly to update the IRWD Goals and Target Activities
report and that changes were noted in a track-change format. The Board had no changes or
recommendations.

SYPHON RESERVOIR ANSION ANALYSIS

Using a PowerPoint presentation, Principle Engineer Akiyoshi provided an analysis of the Syphon

Reservoir quantifying the cost effects of the project relative to reduced purchases of untreated

imported water from Metropolitan Water District and reduced sewage diversions to the Orange

County Sanitation District, particularly during wet weather events.

Mr. Akiyoshi said that the District purchased Syphon Reservoir in January 2010 and that the

Syphon Reservoir Expansion Feasibility Study and associated constructability analysis was

completed in August 2012. The reservoir was integrated into the recycled water system in October

2014. He said that IRWD's sewage projections were calibrated in 2016 and presented to the Board.

Mr. Akiyoshi said that the current Syphon Reservoir expansion analysis was conducted with several
baseline assumptions. He said that this focuses the decision-making process on Syphon Reservoir
while keeping options open for future projects, interagency agreements, and additional analyses.
For planning purposes only, the assumptions used included: 1) artificially constrain MWRP flows
to 28 million gallons per day; 2) perform a sensitivity analysis for future recycled water demands,
and 3) assume no grant funding even though IRWD continues to pursue funding for this project.

Mr. Akiyoshi reviewed the seasonal storage concepts stating that the expansion of Syphon
Reservoir would balance IRWD's sewage flows with annual variations in recycled demands,
minimize purchasing Metropolitan Water District untreated water during peak summer seasons, and
optimize excess sewage disposal at Orange County Sanitation District (OCSD) and South Orange
County Wastewater Authority outfall. He further said that the expansion of the Syphon Reservoir
aligns with the Strategic Objectives of the District and is economically beneficial to IRWD and its
customers.

Mr. Akiyoshi summarized that the Syphon Reservoir expansion would: 1) increase IRWD's
independence from imported water purchases, 2) optimize the use of recycled water, 3) minimize
sewerage flows to OCSD and other disposal methods, and 4) sustain Michelson'Water Recycling
Plant's biosolids operations.

Mr. Akiyoshi then reviewed the Green Acres Project (GAP) disposal alternative. He provided an

overview of this system which currently handles up to 8 million gallons per day. He said that the
disposal system would send 5,000 acre feet per year to GAP, and consists of a large diameter
pipeline and a new pump station.

Director Swan said that he did not wish to move forward until other options are explored and
following focus group results. Director LaMar made a motion to approve the item as recommended
by staff which was seconded by Director'Withers. Prior to voting, Director Matheis commented on
the importance of public outreach. In response to Director Matheis' comment, Director Withers
explained that the project will be vetted during the environmental process where project alternatives
will also be explored. Director Swan said he would like to offer a substitute motion to the pending
motion to include funding for community outreach as well as to study alternatives for this project.
Director Matheis seconded the substitute motion. The substitute motion failed passage. President
Reinhart said that this item was reviewed by the Engineering and Operations Committee, and they
approved the item as recommended. The motion by LaMar, seconded by Withers was carried by a
4-1 vote (Matheis, Withers, Reinhart and LaMar voting aye, and Swan voting no), AND THE
BOARD APPROVED AN EXPENDITURE AUTHORTZATION IN THE AMOUNT OF
$2,5OO,OOO FOR THE SYPHON RESERVOIR EXPANSION, PROJECT 03808, FOR THE
ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTATION AND SUPPORTING ENGINEERING SERVICES.
General Manager Cook said that the Board will be kept abreast of this project as it progresses. He
further thanked Mr. Akiyoshi for his efforts on this project. Director Matheis left at 11:35 a.m.

ISSUE-SPECIFIC STRATEGIC PLANNING TOPIC: SHARING V/ATER SUPPLY
RELIABILITY FROM THE IRWD WATER BANKING PROJECTS

General Manager Cook reported that issue-specific strategic planning focuses on a single issue or
decision before an organization. It consists of a four-step process, which includes discussions on
assumptions, organizational direction and actions. The four steps in the planning process are:
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1) review the hypothetical scenario and environmental assumptions, 2) establish the strategic policy
principle that would lead to a desirable outcome for IRWD, if the scenario becomes reality, 3) agree

on issue-specific objectives, and 4) discuss and decide on implementation strategies for achieving
the agreed-on objectives. Mr. Cook reviewed a hypothetical scenario/environmental assumption in
which IR'WD, in partnership with MWDOC, establishes a choice program for regional emergency
water supply reliability utilizing capacity in IR'WD's Water Banking Program in Kern County.

Executive Director of 'Water Policy'Weghorst reviewed options for sharing supply reliability which
include: 1) long-term lease for emergency supply, 2) annual option for emergency supply, and 3)
emergency water supply if it is available. Mr. Weghorst reviewed positioning IRV/D for the
desired outcome; discussed issue-specific strategic objectives; and questions to consider. President
Reinhart suggested that staff present options to the Supply Reliability Programs Committee, and
then bring it back to the Board. Staff was also asked to contact MWDOC to advise that staff is
refining this program and will be scheduling an Ad Hoc Committee meeting to discuss the topic. In
response to Director Weghorst's comment that he ask legal counsel to investigate the District's
authority to sell surplus water to other agencies, Mr. Alfred Smith presented his findings noting that
the water must be deemed the voluntary transfer of surplus water, in the best interests of the
District, consistent with the laws of import and export, and consistent with the duplication of
service laws. The legal authority for the transfers are further supported by legislative policy set

forth in the California'Water Code directing agencies to encourage the voluntary transfer of water.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further discussion, President Reinhart adjourned the meeting.

2OI] LEGISLATIVE AND REGULATORY UPDATE

Government Relations Officer Compton provided an update on AB 574 (Quirk, D-Hayward).
which will establish a statutory deadline for the State Board to develop a policy and sequential
regulations for potable reuse consistent with the report provided to the Legislature. Ms. Compton
said that AB 514 was heard in the Senate Environmental Quality Committee on July 5,2017 and

has been referred to the Senate Natural Resources Committee.

Ms. Compton updated AB 1000 (Friedman) which she said was gutted and amended again. The
current version of the bill seeks to prohibit a transferor of water from using a water conveyance
facility that has unused capacity to transfer water from a groundwater basin underlying desert, as

defined, to outside the groundwater basin unless the State Lands Commission finds that there will
be no adverse effect on natural or cultural resources. She said it is targeted at the Cadiz Valley
Water Conservation, Recovery and Storage Project. AB 1000 has been set for hearing in the
Senate Natural Resources Committee on July II,2017 . Mr. Cook said that staff is recommending
that the Board continue with a "watch" position on this bill.

Ms. Compton reviewed AB 1667 (Friedman) which would have required an urban water supplier
to install dedicated irrigation meters for various types of properties within its service area.

Specifically, the bill would have required that an urban water supplier install dedicated irigation
meters before set deadlines. Director'Withers arrived at 5:15 p.m.

Ms. Compton briefly reviewed various bills, including SB 252 (Dodd)-Napa), which would require
a city or county overlying a critically overdrafted groundwater basin to establish a well permitting
process for new groundwater wells. Ms. Compton said that SB 252would have required the
District to complete a second evaluation and undergo a second public notice, comment period and

public hearing for any new wells associated with its water banking activities. She said that the
Water Resources and Policy Committee recommends the Board consider revising the District's
position as a result of an amendment made to the bill from a "seek amendments" position to a
"watch" position. SB 252 was heard in the Assembly'Water, Parks and Wild Life Committee and
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passed. It has been referred to the Assembly Local Government Committee and is set for hearing
in that committee on July 12.

Following discussion, on MOTION by Matheis, seconded by Swan, and unanimously caried,
THE BOARD REAFFIRMED AN "OPPOSE" POSITION ON AB 1667 (FRIEDMAN) AND
AMENDED IRWD',S POSITION TO "WATCH" ON SB 252 (DODD) AS A RESULT OF THE
RECENT AMENDMENT.

