ENTERPRISE ASSET MANAGEMENT SOFTWARE
IMPLEMENTATION UPDATE

SUMMARY:

The Enterprise Asset Management (EAM) Software Implementation Project is approaching the

initial Go-Live milestone in October 2011. The design-phase tasks are complete, and the

configuration / testing of the Maximo software is now underway. Staff will update the Board on

completed, pending, and future tasks, and provide an overview of design-phase findings.

BACKGROUND:

In January 2015, a phased approach was adopted for the implementation of the EAM program

(shown in Table 1 below). This approach expedites the development of a maintenance platform

for major IRWD facilities (e.g., treatment plants, pump stations, wells, etc.) before the focus of
the program shifts to other types of District assets such as pipelines, buildings, and vehicles.

Phase 1 of the program included pre-implementation activities such as asset inventory database

development, business process refinement, and asset criticality analysis. In August 2016, staff
issued a Request for Proposal for software implementation services. In Novembet 2016, the

Board approved the procurement of Maximo software licenses and authorized agreements with
Total Resources Management (TRM) to lead the first implementation milestone through

completion (i.e., "Part 1: Work and Asset Management"). The overall goal of this milestone is to

replace the District's current computerized maintenance management system (Tabware) with the

new Maximo system. Part 1 was initiated in mid-December 2016, with first and second Go-Live
targets set for October 2017 andMarch 2018, respectively.

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TRM initiated the Part 1 scope with organizational research and project planning activities,
followed by multiple training sessions for IRWD subject matter experts (SMEs). The SMEs

were then participated in design workshops that extended through }t4ay 2017. Workshop
participants were asked to design a system that would:

o Establish efficient business processes;
o Promote consistency in work and asset management practices;
o Enable a mobile solution for field work order tracking;
o Enable actionable analytics and reporting; and

o Integrate Maximo with other core systems.

The workshops allowed TRM to evaluate IRWD's businesses processes, review its asset

systems, document the software requirements, and recommend corresponding solutions for the

new maintenance platform. Subsequently, TRM produced 20 reports, which together formed a

blueprint for IRWD's EAM Program. The reports included process flow diagrams, system

architecture recommendations, testing/training plans, implementation strategies, a change

management plan, and a matrix identifying over 250 implementation requirements (a set of
requests, decisions, and activities for the Project).

In June 2016, the implementation process underwent a transition from "design" to "execution"

The team's efforts shifted from data gathering and evaluation to software configuration, data

loading, and system testing. Configuration and testing activities are scheduled to continue

through September. Training sessions for staff will follow in October.

The October 20ll Go-Live milestone will mark the first time staff will utilize the new Maximo
system. This will enable staff to initiate, assign, and complete work orders. Labor reporting in
Maximo will be automatically transfered to Oracle time cards. A second Go-Live is scheduled

for March 2018 and will include additional integration points with Oracle's purchasing /
warehouse modules. This integration will support material reservations, enable work order

planning/scheduling, and allow Maximo to capture the cost of goods and services on work
orders. Both Go-Live targets will apply to over 28,000 assets located within vertical facilities,

which include treatment plants, pump stations, lift stations, wells, reservoirs, interties, and valve

stations. Horizontal and other types of assets will be incotporated into Maximo with the next

milestones (Part2 and Part 3).

IMPLEMENTATION OF WATER USE CY OUTREACH CAMPAIGN

Director of Public Affairs Beeman reported that recent customer focus group results indicate that

IRWD's outreach efforts would benefit from an updated water use efficiency messaging strategy

that would be sustainable during both drought and non-drought periods. Ms. Beeman said that in
July 2016, the Board approved a Professional Services Agreement with Sukle Advertising &
Design to develop a new creative outreach plan that communicates the value of water, sustains

current levels of water savings and seeks additional permanent water savings among customer
groups that have been traditionally difficult to reach.

Using a PowerPoint presentation, Sukle Advertising and Design staff outlined a campaign for the

District which will include a media launch in October 2OI1 with the goal of combatting outdoor

water usage during the fall season. The presentation reviewed the audience and message

strategy, 2OI7ll8 campaign ideas, production considerations and media recommendations.

Director Matheis reported that this item was reviewed by the'Water Resources Policy and

Communications Committee and she was impressed with Sukle's proposed campaign which is

focused and anticipates it will have a positive impact on the District's customers. Director
LaMar said that he was initially hesitant to expend funds, but following the presentation believes

it is very clever campaign. Director Swan raised a number of concerns regarding the campaign

which Director Matheis said that staff will address. Additionally, she advised Director Swan that

the campaign will be reviewed by the Committee for a final review. Following discussion, on

MOTION by Matheis and caried, on a roll call vote (4-1) (Matheis, Withers, LaMar and

Reinhart voting aye and Swan voting no), THE BOARD AUTHORZED THE GENERAL
MANAGER TO EXECUTE A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH SUKLE
ADVERTISING & DESIGN IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,136,100 TO IMPLEMENT A NEW
WATER USE EFFICIENCY OUTREACH CAMPAIGN.

