UCI COOLING TOWER RECYCLED WATER CONVERSATION PIPELINE PHASE II
BUDGET INCREASE AND CONSTRUCTION AWARD

The UCI Cooling Tower Conversion Recycled Water Pipeline Phase II project will construct
approximately 3,000 feet of 12- and 16-inch pipe to convert the water supply of the UCI Cooling
Tower system from domestic to recycled water, as well as provide recycled water to the planned
growth in the University Research Park area. The conversion of the cooling tower is estimated
to save up to 50 million gallons of domestic water annually. This pipeline will connect to a
16-inch pipe that runs 200 feet up California Avenue from the intersection with University
Drive.

Executive Director of Engineering and Water Quality Burton reported that while grant funding is
not included for the project, he is hopeful for partial funding through the Metropolitan Water
District of Southern California. Work for the project will be conducted at night, making the
school pleased that it will not impact daily operations.

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ACTION CALENDAR CONTINUED

Director LaMar reported that while this item was not reviewed by the Engineering and
Operations Committee, it has been covered and discussed at great lengths by the Water
Resources Policy and Communications Committee. On MOTION by LaMar, seconded by Swan
and unanimously carried, THE BOARD AUTHORIZED A BUDGET INCREASE IN THE
AMOUNT OF $151,000, FROM $951,500 TO $1,102,500, FOR PROJECT 07101, AND
$391,600, FROM $346,500 TO $738,100, FOR PROJECT 07102; AND AUTHORIZED THE
GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT WITH SULLY
MILLER CONTRACTING COMPANY IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,117,500 FOR THE UCI
COOLING TOWER RECYCLED WATER CONVERSION PIPELINE PHASE II, PROJECTS
07101 AND 07102.

OTHER BUSINESS

GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

As noted on the agenda, General Manager Cook reported the Notice of Action Taken in Closed
Session on August 14, 2017: the Board approved terms included in a draft Purchase & Sale
Agreement for the sale of the property identified on Biscayne Bay Drive, Lake Forest, CA,
subject to certain conditions, and authorized the District’s General Manager to execute the final
agreement and other related documents to close the transaction on behalf of the District once
those conditions were met. Those conditions having been met, the General Manager has
executed the agreement on behalf of the District.

He said the sale of the property was one of two featured in the press in Monday’s Orange County
Business Journal. Copies of the article were provided at the meeting. Director Withers has been
recusing himself regarding the sale of the property due to his business relationship with several
of the bidders. General Counsel Alfred Smith said the purchase and sale agreement is now
available upon request by the public.

General Manager Cook also reported that The Division of Safety of Dams (DSOD) will be
releasing classifications of what it considers to be downstream hazards. The classification is not
related to the integrity of the dam, but is intended to reflect the potential hazards that exist below
each dam.

The General Manager said that four of the District’s five dams are classified: San Joaquin and
Sand Canyon are classified as “extremely high”, while Rattlesnake and Syphon are classified as
“high”. The designation for the Santiago Dam (Irvine Lake) has not been seen, but may also be
classified as “extremely high” based on the other dams’ classifications. General Manager Cook
indicated that a link to this information has been made available on the District’s Web site, to
comply with the DSOD’s call for transparency.

He said that he and Vice President Swan attended a meeting last week of the City of Newport
Beach’s Water Quality/Coastal Tidelands Committee to discuss how IRWD manages its recycled
water resources. A general overview was provided of main services provided by the District,
and explained that under extreme conditions the concept of discharging recycled water into the
San Diego Creek watershed. Misinformation expressed by the group regarding how IRWD’s
water recycling operations interact with OCSD and OCWD were addressed and clarified. While
a conclusion was not expected to be reached at this meeting, a commitment was made to the

Committee that a workshop(s) would be conducted in the next month or two to develop a more
thorough understanding of the issue. Director Swan added that a formal agreement needs to be
made by the City of Newport Beach.

(Director Withers departed 5:21p.m.)

IRWD Information Services was unable to execute network upgrades due to technical issues that
included the installation of some critical cabling that was delayed by Hurricane Harvey.

General Manager Cook announced that the Peters Canyon Water Channel Water Capture and
Reuse Project has been awarded the Environmental Engineering Project of the Year by the Los
Angeles Section of the American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE); the project was recognized
by the Orange County Branch of ASCE last spring. The awards ceremony will be held on
October 14 in Los Angeles.

The General Manager indicated that he will be traveling to Washington D.C. Tuesday and
Wednesday to discuss the Bureau of Reclamation’s process for funding Title X VI projects.

DIRECTOR COMMENTS

Director LaMar reported that he attended the OC Forum’s Breakfast featuring Gavin Newsom;
the 2017 MWDOC Water Policy Forum; a monthly WACO meeting; and the ACWA Regions 3
& 4 Event: California’s Headwaters-A Look at How Watersheds are Connected.

Director Swan reported that he attended the OC Forum’s Breakfast featuring Gavin Newsom; a
monthly WACO meeting; the Newport Chamber of Commerce Meeting; the Newport Beach
Water Quality/Coastal Tidelands Committee Meeting with General Manager Cook, and OCWD
Board and Committee meetings.

Director Reinhart reported that he met with the General Manager for their Monthly Discussion of
District Activities; attended the 2017 MWDOC Water Policy Forum; participated in the South
Orange County Agencies Meeting; attended the WACO Meeting; MWDOC Planning and
Operations Committee Meeting; MWDOC Workshop with MWD Directors; and the SOCWA
Board Meeting.

General Manager Cook reported that IRWD’s Consultant, Mr. Bruce Newell is now in Florida
providing rescue efforts from Hurricane Irma.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, President Reinhart adjourned the meeting at 5:45 p.m.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

As of August 31, 2017, the book value of the investment portfolio was $321,342,095, with a
1.07% rate of return and a market value of $320,257,030. Based on the District’s June 30, 2017
quarterly real estate investment rate of return of 14.59%, the weighted average return for the
fixed income and real estate investments was 3.54%.

As of August 31, 2017, the outstanding principal amount of fixed and variable rate debt was
$692,435,000. The monthly weighted average all-in variable rate was 1.01%. Including the
District’s weighted average fixed rate bond issues of 3.70% and the previous month’s negative
cash accruals from fixed payer interest rate swaps, which hedge a portion of the District’s
variable rate debt, the total average debt rate was 3.49%.

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As of August 31, 2017, the total notional amount of the interest rate swap portfolio was $130
million of fixed payer swaps. Cash accrual in August from all swaps was negative $507,000.
Payroll ACH payments totaled $1,741,273, and wire transfers, all other ACH payments, and

checks issued for debt service, accounts payable, payroll, and water purchases for August

totaled $20,753,760.

IRVINE LAKE PIPELINE NORTH CONVERSION RESERVOIR
CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER

SUMMARY:

Pascal & Ludwig Constructors (P&L) is constructing the Irvine Lake Pipeline (ILP) North
Conversion Reservoir, which is about 40% complete. Staff recommends that the Board approve
Contract Change Order No. 10 in the amount of $473,623 for design changes associated with the
postponement of the Santiago Hills IT development.

BACKGROUND:

As part of IRWD’s strategic plan to increase recycled water usage and reduce reliance on
imported water supplies, IRWD is converting a significant portion of the ILP from untreated
water to recycled water. The ILP North Conversion Reservoir project includes construction of a
2.4 million gallon buried concrete reservoir, modifications at the Rattlesnake complex, and
modifications at the Orchard Hills Strainer Facility. Construction of the ILP North Conversion
Reservoir project began in October 2016.

Contract Change Order No. 10:

During the design phase, staff and the Irvine Company closely coordinated the project design
with the anticipation that the Irvine Company would construct the adjacent Santiago Hills II
development and associated infrastructure improvements concurrent with the reservoir project.
As such, the project included provisions for connecting to the proposed storm drain, sewer, and
grading improvements that were to be constructed with the development. In November 2016, the
Irvine Company informed staff that construction of the development was being postponed, which
prompted the need to design and construct several improvements at the reservoir site to
successfully integrate the project with the existing conditions. The needed improvements consist
of several items, but most notably include the following:

e Onsite and offsite storm drain piping, outfall structure, erosion protection, and grading
modifications;

e Strainer backwash recycling system that includes a concrete vault, pumps, valves, and a
pump control panel; and

e Miscellaneous revisions including site grading, yard piping, and electrical modifications.

Staff developed the design of the improvements with Kleinfelder and requested P&L to submit
pricing for its construction. After several rounds of negotiation and scope review, P&L submitted
a change request in the amount of $473,623, which includes a request for a Contract Time
extension of 56 calendar days. Staff reviewed the change order and confirmed that both the cost
and the time extension request are acceptable. Staff recommends approval of Contract Change

Order No. 10, which is presented as Exhibit “A”, in the amount of $473,623. A summary of
change orders to date is provided as Exhibit “B”.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Project 05407 is included in the FY 2017-18 Capital Budget. The existing budget is sufficient to
fund the contract change order.

The ILP North Conversion Project, which includes the reservoir and associated off-site pipelines,
is receiving grant funding from the United States Department of Bureau of Reclamation (USBR)
and the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB). The USBR funding in the amount of
$300,000 is being provided through the Drought Resiliency Grant program with 75% IRWD
matching requirements. The SWRCB is providing Proposition 1 Recycled Water Program grant
funds, which will contribute up to a 35% match on eligible construction costs up to a maximum
of $29,510,300 in project costs.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

This project is subject to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and in conformance
with California Code of Regulations Title 14, Chapter 3, Article 6, a Notice of Intent to adopt a
Mitigated Negative Declaration was filed with the County of Orange on November 3, 2015.
Pursuant to State Guideline § 15073, the Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND)
was made available for public review for a period of 30 days from November 4, 2015 through
December 3, 2015. The IS/MND was adopted by IRWD Board of Directors at its January 11,
2016 meeting. A Notice of Determination was filed with the Orange County Clerk/Recorder and
the CA State Clearinghouse on January 12, 2016.

COMMITTEE STATUS:

This item was reviewed by the Engineering and Operations Committee on September 13, 2017.

SUMMARY:

The proposed Syphon Reservoir Improvement Project will allow Irvine Ranch Water District to
increase its seasonal recycled water storage capacity by approximately 4,100 acre-feet (AF). An
Environmental Impact Report (EIR) needs to be prepared for the project consistent with the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the requirements of the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). Staff has evaluated four proposals to prepare the EIR and
conducted interviews with the top two firms. Staff recommends the Board authorize the General
Manager to execute a Professional Services Agreement with Environmental Science Associates
(ESA) in the amount of $611,226 to prepare an EIR for the proposed Syphon Reservoir
Improvement Project.

BACKGROUND:

Syphon Reservoir is located east of Portola Parkway between Bee Canyon Access Road and
State Route 133 (SR-133). The existing dam and reservoir was constructed in 1949 and was
historically used by the Irvine Company to store agricultural irrigation water. In 2010, IRWD
purchased Syphon Reservoir for storing recycled water. In 2012, IRWD completed the “Syphon
Reservoir Expansion Feasibility Study” and the “Syphon Reservoir Environmental Regulatory
Evaluation” to determine the feasibility of expanding the usable storage capacity of the reservoir.
In 2014, IRWD constructed interim facilities to integrate the existing reservoir into IRWD’s
recycled water system for use as a small, recycled water seasonal storage facility.

