BOARD WORKSHOP 

GROUNDWATER WORKPLAN UPDATE 

SUMMARY: 

Staff updated the IRWD Groundwater Workplan, which identifies future groundwater production 
requirements and recommended actions for the next five years.  The analysis includes the 
recently approved agreement with the City of Orange that provides expanded potable 
groundwater pumping from the Orange Park Acres (OPA) Well 1, helps maximize IRWD’s 
groundwater production, and eliminates the need for building new groundwater production 
facilities in the next five years.  At the Committee meeting, staff will present the analysis and 
findings for discussion. 

BACKGROUND: 

The most recent Groundwater Workplan was updated in July 2018.  In the subsequent three 
years, staff completed the Well Treatment Alternatives study, initiated treatment facilities to 
address the PFAS water quality issues and negotiated an agreement with the City of Orange that 
allows IRWD to use the full 3,200 acre-feet per year of groundwater from OPA Well 1. 

This current analysis transitions from long-term water use and supply needs to a five-year 
horizon.  This transition allows for a focused look at near-term groundwater opportunities and 
optimizes timing for capital expenditures.  The five-year water use projections consider historical 
water use patterns, knowledge of current development trends, potential changes to water use 
efficiency regulations, and existing drought conditions. 

With the expanded production from OPA Well 1, future groundwater opportunities in the next 
five years increase from 150 acre-feet in 2022 to 2,800 acre-feet in 2026.  Existing Wells 51 and 
52 have the potential to supply future groundwater needs of 2,800 acre-feet.  These wells will not 
be connected until future groundwater needs are realized. 

Staff will present the details of the analysis at the Committee meeting.

GROUNDWATER BANKING JOINT POWERS AUTHORITY CASH CALL FUNDING 
APPROVAL 
 
General Manager Cook reported that on August 3, 2021, the Groundwater Banking Joint Powers 
Authority (GBJPA) Board of Directors authorized its Treasurer to make an initial cash call to 
fund the purchase of an anticipated land purchase for the Kern Fan Groundwater Storage Project.  
Mr. Cook said that the GBJPA Board approval included a cash call of $2,500,000 each from 
IRWD and the Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water Storage District for a total funding of $5,000,000.  He 
said that the two properties, totaling approximately 348 acres, are currently in escrow and the 
closing of each is subject to the GBJPA Board’s approval of due diligence studies currently in 
process.  He further said that the price and terms for these properties were approved by the 
GBJPA Board.   
 
Following discussion, on MOTION by LaMar, seconded by Withers and unanimously carried, 
THE BOARD APPROVED THE FUNDING OF THE GROUNDWATER BANKING JOINT 
POWERS AUTHORITY’S (GBJPA) CASH CALL IN THE AMOUNT OF $2,500,000 AND 
AUTHORIZED STAFF TO TRANSFER FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $2,500,000 FROM 
IRWD TO THE GBJPA BANK ACCOUNT TO FUND THE INITIAL LAND ACQUISITION 
PRIOR TO THE CLOSE OF ESCROW. 
 
 
GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT 
 
General Manager Cook reported that there was one COVID-19 case early last week, and that the 
Operations Center will have testing available tomorrow for employees. 
 
Mr. Cook reported that all administrative staff along with Supervisors returned to work at Sand 
Canyon headquarters and Operations Center on Monday, and that all remaining employees will 
be back no later than December 6. 
 
Mr. Cook said that he placed before each Director a letter from Santa Margarita Water District’s 
President thanking the District for its quick response last Saturday with one of our crews 
assisting with an emergency sewage spill cleanup at a lift station.  
 
Mr. Cook acknowledged staff for both the recent customer service billing system upgrade and 
the new telephone system changeover last week to a VOIP platform. 
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Mr. Cook said that the District is one of the finalists in ACWA’s Huell Howser’s Excellence in 
Communications Award for the Syphon Reservoir, with awards being presented at its upcoming 
conference beginning in late November. 
 
Mr. Cook further announced that the District received the 2021 Turning Red Tape into Red 
Carpet Award in the sustainability and redevelopment program category for water banking 
projects in Kern County. 
 
 
COMMUNITY UPDATES 
 
Consultant Newell thanked staff for the recent road repair project in Williams Canyon. 
 
 
DIRECTORS’ COMMENTS 
 
Director LaMar reported on his attendance at a WACO meeting and noted he was unable to 
attend the OCWD Communications and Legislative Liaison Committee meeting. 
 
Director McLaughlin reported on her attendance at a South Orange County Area Watershed 
Management Executive Committee and a WACO meeting.  
 
Director Swan reported on his attendance at a MWDOC Planning and Operations Committee 
meeting, a Groundwater Banking JPA Board meeting, a MWDOC workshop meeting with 
MWD Directors, a Southern California Dialogue meeting, a Joint Committee meeting with 
MWDOC and OCWD, a West Basin meeting, a WACO meeting, and a Newport Chambers 
Wakeup meeting.   
 
Director Withers reported on his attendance at an ISDOC Executive Committee meeting, the 11th 

annual Turning Red Tape into Red Carpet Awards ceremony, and a WACO meeting.  He said 
tomorrow he will be attending a National Water Research Institute meeting and on Wednesday, a 
Biosolids tour along with a CORO Fellows meeting. 
 
Director Reinhart reported on his attendance at a Groundwater Banking JPA Board meeting, an 
OCWD Board meeting, a SOCWA Board meeting, a WACO meeting, and a Business Outreach

FISCAL IMPACTS: 

As of October 31, 2021, the book value of the investment portfolio was $365,694,797, with a 
0.41% rate of return and a market value of $365,841,325.  Based on IRWD’s September 30, 
2021, quarterly real estate investment rate of return of 11.65%, the weighted average return for 
the fixed income and real estate investments was 2.78%.   

As of October 31, 2021, the outstanding principal amount of fixed and variable rate debt was 
$630,825,000.  The monthly weighted average all-in variable rate was 0.36%.  Including 
IRWD’s weighted average fixed rate bond issues of 3.70% and the negative cash accruals from 
fixed payer interest rate swaps, which hedge a portion of the District’s variable rate debt, the 
total average debt rate was 2.95%. 

Payroll ACH payments totaled $2,243,984 and wire transfers, all other ACH payments, and 
checks issued for debt service, accounts payable, payroll, and water purchases for October 
totaled $28,837,020.

CONSENT CALENDAR 

UTILITY TRUCK CONTRACT AWARD 

SUMMARY: 

The Fiscal Years 2019-20 and 2020-21 Operating Budgets included funds to purchase two new 
medium duty utility trucks annually for a total of four replacement units.  Impacts of COVID-19 
and vehicle supply shortages caused a delay in purchasing these replacement trucks.  Utility trucks 
are used by Field Services Department technicians to support preventative and corrective 
maintenance of domestic and recycled water distribution systems.  Staff recommends the Board 
authorize the General Manager to award a contract to Tuttle-Click Ford Lincoln in the amount of 
$379,257 for the purchase of four new medium duty utility trucks. 

BACKGROUND: 

IRWD’s Field Services Department staff use medium duty utility trucks daily while performing 
domestic and recycled water system maintenance.  The vehicles are equipped with all of the tools 
necessary to perform daily maintenance activities in an efficient and safe manner.  These vehicles 
are also outfitted with arrow boards to protect staff when working in traffic and cranes for lifting 
heavy objects such as automatic control valve components and vault lids.  These new trucks will 
replace both 14- and 19-year-old trucks that have reached the end of their useful lives. 

Following a competitive, on-line bidding process, Tuttle-Click Ford Lincoln was the low bidder 
with a proposal of $94,814 per vehicle.  The proposal is provided as Exhibit “A”.  

FISCAL IMPACTS: 

Sufficient funds are included in the Fiscal Year 2021-22 Operating Budget.   

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE: 

This item is not a project as defined in the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), Code of 
Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Section 15378.

CONSENT CALENDAR 

SR-55 FREEWAY WIDENING SANITARY SEWER RELOCATION ON COWAN 
BUDGET INCREASE AND CONSTRUCTION AWARD 

SUMMARY: 

The State Route 55 (SR-55) Freeway Widening Sanitary Sewer Relocation on Cowan project 
includes relocation of approximately 200 linear feet of 8-inch sewer pipeline and construction of 
three new sewer manholes.  Staff recommends the Board: 

• Authorize a budget increase in the amount of $113,000, from $262,000 to $375,000, and
• Authorize the General Manager to execute a construction contract with GCI

Construction, Inc. in the amount of $222,845.00 for the SR-55 Freeway Widening
Sanitary Sewer Relocation project.

BACKGROUND: 

The Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA), acting as the lead agency, is partnering 
with the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) District 12 on a project to widen 
SR-55 between Interstate 405 and Interstate 5.  As part of the project, existing IRWD sanitary 
sewer facilities within Cowan, a street parallel to SR-55 and within the limits of the proposed 
widening, will require relocation.  This project will relocate the sanitary sewer facilities within 
Cowan to accommodate the widening.  A project location map is provided as Exhibit “A”. 

The existing IRWD facilities, which are being lawfully maintained in their present location, 
qualify for relocation at OCTA expense under the provisions of Section (703) of the Streets and 
Highways Code.  IRWD and OCTA have agreed that the design and construction of the IRWD 
relocations will be provided by IRWD through direct contracts managed by IRWD, and that 
OCTA will reimburse IRWD for all associated project costs.  OCTA and IRWD have executed a 
Utility Agreement, that together with Notices to Owner, constitute a Reimbursement Agreement. 

Construction Award: 

IRWD retained Hunsaker and Associates to design the sanitary sewer improvements on Cowan.  
Staff approved the plans in October 2021 and advertised the project for construction bidding to a 
select list of 19 pipeline contractors.  The bid opening was held on November 10, 2021, as the 
bid results are summarized as follows: 

Bidder Bid Amount 
GCI Construction, Inc. $222,845 
Ferreira Construction Co. $260,000 
T.E. Roberts, Inc. $289,700 
Paulus Engineering, Inc. $336,777 
Engineer’s Estimate $125,000 
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GCI Construction was the apparent low bidder with a bid amount of $222,845.  Staff reviewed 
GCI’s bid (provided as Exhibit “B”) and has determined that it is responsive.  The engineer’s 
estimate, prepared by Hunsaker and Associates, is $125,000.  Staff believes that the bid amount 
is higher than the engineer’s estimate due to overall competitive market conditions, combined 
with recent increases in materials and labor costs associated with COVID-19 related shortages 
and supply chain uncertainty. 
 
Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a construction contract 
with GCI Construction, Inc. in the amount of $222,845. 
 
FISCAL IMPACTS: 
 
Project 11583 is included in the FY 2021-22 Capital Budget and will be fully funded by OCTA.  
All design and construction costs incurred by IRWD, including IRWD staff time and all 
consultant and construction contracts, will be reimbursed by OCTA under the Utility Agreement.  
A budget increase is required to fund the construction and engineering support services during 
construction as shown in the table below:

LABORATORY EQUIPMENT PURCHASE CONTRACT AWARD 

SUMMARY: 

Laboratory equipment is used by staff to conduct compliance and process monitoring.  To meet 
new compliance mandates as well as planned process monitoring at very low levels of detection 
for per- and poly-fluoroalkyl substances (PFAS) and perchlorate, more sensitive laboratory 
equipment is needed.  Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a 
contract with Agilent Technologies in the amount of $267,720.56 for the purchase of a Liquid 
Chromatograph-Tandem Mass Spectrometer. 

BACKGROUND: 

The State Water Resources Control Board and Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board 
have imposed PFAS monitoring requirements on IRWD wells and water recycling facilities as 
part of a statewide investigation of PFAS contamination in state groundwaters.  IRWD is also 
installing PFAS treatment systems which will require process monitoring to properly operate and 
maintain.  Additionally, the State Board has lowered reporting levels for perchlorate.  All of 
these changes require the use of more sensitive laboratory equipment to detect and quantify low 
levels of organic compounds. 

Equipment Purchase: 

Staff received three bids for a Liquid Chromatograph-Tandem Mass Spectrometer and the 
results are summarized below:

Agilent Technologies $267,720.56 
Thermo Scientific $318,832.50 
Sciex $364,573.78 

Agilent Technologies was the low bidder, and its bid is provided as Exhibit “A”.  Agilent 
Technologies has successfully provided and installed two other instruments in the IRWD 
laboratory: a Gas Chromatograph – Mass Spectrometer and a Liquid Chromatograph – 
Inductively Coupled Plasma – Mass Spectrometer.  Both of these instruments are robust, reliable 
and sensitive, and Agilent’s technical support service has been excellent. 

Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a contract with Agilent 
Technologies in the amount of $267,720.56.

CHANGES TO GENERAL MANAGER’S COMPENSATION 

SUMMARY: 

The annual performance review of the General Manager was conducted on November 8, 2021.  
This item presents the proposed changes to the annual compensation of the General Manager. 

BACKGROUND: 

The General Manager’s annual performance evaluation was conducted in Closed Session during 
the November 8, 2021, IRWD Board meeting.  After the discussion, President Reinhart, as the 
designated representative for the Board of Directors, discussed potential changes in 
compensation with the General Manager.  Based on this discussion, the recommendation is to: 

1) Increase the base salary of the General Manager by $10,000 (3.08%) resulting in an
increase in annual base salary from $324,156 to $334,156 per year, effective October 1,
2021, and

2) Provide a one-time performance award for the General Manager in the amount of
$30,000 as a taxable lump sum cash payment.

All other aspects of the General Manager’s compensation remain unchanged.  The General 
Manager’s annual salary is within the existing salary range per Resolution No. 2021-9 adopted 
by the Board on June 28, 2021, and is publicly available.

DECLARATION OF REAL PROPERTY AS EXEMPT SURPLUS LAND 

SUMMARY: 

Staff recommends the Board adopt a resolution declaring that a 10-foot-wide strip of land 
identified as APN 093-242-80 is exempt surplus land not necessary for IRWD’s use, authorizing 
District staff to negotiate the disposal of the property, and finding that the declaration and 
disposal of the property is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). 

BACKGROUND: 

With IRWD’s consolidation with Orange Park Acres Mutual Water Company (OPAMWC) in 
2008, IRWD took possession of certain parcels of land within Orange Park Acres.  One of the 
parcels was a 10-foot-wide strip of land acquired by OPAMWC in 1967.  This parcel of land, 
identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 093-242-80, is located away from IRWD’s facilities and 
is not required for the operations of the District.  Staff recommends the District dispose of this 
property. 

The total area of the land being disposed is approximately 4,750 square feet.  Land less than 
5,000 square feet can be declared exempt surplus land per the Surplus Land Act.  Upon approval 
of the resolution declaring this parcel as exempt surplus land, staff will begin negotiations to 
dispose the land.  Provided as Exhibit “A” is a resolution declaring the property as exempt 
surplus land, authorizing staff to negotiate the disposal, and declaring the disposal is exempt 
from CEQA.  A map showing the location of the parcel is provided as Exhibit “B”. 

FISCAL IMPACTS: 

None. 

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE: 

This project is not subject to the CEQA as authorized under the California Code of 
Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Section 15061 (b) (3), in that CEQA applies only to projects 
that may result in a direct physical change in the environment or reasonably foreseeable 
indirect physical change in the environment.

 Pursuant to the terms of a grant deed dated January 27, 1967, Irvine Ranch Water 
District’s (“District”) predecessor in interest, the Orange Park Acres Mutual Water Company, 
acquired title in fee simple to certain property (the “District Property”) designated Assessor’s 
Parcel No. 093-242-80, the location of which is described as follows in the January 27, 1967 
grant deed: 
 

A strip of land, 10.00 feet in width, over that portion of Lot 11, Tract 944 as 
shown in Miscellaneous Maps, Book 29, page 41, Records of Orange County, 
California, the southerly and easterly line of said strip being described as 
follows: 
 
Beginning at the most westerly corner of said Lot 11; thence South 76°00’10” 
East 305.33 feet along the southerly line of said Lot 11 to a point which bears 
North 76°00’10” West 378.71 feet from the most southerly corner of said lot; 
thence North 19°38’30” East 84.78 feet. 

 
 A true and correct copy of the January 27, 1967 grant deed is attached as Exhibit 1 to this 
Resolution. 
 
 Pursuant to the Surplus Land Act (Cal. Gov. Code, § 54220, et seq.), “surplus land” is 
land owned in fee simple by any local agency for which the local agency’s governing body takes 
formal action in a regular public meeting declaring that the land is surplus and is not necessary 
for the agency’s use. 
 
 The District is a local agency that must comply with the terms of the Surplus Land Act 
(Cal. Gov. Code, § 54221(a)). 
 
 Pursuant to the Surplus Land Act, land must be declared either “surplus land” or “exempt 
surplus land,” as supported by written findings, before a local agency may take any action to 
dispose of it consistent with an agency’s policies or procedures. 
 
 Pursuant to the Surplus Land Act (Gov. Code, § 54221, subd. (f)(1)(B)), “exempt surplus 
land” includes surplus land that is less than 5,000 square feet in area. 
 
 The District intends by this Resolution to declare the District Property to be exempt 
surplus land because the District Property is less than 5,000 square feet in area and is no longer 
necessary for the District’s use. 
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 The Board of Directors of the District therefore resolves as follows: 
 

1. The District hereby declares that the District Property is exempt surplus land because the 
District Property is less than 5,000 square feet in area and is no longer necessary for the 
District’s use. 
 

2. This Resolution has been reviewed with respect to the applicability of the California 
Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) (Cal. Public Resources Code § 21000, et seq.). 
District staff has determined that the designation of the District Property as exempt 
surplus land does not have the potential for creating a significant effect on the 
environment and is therefore exempt from further review under CEQA pursuant to State 
CEQA Guidelines section 15060, subdivision (c)(3) because it is not a “project” as 
defined by the CEQA Guidelines Section 15378. Adoption of the Resolution does not 
have the potential for resulting in either a direct physical change in the environment or a 
reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment.  
 

3. The General Manager, or designee, is hereby authorized to submit this declaration of 
exempt surplus land to the California Department of Housing and Community 
Development, in conformance with state law, and file a Notice of Exemption pursuant to 
CEQA Guidelines Section 15062. 
 

The General Manager, or the General Manager’s designee, is hereby authorized to do all things 
which are deemed necessary or proper to effectuate the purposes of this Resolution, and any 
actions previously taken in connection with the purpose of this Resolution are hereby ratified and 
confirmed, including all actions necessary to dispose of the District Property in a manner 
consistent with applicable federal, state, and local laws.

TERMS FOR LETTER AGREEMENT TO ALLOW 
METROPOLITAN WATER DISTRICT TO BORROW WATER 

SUMMARY: 

Due to ongoing drought conditions and reduced State Water Project (SWP) allocations, 
Metropolitan Water District has requested to borrow the remaining SWP supplies stored in the 
IRWD Water Bank.  IRWD’s Coordinated Operating, Water Storage, Exchange and Delivery 
Agreement (Coordinated Agreement) with Metropolitan allows it  to borrow SWP supplies under 
certain conditions.  Staff has prepared terms for a proposed letter agreement that would waive 
specific terms in the Coordinated Agreement to allow Metropolitan to borrow IRWD’s SWP 
supplies in 2022.  In exchange, IRWD would receive an immediate credit for an equivalent 
amount of water in Metropolitan’s storage facilities in Southern California.  The terms include 
provisions that will close out the 2014 exchange between IRWD and Metropolitan resulting in 
IRWD receiving additional credits for water.  Staff recommends the Board authorize the General 
Manager to execute a letter agreement based on these proposed terms. 

BACKGROUND: 

In April 2011, Metropolitan, Municipal Water District of Orange County (MWDOC) and IRWD 
executed the Coordinated Agreement, which facilitates IRWD’s ability to secure SWP supplies 
for use within its service area.  Consistent with this agreement, all SWP supplies acquired by 
IRWD, with Metropolitan’s consent, are stored in Metropolitan’s name on behalf of IRWD.  The 
Coordinated Agreement allows Metropolitan to borrow SWP water stored in the IRWD Water 
Bank, subject to certain restrictions. 