INFORMATION SERVICES PROFESSIONAL SUPPORT CONTRACT RENEWALS

Director of Administration Services Mossbarger reported that the District requires additional
resources to supplement existing staff to support and operate the Oracle Financial and Customer
Care and Billing (CC&B) systems. Mr. Mossbarger said that the providers include Infosys, who
was the CC&B systems integrator, to provide managed support services and Outsource
Technical to provide on-call programming, analysis, project management, and networking
services. He said that staff has added an additional outside provider, Skoruz Technologies,
experienced in providing on-call programming, analysis and project management services. Staff
has identified the need to continue these suppoft services through Fiscal Year 2018. In addition,
staff has identified specific one-time CC&B-related projects for completion by Infosys, who has
provided IRWD with managed support services for the Oracle CC&B system since August2014.
It provides highly skilled, experienced, and reliable resources that are very familiar with IRWD's
systems, standards, and staff. Infosys has proven that it can provide additional resources to
handle urgent projects with tight deadlines.

Director Swan reported that this item was reviewed and approved by the Finance and Personnel
Committee on July 6,2017. On MOTION by Swan, seconded and unanimously canied, THE
BOARD AUTHORZED THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE PROFESSIONAL
SERVICES AGREEMENTS FOR THE PERIOD JULY T,2OI7 TO JUNE 30,2018 WITH
INFOSYS LTD. FOR $3OO,OOO FOR MANAGED SUPPORT SERVICES AND ONE-TIME
PROJECTS; OUTSOURCE TECHNICAL FOR $225,000 FOR ON-CALL PROGRAMMING,
ANALYSIS, PROJECT MANAGEMENT, AND NETWORKING SERVICES; AND SKORUZ
TECHNOLOGIES FOR $225,000 FOR ON-CALL PROGRAMMING, ANALYSIS, AND
PROJECT MANAGEMENT SERVICES.

RECYCLED WATER USE SITE INSPECTION AND TESTING CONSULTANT SELECTIONS

General Manager Cook reported that the District is required by the State Water Resources Control
Board, Division of Drinking 'Water to regularly inspect and test for cross connections at many
recycled water use sites throughout its service area. Mr. Cook said that inspections and tests are
performed to assure compliance with regulatory requirements and best management practices. He
said that over the past two years, IRV/D has contracted with two consulting firms to augment
staff's efforts to complete inspection and testing work in a timely manner. Anticipating the need to
continue using consulting services over the next two years, staff solicited proposals from firms to
conduct field inspections and cross-connection testing on an on-call basis.

Recycled Water Development Manager Tettemer said that the District currently serves recycled
water to approximately 5,700 sites that vary in size and complexity. Some sites are smaller
irrigation sites such as medians and parkways that use only recycled water, while others are larger,
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more complex irrigation sites, such as golf courses and homeowners' associations that also use
potable water. He said that the District also serves approximately 645 single-family lots, several
industrial customers and over 80 dual-plumbed commercial buildings where recycled water is used
for flushing toilets and urinals, as well as in cooling towers.

Mr. Tettemer said that the type of recycled water use site determines the regulatory requirements
for conducting visual inspections and periodic cross-connection tests. The tests confirm that
systems are properly identified and that recycled water systems are not connected to a potable
water system. Of the nearly 5,700IRV/D recycled water use sites, approximately 720 sites are
homeowners' associations that are required to have inspections and cross-connection tests
conducted annually.

Mr. Tettemer said that over the past two years, the District retained John Robinson Consulting and
Real Water Inc. to augment staff's efforts to perform recycled water use site inspections and tests.
In FY 2016-2017, these firms provided services at approximately l,'7OO sites at an average cost of
$236 per site. He said that staff issued a Request for Proposal to John Robinson Consulting, Irìc.,
Real'Water Consultants and Aegis Engineering Management to perform recycled water site
inspection and testing at 13 types of recycled water use sites in IRWD's service area. He said that
based on the anticipated workload and qualifications of the firms, staff recommends the selection
of Real Water Consultants and Aegis Engineering Management to assist with recycled water use
site inspections and tests.

Director Matheis said that this item was reviewed and approved by the'Water Resources Policy
and Communications Committee on July 6,2017. Following discussion, Director Swan asked
staff to provide him with additional information on site inspections. On MOTION by Matheis,
seconded and unanimously caried, THE BOARD AUTHORZED THE GENERAL MANAGER
TO EXECUTE PROFESSIONAL SERVICE AGREEMENTS WITH REAL WATER
CONSULTANTS AND AEGIS ENGINEERING MANAGEMENT, EACH IN AN AMOUNT
NOT TO EXCEED $35O,OOO, TO PROVIDE ON-CALL RECYCLED ÏVATER USE SITE
FIELD INSPECTION AND TESTING SERVICES FOR A TWO-YEAR PERIOD.

VARIANCE NO. 4 TO SYNERGY COMPANIES AGREEMENT FOR WATER-ENERGY
GRANT-RELATED CUSTOMER PROGRAMS

In October 2015, the District was awarded a Water-Energy Grant from the California Department
of 'Water Resources which provides funding for a program that offers customers the opportunity to
upgrade their homes with efficient energy and water fixtures. Since January 2017, over 1,000
IRWD customers have registered to participate in the program so to continue providing funding for
single-family customers and to extend the program to include multi-family customers, staff
recommends a variance to the agreement. On MOTION by Withers, seconded and unanimously
caTTied, THE BOARD AUTHORZED THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE
VARIANCE NO. 4 TO THE AGREEMENT FOR NON-CONSULTANT SERVICES BETWEEN
IRV/D AND SYNERGY COMPANIES IN THE AMOUNT OF $95O,OOO TO CONTINUE
PROVIDING FUNDING FOR SINGLE-FAMILY CUSTOMERS AND TO EXTEND THE
PROGRAM TO INCLUDE MULTI.FAMILY CUSTOMERS, V/HICH WILL BE FULLY
REIMBURSED THROUGH THE CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF ÌVATER RESOURCES
WATER-ENERGY GRANT.
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NEWPORT COAST LIFT STATION REHABILITATION BUDGET INCREASE,
CONSTRUCTION AWARD AND CONSULTANT SELECTION

General Manager Cook reported that the Newport Coast Lift Station Rehabilitation project will
recoat the lift station wet well, construct a building to house electrical cabinets and an odor control
system, construct a stairway into the lift station dry well and rehabilitate the original ductile iron
force main. Mr. Cook said that this lift station has operated nearly 30 years and requires
substantial rehabilitation.

The bid opening was held on June 20,2011 with bids received from five contractors. Pacific
Hydrotech Corporation (PHC) is the apparent low bidder with a bid amount of $3,239,300.
Staff solicited a proposal from GHD for construction phase engineering services and negotiated a fee
in the amount of 5199,642.

Following discussion, staff will provide Director Swan with a final landscaping design rendering.
On MOTION by Withers, seconded and unanimously camied, THE BOARD AUTHORZED A
BUDGET INCREASE IN THE AMOUNT OF $703,300, FROM $1,432,200 TO $2,135,500, FOR
PROJECT 05470, AND A BUDGET INCREASE IN THE AMOUNT OF $595,400 FROM
52,059,200T0 $2,654,600, FOR PROJECT 06400; AUTHORIZED THE GENERAL MANAGER
TO EXECUTE A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT IN THE AMOUNT OF $3,239,300 WITH
PACIFIC HYDROTECH CORPORATION; AND AUTHORZED THE GENERAL MANAGER
TO EXECUTE A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT V/ITH GHD FOR
CONSTRUCTION PHASE SERVICES IN THE AMOUNT OF $199,642 FOR THE NEWPORT
COAST LIFT STATION REHABILITATION, PROJECTS 05470 AND 06400.

SUMMARY:

The City of Irvine (City) is proceeding with its annual slurry seal and pavement rehabilitation project

for miscellaneous areas throughout the City. This project requires a Reimbursement Agreement (RA)

since the estimated construction cost is over $100,000. Staff recommends that the Board authorize the

General Manager to execute an RA with the City for its Annual Sluny Seal and Pavement

Rehabilitation proj ect.

BACKGROUND:

IRV/D has had an RA in place with the City since 1995 for managing various street rehabilitation

projects. Typically included in the City's Capital Improvement Projects are alternate bid items for

iaising existing IRV/D sewer manhole covers, sewer cleanouts, and water valve frames and lids to

the new pavement grade. Any project up to $100,000 in reimbursable costs can be authorized by the

General Manager as an addendum to this "umbrella" RA.