AMENDED WATER SI]PPT,Y ASSESSMENT FOR PLANNIN AREAS 40 AND 12

GENERAL AMENDMENT AND ZONE CHANGE PROJECT

The City is proposing a project that involves a General Plan Amendment and zone change for
portions of Planning Area 40 and 12. The proposed Project revises these areas to include a net

increase of I,343 dwelling units and a net decrease of 1.5 msf of mixed use, industrial and

commercial use. An Amended Water Supply Assessment (WSA) has been completed in
response to the City's request related to the revised project. Estimates show a net decrease of
178 acre-feet per year (AFY) in potable water demands and a net decrease of 4 AFY of non-

potable demand associated with the revised land use changes. On MOTION by LaMar,

seconded and unanimously canied on a roll call vote (5-0) (Matheis,'Withers, LaMar, Swan and

Reinhart voting aye, THE BOARD APPROVED THE AMENDED WATER SUPPLY
ASSESSMENT FOR PLANNING AREAS 40 AND 12 GENERAL PLAN AMENDMENT
AND ZONE CHANGE PROJECT.

MICHELSON V/ATER RECYCLING FILTER PUMP STATION 2 HEADER
REPLACEMENT C TRUCTION AWARD

Executive Director of Engineering and Water Quality Burton reported that due to age and

coposive soil conditions, the Michelson Water Recycling Plant (MWRP) Filter Pump Station 2

(FPS2) discharge header pipe has deteriorated and requires replacement. The pump station

discharge piping includes 24-inch diameter cement mortar lined and coated steel pipes from each

of the four pumps joining a 36-inch diameter discharge header pipeline that is encased in
concrete. Mr. Burton said that the District has pre-purchased six butterfly valves and the 36-inch

magnetic flow meter to expedite the construction of this project.

Mr. Burton said that the project was advertised to a select list of 15 mechanical contractors on

June 28, 2011. He said that the bid opening was held on July 27,2011, with bids received from
Olsson Construction, Pacific Hydrotech, PCL Construction, and Schuler Constructors. The
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apparent low bidder is Norman A. Olsson Construction with a bid of $1,175,978; the engineer's
estimate was $1,472,000.
On MOTION by Withers, seconded and unanimously carried on a roll call vote (5-0) (Matheis,

Vy'ithers, LaMar, Swan and Reinhart voting aye, THE BOARD AUTHORIZED A BUDGET
INCREASE IN THE AMOUNT OF $370,400, FROM $1,144,800 TO $1,515,200, FOR
PROJECT O7OO9; AND AUTHORTZED THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE A
CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT V/ITH NORMAN A. OLSSON CONSTRUCTION IN THE
AMOUNT OF $1,175,978 FOR THE MICHELSON WATER RECYCLING PLANT FILTER
PUMP STATION 2 HEADER REPLACEMENT, PROJECT O7OO9.

OFFSTTE PIPELINES FOR THE IRVINE ,AKE PTPET,TNF, NORTH CONVERSION
CONSULTANT SELECTIONS CONSTRUCTION AWARD

Executive Director of Engineering and Water Quality Burton reported that the Irvine Lake
Pipeline (ILP) North Conversion project is part of the District's strategic plan to increase

recycled water usage and reduce reliance on imported water supplies by converting a significant
portion of the ILP from untreated water to recycled water. The conversion project will convert
the Rattlesnake Reach of the ILP, which is located between Rattlesnake Reservoir and the Zone
C+ reservoir, from untreated water to recycled water. The conversion project includes
constructing a new 2.4 million gallon buried concrete Zone C+ reservoir, various modifications
at the Rattlesnake Reservoir Complex, and the offsite pipelines necessary to connect the

reservoir to the ILP.

To streamline the design and construction of the ILP North Conversion Project, staff divided the
project into two components: 1) the Santiago Hills Zone C+ Reservoir and Rattlesnake Reservoir
Complex Improvements Project, and2) the Offsite Pipelines for the ILP North Conversion
Project. The construction of the two projects will progress simultaneously to meet the estimated
project completion milestone of fall 2018.

Mr. Burton said that staff received proposals from Converse Consultants, LGC Geotechnical,
Inc., Ninyo & Moore, and NMG Geotechnical, Inc. to provide construction phase soils and

materials testing. Staff recommends that the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a
Professional Services Agreement, with NMG Geotechnical for construction phase geotechnical

services. He said that staff requested MBI to submit a proposal for engineering support services

during construction, who is the engineer of record for the design of this project. He said that
staff reviewed MBI's scope of work and fee and recommends that the Board execute a