Project Overview:

The proposed Syphon Reservoir Improvement Project would allow IRWD to increase its
seasonal recycled water storage capacity by approximately 4,100 AF. IRWD proposes to
increase the reservoir storage capacity by replacing the existing 59-foot high dam with a new
136-foot high embankment dam. The final usable storage capacity at Syphon Reservoir will be
4,900 AF. The existing onsite strainer and disinfection facilities that were constructed under the
interim facilities project would be replaced with larger facilities. Necessary conveyance
facilities to integrate the expanded reservoir into IRWD’s recycled water system will include a
pump station and associated pipeline. The pump station is currently in design as a part of the
Eastwood Recycled Water Pump Station Project.

Preparing Project EIR:

An Environmental Impact Report (EIR) needs to be prepared for the proposed project consistent
with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). To support IRWD’s efforts in securing

federal funding for the project, the EIR also needs to fulfill the requirements of the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA).

Consultant Selection:

A Request for Proposals for preparing an EIR for the proposed project was issued to four
environmental firms: Dudek, ESA, LSA Associates, and Psomas. Staff completed a thorough
review and evaluation of each proposal, and conducted interviews with the top two firms. The
Environmental Consultation Selection Matrix for the proposed project is shown in Exhibit “A”.
Staff recommends the selection of ESA to complete the work. The key strengths of ESA’s
proposal are as follows:

e A project management team with a superior depth of expertise and knowledge of
IRWD;
Outstanding understanding of the key issues associated with the project;
An informed approach that reflects an understanding of the project, IRWD’s
expectations and the requirements of CEQA and NEPA;

o A scope of work that reflects the expected level of effort;

e The outstanding qualifications of their project team;

e Appropriate commitments to the project by the Principal in Charge and Project
Manager;

e Prior experience with dam construction projects; and
A superior level of support and collaboration on public outreach efforts.

ESA proposes a 20-month schedule to prepare and certify an EIR for the project. ESA’s cost
estimate to complete the work is $611,226. ESA’s scope of work, cost estimate and schedule
are included as Exhibit “B”.

Additional Steps:

In addition to the environmental consultant award, staff has been working with
communications firm Katz & Associates on a draft overview plan for third-party outreach
support. Staff intends to finalize this plan later this month and then issue a Request for
Proposals (RFP) in early fall to several communications firms. Over the past few months, staff
has met with engineering firms expressing interest in serving as the Owner's Representative, as
well as several firms interested in the detailed design project efforts. Staff is currently drafting
the RFP for the Owner's Representative scope of services and is expect to advertise in October.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

The Syphon Reservoir Improvement Project (Project 03808), is included in the FY 2017-18
Capital Budget as a flagged project. On July 7, 2017, the Board approved an Expenditure
Authorization in the amount of $2,500,000 for design, environmental compliance and permitting
work associated with the project. The amount of funds reserved for environmental and
permitting work is $1,000,000, which is adequate to fund the work proposed by ESA.

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Project Understanding

Syphon Reservoir is an existing recycled water storage reservoir located in Irvine, California. Irvine Ranch Water
District (IRWD) acquired Syphon Reservoir in 2010 from the Transportation Corridor Agency (TCA) and
implemented the Syphon Reservoir Interim Facilities, which made minor improvements to integrate the
reservoir into IRWD’s recycled water system. IRWD produces recycled water at its Michelson Water Recycling
Plant (WRP) and Los Alisos WRP and provides this water to customers primarily for agricultural and landscape
irrigation, as well as industrial processes, toilet flushing and cooling towers. When recycled water production
exceeds seasonal demands, recycled water can be stored at Syphon Reservoir, as well as San Joaquin,
Rattlesnake, and Sand Canyon Reservoirs.

IRWD is proposing to implement the Syphon Reservoir Impravement Project, which would increase the reservoir
storage capacity by replacing the existing 59-foot high Syphon Dam with a new embankment dam that would be
up to 136 feet high. By replacing the Dam, the storage capacity at Syphon Reservoir would increase from 535
acre feet (AF) to 4,960 AF. Existing onsite strainer and disinfection facilities would be replaced with larger
facilities. The Project would be integrated into IRWD's recycled water system through a new pumping station
and offsite pipeline that are already built.

Improvements to Syphon Reservoir would provide seasonal storage to optimize the use of recycled water and
meet current and future recycled water demands. Annual recycled water demands, which are dominated by

purchase supplemental imported water from Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (MWD) to meet
summer demands. Based on projected demands and supplies, IRWD estimates that it will need an additional
3,200 AF of seasonal storage in 2020 and about 4,500 AF by the year 2030, The Syphon Reservoir Improvement
Project would provide the necessary additional storage to allow IRWD to meet its projected seasonal storage
needs. The Project would also reduce reliance on MWD imported water during summer months, reduce
diversions of sewage to Orange County Sanitation District, and reduce discharges of recycled water to the ocean
that could otherwise be used by IRWD customers.

Syphon Reservoir is located within the Central and Coastal Natural Community Conservation Plan/Habitat
Conservation Ptan (NCCP/HCP) and is included as an operating reservoir allowed within the NCCP/HCP Reserve.
Implementation of expanded seasonal storage for recycled water purposes was anticipated and identified as a
permitted use in the NCCP/HCP. In addition, the Syphon Reservoir property is subject to deed restrictions; TCA
as the previous owner committed lands for mitigation of impacts associated with the Eastern Transportation
Corridor Project, As a result of the Syphon Reservoir Improvement Project, the water surface elevation would
increase from 376 feet above mean sea level (amsl) to 456 feet amsl, expanding the shoreline and inundating up
to approximately 78 acres that currently support upland and wetland vegetation communities that are within
the NCCP/HCP Reserve area and deed restricted lands (Syphon Reservoir Environmental Regulatory Evaluation,
Dudek 2012).

Water levels at Syphon Reservoir would fluctuate seasonally; however, as water is stored in winter when
recycled water supply exceeds demand and the reservoir is drawn down in summer when demand exceeds
supply. The estimated minimum operating capacity of the reservoir would be about 180 AF to maintain water
quality (GEI 2012).

Requested Services

IRWD has requested environmental documentation for the Project, specifically preparation of an environmental
impact report (EIR) in accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). IRWD intends to pursue
funding for the Project from the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation (Reclamation), and as such, environmental
documentation must meet the requirements of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). As stated in the
Addendum to the RFP, IRWD requests a CEQA-Plus document that is NEPA-ready.

IRWD has completed an Engineering Feasibility Study for the Project (GEI Consultants 2012). Further preliminary
design and engineering work will occur concurrently with preparation of the CEQA/NEPA document. Although a
geotechnical assessment was completed to support the Feasibility Study, IRWD expects additional and
substantial geotechnical investigation will be required to inform the design of the dam and reservoir.

Approach

These experiences will serve the Syphon Reservoir Improvement
Project, given Jennifer’s understanding of IRWD’s expectations and style. Jennifer will be the cornerstone of
ESA’s team as the primary contact, participating in all meetings and providing consistency and reliability in the
flow of information between IRWD and ESA’s team.

In addition, Jennifer and Tom both have experience completing the CEQA process for similar dam and reservoir
projects. Jennifer managed the EIR for the Department of Water Resources’ Crafton Hills Reservoir Enlargement
Project, which built a new dam in the drainage adjacent to the existing reservoir to enlarge the reservoir. Tom
managed the EIR for DWR’s Perris Dam Remediation Project, which implemented a seismic remediation of the
Lake Perris Dam, requiring lowering of the lake elevation and 2 million cubic yards of soil hauling, Tom led the
preparation of the EIR and permit process strategy required for inclusion in Riverside County’s Multi-Species
Habitat Conservation Plan (MSHCP),

The Project Team will include IRWD staff (Planning, Public Affairs,
Engineering) and separate consultants for program management,
design, public outreach, and environmental compliance. As the
environmental compliance consultant, ESA will maintain open
channels of communication with all Project Team members,
focusing on responsiveness, reliability, and transparency. Starting
with the kick-off meeting, ESA will work with IRWD to develop a clear
expectation for communication protocols among team members to
ensure efficient coordination and make sure schedule and progress
reports are provided as needed.

The design process for the Project will proceed in parallel with the
CEQA/NEPA process. A preliminary design report may not be
complete prior to release of the CEQA document. IRWD has indicated
there will be an owner’s representative and engineering design

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consultant that will provide the information ESA needs to develop an adequate Project Description for purposes
of CEQA/NEPA. Our starting point will be the dam design options included in the Engineering Feasibility Study
(GEI 2012), as well as other options identified by the owner’s representative and design consultant team, In
addition, the design consultant will provide information about the nature and extent of additional geotechnical
investigation required, along with methods and materials. The benefit to tandem design and environmental
processes is the opportunity for ESA to provide early feedback regarding environmental constraints that may
inform the dam and reservoir design, and potentially avoid schedule delays.

ESA will leverage the existing information to the extent feasible in developing the project description and in our
environmental impact analyses, These reports will be our first stop for information, upon which we will build
through coordination with the greater Project Team and then supptement with additional research and analysis
as needed.

According to IRWD, additional geotechnical investigation will be required to inform the design of the Syphon
Dam and Reservoir. Based on conversations with IRWD staff, we understand that the results of the investigation
will determine the feasibility of reusing soils onsite versus the need to import large quantities of materials to
construct the dam. IRWD has the option to prepare one CEQA document that simultaneously assesses both the
geotechnical investigation and the Project, or two separate documents that separates the geotechnical from the
larger dam construction project. There are benefits and risks associated with each approach.

Two Documents: if two documents are prepared, we assume that IRWD would first prepare an Initial
Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) for the geotechnical investigation requiring 9 to12 months to
complete (see schedule below). The IS/MND would require technical studies for Biological Resources and
Cultural Resources and early consultation with the NCCP/HCP Natural Communities Coalition, California
Department of Fish and Wildlife, and U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service to develop appropriate mitigation strategies.
According to IRWD, the geotechnical investigation may require lowering the water elevation, construction of
temporary access roads, and use of heavy equipment that will substantially disturb the site. The primary benefit
associated with this approach is to allow the geotechnical work to proceed as soon as possible to inform the
design process. Assuming a 3-month period to secure permits, the geotechnical work could start after 12 to 15
months. The permits required may include but not be limited to a California Fish and Game Code Section 1600
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Streambed Alteration Agreement, Clean Water Act Section 404/401 permit; and mitigation plan under the
NCCP/HCP.

The spectrum of benefits and risks associated with this approach is summarized in Table 1-1. Under this
approach, it may take up to 33 months to complete the environmental documentation for the Project (see
schedule below). Generally, this approach is not recommended because the extent of site disturbance
associated with geotechnical work will likely be similar to the disturbance associated with the dam and
reservoir construction. Processing two separate sets of permit applications for the same site disturbance
creates redundancy in effort and cost. In addition, this approach introduces a risk for claims of piecemealing the
CEQA document

! If one document is prepared, then the Project EIR will evaluate both activities, the
geotechnical investigation and dam/reservoir construction. Without the results of the geotechnical
investigation, the EIR may need to include a range of options for Project design and construction methods.
Since the geotechnical investigation would result in substantial disturbance to a large part of the Syphon
Reservoir property, including the area that would be disturbed due to implementation of the Project itself,
covering all activities in one CEQA document may avoid the need for two sets of permit applications.