In 2022, Metropolitan anticipates constraints in making water deliveries to its member agencies 
located in the portions of its service area predominantly dependent on SWP supplies.  To help 
meet its SWP delivery obligations, Metropolitan has requested to borrow IRWD’s remaining 
stored SWP supplies. 

Borrowing Allowed by the Coordinated Agreement: 

Pursuant to the Coordinated Agreement, Metropolitan’s borrowing of water shall not reduce 
IRWD’s remaining balance of water in storage to below 17,500 acre-feet (AF).  Currently, 
IRWD has 10,492 AF of non-SWP water and 4,177 AF of SWP water totaling 14,669 AF stored 
in the IRWD Water Bank.  Of the 4,177 AF of SWP water, 250 AF must remain in Kern County, 
which leaves the remaining 3,927 AF of SWP water available for Metropolitan to borrow.  Since 
IRWD’s total water in storage is less than 17,500 AF, Metropolitan’s borrowing of the 3,927 AF 
would require a letter agreement providing IRWD’s written consent to waive the 17,500 AF 
limitation. 
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Terms for Letter Agreement with Metropolitan: 
 
Staff has prepared terms for a letter agreement that would waive terms in the Coordinated 
Agreement to allow Metropolitan to borrow IRWD’s SWP supplies in 2022.  The letter 
agreement would also include provisions to close out the 2014 Exchange Agreement between 
IRWD and Metropolitan by issuing IRWD a credit for water already in Metropolitan’s Southern 
California storage facilities.  The proposed terms for a letter agreement between IRWD and 
Metropolitan are included as Exhibit “A”. 
 
Metropolitan Borrowing of SWP Supplies: 
 
The proposed letter agreement would include the following one-time waivers of requirements or 
conditions in the Coordinated Agreement facilitating Metropolitan’s borrowing of SWP water 
from IRWD: 

• IRWD will waive the requirement that Metropolitan cannot reduce the amount stored in 
IRWD’s Water Bank to less than 17,500 AF; 

• In the same year, Metropolitan will issue a credit to IRWD for water stored in Southern 
California that is equal to the amount borrowed by Metropolitan; and 

• In consideration of IRWD’s drought relief assistance, Metropolitan will waive IRWD’s 
reimbursement of the recovery costs incurred by Metropolitan for the borrowed water. 

 
Close Out 2014 Exchange Agreement: 
 
In 2014, IRWD and Metropolitan implemented the Exchange Agreement (referred to as the 2014 
Exchange Agreement) whereby IRWD recovered 4,000 AF of its non-SWP water supplies which 
were delivered by Metropolitan to Arvin Edison Water Storage District inside Kern County.  In 
exchange, Metropolitan is required to return an equal amount of water to either the IRWD Water 
Bank or to another location within 10 years.  The return water has not yet been delivered to 
IRWD.  The best way to close out the 2014 Exchange Agreement is to account for the return 
water as Program Water under the Coordinated Agreement and for Metropolitan to issue a credit 
to IRWD for 4,000 AF of water in Southern California.  Accordingly, the proposed letter 
agreement will also incorporate terms for closing out the 2014 Exchange Agreement. 
 
Under the 2014 Exchange Agreement, if Metropolitan returns the water to a location other than 
the IRWD Water Bank, IRWD is required to reimburse Metropolitan for the costs incurred by 
Metropolitan to extract and deliver the water to Arvin Edison.  Since IRWD will receive a credit 
for 4,000 AF in Southern California, IRWD shall reimburse Metropolitan for the costs 
previously invoiced by IRWD in the amount of $327,911.44.  By taking this water as a credit in 
the Metropolitan storage system, IRWD will avoid additional banking losses and future recharge 
and recovery costs. 
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Benefits to IRWD: 
 
Allowing Metropolitan to borrow IRWD’s remaining SWP water and closing out of the 2014 
Exchange Agreement will result in IRWD receiving a credit for 7,927 AF of water in 
Metropolitan’s Southern California storage facilities.  These credits will benefit IRWD by 
diversifying IRWD’s storage programs and by allowing IRWD to avoid banking costs and 
banking losses in Kern County. 
 
Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a letter agreement based 
on the proposed terms provided in Exhibit “A”. 
 
FISCAL IMPACTS: 
 
IRWD will pay the current Metropolitan Tier 1 rate when IRWD calls on the 7,927 AF to be 
provided as a credit in Metropolitan’s storage system in Southern California.  Metropolitan will 
pay all recovery and delivery costs associated with its borrowing of the water.  Pursuant to the 
2014 Exchange Agreement, IRWD will reimburse Metropolitan for the $327,911.44 in costs 
Metropolitan incurred when it recovered the water from the IRWD Water Bank. 
 
ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE: 
 
Final Environmental Impact Reports for the Strand Ranch and Stockdale Integrated Banking 
Project were prepared, certified, and approved in compliance with the California Environmental 
Quality Act (CEQA) of 1970 as amended, codified at California Public Resources Code Sections 
21000 et. seq., and the State CEQA Guidelines in the Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 6, 
Chapter 3.  Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water Storage District, as lead agency, filed Notices of 
Determination for both the Strand Ranch and Stockdale Integrated Banking Projects with the 
County of Kern.  IRWD, as a responsible agency, filed Notices of Determination with the 
County of Orange and with the County of Kern.

The Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) and the Metropolitan Water District of Southern 
California (Metropolitan) wish to enter into a Letter Agreement which will provide certain waivers 
to requirements in the Coordinated Operating, Water Storage, Exchange and Delivery Agreement 
(Coordinated Agreement), among Metropolitan, Municipal Water District of Orange County 
(MWDOC) and IRWD, dated April 21, 2011.  The Letter Agreement shall also include provisions 
for completing an exchange and closing out the “Agreement For Exchange of Water Between the 
Metropolitan Water District of Southern California and Irvine Ranch Water District” dated June 
30, 2014 (2014 Exchange Agreement).  Following are proposed terms for the Letter Agreement. 
 

1. Metropolitan desires to secure additional State Water Project (SWP) supplies in 2022 to 
deliver to its member agencies that are only able to receive SWP water.  In order to assist 
Metropolitan in acquiring additional SWP supplies in 2022, proposed waivers shall be 
made to contract requirements in the following sections in the Coordinated Agreement:  
 

a. Section 3.4 (c) Metropolitan Borrowing of Water.   
 
IRWD agrees to waive the requirement and limitation that Metropolitan shall not 
borrow more than the lessor of 17,500 acre feet or one-third of the aggregate amount of 
water held in the Metropolitan Delivery Account and the limitation of not reducing 
IRWD’s water in storage to below 17,500 AF.  IRWD agrees to allow Metropolitan to 
borrow up to 3,927 AF from its SWP stored supplies in 2022.  

b. Section 3.6 Reduction of Metropolitan Delivery Account Balance by Delivery of 
Program Water to Integrated Banking Project.  

Metropolitan agrees to issue an immediate credit for an equal amount of Metropolitan’s 
borrowed water up to 3,927 AF in 2022.  This credit shall not be reduced or replaced 
by Metropolitan delivering future SWP Table A water to the IRWD Water Bank.  

c. Section 6.1 (c) Recovery From Integrated Banking Project.  

In consideration of IRWD’s support in providing needed drought relief assistance, 
Metropolitan agrees to waive IRWD’s reimbursement to Metropolitan for the 
applicable costs that will be incurred by Metropolitan in 2022 to recover up to 3,927 
AF of borrowed water.   

d. Consistent with the Coordinated Agreement, the borrowing of the water would be 
second in priority to IRWD and its other exchange partners’ recovery requirements 
and subject to the actual physical limitations of the recovery facilities.  
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2. IRWD and Metropolitan implemented the 2014 Exchange Agreement whereby IRWD 

recovered and delivered 4,000 AF of its non-SWP water supplies, on behalf of 
Metropolitan, to Arvin Edison Water Storage District in Kern County to satisfy an 
obligation for Metropolitan.  In exchange, within ten years, Metropolitan would return an 
equal amount of water to either the IRWD Water Bank or to another location.  This return 
water has not yet been delivered to the IRWD.  
 

a. IRWD and Metropolitan agree that Metropolitan shall issue a credit for this water 
to IRWD according to Section 3.5 of the Coordinated Agreement.  This credit shall 
not be reduced or replaced by Metropolitan delivering future SWP water to the 
IRWD Water Bank. 

 
b. Per the Exchange Agreement, if Metropolitan returns the water to a location other 

than the IRWD Water Bank, then IRWD shall reimburse Metropolitan for the costs 
incurred by Metropolitan to extract and deliver the water.  Since IRWD will receive 
a credit for this water under the Coordinated Agreement, IRWD shall reimburse 
Metropolitan for the costs previously invoiced by IRWD in the amount of 
$327,911.44.   

 
c. Metropolitan shall notify IRWD of the issued credit for 4,000 AF of water under 

the Coordinated Agreement, which will effectively close out the 2014 Exchange 
Agreement.    
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ACTION CALENDAR 

TERMS FOR SHORT-TERM AND LONG-TERM WATER BANKING PROGRAMS 
WITH SANTA CLARITA VALLEY WATER AGENCY 

SUMMARY: 

In October 2021, staff met with the Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency to discuss implementing 
a mutually beneficial Short-term Drought Relief and Transfer Program (Short-term Program) and 
a Long-term Unbalanced Exchange Program (Long-Term Program).  The Short-Term Program 
would involve IRWD using its recovery capacity in the Strand and Stockdale Integrated Banking 
Projects (IRWD Water Bank) to provide drought relief to Santa Clarita by recovering Santa 
Clarita’s banked State Water Project (SWP) water stored in a separate Rosedale-Rio Bravo 
Water Storage District program.  This water would be provided in exchange for the future 
transfer of an equivalent amount of SWP water from Santa Clarita to IRWD.  The proposed 
Long-term Program would allow Santa Clarita to deliver future SWP water into storage in the 
IRWD Water Bank on a 2-for-1 unbalanced exchange basis.  Staff recommends the Board 
authorize the General Manager to execute a Short-term Drought Relief and Transfer Program 
Agreement and a Long-term Unbalanced Exchange Program Agreement between IRWD and 
Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency based on the terms presented below. 