IRV/D and the City have also agreed that any City street improvement project which involves the

construction, modification or relocation of IRWD facilities with an estimated construction cost over

$100,000 will be administered through a separate RA. The City's Annual Slurry Seal and Street

Rehabilitation Project, Bid No. I}-l2g2,has an estimated construction cost of $572,520 and, therefore,

requires a project-specific RA.

The project focuses on the Irvine villages of Woodbridge, University Park, 'Westpark and Northwood.

Appioximat e\y 464 domestic and 7 | recycled water valve frames and lids, 13 sewer cleanouts, and 1 86

r"*"r manholes will be installed or adjusted to new pavement grade. A Vicinity Map is attached as

Exhibit "A", the engineer's estimate as Exhibit "B", and the RA as Exhibit "C". The RA has been

reviewed by IRV/D's legal counsel.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Staff anticipates receiving invoices from the City in January 20 I 8. Proj ects 07 127 , 0l I29 , and 07 1 3 1

are included in the Fy 2017-18 Capital Budget and have adequate budgets as shown in the following

table.

existing pursuant to the California Water District Law, hereinafter referred to as'.DISTRICT,"

and the CITY OF IRVINE, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as "CITY."

WITNESgETH

WHEREAS, CITY proposes to construct street and utility improvements on Barranca

Parkway from Culver Drive to San Diego Creek Channel and within the Woodbridge South,

University Park, and San Joaquin communities for the ANNUAL STREET REHABILITATION

AND SLURRY SEAL, Bid No. 18-1292 (the "Project"), within the jurisdictional boundaries of

DISTRICT and the City of trvine; and

WHEREAS, such construction will necessitate the installation or adjustment to grade of

approximately 464 Water Valves, approximately 7l Recycled Water Valves, approximately 13

Sewer Cleanouts and approximately 186 Sewer Manholes, as depicted on Exhibit o'4" attached

hereto incorporated by reference herein (hereinafter referred to as the "IRWD FACILITIES");

and

WHEREAS, the parties have determined that it would be more expedient for CITY to

construct the IRWD FACILITIES rather than for DISTRICT to do so; and

WHEREAS, DISTRICT is amenable to the CITY constructing the IRWD FACILITIES

with the CITY agreeing to advance the costs; and

WHEREAS, DISTRICT agrees to fully reimburse the CITY through payments billed by

rhe CITy and approved by DISTRICT for the entire cost of the IRWD FACILITIES; and

WHEREAS, except as otherwise provided herein, upon the completion of the IRWD

FACILITIES, the IRWD FACILITIES shall become the property of DISTRICT in accordance

with the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth'

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants hereinafter

set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

SECTION l. IRWD FACILITIES. In conjunction with the Project, CITY agrees to

initiate and pursue to completion the design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES'

SECTION 2. PLANS. CITY agrees that the IRWD FACILITIES shall be completed

pursuant to approved project plans and specifrcations (the "Plans and Specifications") which

shall be approved by DISTRICT and used in awarding the construction contract. Prior to

commencement of preparation of the Plans and Specifications, CITY shall submit its design

engineer's proposal for the design of the IRWD FACILITIES to DISTRICT' DISTRICT will

have a period of five (5) calendar days from its receipt of such design proposal to review and

either indicate its approval or request changes. CITY shall cause its design engineer to review

and respond to any requested changes. The Plans and Specifications shall be deemed to

incorporate the applicable portions of DISTRICT's latest edition of "Construction Manual for the

Construction of Water, Sewer, and Reclaimed Water Facilities" (the "Construction Manual").

The IRWD FACILITIES shall be contracted by clTY together with non-reimbursable work to

be completed by CITy within the Project pursuant to plans prepared by CITY's design engineer'

SECTION 3. BIDDING AND AWARD. The parries agree that the construction of the

IRWD FACILITIES shall be included in cITY's contract(s) awarded for the Project and that the

IRWD FACILITIES shall be bid as a separate item or items that can be deleted. During the

bidding process, CITY shall deliver to IRWD one (l) complete set of the bid documents that

include the IRWD FACILITIES, including all related addenda concurrently with the distribution

thereof to prospective bidders. Upon opening of bids by CITY, CITY will submit the bids or a

spread sheet summary of the bids to DISTRICT. DISTRICT will have a period of ten (10)

calendar days from its receipt of the bid results for review and approval of the IRWD

FACILITIES bid item(s) submitted by the bidder identified to DISTRICT by CITY as CITY',S

proposed successful bidder. CITY agrees that bids received for the construction of the IRWD
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FACILITIES bid item(s) shall be subject to the approval of DISTRICT prior to award of the

project construction contract(s) that include the IRWD FACILITIES; and further agrees that in

the event DISTRICT does not approve such bids, either party may terminate this Agreement

upon twenty-four (24) hours' prior written notice, in which event CITY shall have no further

obligation to construct the IRWD FACILITIES, and DISTRICT may elect to install the IRWD

FACILITIES with its own contractor. If DISTRICT approves of the IRWD FACILITIES bid

item(s) of CITY's successful bidder, CITY agrees to cause the IRWD FACILITIES to be

constructed as part of the contract awarded to such bidder. The total estimated construction cost

for the IRWD FACILITIES is $572,520, provided, however, the amount to be reimbursed by

DISTRICT shall be based on the actual costs of construction. Upon award of the construction

contract, CITY shall provide DISTRICT with one (1) original copy of the fully executed contract

documents and one (1) copy of the bid package relating to the IRWD FACILITIES received

from the successful bidder.

SECTION 4. DESTGN REVISIONS AND CHANGE ORDERS. DISTRICT AgTEES tO

reimburse CITY for any change order(s) for revision(s) requested by DISTRICT or otherwise

required to construct the IRWD FACILITIES. CITY shall promptly fumish DISTRICT with

copies of any proposed change order(s) to such contract within five (5) working days of the

initiation of the changed conditions to such contract, which shall be subject to DISTRICT

approval if and to the extent the IRWD FACILITIES are affected therefrom.

DISTRICT shall promptly review proposed change order(s) and provide CITY with a response

within five (5) working days or sooner of receiving proposed change order(s) information from

CITy. DISTRICT agrees not to unreasonably cause delay(s) to the construction schedule of the

project in reviewing proposed change order(s) for the IRWD FACILITIES. Notwithstanding

any other provision herein, any approval required to be given by the DISTRICT under this

Section shall be deemed given if no response to the CITY's request for such approval is received

by the CITY within eight (8) working days following the written request for such approval

unless the parties agree otherwise in a writing executed by both parties.

SECTION 5. REIMBURSEMENT. DISTRICT agrees to reimburse CITY forthe

following costs (collectively, the ooCosts"): (1) the actual costs of design, construction, permits,

bonds, and legal fees (excluding the costs of preparation of this Agreement) incurred by CITY in

connection with the design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES, plus (2) an

administration fee which shall be equal to four percent (4%) of the actual cost of construction

(costs paid directly to CITY's contractor for construction, only, excluding any cost for design,
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surveying, geotechnical or other work) of the IRWD FACILITIES and which shall be deemed to

cover all costs of project administration, including, but not limited to, accounting, inspection,

surveying, compaction testing, geotechnical services and engineering. CITY shall keep a

separate accounting of all Costs incurred by CITY in relation to the IRWD FACILITIES.

Within sixty (60) days of DISTRICT's acceptance of the IRWD FACILITIES as

provided in Section 8, a flrnal accounting of the Costs shall be made by CITY and submitted to

DISTRICT along with an invoice for the Costs and any supporting documentation necessary to

show the amounts which represent Costs of IRWD FACILITIES. Amounts paid pursuant to

progress payment invoices shall be subject to adjustment in the final accounting. Within thirfy

(30) days of said final accounting, DISTRICT agrees to pay to CITY the total amount of the

Costs.

SECTION 6. WS o AND CITY shall

require in its contract for the construction of the IRWD FACILITIES that its contractor be fully

informed of and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, including, but not

limited to, all applicable requirements of the California Labor Code, prevailing wage laws, the

Construction Manual, and the Rules and Regulations of DISTRICT, in connection with the

construction of the IRWD FACILITIES.

SECTION 7. INSPECTION. DISTRICT shall have sole and absolute discretion as to all

aspects of design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES, and DISTRICT shall be entitled

to inspect the construction of IRWD FACILITIES as it deems necessary to assure compliance

with the Plans and Specifications, including shop drawing review and material inspection

thereof. DISTRICT shall have access to all phases of the Project work to be performed by CITY

for the purpose of such inspection; provided, however, all questions regarding the work being

performed will be directed to CITY's resident engineer.