Professional Services Agreement with MBL

Mr. Burton said that the project was advertised for construction on June 7 ,20I'7 to a select list of
15 contractors and that eight bids were received. He said that Artukovich & Son, Inc.
(Artukovich) was the apparent low bidder with a bid amount of $6,300,000. He said that on
August l,2OI7, Artukovich submitted a formal written request to withdraw its bid citing a
material clerical error made in the computation of its bid. Staff conferred with legal counsel, and

legal counsel confirmed that under Public Contract Code $ 5100, et seq., if a bidder discovers a

mistake in its bid submitted to a state or local public entity, it may obtain relief and withdraw the
bid either with the consent of the awarding entity or by an action to recover the bid bond in court.
The mistake must be material and resulting from a typographical, arithmetical, or other clerical
errors, as opposed to an error in judgment or carelessness in inspecting the site of the work or in
reading the plans and specifications. Additionally, the bidder must provide written notice of the
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mistake within five work days after the opening of the bid, explaining the mistake in detail. Mr.
Burton said that Artukovich's formal written request, which cites an approximate $1.5 million
dollar miscalculation in its bid price, complies with the Public Contract Code requirements for
requesting withdrawal of its bid. He said that staff and legal counsel have reviewed

Artukovich's written request to withdraw its bid and concur that a material clerical effor was

made in the preparation of its bid. As afforded by the Public Contract Code, staff recommends

that the Board acknowledge the material clerical error made in the computation of its bid, accept

Artukovich's formal written request to withdraw its bid, and return the bid bond to Artukovich.
He said that the next lowest bidder is CCL Contracting, Inc. (CCL), who submitted a bid in the

amount of $8,337,193.50. He further said that staff reviewed CCL's bid and has determined that

it is responsive.

Director LaMar said that the Engineering and Opeerations Committee reviewed the consultant

selection items on July 18,2017 , and concur with the staff recommendation. On MOTION by
LaMar, seconded and unanimously carried on a roll call vote (5-0) (Matheis, Withers, LaMar,

Customer Service Manager Cotton reported that revisions to the customer bills began in April

from using a service provider: 1) Provide customer with a PDF image of a bill instead of a
rendered image; 2) Ability to send customer a secure link to display the bill from the e-mail
message versus the customer currently having to log into a web portal; 3) Flexibility to print
selective messaging on bill, envelope, and in newsletter; 4) Flexibility and reduced cost when

making future changes to bill formats; 5) Reduced lead time and ability to make changes to the

newsletter content mid-month; 6) Cost savings from redeployment of 0.75 FTE; 7) Cost savings

from termination of equipment leases and maintenance; 8) Cost savings by printing customer

bills on standard paper (no pre-printed forms); 9) Cost savings by using standard window

envelopes; 10) Cost savings by printing newsletter in-line with the customer bill on standard

paper; and 11) Cost savings by utilizing the National Change of Address for returned mail.

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Ms. Cotton reported that staff issued a Request for Proposal for utility bill printing, mailing, and

electronic bill presentment (eBill) services to six firms, and received responses from five. Ms.

Cotton said that based on a thorough evaluation of the proposals, staff recommends that the

SUMMARY:

The Main Street Diversion Structure Rehabilitation project is complete. The District's

contractor, Pacific Hydrotech, has completed the required work and all punch list items. The

project has received final inspection and acceptance of construction is recommended.

BACKGROTIND:

Due to differential settling, the Main Street Diversion building began to lean over time causing

issues with the slide gate shaft. The Main Street Diversion Structure Rehabilitation project

leveled the subsidingbuilding by installing micropiles and grade beams, raising the building with
jacks, then securing the building's corrected position with dowels that tied the building slab to

th. n"'r grade beams. The void space under the slab was filled with grout. Other improvements

included the replacement of the slide gate motor operator, telemetry upgrades, and replacement

of the vault lid with a sealed unit to reduce odors. Pacific Hydrotech was awarded the

construction contract on September 28, 2016 and completed construction on August3,20I7.

Additional work and contract time were required due to encountering a substantial unknown

subsurface void space beneath the building. The void space caused the structure to re-subside

and the contractoi performed additional work to re-level the building, bore exploratory holes' fill
the void with concrete slurry and install micropiles. Additional contract time was required to

adjust the original design to suit the unforeseen condition and perform the additional work.

SUMMARY:

The Lake Forest Zone A Reservoir Demolition project is complete. The District's contractor,
SoCal Removal, has completed the required work and all punch list items. The project has

received final inspection and acceptance of construction is recommended.

BACKGROI-IND:

There were two two-million-gallon welded steel recycled water reservoirs adjacent to the Baker

Water Treatment Plant. As part of the Serrano Summit Development in Lake Forest, this project
demolished the older, westernmost reservoir to make room for a proposed retention basin. The

scope of work included the removal of the tank and foundation, asphalt paving, storage areas for
gravel and fill material, miscellaneous at-grade piping, and a segment of the existing asbestos

cement pipeline connecting the two steel tanks. SoCal Removal was awarded a construction

contract on November 17,2016 and completed construction on August2,20l7.