The spectrum of benefits and risks associated with this approach is summarized in Table 1-2. Under this
approach, the schedule indicates a total of 20 months to complete the environmental documentation for the
Project, in accordance with the schedule in the RFP, Given the shorter schedule and the potential to consult with
wildlife agencies and develop mitigation strategies once for both activities, ESA recommends preparing one
CEQA document for the Project, which is in line with IRWD’s request in the RFP, However, given the universe of
benefits and risks associated with this decision, ESA would welcome the opportunity to discuss the two
approaches with IRWD, particularly once a design consultant is engaged, to vet this decision and make
adjustments if necessary to best serve the Project schedule and goals. For the purposes of this scope of work,
ESA has assumed the one document approach. The scope and cost would need to be modified if the two-
document approach is ultimately chosen.

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NEPA Compliance

For funding through the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation, our experience is that CEQA-Plus is sufficient for NEPA
compliance, The State Water Resources Control Board has developed CEQA-Plus guidelines as a way to
streamline NEPA compliance through the CEQA process. CEQA-Plus documents resemble standard CEQA
documents but with additional information to assist with federal government consultations. CEQA-Plus
documents typically include robust technical reports for biological resources and cultural resources. Our scope
of work assumes a CEQA-Plus EIR will be prepared for the Project.

ESA works with Reclamation early in the CEQA/NEPA process to understand the necessary format and content of
the biological and cultural technical reports, which Reclamation uses for its federal agency consultations with
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and the Office of Historic Preservation, Qur team includes Steve Nelson and
Michael Bever, who oversee ESA’s teams of biologists and archaeologists, respectively, who regularly prepare
technical reports, including Biological Assessments and Phase | Cultural Resources Assessments, for purposes of
such consultations. Previously, Jennifer has coordinated with Reclamation on behalf of IRWD to facilitate NEPA
compliance for the Strand Ranch and Stockdale Integrated Banking Projects.

Key Issues

Our scope of work will cover all environmental topics required by CEQA, as described further below. However,
the following are key issues associated with the Project and drive our approach to successful CEQA compliance.
These key issues are also highlighted in Figure 1-1.

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Biological Resources and NCCP/HCP Conslstency

IRWD is a Participating Landowner in the NCCP/HCP. In preparation of this proposal, ESA reviewed the Syphon
Reservoir Environmental Regulatory Evaluation (Dudek 2012), which estimates that the Project would
seasonally inundate up to approximately 78 acres that currently support upland and wetland vegetation
communities that are within the NCCP/HCP Reserve area, as well as deed restricted lands associated with the
Syphon Canyon Dam and Reservoir Conveyance Agreement. The vegetation communities include coastal sage
scrub and grasslands, freshwater marsh, mulefat scrub, and southern willow scrub. Although the Project is
included in the NCCP/HCP, IRWD’s NCCP/HCP reserve take allocation is less than 78 acres - e.g., 44.5 acres for
coastal sage scrub - and therefore additional mitigation options would be required.

ESA’s approach to evaluating impacts to biological resources and developing mitigation strategies for the
Project will start with leveraging and building upon the work already done, to the extent possible. Then early
consultation with wildlife agencies is recommended to ensure mitigation strategies presented in the EIR will be
acceptable for purposes of future permitting and Project implementation. Once the Project is defined by the
Project Team, ESA would work with IRWD to develop an approach for early consultation with the Natural
Communities Coalition (NCC), which is the managing body for the NCCP/HCP. The main purpose of NCCis to
coordinate the land management, monitoring and research within 38,000 acre Reserve System. The NCC Board
of Directors includes representatives from the wildlife agencies (e.g., CDFW and USFWS). These consultations
would facilitate discussion about impacts, NCCP/HCP take allocations, and mitigation strategies that are
forward-looking to ensure the mitigation measures in the EIR are feasible and acceptable to wildlife agencies
and will smooth the way for future permitting. In addition, consultation with USFWS and potentially TCA
regarding the deed restricted lands will be required to ensure any mitigation strategies are in conformance with
the grant deed, or if necessary, to modify the grant deed (Dudek 2012).

Aesthetics and Visual Impacts

Replacing and raising the height of Syphon Dam will alter the visual landscape and views of the Project site from
surrounding public vantage points, including the Crean Lutheran Church High School Sports Complex
immediately below the dam and the adjacent residential areas and parks. Our approach includes visual
simulations of the new dam from surrounding public view points, to inform the assessment of impacts to
aesthetics, including visual character of the Project site and scenic vistas. ESA’s Team includes VisionScape
Imagery, Inc. (VisionScape) as a subconsultant to provide digital imagery and two “before-and-after”
simulations of the dam, based on preliminary concepts and footprint to be provided by IRWD.

fa Construction Impacts and Sensitive Receptors
= implementation of the Project will result in disturbances within and around the site boundaries,
=S including potential onsite road construction, mobilization, staging and operation of heavy

equipment, delivery of equipment and materials, offsite disposal of excavated soils. Ground disturbance,
equipment operation, truck trips and construction crew commutes all result in air emissions, noise and traffic,
The Project site is adjacent to sensitive receptors such as residential areas, schools, and parks that are
particularly affected by these temporary effects. Such impacts are important to local communities and may be
issues of particular interest to localized stakeholders for this Project. Our approach is to evaluate the worst-case
impacts to air quality, greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, noise and traffic associated with the range of potential
design and construction methods for the dam and reservoir. Our scope of work includes stand-alone technical
studies for air quality and GHG emissions and traffic impacts. According to the Engineering Feasibility Study (GEI
2012), blasting is not expected for construction of the reservoir; therefore, we propose that a noise technical
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study is not warranted. The technical studies will identify potential mitigation strategies to support the EIR
analysis and ensure the adverse effects to the local community are minimized. Mitigation strategies will be
flexible and adaptable to the ultimate Project design and construction methods.

Dam Safety

An Inundation Study has already been completed for the dam as part of the Engineering Feasibility Study (GEI
2012). The Inundation Study shows the flood extent and travel time from Syphon Reservoir to the Pacific Ocean
at Newport Beach, generally following the Peters Canyon Channel and San Diego Creek floodplains. The land
uses directly adjacent and downstream of Syphon Reservoir, which are characterized by recreational facilities,
residences, and school facilities, would be flooded within 15 minutes in the event of a dam breach (GEI 2012,
Figure 7.2}, While the presence of the Syphon Dam and Reservair is an existing condition and residential
neighbors have been informed of the expansion project, public outreach and consistent messaging to the local
community will be an important component to successful Project implementation. The Inundation Study will be
used as the basis for the analysis in the EIR, but ESA’s approach includes diligent coordination with IRWD’s
Public Affairs Department and public outreach consultant regarding description of the Project, its objectives
and benefits, and the potential environmental impacts. Such coordination will be essential during every step of
the CEQA process, from preparing scoping materials, to public meeting presentations, to development of impact
language, to responding to comments.

Scope of Work

For the purposes of this scope of work, ESA has assumed that one EIR will be the appropriate document
required for CEQA and NEPA compliance. The scope and cost would need to be modified if the two-document
approach as identified in the Approach is ultimately chosen.

ESA will initiate the Project kick-off as well as manage day-to-day coordination and Project deliverables, as
described in detail below,

Draft Initial Study, EIR Outline, Schedule

ESA will prepare a draft Initial Study based on our understanding of the Project as described in the Engineering
Feasibility Study and it environmental effects. The Initial Study is not meant to be a comprehensive analysis, but
rather a tool to identify critical environmental concerns associated with the Project. The Initial Study will inform
the EIR outline, and determine which technical sections need to be discussed in detail in the EIR.

Based on the Project understanding, various components of the EIR and timelines, ESA will prepare an initial
schedule for discussion with the Project Team. This initial schedule will be expanded upon under Task 3.

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Project Kick-Off

The Project kick-off will include ESA’s presentation of the Draft EIR outline and draft Initial Study at the Project
Kick-off Meeting. Together, the Project Team will review and discuss the EIR outline, draft Initial Study, as well
as Project concepts, responsibilities, initial schedule concepts, and scope of work. The Project Team wiill discuss
the milestone deliverables, as well as determine frequency of regularly scheduled progress
meetings/conference calls and progress reports. It should be noted that Project coordination and public
meetings are covered under associated tasks within this scope of work, The Project Team will also discuss the
Project alternatives as presented in the Engineering Feasibility Study, and IRWD will present the availability of
data.

Project Management

ESA understands that IRWD intends the CEQA consultant to act as the Project Manager, ensuring adherence to
IRWD’s schedule and budget, conducting communication between [RWD and other IRWD consultants (design
and public outreach), and ensuring quality control and assurance of deliverables. This will involve weekly
communication between IRWD and Project Team members about Project process, schedules, deliverables, and
budget. Every two weeks, the ESA Project Manager, Jennifer Jacobus, will prepare a brief Project status report
that summarizes upcoming Project activities and recent developments. The status report will also include any
relevant schedule updates as defined in Task 3. ESA understands these biweekly updates to be critical for IRWD
staff to update management about the process of the Project.

This scope includes 19 coordination meetings with IRWD, which have been included in the respective tasks
outlined below. ESA recognizes IRWD’s need for the CEQA consultant to strategize meeting agendas and prepare
meeting minutes that identify main discussion outcomes and action items from the meetings. While budget for
meetings has been included in respective tasks as identified below, budget has been included in this task for
meeting agenda and minute preparation.

ESA will manage the scope and budget and internal Project Team coordination. Written monthly progress
reports will be submitted with billings that identify target dates for completion of current work tasks,
deliverables, and meetings. it is assumed ESA’s Project Manager will require 10 hours per month of project
management time over the duration of the contract (October 2017 to May 2019; 20 months).

Task 2: Review Existing Information/Submit a Request for Information

A number of documents have been prepared by IRWD consultants to determine the feasibility and regulatory
and environmental constraints of the Project. ESA will review these documents, including the Syphon Reservoir
Expansion Engineering Feasibility Study, Syphon Reservoir Environmental Regulatory Evaluation, and the
Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) for the Syphon Reservoir Interim Facilities Project. ESA will prepare a
Request for Information (RF1) based on review of existing docurnentation. The RFI will also include extensive
data needs to support the technical reports/studies included in Task 4 below. ESA understands that IRWD will
assist in reviewing reports and providing the necessary data to conduct the environmental analysis.

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Based on discussions with IRWD and information reviewed under Task 1 and Task 2, ESA will prepare a detailed
schedule providing adequate preparation of all phases of environmental documentation and public notices,
review of deliverables by IRWD, and coordination with IRWD and its consultants. ESA understands that IRWD
wishes to certify the CEQA document by May 2019, Based on the schedule provided by IRWD, ESA assumes the
Project will require approximately 20 months between October 2017 and May 2019, ESA will make revisions to
the schedule as necessary throughout the duration of the Project to inform the Project Team of the progress and
status of the environmental process. Bi-weekly updates will be provided to IRWD as part of the Project status
reports. When compiling the schedule, ESA understands that IRWD will require two weeks to review the draft
Project Description and three weeks to review each CEQA documentation deliverable. ESA has prepared a draft
Project schedule below to demonstrate how the 20 month schedule can be achieved based on main Project
milestones provided in the RFP. This schedule is also included in Section 4.