BACKGROUND: 

Santa Clarita is an SWP Contractor that has SWP Table A supplies in excess of its demands and 
is a participant in a water banking program implemented in partnership with Rosedale (Rosedale 
Program).  Santa Clarita has a water storage account in the Rosedale Program and has stored 
SWP water and other water supplies in the account to supplement Santa Clarita’s water supplies 
during drought or shortage conditions. 

In October 2021, staff met with Santa Clarita to discuss implementing a Short-term Program that 
could provide drought relief to Santa Clarita and a future water supply for the IRWD Water 
Bank.  Also discussed was the potential for a Long-term Program that would allow Santa Clarita 
to deliver SWP water into storage at the IRWD Water Bank on a 2-for-1 basis.  Staff has 
developed draft terms for a proposed Short- and Long-term Programs with Santa Clarita as 
described below. 

Overview of Short-term Program: 

Santa Clarita anticipates the need for the recovery and delivery of additional banked water from 
its Rosedale Program in 2022 and 2023.  IRWD and Santa Clarita would implement a Short-term 
Program whereby IRWD would provide Santa Clarita drought relief by utilizing available 
recovery capacity within the IRWD Water Bank to recover up to 10,000 acre-feet (AF) of Santa 
Clarita’s water that is banked in the Rosedale Program.  When the final SWP allocation is 45% 
or greater, Santa Clarita would transfer an equal amount of its future SWP Table A water to a 
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SWP Contractor.  The SWP Contractor would accept this water, on IRWD’s behalf.  IRWD 
would recover up to 5,000 AF in 2022 and up to 5,000 AF in 2023 for delivery to Santa Clarita. 

At the Board meeting, staff will review the terms of the proposed Short-term Program, which are 
provided as Exhibit “A”.  Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute 
a Short-term Program agreement with Santa Clarita based on the terms presented in this exhibit . 

Overview of Long-term Program: 

The proposed terms for the Long-term Program would allow Santa Clarita to deliver SWP water 
for recharge at the IRWD Water Bank on a 2-for-1 basis.  Santa Clarita would be allowed to 
deliver water into storage multiple times between now and December 31, 2035.  The total 
amount of storage dedicated to the Long-term Program would be 30,000 AF with 15,000 AF 
available for Santa Clarita.  IRWD would return one-half of the water, less a proportional share 
of losses, to Santa Clarita by the end of the seventh full year after each associated recharge event. 
The other half of the water would be deemed transferred to IRWD through an SWP Contractor.  
Terms for the proposed Long-term Program are provided in Exhibit “B”. 

Sufficient Capacities Exist: 

Sufficient storage capacity exists in the IRWD Water Bank to accommodate a 30,000 AF 
Long-term Program with Santa Clarita.  The Long-term Program recovery and recharge capacity 
needs would be accommodated by utilizing unused capacities currently dedicated to the 
long-term exchange programs with Antelope Valley-East Kern Water Agency and Buena Vista 
Water Storage District.  Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a 
Long-term Program agreement with Santa Clarita based on the terms presented in Exhibit “B”. 

FISCAL IMPACTS: 

Under the Short-term Program, Santa Clarita will pay all costs to recover water from the IRWD 
Water Bank.  If the future transfer water is delivered to the IRWD Water Bank, then IRWD 
would pay the costs to recharge this water.  Under the proposed Long-term Program, IRWD and 
Santa Clarita would each pay the recharge and recovery costs associated with each agency’s 
share of water. 

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE: 

Final Environmental Impact Reports for the Strand Ranch and Stockdale Integrated Banking 
Project were prepared, certified, and approved in compliance with the California Environmental 
Quality Act (CEQA) of 1970 as amended, codified at California Public Resources Code Sections 
21000 et. seq., and the State CEQA Guidelines in the Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 6, 
Chapter 3.  Rosedale, as lead agency, filed Notices of Determination for both the Strand Ranch 
and Stockdale Integrated Banking Projects with the County of Kern.  IRWD, as a responsible 
agency, filed Notices of Determination with the County of Orange and with the County of Kern. 
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COMMITTEE STATUS: 
 
This item was reviewed by the Supply Reliability Programs Committee on November 18, 2021. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
THAT THE BOARD AUTHORIZE THE GENERAL MANAGER TO DEVELOP AND

AGREEMENT AND A LONG-TERM UNBALANCED EXCHANGE PROGRAM 
AGREEMENT BETWEEN IRWD AND SANTA CLARITA VALLEY WATER AGENCY

Parties The Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) and the Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency 
(SCVWA) 

Existing Water 
Banking 

Programs 

The IRWD Water Bank, located in Kern County, is owned by IRWD and operated by 
Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water Storage District.  IRWD holds first priority rights to the use 
of the recovery facilities within the IRWD Water Bank. 

SCVWA is a participant in a water banking program developed by Rosedale (the 
Rosedale Program) where SCVWA has stored State Water Project (SWP) water. 

Purpose 

IRWD and SCVWA to implement a Short Term Recovery and Transfer Program 
(Short-Term Program) through which IRWD provides SCVWA with drought relief 
assistance by utilizing available recovery capacity within the IRWD Water Bank to 
recover a portion of SCVWA SWP water banked in the Rosedale Program.  In 
exchange for providing this drought relief, SCVWA would transfer an equal amount of 
its future SWP Table A water to Metropolitan or another SWP Contractor willing on 
IRWD’s behalf, when the final SWP allocation is 45% or greater. 

Term The term of the Program would be through December 31, 2026.   

Quantity Up to 5,000 acre-feet (AF) of SCVWA’s SWP water stored in the Rosedale Program 
would be recovered in 2022 and up to 5,000 AF would be recovered in 2023.   

Recovered Water 

Recovered Water shall be the water that IRWD recovers for SCVWA from the 
Rosedale Program utilizing capacity within the IRWD Water Bank.  IRWD shall make 
every effort to have recovery capacity available for SCVWA to recover up to 5,000 AF 
in 2022 and up to 5,000 AF in 2023 during the months of June, July, August and 
September of each year.   

Transfer Water 

Transfer Water shall be equal to the cumulative AF amounts recovered by SCVWA in 
2022 and 2023 utilizing the IRWD Water Bank recovery capacity.  Transfer Water 
shall be delivered to Metropolitan or another SWP Contractor on IRWD’s behalf, from 
SCVWA’s future approved SWP Table A water when the final SWP allocation is 45% 
or greater.  All Transfer Water would be delivered no later than the end of 2026.  
Metropolitan or the SWP Contractor, at its discretion, may direct the Transfer Water to 
be delivered to either the IRWD Water Bank or to its service area.  SCVWA shall 
cooperate with IRWD and Metropolitan or the SWP Contractor in scheduling the 
Transfer Water deliveries, which would be subject to available recharge capacity in the 
IRWD Water Bank.  To the applicable, the delivery of Transfer Water would be subject 
to provisions of IRWD’s Coordinated Operating, Water Storage, Exchange and 
Delivery Agreement with Metropolitan and the MWDOC (Coordinated Agreement). 

Quality 

The quality of Recovered Water and Transfer Water will be limited as follows:  if and 
to the extent that either party delivers water to and into the California Aqueduct, the 
quality of water shall meet the water quality standards established by DWR for 
pump-in to the California Aqueduct. 
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Delivery Points 

The Recovered Water shall be extracted utilizing capacities in the IRWD Water Bank 
and conveyed to the Cross Valley Canal (CVC) and to the pump-in location at Reach 
12E of the California Aqueduct.  SCVWA shall coordinate with DWR for delivery of 
Recovered Water to the SCVWA requested point of delivery (SCVWA POD) in the 
California Aqueduct.  SCVWA shall deliver Transfer Water from its future SWP Table 
A allocation to either the IRWD point of delivery (IRWD POD), which will be the 
IRWD Water Bank turnouts on the CVC, or as directed by Metropolitan or the SWP 
Contractor.  

Losses 

SCVWA assumes the banking losses of the Recovered Water.  The Transfer Water 
shall be equal to the amount of water recovered by SCVWA utilizing IRWD Water 
Bank recovery capacity, and IRWD will incur the banking losses if Metropolitan or the 
SWP Contractor decides to take delivery of the Transfer Water at the IRWD Water 
Bank.  SCVWA and IRWD each may incur additional conveyance losses of 1% to 2% 
in the CVC for conveyance, as measured and assessed by Kern County Water Agency 
(KCWA). 

Recovered Water 
Costs  

SCVWA shall pay any costs assessed by Rosedale for the extraction of Recovered 
Water utilizing capacities within the IRWD Water Bank including costs associated 
with groundwater pumping, administrative costs, other associated O&M costs, 
applicable costs of CVC pumping and use of CVC capacity.  SCVWA may be 
responsible for any costs assessed by Rosedale under its Long Term Operations Plan 
for implementing provisions to prevent impacts from operations.  It is expected that 
banking projects, such as the IRWD Water Bank, may be required to contribute $2.00 
per AF for recovered water to a fund, which may be used to meet mitigation 
obligations. 

Transfer Water 
Costs 

SCVWA shall pay all fixed SWP costs associated with making Transfer Water 
available for delivery to the IRWD POD or as directed by Metropolitan or the SWP 
Contractor.  IRWD shall pay the costs assessed by Rosedale for the recharge of the 
Transfer Water consistent with that certain Water Banking and Exchange Program 
Agreement between Rosedale and IRWD dated January 13, 2009. These estimated 
costs may include Rosedale’s administrative charge, applicable fixed and variable 
O&M water bank costs.  IRWD shall be responsible for all recovery costs associated 
with its future use of the Transfer Water. 

An agreement is expected to be required among the DWR, Metropolitan or the SWP 
Contractor, SCVWA and KCWA for the delivery of Transfer Water to the IRWD 
Water Bank.  IRWD and SCVWA shall share equally in the third party wheeling fee of 
$5.00 per AF that may be assessed by KCWA.    