The determination of DISTRICT as to conformity of the IRWD

FACILITIES with the Plans and Specifications shall be made in DISTRICT's sole and absolute

discretion. DISTRICT agrees not to unreasonably withhold its approval as to such conformity of

the IRWD FACILITIES with the Plans and Specifications. CITY shall require its contractor to

construct the IRWD FACILITIES so that the IRWD FACILITIES conform to the Plans and

Specifications. CITY agrees to assume full responsibility for certifying or obtaining certification

of the compaction of backfîll material over the IRWD FACILITIES.
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SECTION 8. ACCEPTANCE. DISTRICT agrees to accept the IRWD FACILITIES

when the IRWD FACILITIES have been completed by CITY in accordance with all

requirements of the Plans and Specifications, including any change orders approved by

DISTRICT as provided in Section 3 hereof. At the time of completion and acceptance of the

IRWD FACILITIES, CITY agrees to furnish DISTRICT with one (1) copy of the contractor's

redlined set of blueline o'record" drawings (showing all revisions, manufacturer and type of

valves, pipe and fiuings as required by DISTRICT) and one (l) copy of the compaction reports

and certificate, survey notes and cut sheets.

SECTION 9. OWNERSHIP. It is mutually agreed between the parties hereto that

notwithstanding the fact that CITY shall accomplish the construction of the IRV/D FACILITIES

subject to reimbursement, the IR\MD FACILITIES to be completed hereunder, together with the

necessary franchises, licenses, easements, rights-of-way, and other privileges, shall at all times

be subject to the applicable rates, rules and regulations of DISTRICT, as modified or amended

from time to time. CITY hereby disclaims any interest in the IRWD FACILITIES and does

hereby transfer and assign to DISTRICT any and all right, title, and interest it may have in the

IRWD FACILITIES. DISTRICT shall own, operate and maintain the IRWD FACILITIES

following acceptance thereof.

SECTION 10. GUARANTEES. CITY will, pursuant to the requirement(s) of the Plans

and Specifications, cause its contractor(s) for the IRWD FACILITIES to guarantee the IRWD

FACILITIES against defects in workmanship and materials for a period of one (1) year from the

date of acceptance by CITY, which acceptance shall be given only after acceptance by

DISTRICT as provided in Section 8. It is further agreed that CITY shall cause the IRWD

FACILITIES to be brought or restored to full compliance with the requirements of the Plans and

Specifications, including any test requirements, for any portions of the IRWD FACILITIES

which during said one (l) year period are found not to be in conforrnance with the provisions of

the Plans and Specifications. This guarantee is in addition to any and all other warranties,

express or implied, from CITY's contractors or material manufacturers, with respect to the

IRWD FACILITIES. The guarantee and obligations under this section shall in no way be

relieved by DISTRICT's inspection and/or acceptance of the IRWD FACILITIES. This section

sets forth the entire guarantee and warranty of CITY with respect to the IRWD FACILITIES.

The express or implied warranties of other persons with respect to IRWD FACILITIES shall in

no way be limited by the guarantee and warranty of CITY contained in this section. If requested

by DISTRICT, CITY agrees to assign to DISTRICT the contractor's guarantee and/or any other

guarantees or warranties relating to the IRWD FACILITIES.
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SECTION 11. INDEMNIFICATION. CITY shall indemnifu, defend and hold

DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees, and engineers harmless from any expense, liability or

claim for death, injury, loss, damage or expense to persons or property which may arise or is

claimed to have arisen during construction of the IRWD FACILITIES as a result of any work or

action performed by CITY or on behalf of CITY, save and except to the extent such expense,

liability or claim is proximately caused in whole or in part by any act, omission, or negligence of

DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees or engineers or by any act or omission for which

DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees or engineers are liable without fault.

DISTRICT shall indemniff, defend and hold CITY, its officers, agents, and employees,

harmless from any expense, liability or claim for death, injury, loss, damage or expense to

persons or property which may arise or is claimed to have arisen either (i) as a result of any acts

performed by DISTRICT, its officers, agents, or employees, with respect to the IRWD

FACILITIES construction; or (ii) following DISTRICT acceptance of the IRWD FACILITIES'

with respect to maintenance and operation of the IRWD FACILITIES, save and except to the

extent such expense, liability or claim is proximately caused in whole or in part by any

negligence of CITY, its officers, agents, employees or engineers, or by any act or omission for

which CITY, its officers, agents, employees or engineers are liable without fault.

SECTION 12. INSURANCE AND BONDING. CITY shall cause its contractor(s) to

provide performance and payment bonds for the construction of the Project including the IRWD

FACILITIES and to obtain insurance coverage sufficiently broad to insure the matters set forth

in this Agreement and to include DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees and engineers, as

additional insureds on all insurance policies that CITY requires its contractor(s) to provide. As

evidence of such insurance coverage, CITY shall, priorto commencement of construction of the

IRWD FACILITIES, provide DISTRICT with certifìcates of insurance and insurance

endorsements from CITY's contractor(s) in a form acceptable to DISTRICT.

SECTION 13. TERMINATION. DISTRICT shall have the right to terminate this

Agreement at any time, subject to the provisions of this section, by providing five (5) business

days' prior written notice to CITY, except as noted in Section 3. If at the request or direction of

a party other than CITY, the construction of the IRWD FACILITIES is not accomplished or

completed, DISTRICT shall remain obligated for the actual amount of the Costs incurred by

CITY to the date of termination.
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If CITY's Project is canceled or modified so as to eliminate the necessity of the

construction of the IRWD FACILITIES, CITY shall have the right to terminate this Agreement

and thereby terminate its obligation to construct the IRWD FACILITIES, by providing five (5)

business days' prior written notice to DISTRICT.

DYER ROAD WELLFIELD WELL 3 REHABILITATION
FINAL ACCEPTANCE

SUMMARY:

The Dyer Road Wellfield (DRWF) Well 3 Rehabilitation project is complete. The contractor,

General Pump Company, completed the required work and all punch list items. The project has

received final inspection and acceptance of construction is recommended.

BACKGROUND:

The DRWF Well 3 Rehabilitation project removed chemical and biological material from the well
casing's louvers and restored well production capacity. General Pump Company was awarded

the construction contract on November 23,2015 and completed construction on June 30, 2017.

The long construction phase was primarily due to two items of additional work that are described

below.

The first change in the scope of work occurred during chemical rehabilitation of the well. The

chemical injection swab became stuck near the bottom of the well due to sediment entering the

well. After several failed attempts to dislodge and remove the swab and pipe assembly from the

well, it was concluded that the swab could not be retrieved. General Pump Company

subsequently retained an oil well drilling contractor, Norman Wireline Services, to use an

explosive charge to separate the pipe assembly at a coupling 20 feet above the swab. After
separation, the upper pipe sections were pulled from the well while the immovable swab and a

short section of pipe remained at the bottom. The operation was successful. IRWD negotiated

the cost for the additional work with General Pump Company based on cost sharing, and added

105 days to the contract time.

The second item of additional work was the installation of a new well liner. Video inspection of
the well revealed at least seven holes in the well louvers and cracks developing in other louvers

of the well casing. The District's consultant, Richard Slade & Associates, and General Pump

Company recoÍrmended the installation of a well liner to prevent additional damage to the

original well casing or perhaps losing the well entirely during the remainder of the well
rehabilitation process. Procuring and installing the liner required an additional 144 contract days.

The remaining additional124 contract days were the result of rain delays due to the wet winter
and smaller change order items including slight modifications to the chemical rehabilitation mix
based on the condition of the well, and installation of a well casing patch in the blank casing

section close to the ground surface where the well liner was not installed.

IRVINE LAKE PIPELINE NORTH CONVERSION RESERVOIR
CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER

SUMMARY:

Pascal & Ludwig Constructors (P&L) is constructing the Irvine Lake Pipeline (ILP) North
Conversion Reservoir, which is about 30Yo complete. Staff recommends that the Board approve

Contract Change Order No. 8 in the amount of $314,692 for import and placement of additional
structural backfill beneath the reservoir.