This was SoCal Removal's first project for the District. The delay in completing the work within
the original contract time can be attributed to its inexperience in complying with the District's
contractual requirements, which included: 1) failure to provide the required contractor's
insurance coverages, 2) the absence of a lead and asbestos abatement plan or a competent
individual who is certified in trenching and shoring, and 3) not submitting the required
notifications to the Air Quality Management District and CaI-OSHA in a timely manner. V/ith
much effort, SoCal Removal eventually met all District requirements. Additional project delays

were due to encountering differing site conditions during construction. The tank foundation was

approximately five feet deeper than shown on the record drawings, and asbestos on the tank's
buried walls and an unknown four-inch transite pipeline under the tank's foundation were

discovered, both of which required asbestos abatement.

The City of Tustin (City) is proceeding with construction of Victory Road, Moffett Drive Bridge

and Flight Drive in the Tustin Legacy development, which includes the construction of streets,

storm drains, domestic water, sewer, and recycled water improvements. As part of the project,

the City will construct IRWD capital domestic and recycled facilities under an existing

Reimbursement Agreement.

BACKGROTIND:

The City of Tustin is moving forward with construction of Victory Road, Moffett Drive Bridge and

Flight Drive in the Tustin Legacy development. The Tustin Legacy development is bound by

Edinger Avenue to the northeast, Red Hill Avenue to the northwest, Barranca Parkway to the

southwest, and Jamboree Road to the southeast. The Project Location Map is shown as Exhibit "A"-

SANTIAGO HILLS II CAPITAL FACILITIES DESIGN CHANGE ORDER

SUMMARY:

Irvine Community Development Company (ICDC) delayed the Santiago Hills II development,

which also included the construction of streets, storm drains, domestic water, sewer, and recycled
water improvements. ICDC's engineer for the work, Michael Baker Intemational (MBI),
continued design of the Offsite Pipelines for the Irvine Lake Pipeline North Conversion (ILP)
project after the development was canceled through a reimbursement agreement. Staff
recornmends that the Board authorize the General Manager to accept ICDC's design change order

with MBI in the amount of $203,200 for the Santiago Hills II, Recycled Water Capital
Improvements.

BACKGROUND:

In December 20|6,ICDC formally delayed the Santiago Hills II development located between

State Route 241126l and Jamboree Road at Santiago Canyon Road. Design and construction of
the IRV/D facilities associated with the development were originally prepared by MBI, who also

incorporatedthe 42-inch pipelines from the Offsite Pipelines for the ILP North Conversion
project. All design work was performed under the terms of the Master Reimbursement

Agreement and Supplemental Reimbursement Agreement between ICDC and IRWD approved

by the Board in May 1997 andAugust 2016, respectively.

The ILP North Conversion Project is part of the District's strategic plan to increase recycled

water usage and reduce reliance on imported water supplies by converting a significant portion

of the ILP from untreated water to recycled water. The conversion project will convert the

Rattlesnake Reach of the ILP, which is located between Rattlesnake Reservoir and the Zone C+
reservoir, from untreated to recycled water. The conversion project includes constructing a new
2.4 million gallon buried concrete Zone C+ reservoir, various modifications at the Rattlesnake

Reservoir Complex, and the offsite pipelines necessary to connect the reservoir to the ILP.

Desien Change Order No. 1:

In September 2016, the Board authorized the General Manager to accept ICDC's design support

services contract with MBI for the Santiago Hills II, Recycled Water Improvements project as

part of the Santiago Hills II development. Due to the delay of the Santiago Hills II development,

it was necessary to separate the 42-inch pipelines from the Offsite Pipelines for the ILP North
Conversion project, which were initially incorporated into the development improvements

contract documents, into a stand-alone set of contract documents that staff could advertise for
construction. ICDC submitted design Change OrderNo. I in the amount of $203,200 to
facilitate this effort. The change order, which is attached as Exhibit ooA", includes utility design

modifications, preparation of traffic control plans, preparation of pavement replacement plans,

additional potholing, additional drawings and specifications, and project coordination. Staff

reviewed MBI's scope of work and fee and recommends that the Board authorize the General
Manager to accept ICDC's design change order with MBI in the amount of $203,200 for the

Santiago Hills II, Recycled Water Capital Improvements.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Project 05823 is included in the FY 2017 -18 Capital Budget. The existing budget is sufficient to

fund the recommendations presented.

The ILP North Conversion Project, which includes the reservoir and associated ofÊsite pipelines,

is receiving grant funding from the United States Department of Bureau of Reclamation (USBR)
and the State Water Resources Control Board (State Board). The USBR funding, in the amount

of $300,000, is being provided through the Drought Resiliency Grant program with 75 percent

IRWD matching requirements. The State Board is providing Proposition I Recycled Water
Program grant funds, which will contribute up to a 35 percent match on eligible construction
costs up to a maximum of $29,510,300 in project costs.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE :

The Offsite Pipelines for the ILP North Conversion Project is subject to the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and in conformance with California Code of Regulations
Title 14, Chapter 3, Article 6, a Notice of Intent to adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration was

filed with the County of Orange on November 3, 2015. Pursuant to State Guideline $ 15073, the

Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) was made available for public review for
a period of 30 days from November 4, 2015 through December 3,2015. The IS/MND was

adopted by IRWD Board of Directors at its January ll,2016 meeting. A Notice of
Determination was filed with the Orange County Clerk/Recorder and the CA State

Clearinghouse on January 12,2016.