Upon review of available Project-related documents, ESA has determined that the following technical studies
and documents will be required to support the CEQA documentation: Visual Simulations of the proposed dam;
Air Quality/Greenhouse Gas Technical Report; Biological Resources Technical Report; Cultural Resources
Assessment; Noise Study; and Traffic Study. The scope of work for each technical study is described below.
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Aesthetics — Visual Simulations

ESA’s subconsultant, VisionScape, will prepare two visual simulations to illustrate the impacts of constructing
the proposed 136-foot high dam in a "before & after" analysis as it would appear following construction.
visionScape will use photo-realistic 3D modeling, GPS engineered site photography and digital imaging. The
visual simulations will be based on preliminary concepts and footprint to be provided by [RWD.

Air Quality/Greenhouse Gas Technical Report

ESA will perform air quality and greenhouse gas (GHG) analyses pursuant to the standards and

guidelines set forth by the California Air Resources Board {CARB) and the South Coast Air Quality
Management District (SCAQMD). The analysis will describe the existing environmental setting and pertinent
statutes and regulations at the local, regional, state and federal level.

ESA will also quantify construction and operational air pollutant and GHG emissions using SCAQMD’s
recommended California Emissions Estimator Model (CalEEMod) or other appropriate methads. Construction
emissions will be based on the provided construction schedule, equipment mix, earthmoving operations, and
number of construction worker and delivery trips for one scenario associated with the Project design options -
either reuse of on-site of soils, or export/import of soils. Operational emissions will be based on estimated
vehicle trips based on the Project’s traffic study and default trip length assumptions. ESA will include a
quantitative analysis of construction and operational emissions. Localized impacts will be evaluated using the
SCAQMD Localized Significance Threshold (LST) mass-rate lookup tables. Analysis of localized operational
emissions would not include on-site combustion equipment such as gas turbines, large boilers or other
industrial equipment requiring an SCAQMD permit. ESA will also include a qualitative evaluation of carbon
monoxide hotspots, a brief discussion of long-term operational health risks, odor impacts, and cumulative air
quality impacts.

Based on the proximity of the Project to pollutant-sensitive land uses (e.g., residences south-west of the Project
site) and revised health risk assessment guidance from the Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment
(OEHHA), ESA recommends that the potential for construction toxic air contaminant (TAC) impacts be assessed
with a refined health risk assessment (HRA). The refined HRA will be performed using the AERMOD dispersion
model and the CARB Hot Spots Analysis Reporting Program (HARP) model or spreadsheet methodology in
accordance with the OEHHA guidance to quantify potential impacts from diesel particulate emitted during
construction. The HRA would focus on impacts to nearby residential uses resulting from DPM emitted from
construction equipment and trucks. If potentially significant health risk impacts are identified, ESA will develop
mitigation measures where feasible to address and reduce the significant impacts.

ESA will analyze GHG emissions of Project construction and operation in accordance with the latest CEQA GHG
guidelines. The analysis will estimate GHG emissions attributable to the Project for the following sources:
construction, area sources, mobile sources, energy consumption (electricity and natural gas), water
consumption, and solid waste generation, consistent with the recommendation by the Governor’s Office of
Planning and Research (OPR) in its Technical Advisory: CEQA and Climate Change (2008). Construction- and
operations-related GHG emissions will be quantified using the most recent version of the CalEEMod computer
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model, The Project’s GHG emissions may be compared to the goals and recommended actions of the State’s
Climate Change Scoping Plan and other applicable state regulations.

This scope assumes that details regarding construction of the proposed Project (i.e. schedule, excavation and
import/export volumes, construction equipment list and weeks/hours of operations, etc.) will be provided by
IRWD,

ESA will also review relevant literature regarding sensitive
resources that have the potential to occur in the project site and
vicinity. The literature review will include an inquiry to the
California Natural Diversity Data Base (CNDDB) and California
Native Plant Society (CNPS) Online Inventory, for information
regarding sensitive species and habitats in the region. Additional
information sources may include U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
(USFWS) and California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW)
publications, scientific journal articles, and historic and current

aerial photographs, as appropriate.

2. Conduct Agency /Stakeholder Coordination

Convevance Agreement/Grant Deed - ESA recommends early coordination with the USFWS, TCA, and other
appropriate parties (e.g., the Natural Communities Coalition (NCC), The Irvine Company) to discuss and
determine mitigation commitments and potential modifications of the Conveyance Agreement and/or the Grant
Deed restrictions over areas affected by the proposed Reservoir Expansion. The preliminary draft
environmental regulatory evaluation (2012) notes that “no conservation easement exists on the property;
however, restrictions were incorporated into the grant deed to provide for canservation of biological resources.”
Moreover, since the Transportation Corridor Agencies (TCA) and USFWS are third party beneficiaries of the grant
deed, and as discussed during IRWD’s 2011 meeting with the USFWS, it is expected that the grant deed would
need to be modified to allow the project to be approved and implemented. Determining the process for

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modifying the grant deed, and any replacement mitigation should be prioritized, since this may affect the
project’s schedule, IRWD will likely need to consult their legal counsel during this process.

NCCP/HCP Minor Amendment - The regulatory evaluation also notes that at the meeting in 2011 with IRWD, a
USFWS representative confirmed that a Major Amendment to the NCCP/HCP would not be required for the
proposed reservoir expansion. However, a Minor Amendment may be necessary. ESA anticipates that we would
participate with IRWD in discussions and coordination with USFWS and with the Natural Communities Coalition
(NCC), formerly Nature Reserve of Orange County (NROC), and California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW)
regarding the specifics of any minor amendment.

Develop Mitigation Strategy and Coordinate with Agencies/Stakeholders - ESA will also work with IRWD to
facilitate discussion and coordination with USFWS and other stakeholders and resource agencies (e.g., NCC,
CDFW, TCA, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers [USACE], and Regional Water Quality Control Board [RWQCB])
regarding potential mitigation options for the proposed project. The 2012 Environmental Regulatory Evaluation
presented and discussed a range of different mitigation options and associated costs, Prior to initiating
discussion with the resource agencies and other stakeholders, ESA would use that information as the starting
point for considering mitigation scenarios and identify a one or more preferred options and strategies in
coordination with IRWD. Once certain goals have been identified, we would work with IRWD to present and
discuss the most appropriate and reasonable mitigation strategies to the agencies and stakeholders.

Confirm Requisite Studies - ESA will prepare a brief outline of the work plan for proposed biological studies and
coordinate with the USFWS to confirm that the focused surveys identified in our work plan are both necessary
and sufficient for completion of the analysis for both the CEQA-Plus environmental document and other
requisite consultations, It is assumed that the focused surveys identified under this scope of work will be
required by the USFWS and/or COFW, because the results of special-status species surveys are not considered
valid for more than two years. However, since coastal California gnatcatchers have already been documented
on the project site from previous years of focused surveys, it is possible that USFWS could forego more surveys
since the species is assumed to be present and occupying the coastal sage scrub habitat. It is our understanding
that no protocol surveys for least Bell's vireo {LBV) or Southwestern willow flycatcher have been conducted on
the subject property, although LBV have been observed during cowbird trap maintenance. Since the site
contains suitable habitat, we would expect USFWS to request protocol surveys for both species, to better
understand the numbers of LBV that may occur and to confirm presence/absence for the flycatcher.

Identify Information Needs to Confirm Jurisdictional or Non-Jurisdictional Determination - ESA recommends
early coordination with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers {USACE) and the Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) to obtain a written determination regarding whether the reservoir is subject to federal jurisdiction as
“waters of the U.S.”. Notes from an IRWD meeting with a USACE representative in 2011, indicated that there was
no formal determination regarding jurisdiction and it was indicated that a potentially lengthy review could be
necessary for a final determination, ESA proposes to coordinate with IRWD regarding this issue and then initiate
contact with these agencies to formally identify the information that would be needed to assist in their
determination. The information obtained would be used to refine the task identified below to prepare a
jurisdictional assessment in accordance with USACE and EPA guidelines,

Although not required for the EIR, it will be critical to determine whether the reservoir would be subject to
federal jurisdiction because the outcome may substantially affect the requisite environmental analyses and,
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potentially, the project schedule if such a determination is not made in the near term and it turns out to be
subject to federal regulatory authority as “waters”. If it is, then the project would almost certainly need to
complete an application for an (ndividual Permit which includes a federal environmental review (NEPA) and a
potentially cumbersome alternatives analysis in accordance with Section 404(b)(1) of the Clean Water Act.

ESA believes a strong case exists for the reservoir to be determined non-jurisdictional since it does not appear to
be an impoundment of jurisdictional waters but could be considered a “wastewater recycling facility
constructed on dry land” and as such, not “waters” (see 33 CFR §230.3 {0)(2){vii)). However, asitis ultimately
the federal agency(ies) that make the determination, if the reservoir is considered jurisdictional “waters”, and
an Individual Permit will be required, it will be essential to plan for and provide the necessary NEPA review and
alternative analyses, sufficient to support the Individual Permit application, as part of this environmental review
for efficiency and to avoid project schedule impacts.

3. Update/Refine Jurisdictional Delineation

ESA biologists and regulatory/environmental scientists will perform an updated analysis and assessment of
wetlands and “waters of the U.S./State” within the project site potentially subject to the jurisdiction of the
USACE, RWQCB, and/or CDFW. Based on information and guidance obtained under item 2, above, the reservoir
itself will be considered with regard to federal jurisdiction. If specified by USACE or EPA, a jurisdictional
assessment will be prepared for review by these agencies to facilitate their specific determination regarding the
reservoir. Otherwise, any potentially jurisdictional areas on site will be delineated in accordance with current
guidelines and practices provided by Section 404 of the Clean Water Act {(CWA), and in keeping with specific
guidance issued by the L.A. District, and also by the CDFW under Section 1600-1607 of the California Fish and
Game Code. Wetlands will be delineated using the procedures required by the USACE’s 1987 Wetland
Delineation Manual and the 2008 Regional Supplement to the Corps of Engineers Wetland Delineation Manual: Arid
West Region.

Upon completion of the field work, ESA will prepare a report to document and described the current conditions
and extent of potential jurisdictional waters and wetlands within the project site. The findings will include a
map illustrating the location, extent, and acreage of all jurisdictional waters (including soil pit locations, if
applicable); the field data sheets which include information on soils, vegetation, and hydrology; a brief
discussion of the relative quality of each stream or wetland; and, an approximation of duration of surface flow
(i.e., ephemeral, intermittent, or perennial).

4. Conduct Biological Studies

Update Vegetation Mapping / General Biological Survey - The general biological survey will focus primarily on
characterizing plant communities. Any raptor nests or special status wildlife species occurrences noted during
general surveys and mapping efforts will be included in the technical report (see item 5 below). ESA biologists
will update and refine the vegetation map that was previously prepared for the project site to reflect current
conditions. The study area is assumed to be the property itself plus a buffer of open space extending out to the
various roads that surround the property. The study area will be discussed with IRWD and confirmed under item
2 above. Plant community map checking and refinements will be accomplished using current aerial
photography and topographic mapping (if available) to accurately delineate each plant community. The field
map will be digitized using Geographic Information System (GIS) technology and the resultant baseline mapping
used to determine the extent of potential project effects on each plant community.

1| Scope of Work

Conduct Presence/Absence Survey for Coastal California Gnatcatcher - ESA biologists will perform USFWS
protocol surveys for the federally-threatened coastal California gnatcatcher (Polioptila californica californica). A
maximum of six surveys are proposed to be performed during the breeding season within all potentially suitable
habitat on the site, each at least one week apart. ESA will notify the USFWS at least 15 working days prior to the
anticipated start date of survey work.