SWP Variable 
OMP&R Costs 

For delivery of Recovered Water to SCVWA, SCVWA will pay all DWR Variable 
OMP&R charges from Reach 12E to the SCVWA POD in the California Aqueduct. To 
the extent applicable, for delivery of Transfer Water, Metropolitan will pay all DWR 
Variable OMP&R charges in accordance with the Coordinated Agreement. 

Agency 
Coordination 

IRWD and SCVWA would cooperate with DWR, KCWA, and Metropolitan or the 
SWP Contractor in preparing all necessary agreements to facilitate the Program.  
IRWD and SCVWA shall each be responsible for their own costs associated with such 
coordination. 

Environmental 
Compliance 

Both parties shall comply with California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and 
cooperate with one another with respect to CEQA compliance that may be required by 
the DWR for the proposed Program.  IRWD has already conducted environmental 
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review under CEQA for the Strand and Stockdale Integrated Banking Projects that 
takes into consideration the delivery, storage and recovery of SWP water.  Rosedale 
certified and IRWD approved the CEQA documents for the Strand and Stockdale 
Integrated Banking Projects.  Corresponding Notices of Determination were filed by 
both Rosedale and IRWD.  Both IRWD and SCVWA shall each be responsible for any 
other environmental review or permitting necessary to implement the Program within 
their own respective service areas. 

Water Rights 

It is expressly agreed, understood, and acknowledged by IRWD and SCVWA that any 
recovery of water for SCVWA or the transfer of SWP Water to the IRWD Water Bank 
by SCVWA will not result in or be considered a sale or transfer of SCVWA’s 
contractual rights to SWP water or a sale or transfer of IRWD’s ownership in the 
IRWD Water Bank.  

General Expenses 
Each Party would be responsible for its own fees and expenses arising out of the 
negotiation and execution of the Program Agreement, obtaining necessary approvals, 
and the like.

Between Irvine Ranch Water District and Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency

Parties Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD); and the Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency 
(SCVWA) 

Purpose 

IRWD and SCVWA would implement a Long-Term Unbalanced Exchange 
Program (Exchange Program) that would allow SCVWA to deliver State Water 
Project (SWP) water into storage at IRWD’s Strand and Stockdale Integrated 
Banking Projects (IRWD Water Bank) on a 2-for-1 basis. All recharge and 
recovery facilities at the IRWD Water Bank could be used to deliver water in and 
out of storage at the Water Bank. 

Term The Exchange Program would end on December 31, 2035. 

Storage Capacity 

Up to 30,000 AF of storage capacity in the IRWD Water Bank would be 
dedicated to the Exchange Program.  The maximum account balance to be 
allocated for the storage of SCVWA’s share of the water stored in the IRWD 
Water Bank would be 15,000 AF.  IRWD at its sole discretion could increase the 
total storage capacity allocated to the Exchange Program with a proportional 
increase in SCVWA’s maximum account balance.  IRWD could also reduce the 
total storage capacity and maximum account balance allocated to SCVWA 
should SCVWA not exercise its ability to deliver water into storage at the IRWD 
Water Bank. 

Exchange Water 

SCVWA will supply SWP water to the IRWD Water Bank available to SCVWA 
through its SWP Contract with the Department of Water Resources (DWR).  
One-half of the Exchange Water delivered into storage would be deemed 
transferred to IRWD.  Recharge capacity to accept the Exchange Water would be 
subject to scheduling and availability considering IRWD’s other exchange 
programs. 

Return Water 

Water shall be returned, when requested by SCVWA, at an annual rate of no 
more than one-third of the maximum account balance allocated to SCVWA, after 
losses and not to exceed 5,000 AF per year, subject to scheduling and availability 
of wells considering IRWD’s other exchange programs and the need to recover 
water for itself.  IRWD could allow SCVWA to recover more water in a year, 
should IRWD determine that the use of additional recovery capacity by SCVWA 
would not infringe on IRWD’s ability to recover water for itself and/or IRWD’s 
other partners. 
 
SCVWA’s share of the water recharged and stored may not remain in storage 
beyond the end of the seventh calendar year after the delivery of water into 
storage in the IRWD Water Bank.  For example, if 10,000 AF of water (after 
losses) is delivered by SCVWA into storage in year 1, then SCVWA’s 5,000 AF 
share must be returned by the end of year 8.  If another 10,000 AF of water (after 
losses) is delivered by SCVWA into storage in year 3, then SCVWA’s 5,000 AF 
share must be returned by the end of Year 10.

Losses 

Water Banking losses shall be shared equally between IRWD and SCVWA 
(between 11 and 15%).  SCVWA and IRWD each may incur additional 
conveyance losses of 1% to 2% in the Cross Valley Canal (CVC) for conveyance 
of each agencies share of the water, as measured and assessed by Kern County 
Water Agency. 

Recharge Costs 

IRWD and SCVWA would each be responsible for one-half of all costs assessed 
to IRWD by Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water Storage District (Rosedale) for 
recharging water at the Water Bank.  These costs may include Rosedale’s 
administrative charge, charges assessed by the Kern County Water Agency 
(KCWA), Cross Valley Canal (CVC) Standby, applicable CVC pumping and 
O&M costs, and applicable fixed and variable O&M Water Bank costs. 

SWP Fixed and 
Variable Costs 

IRWD and SCVWA would each be responsible for one-half of all SWP related 
variable costs incurred with making the Exchange Water available for recharge at 
the IRWD Water Bank. 

SCVWA shall pay all fixed SWP costs associated with making the water 
available for recharge, including water that will be allocated to IRWD. 

Recovery Costs 

IRWD and SCVWA would each be responsible for actual costs of recovery for 
each agency’s respective share of the water either through well pumping or by 
exchange. These costs may include Rosedale’s administrative charge, charges 
assessed by the KCWA, CVC Standby, O&M, and applicable CVC pumping 
costs, and applicable fixed and variable O&M Water Bank costs.    

SCVWA will pay all conveyance costs in the Aqueduct associated with the 
delivery of recovered water to SCVWA’s service area or other SCVWA delivery 
points. 

IRWD and  SCVWA would each share any costs assessed by Rosedale under its 
Long Term Operations Plan for implementing provisions of the MOUs to prevent 
impacts from operations.  It is expected that banking projects, such as the Water 
Bank, will be required to contribute $2.00/AF for recovered water to a fund, 
which may be used to meet mitigation obligations.     

Agency 
Coordination 

IRWD and SCVWA would cooperate with DWR and Metropolitan Water 
District of Southern California or another SWP Contractor willing to act on 
IRWD’s behalf in preparing all necessary agreements to facilitate the Exchange 
Program. 

Environmental 
Compliance 

Both parties shall comply with California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) 
and cooperate with one another with respect to CEQA compliance that may be 
required by the DWR for the proposed Exchange Program.  IRWD has conducted 
environmental review under CEQA for the Strand and Stockdale Integrated 
Banking Projects that takes into consideration the delivery, storage and recovery 
of SWP water. Rosedale certified and IRWD and approved the CEQA documents 
for the Strand and Stockdale Integrated Banking Projects.  IRWD and SCVWA 
will share equally any additional costs associated with environmental review or 
permitting deemed necessary for delivering SCVWA water into storage.  Both 
IRWD and SCVWA shall each be responsible for any other environmental 
review or permitting necessary to implement the Exchange Program within their 
own respective service areas. 
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General Expenses 
Each Party would be responsible for its own fees and expenses arising out of the 
negotiation and execution of the Exchange Program Agreement, obtaining 
necessary approvals and the like. 
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FISCAL YEARS 2021-22 AND 2022-23 
PROPOSED RATES AND COST OF SERVICE STUDY 

SUMMARY: 

The approved Fiscal Year (FY) 2021-22 Operating Budget for IRWD is $180.2 million, 
representing an increase of $6.6 million, or 3.8%, compared to the Operating Budget for 
FY 2020-21. The proposed FY 2022-23 Operating Budget for IRWD is $187.7 million, 
representing an increase of $7.6 million, or 4.2%, compared to the proposed Operating Budget 
for FY 2021-22. These budgets were adopted by the IRWD Board of Directors on April 26, 
2021. 

Increases to the IRWD rates and charges for services are necessary to provide for cost of service 
equity. Due to the continued economic impact of COVID-19 to IRWD’s customers, the District 
deferred a rate increase until after December 31, 2021; the most recent rate increase was in July 
2019.  Staff recommends a rate increase that equates to $4.54 per month, or an 8.9% increase for 
a typical residential customer.  Staff anticipates resuming the normal two-year rate review cycle 
consistent with the adoption of the two-year budget for FY 2023-24 and FY 2024-25.  In 
addition, staff has developed Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) rates as a potential 
response action for each water shortage level in the WSCP. 

Staff will present a draft PowerPoint presentation to review rates attached as Exhibit “A”. Draft 
Proposition 218 notices are attached as Exhibit “B”.  

Staff recommends that the IRWD Board of Directors approve the Proposition 218 notices 
subject to non-substantive and legal changes in order to affect the new rates that will become 
effective upon adoption by the Board. 

BACKGROUND: 

Tiered Rate Structure Cost Allocation: 

IRWD implemented an allocation-based rate structure in 1991, and established the over 
allocation use tiers to reflect the higher cost of providing service to those tiers.  This approach 
resulted in a decrease of water consumption in excess of 10% and laid the groundwork for the 
efficient use of water by IRWD customers that is firmly established today.  IRWD’s rate 
structure aligns excessive water use with rates that are higher than the base rate to fund costs 
including: 1) water banking and recycled water conversions; 2) targeted conservation efforts 
focused on customers in the over allocation tiers; and 3) urban runoff treatment (i.e., the Natural 
Treatment System) – a byproduct of wasteful water usage.  The rate structure is based on the cost 
of service to provide water to each tier and is detailed below. 

IRWD’s allocation-based rate structure and the District’s rate-setting process utilizes approved 
legislation included in Chapter 3.4 (Sections 370 -374) of the California Water Code that 
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provides the ability to add costs for uses beyond the reasonable use basic allocation.  The 
approved FY 2021-22 and FY 2022-23 Operating Budgets and recommended rate increases 
follow these guidelines. The District’s rate-setting process provides for the determination of the 
nexus between the revenue generated from the proposed rates and the costs driving those rates, 
and between the rates and the estimated benefit from the additional associated costs. 
 