BACKGROUND:

As part of IRWD's strategic plan to increase recycled water usage and reduce reliance on

imported water supplies, IRWD is converting a significant portion of the ILP from untreated

water to recycled water. The ILP North Conversion Reservoir project includes construction of a

2.4 million gallon buried concrete reservoir, modifications at the Rattlesnake complex, and

modifications at the Orchard Hills Strainer Facility. Construction of the ILP North Conversion

Reservoir project began in October 2016.

Contract Change Order No. 8:

The Contract Documents require the contractor to over-excavate four feet of soil below the

reservoir slab and to reuse the over-excavated soil as compacted structural backfill for the

reservoir foundation. The original over-excavation depth was based on borings obtained under

the reservoir as part of the geotechnical investigation report, which suggested the potential for
suitable soil conditions. The report further explained that the site is geologically unique and

contains several in-active faults, which creates inconsistent soil conditions and the potential for
modifications to the recommendations as the subgrade is exposed. When the contractor reached

the reservoir subgrade elevation, the geotechnical engineer determined from visual inspection,

soils analysis, and laboratory testing that the soil beneath the reservoir contained significant
portions of expansive clay. Expansive clays are unsuitable soils for the reservoir foundation, so

the geotechnical engineer recommended that the expansive clays be removed. Based on the

results of the laboratory testing, the geotechnical engineer recommended that the over-excavation

be continued to a depth of 10 feet below the foundation of the reservoir and that the excavated

soils be removed from site. Further, the geotechnical engineer recommended that structural

backfill be imported to the site and used as compacted backfill for the entire excavation beneath

the reservoir.

The additional over-excavation required for the reservoir foundation resulted in the need for
additional disposal of unsuitable onsite soils, specialized excavation techniques adjacent to the

contractor's temporary shoring system, and import and placement of an additional 6,500 cubic

yards of structural backfill. The additional costs associated with the first two items were

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accounted for in previously executed change orders. The cost associated with the import and

placement of additional structural backfill is the subject of Contract Change Order No' 8.

P&L initially submitted a lump sum cost of $365,699 for the work, but due to the uncertainty of
the actual production levels that could be achieved, staff directed P&L to proceed with the work

on a time and materials basis. The work is now complete, and P&L submitted a change request in

the amount of $314,692 and a request for a Contract Time extension of 52 calendar days. Staff

reviewed the change order in detail and confirmed that both the cost and the time extension

request are acceptable. Staff recommends approval of Contract Change Order No. 8, which is

presented as Exhibit "A". A summary of change orders to date is provided as Exhibit "B".

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Project 05407 is included in the FY 2017-18 Capital Budget. The existing budget is sufficient to

fund the contract change order.

The ILP North Conversion Project, which includes the reservoir and associated off-site pipelines,

is receiving grant funding from the United States Department of Bureau of Reclamation (USBR)

and the State'Water Resources Control Board (State Board). The USBR funding, in the amount

of $300,000, is being provided through the Drought Resiliency Grant program with 75 percent

IRWD matching requirements. The State Board is providing Proposition I Recycled Water

Program grand funds, which will contribute up to a 35 percent match on eligible construction

costs up to a maximum of $29,510,300 in project costs.

CE:

This project is subject to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and in conformance

with California Code of Regulations Title 14, Chapter 3, Article 6, a Notice of Intent to adopt a

Mitigated Negative Declaration was filed with the County of Orange on November 3,2015.

Pursuant to State Guideline $ 15073, the Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND)

was made available for public review for a period of 30 days from November 4,2015 through

December 3,2015. The IS/MND was adopted by IRWD Board of Directors at its January 11,

2016 meeting. A Notice of Determination was filed with the Orange County Clerk/Recorder and

the CA State Clearinghouse on January 12,2016.

COMMITTEE STATUS:

This item was reviewed by the Engineering and Operations Committee on July 18,2017.

SUMMARY

Filanc/Balfour-Beatty (FBB) is constructing the Michelson Water Recycling Plant (MWRP)

Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities (Biosolids Project). Contract Change Order (CCO)

No. 56 includes the addition of stairs and a platform for the Regenerative Thermal Oxidizer and

programming modifications for the microturbine's Capstone Logic Controller. Staff

i..õ-tn"rdsthat the Board approve CCO No. 56 in the amount of 5201,744.33 with FBB for the

Biosolids Project.

BACKGROUND:

Construction of the Biosolids Project was awarded to FBB in March 2013 inthe amount of
5163,465,940. The Biosolids Project will provide biosolids digestion, dewatering, energy

production, and on-site sludge drying. The project includes excavation for subsurface structures;

installation offoundation piles; three egg-shaped digesters; a state-of-the-art odor control

system; a biogas conditioning system and power generation using microturbines; a fats, oil and

gieut. receiving station; and new utility services. These facilities are being constructed on the

land north of IRV/D's Operations Center, maintenance shops, water quality laboratory, and

warehouse.

CCO o. 56

Staff negotiated with FBB and agrees to the labor and material costs contained in CCO No. 56,

which contains the following items:

a

a

Stairs and plaformfor the sludge dryer's Regenerative Thermal Oxidizer ßfq in the

amount of 8101,744.33 - The RTO treats the off-gases from the sludge drying system in

compliance with the air quality permit. Operation of the RTO requires that the internal

ceramic media be periodically replaced. Lessons learned by cross-training staff at the

Encina Wastewater Authority's sludge dryer indicated that it would be easier and safer to

access the media with stairs and a platform rather than a ladder. This item is for the labor

and material to install both the stairs and a platform at the RTO.

Programming modificationsfor the microturbine's Capstone Logic Controller (CLC) in

the àmount of $ 100,000 - The Biosolids Project calls for an energy system supplier to be

responsible for both the biogas treatment and the microturbine systems. The controls for

theie systems was to be programmed into a programmable logic controller for the overall

system. This controller would communicate with the CLC, which in turn controls the

microturbines. For more reliable monitoring and enhanced automation, staff working

ltsm m\ryrp biosolids change order.docx
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with the contractor and the microturbine supplier decided to increase the scope of the

programming for the microturbine CLC. One feature of the enhanced automation is that

ine 
-CfC 

will automatically turn on microturbines whenever adequate biogas is available

rather than alerting an operator to do so. Additionally, the CLC will tum on the

microturbine with the least run hours. This item is the cost for increasing the CLC

programming.

Another advantage of this change is that the microturbines will be operational and ready

for testing on natural gas by the March 2018 deadline for the Self-Generation Incentive

Program (SGIP). This allows IRWD's microturbine project to remain eligible to receive

the SCtp financial incentive when biogas is available for use in the microturbines later in

201 8.

Staff recommends that the Board approve CCO No. 56 in the amount of $201,744.33, which is

attached as Exhibit "A". Items that do not claim or grant additional time are considered for full
compensation. If items require additional time, the items included in this change order are at full
compensation except for time impacts. FBB reserves the right to claim time impacts, but must

show any time impacts to the project's critical path and how IRWD is responsible for these time

impacts. Resolution of these time impacts is scheduled for alater date. CCO No. 56 does not

exiend any of the milestone completion dates. The construction change order summary is

attached as Exhibit "8".

FISCAL IMPACTS.

The MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities Project 04286 is included in the

FY 2017-18 Capital Budget. The existing budget is sufficient to fund the change order. Through

CCO No. 56 the total change order amount is $15,812,812.77, or 9.6lYo of the original contract,

and the total contract amount is 5179,278,752.77 .

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

The MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities is subject to the California Environmental

Quality Act (CEQA) and in conformance with the Califomia Code of Regulations Title 14,

Chapter 3, Article 7, a Supplemental Environmental Impact Report (SEIR), SCH # 2011031091,

wasiertified by IRV/D at its Octob er 22,2012 meeting. The City of Irvine Planning

Commission approved a conditional use permit for the IRV/D Biosolids Project at its

December 6, 2012 meeting.

SETTING CONNECTION FEES AND PROPERTY TAXES FOR FISCAL YEAR 2017.18

SUMMARY:

Connection fees for the City of Irvine I Great Park Recycled Water (Improvement District (ID)
ll2l2l2) and ID 256 Orange Park Acres were approved at the June 12,2017 Board meeting; all
other connection fees were last updated in July 20t6. The proposed changes are consistent with
the Engineering News Record (ENR) construction cost index and are based on periodic updates
to the capital budget and other changing assumptions.