Michael Baker lnternational (MBU respectfully reguests an addendurn for additional work thât was

necessary to complete the design of the Santiago Hills ll Recycled Waterline Capital Facilities project (aka

IRWD lrvine Lake Pipellne North Conversion Project). As described below, the additional work effort is
primarily due to requests by IRWD and the City of Orange to revise pipeline alignments previously

establíshed in order to improve traffic control during construct¡on. The added tasks/additional effort

that resulted from this change are identified and described below:

Item No. 1142-inch Recvcled Waterline Desien Changes¡ $ 12,000

After review of the City of Orange comments/concerns regarding the traffic control plans for the

intersection of Jamboree Rd. and Santiago Canyon Rd., IRWD contacted MBI and suggested moving the

ILP connection point further north in the intersection to allow for improved traffic control in the

intersect¡on during construction,

MBI's original scope of work acknowledged thât the horizontal alignments of all the proposed pipelines

had been finalized with a previous Consultant. Shifting the l[P connection point further north requÌred

the alignment of the 42-inch lnlet pipe to be revised on three {3) design sheets in both plan and profile,

MBI also revised the connection detail on Sheet D-2. This task also includes coordination with the IRWD,

the City of Orange, and the Sub-consultant.

Item No. 2: Traffic Control Plan Chanses' $ 9,000

Due to the relocation of the ILP connection point the traffic control plans for work in the intersection of

Jamboree and Santiago Canyon Rd. were revised. The Sub-consultant responsible for producing the

traffic control plans has requested additional funds for evaluating the new intersection movements, and

revising the plans. This task also required MBI to review impacts to the ultimate street and storm drain

plans, revise the project specifications and provide additional coordination with the Sub-consultant,

IRWD, and the City of Orange, Additional submittals to the City were also made in order to have the

revised traffíc control plans approved.

Michael Eaker lnternational (MBt) respectfully requests an addendum for addítional work necessary to
complete design of the Santiago Hills ll Rerycled Waterline Capital Facílities project {aka IRWD frvine
Lake Pipeline North Conversion Project). As descrlbed below, the additional work effort is primarily due
to IRWÐ'S decision to move fon¡vard with constructing the waterlines as a stand-alone project, in
response to ICDC's development plans being put on indefinite hold. The added tasks/additional effort
that resulted from this change are identified and described below:

ftem No.l: Recvcled Waterline Design Chanses: $ 27,MA

After submitting 90%+ design plans, MBI was not¡f¡ed along with IRWD that the development was being
put on hold. The dual pipeline design in Santiago Canyon Road, east of Jamboree, was originally based

upon a new street alignment. One of the 42-inch pipelines was designed to be within a widened section
of the street and both pipelines were designed to follow the future alignment of the re-aligned street.
The grade of the future street was to be improved as well, with some locations raísíng the grade, and

others dropping it. Because the pipelines will now be installed within the unimproved street and
existing grade, approximately 2,700 LF of pipeline required re-alignment/re-design. Additional re-desígn

was necessary to avoid conllicts with existing utilit¡es such as the 54" Baker pipeline, an 18" storm drain,
and existing power poles. One of the ongoing issues with the re-design has been coordinating the
design of the tie-in at the new IRWD Zone C+ reservoir with Kleinfelder.

MBI's original scope of work included coordinating the IRWD Zone C+ ¿nd ILP reservoir tie-ín design wíth
Kleinfelder, who desígned IRWD's new non-potable reservoir. MBI completed íts coordination with
Kleinfelder, and completed the tie-¡n design. This design was based on the assumption that the street
widening project would be completed prior to or ãt the same tirne the tie-ín would be constructed.

Now that the Santiago Canyon Road (east) street widening project is no longer moving forward, the
poínt of connection to the reservoir inlet/outlet línes \üas no longer a viable point of connection because

of a conflict with an existing power pole and requires further coordination with Kleinfelder to determine

an acceptable point of connection.
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Item No. 2: Future Ut¡litv and Street lmorovement Mod¡f¡cations: $ 3,600

At IRWD's request, MBI removed future utÍlíties depicted on all drawing plan víews, but showed those

future utilities in the profile views that would have an impact on the profile. At IRWD's request MBI

also removed the plan view future street improvements, such as future curb and gutter, center medians,

and centerline. These alterations to the plan affected all 12 plan and profile sheets.