A letter report of findings including required information and map data will be submitted to the USFWS within
45 days of completion of protocol surveys. The letter report will include the project site location plotted on U.S.
Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-minute topographic map; plant community map, qualitative description of the
habitat, and description of plant composition on and adjacent to the area surveyed; survey methodology
including list of all biologists, number of acres of habitat surveyed, and the number and dates of surveys;
characterization of land uses surrounding the project site; mapping of precise locations where any coastal
California gnatcatcher are detected; a full account of numbers and behavior of any coastal California
gnatcatcher detected; and completed field forms showing the locations of coastal California gnatcatcher, if
observed, which will be utilized by the CNDDB.

Conduct Presence/Absence Survey for Least Bell's Vireo and Southwestern Willow Flycatcher - ESA biologists
will perform standard USFWS protocol surveys to determine presence/absence of the federally- and State-
endangered least Bell’s vireo (Vireo bellii pusillus). Eight surveys of all suitable habitat are proposed to be
conducted, each survey at least 10 days apart between April 10 to July 31.

ESA biologists will also perform approved USFWS protocol surveys to determine presence/absence of the
federally- and State-endangered southwestern willow flycatcher (Empidonax traillii extimus) to coincide with the
LBV surveys. Five surveys of all suitable habitat on-site will be conducted as follows, one survey between May 15
and May 31, the second between June 1 and June 24, and the last three between June 25 and July 17. All
surveys will be conducted at least five days apart and will begin at dawn and end between 9:00 and 10:00 A.M.
depending on the temperature, wind, background noise, and other environmental factors. Survey methods will
include the use of “pishing” and tape recordings in order to elicit responses. ESA will notify the USFWS 15 days
prior to the anticipated start date of survey work.

A letter report of findings will be submitted to the USFWS and the CDFW within 45 days of completion of surveys.
The letter report willinclude the project site location plotted on USGS 7.5-minute topographic map; plant
community map, qualitative description of habitat, and description of plant composition within the area
surveyed; survey methodology including list of all biologists, number of acres of habitat surveyed, and the
number and dates of surveys; mapping of precise locations of any least Bell's vireo or southwestern wiltow
flycatcher detected; full account of numbers and behavior of any least Bell’s vireo detected; full account of
numbers and locations of all brown-headed cowbirds detected; and, completed field forms showing the
locations of LBV or southwestern willow flycatcher, if abserved.

Conduct Presence/Absence Survey for Western Spadefoot Toad - ESA biologists will perform presence/absence
surveys for the western spadefoot toad (Spea hammondii), a California Species of Special Concern. Since this
species is an upland species that requires water for breeding purposes only, surveys will include two diurnal
surveys of water margins to search for egg clusters, and two nocturnal surveys during or immediately after rain
events to search for individuals detectable by calls or eye-shine and visual identification.
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A letter report of findings will be prepared that includes the project site location plotted on USGS 7.5-minute
topographic map; plant community map, qualitative description of habitat, and description of ptant
composition within the area surveyed; survey methodology including list of all biologists, number of acres of
habitat surveyed, and the number and dates of surveys; mapping of precise locations of any western spadefoot
toad detected; full account of numbers and behavior of any western spadefoot toad detected; and, completed
field forms showing the locations of western spadefoot toad, if observed, which will be utilized by the CNDDB,

Conduct Presence/Absence Survey for Western Pond Turtle - ESA biologists will perform surveys using guidance
available from the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) to determine the presence/absence of the western pond turtle
(Emys marmorata), a USFWS Sensitive Species and a California Species of Special Concern. Five surveys of
suitable habitat will be conducted at approximately weekly intervals between April 20 and July 31, between the
hours of 9:00 A.M. and 5:00 P.M., preferably on sunny days. Observations of suitable habitat will take place from
several vantage points to provide complete visual coverage of the water body. Aquatic habitat (e.g., open poals
or possible basking areas) will be searched with and without binoculars for the presence of basking or
underwater pond turtles, first from a distance and then approached slowly and quietly to prevent disturbance
to any potential basking turtles. ESA biologists will also listen for the splash of water from unseen turtles
entering the water.

A letter report of findings will be prepared that includes the project site location plotted on USGS 7.5-minute
topographic map; plant community map, qualitative description of habitat, and description of plant
composition within the area surveyed; survey methodology including list of all biologists, number of acres of
habitat surveyed, and the number and dates of surveys; mapping of precise locations of any western pond turtle
detected; full account of numbers and behavior of any western pond turtle detected; and, completed field forms
showing the locations of western pond turtle, if observed, which will be utilized by the CNDDB,

Conduct Survey for Special-Status Plant Species - ESA biologists will conduct focused surveys to determine the
presence/absence of special-status plant species. Particular emphasis will be given to federally- and/or State-
listed plant species and those plants identified as special-status by the CNPS and results from previous survey
efforts in the area will be reviewed. Surveys will consist of two separate field survey efforts, one in April/May and
the other in June/July to include the blooming periods of all potentially present special-status plants, The
location of any observed special-status species will be recorded and mapped on an aerial photograph of the
project site.

At the completion of the special-status plant surveys, the results will be incorporated into the updated
Biological Technical Report (see below}, and will include a description of survey methodology and the numbers
and locations of any special-status plants observed.

5. Prepare Biological Technical Report

ESA will prepare a technical report which incorporates the findings of the general biological survey and focused
surveys, and will include survey dates and methodology, a description of the existing conditions, an assessment
of impacts based on the proposed project, and mitigation measures necessary to alleviate any resulting
potentially significant impacts. This technical report will be prepared according to accepted scientific and
technical standards consistent with requirements of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), California
Environmenta! Quality Act (CEQA), and other pertinent reviewing agencies and organizations.
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Biological Assessment/NCCP Relevanice - This task assumes that the federal resource agencies reviewing the
technical report will expect it to serve much the same function as a Biological Assessment prepared for an
informal consultation and that it would be adequate for federal agency review and consideration. Therefore,
this scope anticipates including a definition of the “Action Area”, consideration and analyses of cumulative
effects on listed species, recognition and discussion of the project in the context of the NCCP/HCP, and how the
project (inclusive of proposed mitigation) would be addressed in terms of its effects on listed and NCCP-Covered
or non-covered species, as well as on the NCCP/HCP as a whole.

This task includes one set of revisions based on receiving one round of combined comments from the project
team on the draft technical report, and a second revision based on comments from up to two reviewing federal
agencies (Bureau of Reclamation, USFWS).

6. Develop Comprehensive Mitigation Plan

Based on the results of Task 2C, above, ESA will prepare a concise description of the mitigation being proposed
for the project. Itis anticipated that this description will be prepared in the form of a plan that would be
appended to the Biological Technical Report. The plan may be expected to include both a conceptual plan to
provide upland and riparian/wetland habitat mitigation on the project site and also to describe the extent and
manner whereby off-site mitigation may be provided to compensate for project effects that cannot be
adequately mitigated on site, The plan will be prepared in collaboration with IRWD and may involve additional
coordination with external parties (e.g., The Irvine Company, NCC, and TCA). Therefore, this scope anticipates
the need to conduct several meetings with these parties to consider and refine alternate mitigation options and
clarify the preferred mitigation approach. The goal will be to determine which mitigation approach({es) will
satisfy the mitigation requirements considering costs and schedule. The draft plan will be submitted to IRWD
and the project team for review and would be revised or refined based on a single set of comments.

! Cultural Resources Technical Report

ESA cultural resources staff will conduct a Cultural Resource Assessment of the Project site and

associated components. This includes the site for the new dam, expanded reservoir, and proposed
wetlands. The purpose of the study will be to identify any archaeological, architectural, or paleontological
resources within the Project site or immediate vicinity that could be impacted by the Project. All studies will be
conducted in accordance with CEQA, NEPA, and Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA).
Specific tasks will include cultural and paleontological resources records searches and archival research, a
Sacred Lands File (SLF) search through the Native American Heritage Commission (NAHC), archaeological and
built resources field survey, and reporting. Assistance with Native American coordination and consultation is
discussed under Task 7: Assembly Bill 52 Tribal Cultural Resources.

As part of the assessment, ESA will also document and evaluate the existing Syphon Dam and associated
facilities, which would be demolished as part of the Project. Constructed in 1949, the dam is over 45 years of age
and therefore meets the California Office of Historic Preservation’s threshold for consideration as a historical
resource. To comply with CEQA and Section 106 of the NHPA, ESA will evaluate the eligibility of the reservoiras a
historical resource under CEQA and as a historic property under the NHPA, and assess potential impacts. There
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is also potential for indirect impacts, primarily visual, to nearby resources. The Syphon Reservair is located
along the High Line Canal, which was constructed in the 1930s. A “splitter” on the High Line Canal ahead of the
Syphon Reservoir diverted water south to the Laguna Reservoir. Approximately Y-mile north of the Syphon
Reservoir is the Rattlesnake Canyon Reservoir, constructed in 1959, The High Line Canal and Rattlesnake
Canyon Reservoir, both greater than 45 years of age, could be subject to indirect impacts from the Project. ESA
staff will assess the potential for indirect impacts as part of the built environment studies.

Records Searches and Archival Research

ESA cultural resources staff will conduct a records search at the South Central Coastal Information Center
(SCCIC) at California State University, Fullerton. The purpose of the records search will be to identify previous
cultural resources investigations and previously recorded cultural resources within a %-mile radius of the
Project site, including the pipeline. A review of topographic maps and aerial photos will be conducted to identify
historic uses of the Project area and to assess the potential for buried archaeological resources, ESA will also
collect and analyze pertinent research materials to document the history, construction, and alterations of the
Syphon Dam and Reservoir and consider its history in the context of IRWD and the surrounding community.
Focused site-specific research may include review of available building permits, engineering drawings (as-built),
topographic maps, and historic aerial photographs. Research will be conducted at the Orange County Building
and Safety Department, Orange County Assessor’s Office, UCI Library, Irvine Historical Society, Orange County
Public Library, IRWD archive, relevant internet sites, and other archives to be identified as applicable.

An IS/MND for Syphon Reservoir Interim Facilities (2013} indicates that, based on bedrock geology, most of the
Project area has limited potential for significant paleontological resources but that a small portion has a
moderate potential. Given this, a paleontological fossil locality check will be requested from the Natural History
Museum of Los Angeles County. in addition, an SLF search will be requested from the NAHC to solicit
information on sensitive or undocumented Native American resources in the vicinity of the Project area. This
SLF search is separate from IRWD’s AB 52 consultation requirements, described in Task 7.

Pedestrian Survey

For purposes of compliance with Section 106 of the NHPA, a preliminary Area of Potential Effects (APE) for direct
impacts will be established, The APE will include all components of the Project, including the proposed new
dam and associated facilities and the expanded reservoir area; all access roads and staging areas; and any other
areas where cultural resources could be subject to impacts. A pedestrian survey of the Project area/APE will be
conducted to identify and document archaeological and paleontological resources. For archaeological
resources, the survey will follow professional standards, using transects spaced no greater than 15 meters apart.
ESA architectural historian will also conduct a site visit to survey and document the existing historic built
environment of the Syphon Dam and Reservoir, which will include, minimally, the culverts, spillway, dam, boat
dack, landscape features, and the segment of the High Line Canal within the property, ESA staff will also assess
the potential for indirect impacts to the High Line Canal and the Rattlesnake Canyon Reservoir. All survey work
will be consistent with procedures established by local, state, and federal guidelines for conducting
archaeological and historic preservation work.