Over-allocation revenue can fluctuate significantly from year to year, with weather conditions 
being a highly variable factor.  During wet years, over-allocation revenue is reduced while dry 
years generates more as consumption increases.  Consistent with the District’s practice – as 
weather (and therefore, consumption) cannot be accurately predicted – this over-allocation fund 
is to be considered cyclical for use over a three-year to five-year period. The approved FY 
2021-22 and FY 2022-23 Operating Budgets include prioritized programs and expenditures that 
will utilize the fund and provide a benefit to the District during years that are drier than normal. 
 
Cost of Service Study:  
 
Prior to commencing the rate-setting process for FY 2021-22 and FY 2022-23, IRWD engaged 
the consulting firm Raftelis Financial Consultants, Inc. to perform a Cost of Service Study (the 
2020 COS Study).  The purpose of the external review was: 1) to meet legal requirements; 2) to 
affirm or update IRWD’s existing processes; and 3) to create an opportunity to consider 
alternatives that meet Board objectives. 
 
Staff and Raftelis updated the rate model based on its findings and Finance and Personnel 
Committee recommendations from the 2020 COS Study.  This model was used to develop the 
rate recommendations for FY 2021-22 and FY 2022-23.  Staff completed additional analysis to 
provide rate recommendations that will provide cost equity over the period of March 1, 2022 
through June 30, 2023 (16 months), the time period covering the recommended rate increases. 
 
The 2021 Cost of Service includes the 2020 COS Study for FY 2020-21 along with two 
Technical Memoranda (by staff and legal counsel) and addenda to support the calculation of 
rates for FY 2021-22 and 2022-23 which are provided as “Exhibit C”.  The methodology used in 
the calculation of rates for FY 2021-22 and FY 2022-23 is consistent with the 2020 COS Study. 
 
Standard Rates: 
 
Generally, rates are adopted and implemented to cover operating costs for each fiscal year’s 
adopted budget.  Rate increases are driven by operational expenses, many of which are a direct 
result of higher pass-through expenses from outside agencies and are necessary to provide for 
cost of service equity.  Rate increases for the full year FY 2021-22 were not implemented as the 
Board elected to defer rate increases part of the year due to continued customer hardships 
resulting from COVID-19.  It is anticipated that the Board will adopt rate increases covering 
operating costs for both fiscal years (FY2021-22 and FY 2022-23) in January 2022. Rate 
increases would be reflected on customer bills beginning March 1, 2022 and would cover the 
period March 1, 2022 through June 30, 2023 (for a 16 month period).  These will be referred to 
as “Standard Rates”.

Fixed Water Service Charge: 
 
Monthly fixed service charges for the treated water system are based on cost of service. The 
potable and recycled fixed water service charge is proposed to increase by $0.40 per month to 
$10.75 for a 5/8-inch meter. It includes a user rate contribution of $2.78 per month for capital 
infrastructure enhancements and replacements. 
 
Sewer Service Charge: 
 
The sewer system rates are based on cost of service. The proposed increase for a typical 
residential customer based on the average use of 5 ccf or less per month for the lowest three 
months will increase by $0.90 from $19.55 to $20.45 per month. It includes a user rate 
contribution of $8.33 per month for capital infrastructure enhancements and replacements. 
 
Pumping Surcharges: 
 
IRWD’s pumping surcharges were developed in detail through the Embedded Energy Study in 
FY 2015-16.  This study provided a nexus between the surcharge and the cost associated with 
moving the water to higher elevations and was updated in 2019 and included new rate 
recommendations. The most recent pumping surcharge rate increase was in July 2019. 
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The proposed pumping surcharges include increases based on the rates that were deferred for FY 
2020-21 along with the rising energy costs as identified in the FY 2021-22 and FY 2022-23 
budgets.  The proposed potable pumping surcharges by area range from $0.33 to $0.79/CCF.  
The proposed recycled water pumping surcharges by area range from $.014 to $0.47/CCF. 
 
Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) Rates: 
 
The IRWD Board of Directors adopted an updated Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) in 
June 2021.  The WSCP includes a “toolbox” of potential strategies for responding to each level of 
water shortage. The Board approved maximum water shortage water budget adjustments associated 
with levels of shortage at the October 26, 2021 Board meeting. Using WSCP as a guide and 
following Proposition 218’s requirements, rates were developed for each shortage level. These 
will be referred to as “WSCP rates” and have only been developed for the potable system 
commodity rates.  They have no impact on the monthly fixed service water or sewer charges or 
on the recycled system.

If the Board of Directors elect to implement any of these WSCP rates, the proposed commodity 
rates are expected to provide cost of service equity for the budgeted Board-approved operating 
variable costs and additional costs incurred as a direct result of a water shortage declaration at 
the associated stage level. Implementation of WSCP rates would require additional Board action.

FISCAL IMPACTS: 
 
For standard rates, the proposed commodity rates are expected to cover budgeted Board-
approved operating variable costs. Proposed fixed water and sewer service charges will cover 
operating fixed costs. The proposed rate increases will result in contributions to the Enhancement 
and Replacement Fund totaling approximately $67.0 million. The conservation fund is expected 
to generate and use approximately $29.5 million over the same two fiscal years.  
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WSCP rates will only be implemented in the event of a water shortage declaration and upon 
approval by the Board of Directors. Rates that are not implemented have no fiscal impact.

Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) is a public agency that provides water and sewer service. Our rates are based on the actual cost to provide water 
and sewer service to our customers and are based on the expenses included in IRWD’s budget. The basis for the proposed rates is detailed in the 
Cost of Service Study, which is available at IRWD.com/services/proposed-rates. The IRWD Board of Directors adopted a two-year budget on April 
26, 2021. The proposed rates, if adopted, will be effective January 24, 2022, and implemented beginning February 1, 2022. As proposed, 
they are expected to increase the average residential bill by 8.9%. The increase is due primarily to uncontrollable pass-through cost increases 
from regional agencies that that supply water, regional sewage, or energy services to IRWD, as well as increases in costs associated with continuing 
to provide the current high level of water and sewer service our customers expect. See below for how the rates are calculated.   
 
A critical IRWD objective is to keep costs, and therefore rates, as low as possible for our customers. Even with the proposed increase, when 
compared with other agencies providing similar services in Orange County, IRWD’s rates are consistently among the lowest. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Understanding basic components of your residential water bill 
Your water bill has two basic components: variable water usage charges and service charges. 
• Variable water usage charges: Variable costs — for water you use both inside and outdoor your home each month. These charges are based 

on the cost of local and imported water and other costs of providing service that vary based on usage. 

• Service charges: Fixed costs — to recover the fixed expenses of operating and maintaining IRWD’s infrastructure. There are separate service 
charges for water and sewer service. These monthly fixed costs fluctuate depending on the number of days in a billing cycle. 

For customers who live at higher elevations, a pumping surcharge is added to the variable water usage charge to cover pumping costs to serve 
higher elevations. 
 
Variable water usage charge  
Each residence is assigned a monthly water usage budget. How much you pay for each 100 cubic feet (CCF) of water depends on whether you stay 
within your water budget. IRWD allocates its lowest-cost water for usage within the monthly water budget. Higher-cost water is used to meet 
demands of customers who use water above their budgets. For example, groundwater from local wells is the least expensive, while imported water 
from out of state or Northern California costs the most. 
 
Rates are broken into four tiers. Each tier is assigned a rate based on the actual cost of serving customers within each tier. Cost of service includes 
both the cost of water based on the source of water and other variable costs as detailed below. The Low Volume and Base rate tiers are for water 
used within each customer’s budget, which is sourced primarily from lower-cost groundwater and reduces the need to import expensive water. The 
majority of imported water costs are allocated to the Inefficient and Wasteful tiers. Expenses for districtwide water-efficiency programs (districtwide 
conservation programs) that educate customers on ways to conserve water are not included in the Low Volume rate since customers who remain in 
this tier do not need this assistance, but those expenses are included in the higher tiers. Additional costs associated with targeted conservation 
programs, urban runoff treatment, and water banking are paid only by customers with usage in the Inefficient and Wasteful tiers because their higher 
usage: (i) requires individualized conservation assistance, (ii) leads to urban runoff that requires costly treatment, and (iii) requires greater water 
reserves through water banking to provide reliable water supplies during a drought or other water shortage. Costs are allocated among those two 
tiers based on their share of costs to run these programs. IRWD would not need these programs if all customers remained within their individual 
water budgets.

Why did the cost of water service increase? 
The main reasons for the change include uncontrollable cost increases to IRWD attributed to: 

• Pass-through charges (5.7% increase) from Orange County Water District (OCWD) for pumping local groundwater, which is still the lowest-
cost water. 

• Pass-through charges from Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (MWD) for imported water purchased through the regional 
wholesaler, the Municipal Water District of Orange County (MWDOC) (4.6% increase).

Fixed water and sewer service charges 
In addition to the water usage charges that you control based on the amount of water you use, your bill contains fixed charges for water service and 
sewer service. Fixed water service charges are based on the size of your water meter providing water flow to your property. These charges are 
assessed whether or not you use water that month and may increase or decrease based on the number of days in the billing period. Monthly 
service charges are fixed charges that cover IRWD’s cost of operations, maintenance, and infrastructure, and do not change based on the amount 
of a customer’s monthly water or sewer use. Monthly service charges are based on a 30-day calendar month, so billing cycles that are longer or 
shorter than 30 days are billed based on the proportional number of days. The fixed charge includes an amount set aside for the future inevitable 
repair and replacement of infrastructure such as pipes, pumping stations, and treatment facilities. This way, IRWD can avoid significant one-time 
rate spikes when the repairs and replacements are made. These charges are not used to pay for facilities that extend service to new development. 
 
Water fixed service charges 
The fixed monthly water service charges for the average residential customer are used to pay for operations and maintenance costs, including 
inevitable infrastructure enhancements and replacements.