The proposed connection fees assume an increase within each of the IDs based on the ENR
estimated capital cost increase of 2.77o and are included in the Proposed Connection Fees

and Property Tax Rates Summary included as Exhibit "A". Staff recommends that the
Board:

e Adopt a resolution amending the Rates and Charges, included as Exhibit "8", with
revised Rates and Charges for connection fees effective September I,2017, included as

Exhibit "E";

o Adopt a resolution amending the Ad Valorem Property Tax Rates, included as Exhibit
"c"; and

o Adopt a resolution amending Allocation of Ad Valorem Property Taxes to Debt Service
providing for the annual allocation of I7o tax revenue, included as Exhibit "D".

BACKGROUND:

The IRWD Long Term Capital Funding Plan (LTFP), completed in November 2013, established
connection fees and formed new IDs for funding capital requirements and setting tax rates. A
fundamental concept in the District's LTFP is that the cost of new capital facilities are shared
equally between the connection fees paid by the developer and property taxes paid by property
owners. Staff utilizes a comprehensive financial model to incorporate regional capital costs,
future development, growth rates, inflation, and other variables to determine connection fees.
Connection fee increases were modeled for both residential and commercial development along
with a consolidated tax rate. Staff updated the District's financial model for FY 2017-18
connection fees and tax rate setting to include:

o Updated capital improvement program;

o Updated ENR estimated capital cost increase of 2.77o;

o Fund balance adjustments after the LTFP was implemented in Oracle in February 2017;

e Updated assessed valuations; and

o Updated development units.

There are three separate developments contributing to IDs II2l2l2: the City of Irvine (City) /
Great Park development, the Great Park Neighborhoods development, and the 100-acre parcel
owned by the County of Orange; connection fees for these developments will be set separately

Cíty of lrvine / Great Park

The recycled water connection fee of $28.85 million for the Great Park was approved at the June
12,2017 Board meeting. The City has indicated that it may request IRWD to provide some
financing but has yet to make a formal request.

FivePoint Communities - Great Park Neighborhoods

The Great Park Neighborhoods is the FivePoint Communities development within ID 1121212.
Staff recommends a2.77o increase in the curuent connection fees, consistent with ENR. The
consolidated water and sewer connection fee increases by $135, from $5,003 to $5,138 per unit
Staff recommends maintaining the current consolidated tax rate of $0.7500 per $100 of land
assessed value in order to maintain the 50150 split.

County of Orange 100-acre Parcel

Staff recommends applying the same 2.7Vo inuease to the connection fee for the 100-acre
development site owned by the County of Orange with no tax base. The consolidated water and
sewer connection fee increases by $249, from $9,206 to $9,455 per unit. The property tax rate
will remain atzero because as long as this property is owned by the County, there is no tax base.

IDs 153/253 - Developing IDs:

There has been significant change in development projections in this area. The East Orange
development has been reduced with the land being donated as open space. Capital demands and
development projections have been updated. The Irvine Lake Management Plan is complete and
the staff recommendation is to continue with the assumed native water yield of 3,200 acre feet.
Staff continues to work with the lrvine Company on the forward assumptions for the native
water yield. Based on the capital adjustments and the assumed native water yield, staff
recommends increasing the consolidated water and sewer connection fee $113, from $4,188 to
$4,301 per unit. Bonds were issued for these IDs in 2016 and establishing a property tax rate of
$0.04100 per $100 of land assessed value will provide sufficient revenue to meet annual debt
service.

ADOPTING CHANGES TO CONNECTION FEES AS SET FORTH IN
THE SCHEDULE OF RATES AND CHARGES IN EXHIBIT "B" TO THE

FOR WATER, SEWER, RECYCLED WATER, AND NATURAL
TREATMENT SYSTEM SERVICE
(EFFECTTVE SEPTEMBER 1,20 1 7)

WHEREAS, the kvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) is a California Water
District organized and existing under the California Water District Law, and all of the lands

within the boundaries of said District are located in the County of Orange, State of California;

and

V/HEREAS, Section 35423,35410, and Section 35501 of the California Water

Code empower the District to establish, print and distribute equitable rules and regulations and

prescribe and collect rates or other charges for water and sewer service, and such authority to
prescribe and collect rates or other charges for water and sewer service includes connection fees

for connection and service capacity; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of IRWD, by adoption of Resolution No.

2015-23 approved and adopted amended "Rules and Regulations of kvine Ranch Water District
for Water, Sewer, Recycled Water, and Natural Treatment System Service effective August 24,

20t5; and

WHEREAS, Exhibit "B" of said Rules and Regulations sets forth Rates and

Charges, which Exhibit "B" may be changed from time to time by adoption of changes to any of
the rates and charges or any new rates and charges as may be established and set forth therein;

and

V/HEREAS, Section 21080(b) (8) of the Public Resources Code provides that the

establishment, modification, structuring, restructuring or approval of rates, tolls, fares, or other

charges by public agencies are exempt from the requirements of the California Environmental

Quality Act (CEQA) provided that certain findings are made specifying the basis for the claim of
exemption; and

WHEREAS, Article XIIIB of the Constitution of the State of California, limiting
local agencies' appropriations ofproceeds oftaxes, excludes user charges or fees or regulatory
fees from the definition ofproceeds oftaxes, as long as such fees and charges do not produce

revenue exceeding the costs reasonably borne in providing the regulation, product or service, and

further excludes appropriations for debt service and appropriations for qualified capital outlay
projects from appropriations subject to limitation; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of IRV/D deems it advisable and finds that it
would be in the best interest of the District to amend or establish connection fees, consistent with
applicable constitutional and statutory requirements; and
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WHEREAS, the proposed revisions to the connection fees, as set forth in Exhibit
"4" to this resolution, do not modify or establish any property-related fees or charges subject to

the notice and hearing procedures of Article XIIID of the Constitution of the State of California;

and

NO'W, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of IRWD as

follows:

Section 1. It is hereby found and determined that the proposed changes to the

Schedule of Rates and Charges are within the purposes set forth in Section 21080(b) of the

Public Resources Code including but not by way of limitation, the purposes of (1) meeting

operating expenses, (2) purchasing or leasing supplies, equipment or materials, (3) meeting

financial reserve needs and requirements, and (4) obtaining funds for capital projects necessary

to maintain service within existing areas, and therefore, that such changes are exempt from

CEQA.

Section 2. It is hereby found and determined that relative to Article XIII B of the

Constitution of the State of California, the charges or fees or regulatory fees established or

increased hereby do not produce revenues exceeding the costs reasonably borne in providing the

regulation, product or service and/or are used for debt service or qualified capital outlay projects

anã accordingly do not constitute proceeds of taxes, the appropriation of which is limited under

Article XIII B, and that the documentation used in making such determinations has been on file

in the office of IRWD for not less than 15 days prior to the date hereof, pursuant to Section 7910

of the Government Code of the State of California. It is hereby further found and determined

that relative to the requirements of Sections 66013 and 66016 of the Government Code of the

State of California, the availability of such documentation also satisfies the requirement to make

publicly available the data indicating the estimated cost and revenue sources to provide the

iervice for which the fee is imposed at least 10 days prior to the meeting at which this resolution

is adopted, and that the connection fees established or increased hereby do not exceed the

estimated reasonable cost of providing the service for which they are imposed.

Section 3. The new and/or revised connection fees as set forth in Exhibit "A"
attached to this resolution and by this reference incorporated herein are hereby adopted, and the

cogesponding rate(s), fee(s) or charge(s), if any, as set forth in Rules and Regulations Exhibit
"B" currently in effect, are hereby superseded. Staff is directed to incorporate the hereby

adopted new and/or revised connection fee(s) into Exhibit "8" to the Rules and Regulations.

Section 4. That the provisions of this Resolution shall be effective September l,2Ol7

Section 5. That the Secretary is hereby ordered and directed to post a certified

copy of this Resolution in a public place within the Irvine Ranch Water District.