Item No.3: Preparation of Trafflc Control Plans: $ 75,000

Traffic control plans for the 42-inch parallel pipelines in Santiago Canyon Road {east} and Jamboree

Road and for the 20-inch pipeline on Jamboree Road were originally to be prepared under the 5H ll

development street improvement plans contract. Now that the waterline project is proceeding

independent of the development, stand-alone traffic control plans are required for construction. MBI

proposes to utilize Traffic Control Engineering, lnc. (TCE) to prepare the addítional traffic control plans,

TCE will prepare concept plans for prelíminary approval by the City, and final plans based on comments

from the C¡ty. TCE estimates a total of 25 drawings will be required for the project. One reason for the

number of drawings is that the speed limits along Jamboree and Santiago Canyon Roads require a

signífícant length of taper. ln addition, this task includes preparation of traffic control cross sections

{requested by City of Orange} to assist in discussions w¡th the City. This task also includes preparatíon of
specifÌcations, cost estimates, and coordination with City of CIrange to facílitate acquisition of required

City approvals. Budget is also included in this task for MBI's Project Manager to coordinate with TCE and

the City of Orange.

Item No.4: Preparatlon of Pqvement Planst $ A,SOO

Preparation of pavement plans was not included in MBI's original scope of work. The City of Orange

requires a pavement plan be included with the stand-alone recycled waterl¡ne plan set, once the
development plans were put on hold. Four drawings were prepar:ed for City approval that show limits of
pavement overlay, and slurry seal. lt is anticípated the City will also have new requirements for the
project (i.e. different from requirements when the project was being constructed as part of
development improvements) when it comes to pavement replacement. These requirements will need to
be addressed in the final pavement plans and specÍfications.

Item Nq. 5: Additional Potholine: $ 21800

MBI originally estimated that forty {40} potholes would be necessary to complete the desígn of the dual

42-inch, 20-ínch, and l0-inch pípelines. MBI sub-conträcted with Boudreau Pipelines to complete the
work. During design it was determined that the original pothole estimate would be enough to fulfillthe
design needs of the dual 42-inch and 20-inch pipelines, but not the 10-inch pipeline. Based on

coordination with IRWD, MBI estimates that an add¡t¡onal seventeen {17) potholes will be required to
complete design of the l0-inch pipeline.

As development of the plans progressed MBI's potholing sub-consultant Boudreau was only able to
complete 26 of the potholes for the dual 42-inch and 2O-inch pipelines. MBI regularly attempted to
contact Boudreau to complete the work, but due to untimely performance, MBI ended its contract wíth

Boudreau, leaving a total of 14 potholÊs yet to be completed within MBI's original budget.
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Due to changes in the alignment to the 42-inch pipelines, and because the Baker Pipeline is no longer
being relocated, two additional potholes were identified in Santiago Canyon Road {east} in order to
locate the Baker pipeline and a 48-inch waterline. Therefore, this task provides a budget for an

additional 19 potholes, and coordinating the completion of the remainíng 14 potholes from the original
scope of work. MBI proposes to utilize C-Below to perform all of the remaining pothole work. This task

also includes coordination with the sub-consultanÇ processing the pothole data, and revisíng the
pipeline design due to any conflícts. MBI assumes that survey will not be provided to establish pothole

locatíons and elevatíons under this task.

¡tem No. 6: Easement Acou¡sit¡on Asslstânce: $ 9,500

Assistance with easement acquisition was not included in MBI's original scope of work for the recycled

waterline project. ICDC requested MBI support acquisition of an easement from OC Parks, which has

included meet¡ng attendance, preparation of a legal description and exhibit, and processing of the
easement with OC Park.

Item ttlo. 7: Additional Meetfngs and Prolect Coordination: $ 4ZOO

MBI's original scope of work included budget for attending four {4} meetings, preparing exhibits, and

overall project coordinatíon. This budget was also based upon a project duration of 3 months. To date,

seven (7) meetíngs have been attended by the Engineer, and it is anticipated an additional meeting will
be required for completion of final design. ln addition, due to the longer project duratíon, additional
project rnanagement and coordinat¡on hâs been required. An additional 60 hours of the Engineey's time
is estímated to have been required due to the extended duration of the project,

Item No. 8: Drawing Submittals, t 6,OOO

MBf's original scope of work íncluded budget for three {3} drawing submíttals at60%,90%, and final
completion. MBI completed these submittals prior to the project becoming stand-alone. Once the
pipeline project became stand-alone MBI revised the plans based on IRWD's direction and delivered a

4th submittalto IRWD on December27,2A16. FollowingthatsubmittalMBlattended a progress

meeting with the City of Orange and discussed revisions that the City would require on the stand-alone
plan set. Those revisions along with comments received from IRWD were combined in a 5ü submittalto
the City and IRWD on February 27,2077. MBI estimates that one {1} additional submittal will be

required to finalize the design. Therefore, budget for three {3} additional submittals will be required for
the re-design of the recycled water pipelines.

Item No.9: Specifications: $ 3,000

Specifications for this project were originally prepared utilizing fCDC's front-end documents, with IRWD

technicalspecifications attached. Once the project became an IRWD stand-alone bid set, MBlwas
reguired to prepare speclficatíons (i.e. Project Manual) per IRWD requirements. This has required an

additional effort by the Engineer.

Item No. 10: 8ld Period Assistance: $10,000

During the bidding períod, Michael Baker will provide IRWD with assistançe on an as-requested basis. lt
is assumed that tasks may include: responding to bidders questions; attend¡ng a pre-bid meet¡ng;

reviewing the bids, and assistance in preparation of bid addenda.