Cultural resources encountered in the Project area will be recorded on California State Department of Park and
Recreation (DPR) 523 site record forms and plotted with sub-meter handheld GPS instruments. Previously

recorded resources, as identified through the SCCIC records search, will be relocated and documented on DPR
523 update forms. Given the generally low paleontological sensitivity of the Project site and the high degree of
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landscape disturbance, it is expected that no paleontological resources will be identified through surface survey
and so a paleontological survey will not be required. However, a cultural resources specialist also trained in
paleontological resources will participate in the field survey.

Technical Reporting

The results of the studies will be documented in a single Cultural Resources technical report, prepared to meet
CEQA and Section 106 requirements. The report will include a Project Description; regulatory and
cultural/historical background contexts; methods and results of the archival research and field studies,
including a discussion of the evaluation methods, integrity, and eligibility status of the dam and reservoir; and
recommendations for mitigation or any additional studies that might be required. ESA will also prepare and
append DPR site record forms to the report, including a DPR Primary Form (DPR523A) and BSO Form (DPR523B)
for the dam and reservoir. The report will be used as the basts for the cultural resources section of the ADEIR,
following Appendix G of the CEQA Guidelines. ESA will prepare a draft report and a final report incorporating one
round of IRWD comments.

This scope of work is based on the following assumptions:

The entire Project area will be accessible to the surveyors,

The survey area for the new dam, expanded reservoir, wetland area, and related facilities (not including

the pipeline and conveyance facilities) will not exceed 100 acres.

Archaeological resources survey and documentation will be completed by two surveyors in two days.

Built environment survey and documentation will be completed by two staff persons in one day.

No more than three cultural resources, including the Syphon Dam itself, will require documentation.

A Native American monitor will not be required during the pedestrian survey.

The Water District will provide access to historic plans, engineering drawings, photos and other

materials to document the construction history of the dam and reservoir.

> Any follow-on studies that might be required as a result of the assessment, such as archaeological
resources evaluation or treatment, would be covered under a separate scope and cost. Only the
evaluation of the dam and associated facilities is included in this scope of work.

Noise Study
ESA will prepare a Noise Study to evaluate potential noise impacts associated with construction

activities and operation of the Project. The scope of services for the noise analysis will include
identifying and describing relevant local plans, regulations, ordinances, criteria, and guidelines associated with
noise. ESA will characterize the existing noise environment by surveying noise-sensitive land uses, identifying
existing noise sources and features affecting hoise transference in the Project area, and conducting noise
monitoring at one location for 24 hours (one weekday) and at up to three locations for 15 minutes during peak
traffic hours to establish ambient noise levels in proximity to potentially affected noise- sensitive land uses. ESA
will assess temporary noise levels at nearby noise sensitive uses from Project construction based on the
provided construction schedule and equipment usage. ESA will evaluate Project operational noise from Project-
related vehicular traffic and outdoor mechanical equipment (e.g., air conditioning units}. Vehicular noise
impacts will be assessed based on data from the traffic study using computer noise prediction models that
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incorporate the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) traffic noise model (FHWARD-77-108). In addition, ESA
will provide an assessment of vibration impacts associated with use of heavy-duty equipment during
construction of the Project. If potentially significant impacts are found, ESA will develop mitigation measures for
where feasible. The scope of services for the noise section does not include post construction noise and
vibration monitoring and analysis.

This scope assumes that details regarding construction of the proposed Project (i.e. schedule, excavation and
import/export volumes, construction equipment list and weeks/hours of operations, etc.) will be provided by
IRWD.

Traffic Study

ESA’s subconsultant, Fehr & Peers, will complete the Traffic Study for the Project, as explained below.

Information Needs

Fehr & Peers will work with the Project Team to understand the scope of the construction activities generated
by the Project. In coordination with ESA, Fehr & Peers will generate a traffic-related RF| that will be submitted to
IRWD under Task 2 of this scope of work. The following information will be needed to understand the potential
trip generation associated with the construction phase of the Project:

> Total number of workers accessing the site(s), time of arrival, and parking locations.

> Delivery information, including number of deliveries, types of vehicles (e.g. what type of trucks will be
delivering construction material or hauling material from the site), number and type of vehicles
removing material from the site, and estimated time of these activities.

> Verification of delivery/haul routing to/from the Project.

> Duration and intensity of construction activities.

In addition to the Project construction information noted above, on-going staffing of the site will be verified
through the RFI to better estimate the on-going trip generation. ESA and Fehr & Peers understand that on-going
staffing needs are minimal and are not sufficient to warrant evaluation of transportation-related impacts after
construction is completed, As such, the traffic assessment will focus on near-term impacts associated with the
construction activities of the Project.

Fehr & Peers, under ESA’s direction, will summarize the above information and develop preliminary trip
generation, trip distribution, and trip assignment estimates, and will document these assumptionsin a
technical memorandum that will be submitted for review and approval.

Field Work and Existing Conditions

Fehr & Peers will spend one day in the field collecting information for the Project. This will include reviewing all
access locations to verify existing roadway cross-sections, verification of appropriate sight distance at access
locations, and collection of geometrics at study locations, Fehr & Peers will collect counts at the study locations
as noted above, and will utilize the count data to evaluate existing conditions in the study area using
methodologies identified per local requirements (e.g. intersection capacity utilization (ICU) for intersections and
volume to capacity ratio for roadway segments).
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Evaluation of Existing plus Construction Conditions

Fehr & Peers will add construction related traffic to the study facilities to evaluate Existing Plus Project
Conditions and conduct level of service assessment to evaluate the operating conditions of the study facilities. If
impacts are identified, mitigation measures will be developed to mitigate the impacts. Since impacts are
anticipated to be temporary in nature and would occur during the construction phase of the Project, mitigation
measures could consist of temporary traffic control, changes to work schedules, or other measure that would
mitigate impacts to a less than significant level,

Access locations will also be reviewed to verify that they can accommodate access from the delivery vehicles
and that sight distance is appropriate. If there are any geometric deficiencies noted during our field review, Fehr
& Peers will provide recommendations to improve those deficiencies. Fehr & Peers will also review the Project’s
consistency with existing and approved bicycle, pedestrian, and transit facilities in the area, if any, and note the
potential for the Project to conflict with those facilities.

Although traffic studies typically require a cumulative assessment for transportation impacts, given the
expected low trip generation associated with the operations and maintenance phase of the Project, the Project
likely does not have the potential to result in a cumulative impact to the surrounding transportation system. As
such, Fehr & Peers scope proposes to only identify impacts associated with the construction phase of the
Project and not a complete cumulative assessment,

Documentation & Meetings

Under the direction of ESA, Fehr & Peers will prepare a draft report for review by IRWD, which will undergo one
round of revisions from IRWD. Fehr & Peers will also be available to participate in up to four team meetings or
public meetings (associated with various phases of CEQA document review included in this scope of work} in
conjunction with the Project.

This scope of work is based on the following assumptions. These assumptions and associated fee estimate may
need to be expanded or reduced based on trip generation assumptions:

> Fehr & Peers will evaluate only the Existing Condition and Existing plus Construction Activity Conditions
in the assessment.

> Fehr & Peers will evaluate up to 20 intersections {during the morning (AM) and evening (PM) peak hours)
or roadway segments (daily conditions) in the analysis.

> One day of traffic counts at all study locations is assumed in the fee estimate.

Task 5: Coordination with Design and Public Outreach Consultants

ESA understands that IRWD intends the CEQA consultant to act as the Project Manager, which will involve
coordination between IRWD and various consultants throughout the environmental review process. Since the
CEQA document will be prepared in parallel to additional design work to support the environmental review
process, ESA will coordinate with IRWD, the owner’s representative, and design consultant to ensure that the
appropriate information is available and obtained in order to complete the Project Description and CEQA
analysis. ESA understands a Project Design Report (PDR) will not be prepared for this Project prior to publication
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of the Draft EIR. Information obtained could include site exploration program design and implementation,
earthwork quantities, construction equipment to be used and construction methods, location of borrow
materials, in addition to other necessary information. This type of information was estimated in the
Constructability Analysis provided in the RFP Addendum and can serve as one point of departure for discussing
certain information required for the Project Description.

ESA understands that IRWD has a public affairs team, including a public outreach consultant, ESA looks forward
to developing a close relationship with the public outreach consultant, and will coordinate outreach efforts
seamlessly between the consultant and IRWD.

As part of this task, ESA will also prepare maps, graphics, charts, and descriptions that can be used by IRWD’s
public outreach staff and consultant to conduct Project-related public outreach efforts. This coordination
ensures that visual representation of the Project is consistent among all public outreach materials.

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Project Description

ESA will develop a Project Description based on information gathered in Tasks 2 and 5. This Project Description
will serve as the basis for the CEQA analysis. This task assumes attendance at two meetings with IRWD to
discuss Project Descriptions components and details. Three rounds of Project Description deliverables are
assumed under this task.

Project Alternatives and Workshop

ESA will assist IRWD to identify a reasonable range of Project alternatives, per CEQA Guidelines Section 15126.6.
ESA will start with the information contained within the Syphon Reservoir Engineering Feasibility Study to begin
development of alternatives. These and additional potential alternatives will be discussed and refined via one
alternative meeting workshop with IRWD, the Design consultant, and ESA. This scope assumes no more than
two alternatives to the Project are chosen to include in the Draft EIR. Alternatives may be included even if they
may not be feasible. These alternatives will be used for the environmental analysis.

Per the RFP, ESA will prepare draft Assembly Bill (AB) 52 consultation letters for IRWD to review. The letters will
follow requirements outlined in Section 21080.3.1 of the Public Resources Code. Specifically, the letters, which
will serve as an official invitation to consult on the Project, will describe the proposed Project, include a Project
location map, list a contact person at IRWD, and cite the 30-day deadline for responses. Following approval by
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IRWD, ESA will mail the signed letters on official letterhead {via either FedEx or certified USPS mail) to the three
California Native American tribes on IRWD’s contact list: the Gabrielefio Band of Mission Indians - Kizh Nation,
Juaneno Band of Mission Indians - Acjachemen Nation, and the Torres Martinez Desert Cahuilla Indians. IRWD
will be responsible for any additional tribal consultation under AB 52. The consultation efforts will be
summarized in the tribal cultural resources section of the EIR, following CEQA Guidelines and in accordance with
the confidentiality requirements of AB 52.

Task 8: Notice of Preparation and Notice of Complstion

ESA will finalize the Initial Study (Task 1) and prepare the Notice of Preparation (NOP) as required by the State
CEQA Guidelines including a brief description of the Project, site map, and summary of potential environmental
impacts of the Project. The NOP will also serve as notice of the public scoping meeting (see Task 9 below). ESA
will provide IRWD with a Draft NOP for review and comment, ESA will incorporate any comments into a Final
NOP to be published for a 30-day public review period. ESA will confer with IRWD to create a mailing fist that
identifies appropriate stakeholders, including the State Clearinghouse, responsible and trustee agencies,
affected property owners and persons requesting notice. ESA will also prepare the Notice of Completion (NOC)
for the NOP, which will be delivered to the State Clearinghouse and Qrange County Clerk. ESA will distribute the
NOP to the entities agreed to on the mailing list. ESA will also publish the NOP in the Orange County Register
(one time). ESA will attend one meeting with IRWD to review the contents of the NOP and NOC,

Task 9: Conduct Public Scoping Meeting

Public Scoping Meeting and Material Preparation

ESA will coordinate and organize one public scoping meeting. The purpose of the meeting will be to present
information to the public and collect information on environmental issues. ESA will prepare presentation
materials (including maps and handouts) in consultation with IRWD and IRWD's public outreach consultant and
conduct the presentation. Information regarding the need for the Project, potential environmental impacts, and
the CEQA alternatives will be provided by ESA in the presentation at the public scoping meeting. ESA will work
with IRWD and its public outreach team on the meeting agenda, schedule and format; all materials will be
approved by IRWD prior to presentation at the scoping meeting.