Automatic pass-through adjustments and other surcharges 
IRWD used its best available information to calculate proposed increases in the cost of imported water IRWD purchases from MWD through 
MWDOC, the replenishment charges paid to OCWD for pumping groundwater, and the cost for regional treatment of sewage paid to the Orange 
County Sanitation District (OCSAN). IRWD has no control over the charges set by regional agencies (MWD, MWDOC, OCWD, OCSAN), SCE, 
etc.) or penalties, taxes and fees assessed by the state and must pass those costs through to IRWD customers. Should any of the regional 
agencies or the State of California adopt an additional increase (or decrease) in its charges, taxes, or fees (“pass-through amount”), IRWD may 
automatically recalculate its rates to include the pass-through amount.

Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) 
IRWD is required by the California Water Code Section 10632 to prepare and adopt a Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) as part of its 
Urban Water Management Plan. The WSCP, adopted by IRWD on June 28, 2021, includes requirements to implement locally appropriate water 
shortage response actions for six standard water shortage levels. The following are the rates proposed as a potential response action for each water 
shortage level. These rates are based on the actual cost to provide service to our customers in times of water shortage. For a detailed explanation, 
please refer to the District’s WSCP at bit.ly/wscp-2021. An overview of the supply shortage response actions considered for each level of water 
shortage can be found on Page 33, Table 3-3 of the WSCP. Achieving the WSCP reductions for each level will require a broad approach. The table 
below includes the target potable water use reduction for each level, the minimum water budget provided at each level, and the steps necessary to 
meet the water shortage at each level.

How a water shortage could affect rates 
If IRWD experiences a water shortage, IRWD may be required to implement water shortage response actions that would include possible water rate 
increases, due to changes in costs to provide customers with water during a shortage. The water rates at each water shortage level are shown in the 
following table. The IRWD Board of Directors will consider adopting these rates concurrently with the water and sewer rates discussed above. The 
water shortage contingency rates would only be charged to customers depending on the level and duration of the water shortage as defined in the 
WSCP, and only when conditions declared by IRWD’s Board are met. Customers will receive communication of when these conditions have been 
met and when the water shortage contingency rates are being charged.

Public hearing 
Any customer or property owner within the IRWD service area may file a written protest for the proposed rate increases with IRWD by sending a 
letter to IRWD, P.O. Box 5149, Irvine, CA 92616. A valid protest letter must include your name, the address at which you receive service from IRWD, 
a statement of protest, and your original signature. Protest letters received by Jan. 24, 2022, will be tabulated and presented to the Board of 
Directors at a public hearing regarding the rate increase to be held on Jan. 24, 2022, at 5 p.m. in the IRWD Board Room, 15600 Sand Canyon Ave., 
Irvine, California. Any customer or property owner may appear at the hearing to make comments regarding the proposed rates. Protest letters may 
be delivered in person and must be received prior to the conclusion of the Jan. 24 public hearing.  
 
Pursuant to Government Code Section 53759, there is a 120-day statute of limitations for any judicial action or proceeding challenging any new, 
increased, or extended water and sewer fee or charge.

Proposed water shortage contingency rates per CCF beginning February 2022  
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Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) is a public agency that provides water and sewer service. Our rates are based on the actual cost to provide water 
and sewer service to our customers and are based on the expenses included in IRWD’s budget. The basis for the proposed rates is detailed in the 
Cost of Service Study, which is available at IRWD.com/services/proposed-rates. The IRWD Board of Directors adopted a two-year budget on April 
26, 2021. The proposed rates, if adopted, will be effective January 24, 2022, and implemented beginning February 1, 2022. The increase is 
due primarily to uncontrollable pass-through cost increases from regional agencies that supply water, regional sewer, or energy services to IRWD, as 
well as increases in costs associated with continuing to provide the current high level of water and sewer service our customers expect. See below 
for how the rates are calculated.   
 
A critical IRWD objective is to keep costs, and therefore rates, as low as possible for our customers. Even with the proposed increase, when 
compared with other agencies providing similar services in Orange County, IRWD’s rates are consistently among the lowest. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
Understanding basic components of your water bill 
Your water bill has two basic components: variable water usage charges and service charges. 
• Variable water usage charges: Variable costs — for the amount of water you use inside and outside each month. These charges are based on 

the cost of local and imported water and other costs of providing service that vary based on usage. 

• Service charges: Fixed costs — to recover the fixed expenses of operating and maintaining IRWD’s infrastructure. These monthly fixed costs 
fluctuate depending on the number of days in a billing cycle. 

For customers who are located at higher elevations, a pumping surcharge is added to the variable water usage charge to cover pumping costs to 
serve higher elevations. 
 
Variable water usage charge  
To encourage wise water use, each customer is assigned a monthly water usage budget. How much you pay for each 100 cubic feet (CCF) of water 
depends on whether you stay within your water budget. IRWD allocates its lowest-cost water for usage within the monthly water budget. Higher-cost 
water is used to meet demands of customers who use water above their budgets. For example, groundwater from local wells is the least expensive, 
while imported water from out of state or Northern California costs the most. 
 
Rates are broken into two tiers. Each tier is assigned a rate based on the actual cost of serving customers within each tier. Cost of service includes 
both the cost of water based on the source of water and other variable costs as detailed below. The Base rate tier is for water used within each 
commercial, industrial, public authority or non-residential mixed use customer’s (CII) budget, which is sourced primarily from lower-cost groundwater 
and supplemented with imported water. The majority of imported water costs are allocated to the Wasteful tier. Expenses for districtwide water-
efficiency programs (districtwide conservation programs) that educate customers on ways to conserve water are included in both tiers to educate 
and assist customers with conservation. Additional costs associated with targeted conservation programs, urban runoff treatment, and water banking 
are paid only by customers with usage in the Wasteful tier because their higher usage: (i) requires individualized conservation assistance, (ii) leads 
to urban runoff that requires costly treatment, and (iii) requires greater water reserves through water banking to provide reliable water supplies during 
a drought or other water shortage. Costs are allocated to the Wasteful tier based on their share of costs to run these programs. IRWD would not 
need these programs if all customers remained within their individual water budgets.

This may include an on-site 
assessment. Usage up to 100% of the water budget is billed at the Base rate. Usage above a customer's water budget is billed at a higher Wasteful 
rate because IRWD must use more expensive water to meet Wasteful demands. For more information on the Base and Wasteful CII rates, please 
visit the IRWD website at IRWD.com/services/proposed-rates.

In addition to the water usage charges that you control based on the amount of water you use, your bill contains fixed charges for water service and 
sewer service. Fixed water service charges are based on the size of your water meter providing water flow to your property. These charges are 
assessed whether or not you use water that month and may increase or decrease based on the number of days in the billing period. Monthly service 
charges are fixed charges which cover IRWD’s cost of operations, maintenance and infrastructure and do not change based on the amount of a 
customer’s monthly water or sewer use. Monthly service charges are based on a 30-day calendar month so billing cycles which are longer or shorter 
than 30 days are billed based on the proportional number of days. The fixed charge includes an amount set aside for the future inevitable repair and 
replacement of infrastructure such as pipes, pumping stations and treatment facilities. This way, IRWD can avoid significant one-time rate spikes 
when the repairs and replacements are made. These charges are not used to pay for facilities that extend service to new development. 
 
Water fixed service charges  
The fixed monthly water service charges for CII customers are used to pay for operations and maintenance costs, including inevitable infrastructure 
enhancements and replacements. The charge is based on the size of your meter.

The current amount for your meter size appears on your bill. Potable customers who remain in the Low Volume tier for most of the year will have a 
larger percentage of their bill made up of the fixed charge.

Sewer fixed service charges  
The proposed fixed monthly sewer service charges are used to pay for operations and maintenance costs, including inevitable infrastructure 
enhancements and replacements of infrastructure such as pipes, pumping stations, and treatment facilities. Each customer's use of IRWD sewer 
service derives from the customer's use of potable water from IRWD.  Additional fixed monthly charges for the operation and maintenance of the 
system are based on 90% of the volume of water used and treated in excess of 10 CCF per month because IRWD assumes that is the portion sent 
to IRWD’s sewer system.

Automatic pass-through adjustments and other surcharges  
IRWD used its best available information to calculate proposed increases in the cost of imported water IRWD purchases from MWD through 
MWDOC, the replenishment charges paid to OCWD for pumping groundwater, and the cost for regional treatment of sewage paid to the Orange 
County Sanitation District (OCSAN). IRWD has no control over the amounts set by regional agencies (MWD, MWDOC, OCWD, OCSAN, SCE, 
etc.) or penalties, taxes and fees assessed by the state and must pass those costs through to IRWD customers. Should any of the regional 
agencies or the State of California adopt an additional increase (or decrease) in its charges, taxes, or fees (“pass-through amount”), IRWD may 
automatically recalculate its rates to include the pass-through amount. If this occurs, the automatic IRWD rate adjustment will not require a 
public hearing or any additional action by the IRWD Board of Directors. At least 30 days before the effective date of the adjustment, IRWD will 
provide its customers with notice of the expected adjustment(s), which will generally be calculated as the total projected cost increase divided 
by the projected annual water consumption or annual total sewage flow as appropriate. This calculation will vary as necessary to reflect IRWD’s 
different service areas and service classes. 

If the State Water Resources Control Board (State Board) imposes fines on IRWD because of a violation of a State Board regulation adopted to 
prevent the waste, unreasonable use, or unreasonable method of use of water or to promote water conservation, to the extent such violations are 
due to consumption of water in excess of customers’ water usage budgets, IRWD may levy a surcharge on the volume of potable water used of up to 
$1.57 per hundred cubic feet. If IRWD is fined by the State Board, at least 30 days before implementing a surcharge, IRWD will provide its 
customers with notice of the surcharge amount(s), which will generally be calculated as the total projected fine divided by the total water use in the 
Inefficient and Wasteful tiers.  

Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) 
IRWD is required by the California Water Code Section 10632 to prepare and adopt a Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) as part of its 
Urban Water Management Plan. The WSCP, adopted by IRWD on June 28, 2021, includes requirements to implement locally appropriate water 
shortage response actions for six standard water shortage levels. The following are the rates proposed as a potential response action for each water 
shortage level. These rates are based on the actual cost to provide service to our customers in times of water shortage. For a detailed explanation, 
please refer to the District’s WSCP at bit.ly/wscp-2021. An overview of the supply shortage response actions considered for each level of water 
shortage can be found on Page 33, Table 3-3 of the WSCP. Achieving the WSCP reductions for each level will require a broad approach. The table 
below includes the target potable water use reduction for each level, the minimum water budget provided at each level and the steps necessary to 
meet the water shortage at each level.

How a water shortage could affect rates 
If IRWD experiences a water shortage, IRWD may be required to implement water shortage response actions that would include possible water rate 
increases, due to changes in costs to provide customers with water during a shortage. The water rates at each water shortage level are shown in the 
following table. The IRWD Board of Directors will consider adopting these rates concurrently with the water and sewer rates discussed above. The 
water shortage contingency rates would only be charged to potable customers depending on the level and duration of the water shortage as defined 
in the WSCP, and only when conditions declared by IRWD’s Board are met. Customers will receive communication of when these conditions have 
been met and when the water shortage contingency rates are being charged.

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Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) is a public agency that provides water and sewer service. Our rates are based on the actual cost to provide water 
and sewer service to our customers and are based on the expenses included in IRWD’s budget. The basis for the proposed rates is detailed in the 
Cost of Service Study, which is available at IRWD.com/services/proposed-rates. The IRWD Board of Directors adopted a two-year budget on April 
26, 2021. The proposed rates, if adopted, will be effective January 24, 2022, and implemented beginning February 1, 2022. The increase is 
due primarily to uncontrollable pass-through cost increases from regional agencies that supply water, regional sewer, or energy services to IRWD, as 
well as increases in costs associated with continuing to provide the current high level of water and sewer service our customers expect. See below 
for how the rates are calculated.   
 
A critical IRWD objective is to keep costs, and therefore rates, as low as possible for our customers. Even with the proposed increase, when 
compared with other agencies providing similar services in Orange County, IRWD’s rates are consistently among the lowest. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
Understanding basic components of your water bill 
Your water bill has two basic components: variable water usage charges and service charges. 
• Variable water usage charges: Variable costs — for water you use outdoors each month. These charges are based on the cost of local and 

imported water and other costs of providing service that vary based on usage. 

• Service charges: Fixed costs — to recover the fixed expenses of operating and maintaining IRWD’s infrastructure. These monthly fixed costs 
fluctuate depending on the number of days in a billing cycle. 

For customers located at higher elevations, a pumping surcharge is added to the variable water usage charge to cover pumping costs to serve 
higher elevations. 

Landscape / non-agricultural customers 
Variable water usage charge  
Each customer is assigned a monthly water usage budget. How much you pay for each 100 cubic feet (CCF) of water depends on whether you stay 
within your water budget. IRWD allocates its lowest-cost water for usage within the monthly water budget. Higher-cost water is used to meet 
demands of customers who use water above their budgets. For example, groundwater from local wells is the least expensive, while imported water 
from out of state or Northern California costs the most. 
 
Rates are broken into four tiers. Each tier is assigned a rate based on the actual cost of serving customers within each tier. Cost of service includes 
both the cost of water based on the source of water and other variable costs as detailed below. The Low Volume and Base rate tiers are for water 
used within each customer’s budget, which is sourced primarily from lower-cost groundwater and reduces the need to import expensive water. The 
majority of imported water costs are allocated to the Inefficient and Wasteful tiers. Expenses for districtwide water-efficiency programs (districtwide 
conservation programs) that educate customers on ways to conserve water are not included in the Low Volume rate since customers who remain in 
this tier do not need this assistance, but those expenses are included in the higher tiers. Additional costs associated with targeted conservation 
programs, urban runoff treatment, and water banking are paid only by customers with usage in the Inefficient and Wasteful tiers because their higher 
usage: (i) requires individualized conservation assistance, (ii) leads to urban runoff that requires costly treatment, and (iii) requires greater water 
reserves through water banking to provide reliable water supplies during a drought or other water shortage. Costs are allocated among those two 
tiers based on their share of costs to run these programs. IRWD would not need these programs if all customers remained within their individual 
water budgets.

Why did the cost of water service increase? 
The main reasons for the change include uncontrollable cost increases attributed to: 

• Pass-through charges (5.7% increase) from Orange County Water District (OCWD) for pumping local groundwater, which is still the lowest-
cost water. 

• Pass-through charges from Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (MWD) for imported water purchased through the regional 
wholesaler, the Municipal Water District of Orange County (MWDOC) (4.6% increase). 

• Pass-through charges from Southern California Edison (SCE) for electricity used in IRWD service operations (10% increase).  B-16
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• Increases in costs associated with continuing to provide the current high level of water service our customers expect, including costs 
associated with repairs and maintenance related to maintaining the existing infrastructure (11.8% increase).

Should any of the regional 
agencies or the State of California adopt an additional increase (or decrease) in its charges, taxes, or fees (“pass-through amount”), IRWD may 
automatically recalculate its rates to include the pass-through amount. If this occurs, the automatic IRWD rate adjustment will not require a 
public hearing or any additional action by the IRWD Board of Directors. At least 30 days before the effective date of the adjustment, IRWD will 
provide its customers with notice of the expected adjustment(s), which will generally be calculated as the total projected cost increase divided 
by the projected annual water consumption or annual total sewage flow as appropriate. This calculation will vary as necessary to reflect IRWD’s 
different service areas and service classes. 
 
If the State Water Resources Control Board (State Board) imposes fines on IRWD because of a violation of a State Board regulation adopted to 
prevent the waste, unreasonable use, or unreasonable method of use of water or to promote water conservation, to the extent such violations 
are due to consumption of water in excess of customers’ water usage budgets, IRWD may levy a surcharge on the volume of water used of up 
to $1.57 per hundred cubic feet.  If IRWD is fined by the State Board, at least 30 days before implementing a surcharge, IRWD will provide its 
customers with notice of the surcharge amount(s), which will generally be calculated as the total projected fine divided by the total water used in 
the Inefficient and Wasteful tiers.     

Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) 
IRWD is required by the California Water Code Section 10632 to prepare and adopt a Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) as part of its 
Urban Water Management Plan. The WSCP, adopted by IRWD on June 28, 2021, includes requirements to implement locally appropriate water  B-17
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shortage response actions for six standard water shortage levels. The following are the rates proposed as a potential response action for each water 
shortage level. These rates are based on the actual cost to provide service to our customers in times of water shortage. For a detailed explanation, 
please refer to the District’s WSCP at bit.ly/wscp-2021. An overview of the supply shortage response actions considered for each level of water 
shortage can be found on Page 33, Table 3-3 of the WSCP. Achieving the WSCP reductions for each level will require a broad approach. The table 
below includes the target potable water use reduction for each level, the minimum water budget provided at each level and the steps necessary to 
meet the water shortage at each level.

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How a water shortage could affect rates 
If IRWD experiences a water shortage, IRWD may be required to implement water shortage response actions that would include possible water rate 
increases, due to changes in costs to provide customers with water during a shortage. The water rates at each water shortage level are shown in the 
following table. The IRWD Board of Directors will consider adopting these rates concurrently with the water and sewer rates discussed above. The 
water shortage contingency rates would only be charged to customers depending on the level and duration of the water shortage as defined in the 
WSCP, and only when conditions declared by IRWD’s Board are met. Customers will receive communication of when these conditions have been 
met and when the water shortage contingency rates are being charged.

Proposed potable water shortage contingency rates per CCF beginning February 2022  
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Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) is a public agency that provides water and sewer service. IRWD provides sewer service to the Newport/North 
area. Our sewer rates are based on the actual cost to provide sewer service to our customers and are based on the expenses included in IRWD’s 
budget. The basis for the proposed rates is detailed in the Cost of Service Study, which is available at IRWD.com/services/proposed-rates. The 
IRWD Board of Directors adopted a two-year budget on April 26, 2021. The proposed rates, if adopted, will be effective January 24, 2022, and 
implemented beginning February 1, 2022. The increase in sewer service rates is due primarily to uncontrollable pass-through cost increases from 
regional agencies that supply regional sewer or energy services to IRWD, as well as increases in costs associated with continuing to provide the 
current high level of sewer service our customers expect. See below for how the rates are calculated.   
 
A critical IRWD objective is to keep costs, and therefore rates, as low as possible for our customers. Even with the proposed increase, when 
compared with other agencies providing similar services in Orange County, IRWD’s rates are consistently among the lowest. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Sewer fixed service charges 
Monthly service charges are fixed charges that cover IRWD’s cost of operations, maintenance, and infrastructure, and do not change based on the 
amount of a customer’s monthly sewer use. Monthly service charges are based on a 30-day calendar month, so billing cycles that are longer or 
shorter than 30 days are billed based on the proportional number of days. The fixed charge includes an amount set aside for the future inevitable 
repair and replacement of infrastructure such as pipes, pumping stations, and treatment facilities. This way, IRWD can avoid significant one-time 
rate spikes when the repairs and replacements are made. These charges are not used to pay for facilities that extend service to new development. 
    

 
Automatic pass-through adjustments and other surcharges 
IRWD used its best available information to calculate proposed increases in the cost of regional treatment of sewage paid to the Orange County 
Sanitation District (OCSAN). IRWD has no control over the amounts set by regional agencies (OCSAN, Southern California Edison, etc.) or 
penalties, taxes and fees assessed by the state and must pass those costs through to IRWD customers. Should any of the regional agencies or 
the State of California adopt an additional increase (or decrease) in its charges, taxes, or fees (“pass-through amount”), IRWD may automatically 
recalculate its rates to include the pass-through amount. If this occurs, the automatic IRWD rate adjustment will not require a public hearing or any 
additional action by the IRWD Board of Directors. At least 30 days before the effective date of the adjustment, IRWD will provide its customers 
with notice of the expected adjustment(s), which will generally be calculated as the total projected cost increase divided by the projected annual 
total sewage flow as appropriate.