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) has duly

considered the financial needs of the IRV/D and its Improvement District Nos. Il2, ll3, 125,

1 5 3,1 85, 188, 212, 213 , 225, 240, 253 , 285, and 28 8, for the fiscal year 2017'1 I and the funds

available and established to become available for meeting said financial needs; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 37206 of the 
'Water Code of the State of California, the

Board of Directors annually shall furnish to the Board of Supervisors of Orange County and to the

County Auditor, an estimate in writing of the amount of money needed to be raised by the District

during the fiscal year for the payment of its proportion of the amount required for the purposes of
the District; and

V/HEREAS, Article XIIIB of the Constitution of the State of California provides that the

appropriations of local agencies will be limited each year to those of the previous year with
specified adjustments permitted; and

V/HEREAS, Section 9(a) of Article XIIIB specifically excludes appropriations required to

pay the cost of interest and redemption charges, including the funding of any reserve or sinking

fund required in connection therewith, on indebtedness existing or legally authorized as of January

l,1979, or on bonded indebtedness thereafter approved according to law by a vote ofelectors; and

V/HEREAS, the ad valorem tax revenues established by IRWD are used entirely for debt

service and are therefore exempt from the appropriations formula established by Article XIIIB'

WHEREAS, the ad valorem tax revenues received by IRWD pursuant to this Resolution

will provide a portion of the funds needed to pay principal and interest with respect to the General

Obligation nonds referenced below, and this Board wishes to specify the sources of the remainder

of the amounts needed therefor in the current year.

That the tax to be levied for servicing the General Obligation Bonds of
Improvement District No. 125 of IRV/D for fiscal year 2017-18 is .01300 percent (.0001300) of
full value.

Section 6. That the tax to be levied for servicing Improvement District No. 252's just
proportion of liability determined pursuant to Resolution No. 2005-4I, for the General Obligation
Bonds of Improvement District No. 225 of IRWD for fiscal year 2017-18 is .00001 percent
(.0000001) of full value.

Section 7. That the tax to be levied for servicing the General Obligation Bonds of
Improvement District No. 188 of IRWD for fiscal year 2017-18 is .07350 percent (.0007350) of
full value.

Section 8. That the tax to be levied for servicing the General Obligation Bonds of
Improvement District No. 288 of IRWD for fiscal year 2017-18 is .01000 percent (.0001000) of
full value.

Section 9. That the tax to be levied for servicing the General Obligation Bonds of
Improvement District No. 113 of IRWD for fiscal year 2017-18 is .04000 percent (.000a000) of
full value.

Section I 1. That the tax to be levied for servicing the General Obligation Bonds of
Improvement District No. 1 12 of IRV/D for fiscal year 2017-18 is .03000 percent (.00030000) of
full value.

Section 12. That the tax to be levied for servicing the General Obligation Bonds of
Improvement District No. 212 of IRWD for fiscal year 2017-18 is .04500 percent (.0004500) of
full value.

Section 13. That the tax to be levied for servicing the General Obligation Bonds of
Improvement District No. 185 of IRV/D for fiscal year 2017 -l 8 is .02300 percent (.0002300) of
full value.

to the Bonds of Irvine Ranch Water District, Refunding Series 20lIA-l (pledge of the IYolevy),
as such application may be modified by resolution amending the allocation of tax revenues; and

(5) to the extent additional amounts are necessary for such pulpose, revenues which are received

by IRWD within twelve months of being applied to the payment of debt service and which are

legally available therefor, including income from the investment of such revenues where both the
investment income and the revenues on which it is earned are received by IRWD within twelve
months of being applied to the payment of debt service.

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Irvine Ranch Water District ("IRWD") has

adopted Resolution Nos. 1992-48 and 2002-10, relating to IRWD's appropriation and pledge of
revenues from the general l%o ad valorem property tax; and

WHEREAS, such resolutions authorized and directed the Treasurer to annually allocate

the general l% qd valorem property tax revenues received by IRWD among the debt service

requlirements of the issues of bonds specified in said resolution ("Secured Bonds") in accordance

wiih a formula set forth therein, with the 2002 pledge formula to be applied in lieu of the 1992

pledge formula to the extent provided in Resolution No. 2002'10; and

WHEREAS, no Secured Bonds that received a pledge of general IVo ad valorem property

tax revenues under Resolution No. 1992-48 currently remain outstanding, and;

WHEREAS, IRWD's revenues from the general lo/o ad valorem property tax have, to the

extent not applied to pay principal and interest on the Secured Bonds, been pledged by IRWD to

certain pariiy obligatlons-(the ¿Parity Obligations") identified by the Indenture of Trust, dated

April 1, 20it, as ámended and supplemented (the *2011Indenture"), relating to the Bonds of
Irvine Ranch V/ater District, Refunding Series 201 1A-1; and

WHEREAS, on November I l,2}l3,pursuant to Section 36454 et seq. of the Califomia

V/ater Code, the Board of Directors adopted Resolution No. 2013-43, ordering the consolidation

of ImprovementDistrictNos. 102,105,106,12I,130, 135, 140,161,182,184 and 186, as

modified by certain annexations and detachments ordered by the Board, into a single

improvement district designated "Improvement District No. 125" and the consolidation of
Imþrovement District Nos. ZIZOZ),206,221,230,235,250,261,282,284 and286, as modified

by certain annexations and detachments ordered by the Board, into a single improvement district

designated oolmprovement District No. 225"; and

WHEREAS, the consolidation is one of several actions taken by IRWD based upon its

comprehensive evaluation and study of its long-term financial requirements, including: a detailed

planning, engineering and financial assessment of the total costs of existing and future facilities

in the water and wastewater systems; available bond authoúzation and other revenue sources to

finance facilities to serve future development, augment system reliability and meet upgraded

regulatory requirements for both existing and future demands and replace and refurbish the

existing systerns; debt service; simplification of the improvement district structure; and

urr1rr*"of equitable and fair sharing of regional and local cost between existing and future

users and u-ottg the areas that have comprised the various existing improvement districts and

other geographic areas served by the system; and

V/HEREAS, pursuant to Section 36454.1of the Califomia Water Code, the included

amounts andlor included percentages of each series of the Secured Bonds or Parity Obligations

that constituted the general obligation of one or more of Improvement District Nos. 105, 121,

130, 135, 140,161,182,I84 and 186 were assumed by and became the liability of Improvement

District No. 125, and the included amounts andlor included percentages of the respective series

of the Secured Bonds or Parity Obligations that constituted the general obligation of one or more

of Improvement District Nos. 221,230,235,250,261,282,284 and 286 were assumed by and

became the liability of Improvement District No. 225; and

WHEREAS, the Board deems it to be appropriate, in the interest of IRWD and consistent

with the pledges contained in Resolution No. 2002-10 and the 201I Indenture (collectively, the

"Pledges"), to modify the allocation of the revenues from the general lYo ad valorem property

tax received during the 2017 -I8 fiscal year (the "Fiscal Year"), subject to the availability of other

revenues for debt service on Secured Bonds and Parity Obligations in such year; and

WHEREAS, the proposed modifications consist of substitution of an allocation of lo/otax
revenues among debt service obligations that is different from the allocation that would be

calculated under the formulas specified in the Pledges; in addition, by separate resolution
adopting the capital budget, this Board has allocated a portion of the lo/otax revenues for the

Fiscal Year to one or both of IRV/D's Replacement Fund or Enhancement Fund; and

V/HEREAS, Article XIIIB of the Constitution of the State of California provides that the

appropriations of local agencies will be limited each year to those of the previous year, adjusted

for changes in population, cost of living and transfers in sources of funding; and

V/HEREAS, Section 9 of Anicle XIIIB excludes from the appropriations subject to

limitation appropriations for debt service and appropriations for all qualified capital outlay
projects; a qualified capital outlay projects is defined by statute as an appropriation for a fixed
asset (including land and construction) with a useful life of l0 or more years and a value which
equals or exceeds one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000).