SUMMARY

Filanc/Balfour-Beatty (FBB) is constructing the Michelson Water Recycling Plant (MWRP)

Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities (Biosolids Project). Contract Change Order (CCO)

No. 58 includes electrical and SCADA programming modifications. Ninyo and Moore has been

providing materials testing on the Biosolids project, and Variance No. 4 is for supplemental

materials testing. Staff recommends that the Board:

. Approve CCO No. 58 in the amount of $182,938.94 with FBB, and

o Authorize the General Manager to execute Variance No. 4 in the amount of $17,950

with Ninyo and Moore to provide supplemental materials testing for the Biosolids

Project.

BACKGROUND:

Construction of the Biosolids Project was awarded to FBB in March 2013 inthe amount of
5163,465,940. The Biosolids Project will provide biosolids digestion, dewatering, energy

production, and on-site sludge drying. The project includes excavation for subsurface structures;

installation offoundation piles; three egg-shaped digesters; a state-of-the-art odor control

system; a biogas conditioning system and power generation using microturbines; a fats, oil and

grease receiving station; and new utility services. These facilities are being constructed on the

land north of IRWD's Operations Center, maintenance shops, water quality laboratory, and

warehouse.

CCO No. 58:

Staff negotiated with FBB and agrees to the labor and material costs contained in CCO No. 58,

which contains the following items:

Concrete Cap over Shallow Pipe Crossings in the amount of 87,923.00 - Sludge pipes

were installed shallow between the Solids Handling Building and the digester area in
order to clear electrical duct banks. The area was backfilled prior to realizing that the

pipes needed to be encased in concrete to protect them from traffic loads. The cost

included is for the time and materials to re-excavate the pipes and place the concrete.

Additional Conduit and Wiringfor Sludge Screen Moisture Sensors in the amount of
88,355.32 - Review of the contract documents revealed that additional conduit and

wiring are necessary to connect the sludge screen moisture sensors to the Huber Control

Panel. This item is for the labor and materials to install and wire the sensors to the

control panel.

SCADA Programming Modifications in the amount of $15,758.38 - Review of the project

requirements resulted in several SCADA programming modifications. These

módifications were required to differentiate the SCADA computers for the recycled water

process from the Biosolids process. Other SCADA changes were made for better

program management and better user interface. The processes involved in these changes

itt"trr¿.¿ the thickening centrifuge, odor control, and liquid chemical process areas' This

item is for labor to make the necessary programming changes.

Polymer Storage Power Panels I(ire and Breaker Modifications in the amount of
yZi,ZSA.ói - Review of project requirements revealed that the wires and breakers f'or the

polymer storage power panels needed to be increased. This item is for the labor and

maierial to increase the wire and breakers for the polymer storage power panels.

Odor Control Starter Modifications in the amount of 41,436.09 -The two 200

horsepower odor control fans have starters that are connected to Motor Control Center

4101 (MCC-4101) in the Solids Handling Building electrical room. MCC-4101 was

purchased by FBB through the local electrical distributor, One Source, and fabricated by

Èockwell. Rockwell included starters for the odor control fans; however, the supplier of
the odor control system, Daniel Mechanical, required additional wiring and relays in the

starters that were already fabricated by Rockwell. Since MCC-4101 is now energized,

this re-work will require the electrical subcontractor, Morrow-Meadows, to de-energize

MCC-4101. Once Rockwell has completed the re-work, the affected section of MCC-

4101 will require field certification by Underwriters Laboratories. This item is for the

labor and materials to make the necessary modifications of the odor control starters in

MCC-4101 and UL certification.

o Odor Control Fan Remote Temperature Device Revisions in the amount of 852,484.50 -
Eight remote temperature devices were added to each of the two 200 horsepower fan

1¡otorr. The instâllation requires wiring, termination of the wires in a local panel, and

routing a fiber optic cable from the local panel to the SCADA system. This item is for

the máterials anã labor to install and connect the remote temperature devices in odor

control system.

. Re-location of Digester Control Buitding Gas Room Local Control Panels in the amount

of $32,743.00 - The gas boosters pump biogas from the acid digesters into the methane

digesters. The local control panels were relocated so that they would not encroach onto

thã wakway of the gas room. This item is for the labor and material to relocate the local

control panels.

Staff recommends that the Board approve CCO No. 58 in the amount of $182,939.74, which is

attached as Exhibit'04". Items that do not claim or grant additional time are considered full
compensation for those items. If items require additional time, the items included in this change
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order are full compensation except for time impacts. The Contractor reserves the right to claim

time impacts, but the Contractor must show any time impacts to the project's critical path and

how IRWD is responsible for these time impacts. Resolution of these time impacts is scheduled

for a later date. CCO No. 58 does not extend any of the milestone completion dates. The

construction change order summary is attached as Exhibit "B".