This task includes two preparation meetings between ESA and the Project Team, in addition to attendance by
ESA staff at the one public scoping meeting.
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Comment Memorandum

ESA will capture all written and verbal comments made at the public scoping meeting and prepare a Comment
Memorandum summarizing significant comments received at the scoping meeting and during the NOP review
period. The Comment Memorandum will be used by the Project Team to clarify Project assumptions, the Project
Description, alternatives, and the scope of the environmental impact analysis. The Comment Memorandum will
be included in the Appendix to the Draft EIR.

Task 10: Prepare an Administrative Draft EIR

ESA will prepare an Administrative Draft EIR (ADEIR} in accordance with State CEQA Guidelines (2017). ESA
understands that IRWD included an optional task in the Request for Proposal (RFP) for National Environmental
Policy Act (NEPA) compliance based on pursuit of federal grant opportunities from the U.S. Bureau of
Reclamation (Reclamation) through Title XVI. ESA has extensive work pursuing Title XVI funding through
Reclamation, particularly with the Temecula office. Therefore, ESA has included preparation of a CEQA-Plus
document for purposes of NEPA compliance in the scope of work. Additional time for agency coordination and
consultation has been included in Task 17 below.

The Project Description prepared under Task 6 will be included in the ADEIR. The ADEIR will summarize the
environmental setting, regulatory framework, potential environmental impacts, and proposed mitigation by
resource area, The ADEIR will also reflect comments received during the NOP review period. As required by
CEQA, the setting will describe the Project area’s existing conditions and the effects of the Project on those
baseline conditions. The impact analysis will identify direct, indirect, and cumulative impacts for construction
and operation based on established thresholds of significance. The analysis will include all issue areas included
in Appendix G and Appendix F (energy) of the CEQA Guidelines, unless otherwise screened out in the Initial
Study. Based on preliminary evaluation and the Syphon Reservoir Interim Facilities Project MND prepared in
2012, agricultural and forestry resources and mineral resources will likely be screened out of the ADEIR.
Mitigation measures will be identified to avoid or substantially lessen potential environmental effects. The
ADEIR will also provide an analysis of CEQA Project alternatives as identified under Task 6. ESA will attend up to
three meetings with IRWD staff to review CEQA documentation and approach for the ADEIR. It is expected that
ESA will communicate any issues and concerns to IRWD in these meetings prior to submitting the ADEIR
deliverable. As requested by IRWD, ESA will submit a complete ADEIR for review, unless otherwise discussed
and approved by IRWD. The following issue areas will be addressed in the ADEIR.

Aesthetics

The ADEIR will summarize the aesthetic and visual impacts associated with construction and operation of the
Project. The ADEIR will include a description of existing visual conditions in the Project area and will evaluate
whether the proposed Project will substantially degrade the existing visual character of the surrounding area.
The ADEIR will evaluate the potential effects to public view corridors that result from raising of the dam and
determine whether the proposed Project would substantially alter the character of the site or create substantial
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new sources of light and glare. The evaluation will include photographs of the existing environment. ESA’s
subconsultant, VisionScape, will provide two visual simulations of the proposed Project based on Project design
details (Task 4) that will be incorporated into the ADEIR section. Mitigation measures will be identified if
necessary to reduce aesthetic impacts.

Air Quality

Based on the technical study prepared in Task 4, ESA will summarize the impacts from emissions of criteria air
pollutants and TAC during construction and operation. The ADEIR will also evaluate the Project’s consistency
with the regional air quality attainment plans. If potentially significant impacts are found, ESA will develop
mitigation measures which are feasible, implementable, and verifiable. Mitigation measures will be based on
those recommended by the IRWD, SCAQMD, and CARB, as well as other appropriate measures.

Biological Resources

ESA’s biologist will incorporate the information provided in the Biological Resources Technical Report (Task 4)
into the ADEIR. Potential impacts to sensitive species and habitats will be documented and mitigation strategies
will be identified that would minimize the impacts. The analysis will include a comprehensive list of permits
required from resource agencies to implement the Project.

Cultural Resources

ESA’s cultural resources staff will incorporate the information provided in the Cultural Resources Assessment
(Task 4) into the ADEIR. The ADEIR will summarize the results of the records searches, historical research,
surveys, and dam evaluation, and assess the sensitivity of the Project site for the presence of unknown
resources. The section will also assess the potential of the Project to impact significant cultural resource, and
will identify mitigation measures to minimize impacts, as necessary.

Geology and Soils

ESA will review and incorporate available information from the Syphon Reservoir Expansion Engineering
Feasibility Study. The ADEIR will include regional and local geologic, seismologic, and geological data pertinent
to the proposed Project area, including information from the U.S. Geological Survey and California Geological
Survey as well as data from other projects in the area. As described in the Engineering Feasibility Study, the
Project site includes two faults, one of which runs directly beneath the existing reservoir and dam. However,
neither fault is considered active or potentially active. Additional geotechnical investigation is recommended to
confirm the inactivity of the faults and identify the appropriate measures to mitigate any potential impacts
associated with groundshaking or seepage from the reservoir, The ADEIR will identify such potential geologic
impacts of the Project and will provide mitigation strategies that require geotechnical investigation and
recommendations for design criteria that ensure any and alt potential hazards associated with geology and soils
will be implemented as required by California standards and the Division of Safety of Dams to minimize the
effects and protect public safety.

Greenhouse Gas Emissions and Energy

Based on the technical study prepared in Task 4, ESA will summarize the impacts from emissions of GHGs during
construction and operation. The ADEIR will also evaluate the Project’s consistency with the State’s 2030 Scoping
Plan. If potentially significant impacts are found, ESA will develop mitigation measures which are feasible,
implementable, and verifiable. Mitigation measures will be based on those recommended by the IRWD,
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SCAQMD, CARB, and California Association of Air Pollution Control Officers (CAPCOA), as well as other
appropriate measures.

In order to assure that energy implications are considered in Project decisions, CEQA requires that EIRs include a
discussion of the potential energy impacts of proposed projects, with particular emphasis on avoiding or
reducing inefficient, wasteful and unnecessary consumption of energy. Recent court opinions have held that a
Project’s energy impacts should be analyzed under Appendix F of the CEQA Guidelines, including transportation
energy use and relevant energy-related factors external to a building’s envelope. Impacts may include:

> The Project’s energy requirements and its energy use efficiencies by amount and fuel type for each stage of
the Project including construction, operation, maintenance and/or removal. If appropriate, the energy
intensiveness of materials may be discussed.

> The effects of the Project on local and regional energy supplies and on requirements for additional

capacity,

The effects of the Project on peak and base period demands for electricity and other forms of energy.

The degree to which the Project complies with existing energy standards.

The effects of the Project on energy resources.

The Project’s projected transportation energy use requirements and its overall use of efficient

transportation alternatives.

In accordance with recent court opinions and the requirements of Appendix F of the CEQA Guidelines, ESA
proposes to identify relevant information that addresses the energy implications of the proposed Project. ESA
will utilize the information from the Project’s air quality, GHG, and transportation analyses to quantitatively
evaluate construction energy demand (for example, gallons of diesel and gasoline) from construction
equipment, haul trucks, vendor trucks, and construction workers. ESA will also quantify the Project’s
anticipated operational energy needs, including direct consumption of electricity to pump water and fuel
needed for maintenance operations.

ESA proposes to assist IRWD in developing appropriate Significance Thresholds. IRWD may consider the
following preliminary list:

A project would result in a significant impact if it would:

a. Conflict with adopted energy conservation plans;
Violate State or federal energy standards;
Cause wasteful, inefficient, and unnecessary consumption of energy during construction,
operation, and/or maintenance; or

d. Resultinanincrease in demand for electricity or natural gas that exceeds available supply or
distribution infrastructure capabilities that could result in the construction of new energy facilities
or expansion of existing facilities, the construction of which could cause significant environmental
effects.

ESA will summarize the Project’s anticipated energy needs and conservation measures. ESA will describe Project
commitments, design features, and mitigation measures that would minimize and reduce the Project’s
consumption of fuel and energy and determine the potential for energy impacts based on the evidence and

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determine the significance of the impacts. If potentially significant impacts are found, ESA will recommend
additional feasible energy efficiency design features or mitigation measures to reduce impacts.

Hazards and Hazardous Materials

The ADEIR will summarize known contamination sites within the construction areas and will list potentially
hazardous materials used and stored during construction and operation of the Project. ESA will use the Phase 1
Environmental Site Assessment (2009) and the Engineering Feasibility Study as a primary source of information
regarding existing onsite hazards and hazardous materials, as well as conduct a new database search for
Cortese List properties as required by CEQA Guidelines Appendix G. The Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment
revealed no evidence of Recognized Environmental Concerns (REC); historical activities, including the use of the
property site for agricultural use, from approximately 1968-2002, may have contributed to residual
concentrations of insecticides, pesticides, or herbicides. The ADEIR will disclose these and other chemicals
currently used onsite at the Syphon Reservoir disinfection facilities, which may be expanded as a result of the
Project. The ADEIR will address potential soil contamination, groundwater contamination, and the potential for
asbestos-containing building materials and lead-based paint if there are any structures proposed for
demolition. The ADEIR will develop mitigation measures for management of contaminated soils and outline
applicable hazardous materials handling and disposal requirements.

Hydrology/Water Quality/Flooding

The ADEIR will identify surface water and groundwater resources within the Project area and will evaluate
potential impacts posed by the Project. The ADEIR will address potential flooding impacts to housing
developments south and west of the dam as a result of dam improvements. An Inundation Study has already
been completed for the dam as part of the Engineering Feasibility Study (GEI 2012). The result of this study will
be used to describe the regulatory requirements of the Division of Safety of Dams, the potential flood hazards
associated with a dam breach, and the design requirements that will ensure the low probability of a dam
breach. The ADEIR will describe storm water runoff control requirements and provide mitigation if necessary to
meet construction and operational storm water runoff quality requirements.

Land Use and Planning

ESA will identify and map existing land uses in the Project area. Local General Plans, airport master plans, and
habitat conservation plans will be identified and summarized if applicable. The ADEIR will identify the adopted
goals and policies that could be affected by replacing the existing 59-foot high dam with a 136-foot high dam.
The ADEIR will evaluate consistency of the proposed Project with existing land uses within the Project area and
develop mitigation measures to avoid or substantially lessen inconsistencies where feasible.

Noise and Vibration

The ADEIR will evaluate potential short-term construction noise impacts and long-term noise effects associated
with implementation of the proposed Project. ESA assumes that no blasting activities will be required as a result
of the Project. The ADEIR will summarize the results of the Technical Study from Task 4, evaluating the Project’s
ability to comply with existing noise standards and policies. Mitigation measures will be developed to ensure
that neighboring land uses are not adversely affected by construction noise and vibration.