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the Irvine Ranch Water District DOES

HEREBY RESOLVE, DETERMINE and ORDER as follows:

Section l. Subject in all respects to the Pledges, the Treasurer is hereby

authorized and directed to implement a modified allocation of the pledged amounts (as defined in
the Pledges) of the general lYo ad valorem property tax revenues for the Fiscal Year in the

manner set forth as follows:

(a) the amount to be allocated to the Replacement Fund shall be as specified

in the resolution adopting the capital budget for the Fiscal Year;

(b) the amount to be allocated to the Enhancement Fund shall be as specified

in the resolution adopting the capital budget for the Fiscal Year;

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(c) the amount to be allocated to the sharing of regional and local cost by

existing and future users of the areas known 4s "110" and2l}" shall be as set

forth in Exhibit'oA," which exhibit is attached to this resolution and by this

reference made a Part hereof;

(d) the allocation among the Improvement Districts' debt service obligations

shall be as set forth in Exhibit ooA," subject to adjustments as may be necessary to

reflect actual tax revenues received by IRWD;

(e) the amount allocated to each Improvement District or combination of
Improvement Districts specified in Exhibit ooA" shall be further allocated by the

Treasurer among the various outstanding bond issues based upon their debt

service requirements and/or other criteria as he deems appropriate;

(Ð the amounts to be allocated pursuant to paragraphs (d) and (e) from the

pledged amount of the general lVo ad valorem property tax revenues received by

IRV/D shall be held unallocated until such allocations are made, and each such

amount shall be deposited into the appropriate debt service fund or account for the

respective bond issue as and when determined by the Treasurer.

The applications described in this section shall be made only if and to the extent there is not a

deficiãncy at the time of application in the amounts available to pay debt service for any Secured

Bonds or Parity Obligations.

Section 2. Nothing contained in this resolution is intended to impair or modify in any

way the pledge of the general l%o ad valorem property tax revenues as stated in the Pledges.

Nothing contained in this resolution is intended to create any entitlement with respect to the use

of geneial lVo ad valorem property tax revenues for any particular pulpose, it being intended that

such revenues are unrestricted except by such Pledges and are subject to application as

determined in the discretion of the Board of Directors from time to time.

Section 3. It is hereby found and determined that relative to appropriations subject to

limitation under Article XIIIB of the Constitution of the State of California, the applications of
revenues described in this resolution are for debt service, and accordingly do not constitute

proceeds of taxes the appropriation of which is limited under Article XIIIB, and that the

ãocumentation used in making such determinations has been on file in the office of IRWD for

not less than 15 days prior to the date hereof, pursuant to Section 7910 of the Government Code

of the State of California

Section 4. The President, Secretary, Treasurer and each other ofhcer of IRWD, acting

singly, be and hereby is authorized and directed to execute and deliver any and all documents or

instruments and to do and perform any and all acts and things necessary or proper for carrying

out the transactions contemplated by this resolution.

SUMMARY:

The California Water Commission (CWC) is accepting applications for Proposition 1 grant

funding through the Water Storage Investment Program (WSIP). The goal of the WSIP is to

fund water storage projects that provide public benefits, improve the operation of the state water

system and provide a net improvement in ecosystem and water quality conditions. The proposed

Iiern Fan Gioundwater Storage Project would provide IRWD and Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water

Storage District substantial benefits while meeting CV/C criteria. Staff recommends that the

Boarj'adopt a resolution that authorizes the General Manager to submit a grant application for

V/S1p funding, confirms that IRWD has the capability to provide its cost share funding as

specified in the application's project funding plan, and that authorizes the General Manager to

work with the CWC to meet established deadlines and to execute an acceptable funding

agreement.

BACKGROLJND:

The CWC is accepting applications for grant funding through the WSIP for the planning, design

and construction õf wàter storage projects that provide specific public and ecosystem benefits.

The funding source for the WSIP is Proposition 1, also known as the Water Quality, Supply and

Infrastructure Improvement Act of 2014, which provides $2.7 billion for public benefits

associated with water storage projects. The maximum V/SIP funding request for a surface andlor

groundwater storage project is 50% of project capital costs. The value of the quantified

ãcosystem improvémèntbenefits must make up at least 50% of the V/SIP cost share, or 25o/o of
the tótal V/SIP funding. Capital costs incurred after November 4,2014 will be eligible for

reimbursement. Applications must be submitted to the CWC by August 14,2017.

After review of the conditions for project eligibility, staff recommends submitting a resolution to

support an application for up to $86 million in grant funding from the WSIP. Staff has been

*óit ing witñ Rosedale and several consultants to develop a grant application for a Kern Fan

Project that meets CWC grant frrnding eligibility criteria. The following is an overview of a

conceptual proposal for the Kem Fan Project, the proposed project benefits, and estimated

project costs.

Kern Fan Groundwater Storage Project:

Staff has worked with Rosedale to develop a concept for a potential Kern Fan Project that would

provide the benefits necessary to meet the etigibility criteria for WSIP funding. The project

would be a regional water bank in the Kern Fan area that would capture, transport and store

water during õonditions when surface water is abundant. A portion of the water would be

retumed at ã later date through groundwater recovery and implementation of operational

exchanges. The project could be integrated with the State Water Project and Central Valley

fs Prop I WSIP Grant Resolution.docx 13
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project systems through program agreements with project contractors and through the use of

turnouts from the California Aqueduct, the Cross Valley Canal, the Friant-Kern Canal, and new

conveyance facilities.

The Kern Fan project would be implemented in a two-phased approach. The first phase would

be the development of th" proporeã third project site as contemplated in the Stockdale Integrated

Banking Projèct Environmental Impact Report (EIR). IRWD and Rosedale would jointly

acquire up to O+O acres in the Kern Fan area and construct recharge and recovery facilities as

n"ó"r.ury to develop a fully functioning water banking project. In addition, IRWD and Rosedale

would construct u nà* dedicated conveyance canal from the California Aqueduct to ensure the

ability to convey flows from the State Water Project to the new recharge facilities.

The second phase of the Kern Fan Project would involve IRWD and Rosedale acquiring an

additional 640 acres of land for the expansion of the water banking facilities. The overall project

would consist of approximately 500 cfs of canal capacity from the California Aqueduct, 100,000

acre feet of storagè capacity, up to 100,000 acre feet per year (AFY) in recharge capacity and up

to 70 cubic feet per second (cfs) or 50,000 AFY of recovery capacity'

Proposed Project Benefits and Estimated Costs:

The grant requires a 5O7o cost-share match. The 507o match would be shared equally by IRWD

and Rosedalé so that each would provide 257o of the total funding. Currently, engineers at Dee

Jaspar and Associates estimate the overall cost of the Kern Fan Project will be between $150 and

$tiZ mittion. Approximately half of the costs would be attributable to the construction of

dedicated conveyance facilities. Based on these estimates, the project could receive between $75

and $g6 million through a Proposition 1 grant. IRWD and Rosedale would then each provide

between $37.5 and $43 million for the project.

At the Board meeting, staff will provide an update on estimated project costs and how the Kern

Fan project could be operated to provide water supply benefits to IRWD and Rosedale as well as

to provide quantifiable ecosystem benefits to the Delta.

Resolution:

As part of the application process, the CWC requires a resolution adopted by each applicant's

governing body åesignating an authorized representative to submit a proposal for the grant and to

lork witñ the CWC to meet established deadlines for entering into a funding agreement. In

compliance with this requirement, a resolution has been prepared and attached as Exhibit "A"'
Stafi recommends that the Board adopt the resolution that authorizes the General Manager to

submit a grant application for WSIP funding, confirms that IRWD has the capability to provide

its cost share funding as specified in the application's project funding plan, and that authorizes

the General Manager to work with the CWC to meet established deadlines and to execute an

acceptable funding agreement.
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FISCAL IMPACTS:

Funding for the District's cost share for the technical studies, modeling and grant application
preparation is included in the FY 2016-17 Capital Budget. If the CWC awards a grant to IRWD
and Rosedale for the Kern Fan Project, a request for funding of the District's estimated $37.5 to

$43 million cost share for the project will be included in the proposed FY 2018-19 Capital

Budget.

A Final EIR for the Stockdale Integrated Banking Project was prepared, certified and approved

in compliance with CEQA of I9l0 (as amended), codified at California Public Resources Code

Sections 21000 et. seq., and the State CEQA Guidelines in the Code of Regulations, Title 14,

Division 6, Chapter 3. Rosedale, as lead agency, filed a Notice of Determination for the

Stockdale Integrated Banking Projects with the County of Kern. IRWD, as a responsible agency,

filed Notices of Determination with the County of Orange and with the County of Kern. The

EIR includes a program-level analysis of impacts of a third project site. If and when the third
Stockdale project site is identified, subsequent project-level environmental review would need to

be conducted prior to implementation of project facilities. It is expected that a new EIR would

be required for the construction and operation of the second phase facilities contemplated in the

proposed Kern Fan Project.