Variance No. 4:

Ninyo & Moore has been providing concrete sampling/testing, masoffy grout sampling/testing,

and welding inspection since 2013. The effort to complete these samplings and inspections was

underestimated and after review of the remaining effort needed, staff requested that Ninyo &
Moore submit a variance for the remaining work along with in-place density testing during

paving operations, which will occur starting in fall 2017. Staff recommends that the tsoard

ãpprorr" Variance No. 4, which is attached as Exhibit "C", in the amount of $ 17,950 with Ninyo

& Moore.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

The MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facilities Project 04286 is included in the

FY 2017-18 Capital Budget. The existing budget is suffrcient to fund the change order and

variance.

SUMMARY:

Staff continues to implement recommendations from the Security and Vulnerability Assessment

of IRWDfacilitiesfinalizedinApril20l5. OnMay 10,2017, staff issuedaRequestforProposal
(RFP) for enhanced and expanded security guard and patrol services for all District facilities.

Four proposals were received, and each was evaluated by staff based on experience,
qualifications, key deliverables, personnel management and understanding of the scope of work.

Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to enter into a contract with
Securitas, Inc. for security guard and patrol services for a three-year term with an option for two
one-year renewals.

BACKGROUND:

On January 23,2017, the Engineering and Operations Committee reviewed the recommendations

of the Aprit 2015 Security Assessment conducted by consultant TelSec, Inc. The report

highlighted varying levels of security risks to IRWD facilities, several of which will be mitigated

by retaining a security services firm. Observations and recommendations in TelSec's April2015
Security Assessment included:

1. Security risks unique to the open campus nature of the IRWD Operations Center and

Michelson Water Recycling Plant (MWRP) are due to:

a. A significant increase in the value of facilities, equipment and assets at the MWRP;

b. The encroaching urbanism surrounding the Operations Center and MWRP resulting

in an increase in security breaches; and

c. A significant increase in traffic through the entrance/exit access points.

2. Alternatives to mitigate the identified security risks included:
a. Construction of a staffed, kiosk-controlled access point into and out of the Operations

Center and MWRP;
b. Segregation of the plant operation facilities through fencing and locked gates; and/or

c. Locking all entrance gates at all times.

After a preliminary review of the alternatives presented to mitigate security risks at the

Operations Center and the MWRP, in January 2017, staff recommended a series of
improvements including a staffed, kiosk-controlled access point into and out of these facilities
(identified in the report as Alternatíve 2.a.). After further review and analysis, staff determined

that a phased approach to security enhancement would be more effective. This approach will
focus on securing the facilities through fencing and locked gates combined with enhanced

security patrols. This approach also includes reconfiguring the lobby of the Operations Center to

provide space for security staffing along with improved and enhanced exterior electronic

surveillance equipment. This phased approach is expected to be a more effective and less

intrusive method to address the security concems at the Operations Center and the MWRP as

described in the TelSec's Security Assessment. Additionally, a phased approach to mitigating
the security risks would also allow the District to evaluate and assess effectiveness at each phase

over time with the ability to add other measures (e.g., a security kiosk on Riparian View) as

needed in the future.

Securit)¡ Patrol Services :

On May 10,2017 , staff issued an RFP for enhanced and expanded security guard and patrol
services for all District facilities. Proposals were received from G4S Secure Solutions, MPS
Security, Cypress Private Security and Securitas, Inc. Each was evaluated by staff based on
experience, qualifications, key deliverables, personnel management and understanding of the
scope of work. Securitas, Inc. was determined to be the highest-rated firm, especially in the
areas of length and breadth of experience providing security in the public utility sector, its
staffing structure, and its ability to provide efficient and timely response and communication to
the District. The evaluation matrix for the security services proposal is attached as Exhibit "4"

Securitas security patrol services include the following components:

Level I Security Service: Daily / Z{hours per day security service that would include
roving foot patrol, checking of entrance and exit points, and a roving security guard in a
marked vehicle and stationed at a single post at the Operation Center, the MWRP and the
San Joaquin Marsh campus;

Level II Security Service: Daily / seven days per week, 8:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m., security
service to include a roving security guard in a marked vehicle with foot patrol as needed.
Monitored facilities would include Sand Canyon Headquarters, Baker Water Treatment
Plant, Los Alisos Water Recycling Plant, Irvine Desalter Plant, and the East kvine Zone
3 facility; and

Level III Securitv Service: Three times per week (totaling 12 hours) / seven days per
week, 6:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. (including two weekdays and one weekend), security
service to include a roving security guard in a marked vehicle monitoring random
facilities, gates, and other entry points.

Implementation of the Securitas security patrol services is the first part of the phased security
risk mitigation plan. More detailed information regarding Alternative 2. b, as well as the
changes to the Operations Center lobby and the enhanced electronic surveillance equipment, will
be presented to the Board at a later date.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

The total cost to provide security guard services through the first year (September 1,2017
through June 30, 2017) is $669,860.00. The total cost to provide security guard services for year
two of three (FY 2018-19) is $696,654.00, and for year three of three (FY 2019-20) is
fi724,520.00. The Safety and Security Department will continue to utilize funds from the
Operating Budget for these services.