Population, Housing, and Growth-Inducement
The ADEIR will summarize the Project area's growth projections based on the Southern California Association of
Governments {SCAG) projections and General Plan projections and discuss applicable General Plan build-out
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assumptions, The ADEIR will address the Project’s potential to induce indirect population growth due to
expansion of water storage capacity at Syphan Reservoir, The ADEIR will describe the Project’s relationship to
growth and secondary effects of growth in the region. The ADEIR will evaluate the Project’s potential to induce
growth in the region and identify mitigation measures as necessary.

Public Services and Utilities

The ADEIR will review the potential effects of the
proposed Project on utilities and public services
resulting from both construction and operation of
the Project. The ADEIR will evaluate landfill
capacity to accommodate the Project’s solid
waste and potential soif disposal needs and
compliance with federal, state, and local
regulations related to solid waste.

Recreation

and will evaluate the Project's effects based on these thresholds. The ADEIR will identify feasible mitigation
measures to reduce the Project's effects to the accessibility of recreation facilities in the area.

Transportation and Traffic

ESA will incorporate the results of the Traffic Study prepared by subconsultant Fehr & Peers into the traffic
section. The ADEIR will characterize roadway traits, traffic flow, access, and circulation conditions on affected
roadways and at major intersections in the Project area. The ADEIR will assess the potential for construction
traffic and operational traffic to affect local roadways. Mitigation measures will be developed to reduce adverse
effects to traffic and circulation, as necessary.

Tribal Cultural Resources

ESA’s cultural resources staff will assess the potential for impacts to tribal cultural resources in the ADEIR. The
section will include the results of the Sacred Land File search through the Native American Heritage
Commission, IRWD’s outreach efforts to California Native American tribes per AB 552, a the results of Native
American consultation, following CEQA Guidelines and in accordance with the confidentiality requirements of
AB 52. The section will also assess the potential of the Project to impact tribal cultural resources, and will
identify mitigation measures to minimize impacts, as necessary.

CEQA-Plus Analysis

ESA plans on complying with NEPA requirements associated with Title XVI funding through Reclamation by
preparing a CEQA-Plus document. The analysis will include all federal cross-cutting regulations for purposes of
CEQA-Plus compliance, which may include but may not be limited to: Clean Air Act, Costal Barriers Resources
Act, Coastal Zone Management Act, Endangered Species Act, Farmland Protection Policy Act, Floodplain
Management Act, Magnuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act, Migratory Bird Treaty Act,
National Historic Preservation Act, Protection of Wetlands, Environmental Justice, Safe Drinking Water Act, Sole
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Source Aquifer Protection Act, and Witd and Scenic Rivers Act. This section of the ADEIR will include analysis of
Environmental Justice.

Cumulative Impacts

ESA will address potential cumulative impacts of implementing the proposed Project in conjunction with past,
present, and reasonably foreseeable public and private projects in the immediate Project area. The analysis will
include a description of the geographic area in which cumulative impacts could be experienced for each
resource area. ESA will evaluate the local General Plan along with contacting relevant agencies {city and county
planning and public works departments, as well as CalTrans) to compile a list of major projects planned within
or near the area over the next 10-15 years as well as under way or completed in the last five years. Based on
experience in this part of Orange County, ESA anticipates future residential/commercial growth in the Foothill
Ranch and North Tustin areas. A brief description of the relevant past, present, and proposed future projects
occurring in the area that could contribute to cumulative effects will be provided.

Alternatives

Based on the alternatives development and selection conducted under Task 6, ESA will evaluate alternatives to
the Project including the No Project Alternative, This scope assumes no more than two alternatives, in addition
to the No Project Alternative required by the CEQA Guidelines, are analyzed in the ADEIR. The ADEIR will
compare these alternatives to determine if any would substantially meet the Project objectives and reduce
significant impacts associated with the proposed Project. As required by CEQA, IRWD will consider any
alternatives identified by agencies or others at scoping meetings or in response to the NOP and determine
whether they should be included in the ADEIR as feasible or infeasible. IRWD will identify the environmentally
superior alternative based on the conclusions of the analysis.

ESA understands that both Screen Check iterations will be complete and coherent documents with all
appropriate sections, chapters, and appendices. ESA is prepared to attend four meetings with IRWD staff and
appropriate consultants to review the Screen Check drafts.

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receive a NOA plus a CD containing the Draft EIR. ESA anticipates this will be up to 100 entities; however as
requested in the RFP, for budgeting purposes we have assumed 10 hard copies of the NOA and Public Draft EIR
and 10 CDs. ESA will file the NOC and 15 copies of the Public Draft EiR with the State Clearinghouse, and will fite
the NOA with the Orange County Clerk. The notices will include the date and location of public hearing on the Draft
EIR (see Task 13). ESA will publish the NOA one time in the Orange County Register.

ESA will then prepare
an itemized list of all comments received at the public meeting and by mail, and will incorporate them into the
Final EIR, if applicable.

BUSINESS INTELLIGENCE CLOUD DISASTER RECOVERY IMPLEMENTATION AND
REPORTING CONTRACT AWARD

SUMMARY:

The District’s Oracle Financial Software Upgrade and Project Management implementation
(Financial Upgrade Project), completed in March 2017, included a backup Cloud Disaster
Recovery (DR) environment for continuing operations in the event of a system failure. A
separate backup Business Intelligence (BI) Cloud DR environment is also needed to support
ongoing financial reporting in the event of a system failure.

In addition, the Financial Upgrade Project included minimal new reports. Post implementation,
staff has identified the need for additional BI reports and training on those reports. Staff
recommends that the Board:

e Authorize the addition of Project 10345 for $155,000 and Project 10347 for $155,000 to
the FY 2017-18 Capital Budget; and

e Authorize the General Manager to execute a Professional Services Agreement with
DiLytics in the amount of $241,000 for the Business Intelligence Cloud Disaster
Recovery Implementation and Additional BI Reports.

BACKGROUND:

In March 2017, the District completed the Financial Upgrade Project, which included the
creation of a Cloud DR environment for continuing operations in the event of a system failure.
The District uses Oracle BI applications software to provide timely financial reporting to support
ongoing operations. Staff has determined that in addition to the Oracle Financial and Project
Management Cloud DR environment, a separate BI Cloud DR environment is needed. A cloud
solution is more secure in the event of a system failure or natural disaster as the previous DR
environment was located at the Operations Center. As discussed above, staff is proposing to
move the upgraded environment to the cloud.

In order to maximize the benefits from the Financial Upgrade Project, staff has identified
additional opportunities for reporting that are not part of standard Oracle reports. DiLytics met
with staff from Finance, Engineering, Human Resources, Information Services, Operations, and
Purchasing to gain a better understanding of the additional reporting requirements. The
requested reports are identified in the DiLytics proposal and is attached as “Exhibit A”.

Consultant Selection:

The District upgraded its Oracle BI software in August 2015, as Oracle support for that version
had expired and required an upgrade to a newer version. A Request for Proposal was issued to
five consultants with experience performing Oracle BI software upgrades. At that time, DiLytics

was selected and awarded a professional services contract to perform the 2015 Oracle Bl
software upgrade. DiLytics successfully completed the upgrade project on time and within
budget. DiLytics worked with all levels of staff in a professional manner and developed good
working relationships. DiLytics exhibited their excellent knowledge and experience with the
Oracle BI software and is very familiar with the District’s Bl reporting environment.

DiLytics has an excellent understanding of the BI Cloud DR Implementation and Reporting
project; a well-seasoned and experienced project team; submitted an optimal project schedule;
and is the most capable of assisting the District with the project. Staff recommends awarding a
Professional Service Agreement to DiLytics in the amount of $241,000.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Projects 10345 and 10347 are not included in the FY 2017-18 Capital Budget. Staff requests the
addition of Projects 10345 and 10347 to the FY 2017-18 Capital Budget as shown in the table
below. Funding for projects will be provided by the Replacement Fund (Improvement Districts
1100 and 2100) respectively:

REVISED WATER BANKING, TRANSFERS AND WHEELING
POLICY POSITION PAPER

SUMMARY:

Trvine Ranch Water District policy position papers are reviewed periodically to determine if the
positions are still valid, need revisions or if additional papers need to be written on different
issues of importance to the District. Staff has modified the existing Water Banking, Transfers
and Wheeling Policy Position Paper that was last revised and approved on October 26, 2015.
These revisions take into consideration progress that has occurred in establishing and expanding
IRWD’s water banking programs, a reduced and uncertain need for imported water in the future
and the potential for providing water supply reliability assistance to other retail water supply
agencies in Orange County. Staff recommends that the Board approve the Water Banking,
Transfers and Wheeling Policy Position Paper.

BACKGROUND:

Tn 2004, IRWD began producing policy position papers on topics of particular interest and
importance to the District. Because of the IRWD Board of Directors’ standing in the water
industry, the opinions of individual Board members are regularly solicited on issues of vital
interest to the industry and the community. To keep these position papers current, staff
occasionally recommends that the Board review the papers and when appropriate, incorporate
revisions.

IRWD’s Water Banking, Transfers and Wheeling position paper was last revised and adopted by
the Board on October 26, 2015. At that time, the approved policy reflected the construction of
the Strand Ranch Integrated Banking Project, acquisition of the Jackson Ranch property,
development of the Stockdale Integrated Banking Project, development of an agreement with
Metropolitan Water District of Southern California for coordinated delivery of State Water
Project supplies, the execution of approved pilot and long-term water supply programs involving
unbalanced exchanges, and the execution of an agreement with Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water
Storage District for the construction and operation of wells in Rosedale’s service area that will
assist both agencies to achieve groundwater recovery objectives. The paper also contemplated
incorporating a third project site into the Stockdale Project and changes associated with the
Administration’s interest in establishing a water market for the State of California that would
streamline water transfers and exchanges.

Updates to Policy Position Paper:

Since October 2015, numerous changes have occurred that require updating of IRWD’s Water
Banking, Transfers and Wheeling Policy Position Paper. One major change is that Rosedale and
IRWD have certified and approved an Environmental Impact Report for the Stockdale Project
that has facilitated the construction and equipping of additional recovery wells and related
conveyance facilities. IRWD has also entered into a long-term one-for-one exchange agreement
pw_Water Banking Policy Position Update.docx
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with Dudley Ridge Water District that will make water available for delivery into IRWD’s
service area.

Recently, IRWD and Rosedale submitted a grant application to the California Water
Commission for the planning, design and construction of water conveyance and banking
facilities at the third project site contemplated for the Stockdale Project as well as at other
suitable sites. In addition, IRWD has completed an update to its Water Supply Master Plan that
indicates a reduced and uncertain demand for imported water in the year 2035. This change in
demand for imported water has allowed IRWD to enter into discussions with the Municipal
Water District of Orange County to initiate a program to share reliability from IRWD’s water
banking projects with other water supply retail agencies. IRWD has also completed a Water
Supply Reliability Evaluation that affirms the importance of IRWD’s water banking programs to
meet district demands during future dry periods. These changes have all resulted in the need to
update the policy position paper.

The updated Water Banking, Transfers and Wheeling Policy Position Paper is attached as
Exhibit “A”. The position paper with changes identified from the October 15, 2015 version of
the document is attached as Exhibit “B”.
