MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING -~AUGUST 22, 2022

The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Irvine Ranch Water District (IRWD) was
called to order at 5:00 p.m. by President LaMar on August 22, 2022 at the District offices,
15600 Sand Canyon Avenue, Irvine.

ACTION CALENDAR

IRWD TRUST FUND GUIDING PRINCIPLES AND USE STRATEGIES

Using a PowerPoint presentation, Manager of Strategic Planning and Analysis Smithson presented
updated principles to guide IRWD’s approach to determine the eventual transfer of funds from the
IRWD Retirement Trust to CalPERS. Mr. Smithson reviewed the purpose of the guiding
principles, reviewed the present modified guiding principles, summarized allowable uses of funds
from the 115 Trust, detailed steps for implementing guiding principles and revisited the proposed
guiding principles.

Director Swan reported that this item was reviewed by the Finance and Personnel Committee and
he concurs with the staft’s recommendation. On MOTION by Swan, seconded by Withers and
unanimously carried, THE BOARD APPROVED THE IRWD 115 PENSION TRUST FUND
GUIDING PRINCIPLES AND APPROVED NO TRANSFER OF FUNDS FROM THE IRWD
115 PENSION TRUST FUND TO CALPERS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2022-23.

SAN JOAQUIN RESERVOIR FILTRATION BUDGET INCREASE, CONSULTANT
SELECTION, AND CONSTRUCTION AWARD

Executive Director of Technical Services Burton reported that algal growth in the San Joaquin
Reservoir has become an issue during the summer as the water temperature rises, and algae and
other debris can draft out of the reservoir. Mr. Burton said that there is no filtration system for to
remove algae from water drafting out of the reservoir into the recycled water system, and
recycled water users in the area have reported clogged sprinklers, irrigation equipment, and
filters on the customer side of the service meter and increased maintenance costs. He said that
this project will install a filtration system and disinfection improvements at the reservoir to
mitigate algae and debris entering the Zone B system. Additionally, he said that this project also
includes replacement of the existing booster pumps in the reservoir control building and the
replacement of the existing chlorination tanks, injection pumps, and piping as the system
requires modification for the new filtration system as it is nearing the end of its useful life.
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Mr. Burton said that at staff’s request, Carollo Engineers submitted a proposal for construction
phase engineering services in the amount of $949,482. He said that the proposal includes scope
for submittal reviews, responses to contractor requests for information, site visits, record drawing
preparation, development of energy control procedures, and construction coordination and
engineering support commensurate with the complex requirements of the project.

Mr. Burton said that the project was advertised for construction bidding to a select list of 18
mechanical contractors. The bid opening was held on August 11, 2022 with bids received from
R.C. Foster Corporation, Pacific Hydrotech Corporation, and Shimmick Construction Company,
Inc. R.C. Foster Corporation is the apparent low bidder with a bid amount of $18,282,706.70.
Mr. Burton said that staff identified a potential irregularity in the bid submitted by R.C. Foster
Corporation where the bid included a cost for mobilization and demobilization that exceeded the
District’s maximum requirement of 4% of the total bid. He said that staff conferred with legal
counsel and legal counsel concurred that there is a sufficient basis for a factual finding by the
Board that the irregularity in R.C. Foster’s bid is inconsequential and cannot have affected the
bid amount or given the bidder a competitive advantage over the other bidders. He said that the
three bids all greatly exceeded the engineer’s estimate, but were tightly grouped which indicates
that the bidders had a similar understanding of the scope of work and that the current challenging
supply chain issues are driving construction increases. The substantial increase in construction
costs has been reported by other agencies in recent months.

Director Reinhart said that the consultant selection recommendation was reviewed by the
Engineering and Operations Committee on July 19, 2022, and on MOTION by Reinhart,
seconded by Withers and unanimously carried, THE BOARD AUTHORIZED A BUDGET
INCREASE IN THE AMOUNT OF $19,801,000, FROM $3,654,000 TO $23,455,000;
AUTHORIZED THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
AGREEMENT WITH CAROLLO ENGINEERS IN THE AMOUNT OF $949,482 FOR
ENGINEERING SUPPORT SERVICES DURING CONSTRUCTION; AND WAIVED THE
REQUIREMENT THAT A COST FOR MOBILIZATION AND DEMOBILIZATION NOT TO
EXCEED A MAXIMUM OF 4% OF THE TOTAL BID; AND AUTHORIZED THE
GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT WITH R.C.
FOSTER CORPORATION IN THE AMOUNT OF $18,282,706.70 FOR THE SAN JOAQUIN
RESERVOIR FILTRATION, PROJECT 10379.

GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

General Manager Cook reported that the number of COVID-19 cases are improving with one or
two cases per week; masking remains optional.

Mr. Cook said that staff continues to work with the Baker Water Treatment Plant Partners relative
to the upcoming MWD shutdown of its Upper Feeder pipeline in September. He said that staff is
preparing a letter agreement between IRWD and the other four Baker Partners regarding water
deliveries to be stored temporarily in Irvine Lake for possible emergency use by the Baker Partners
during the MWD shutdown. He said that IRWD plans to hold approximately 3,700 acre-feet of
untreated water deliveries into Irvine Lake for this purpose.

COMMUNITY UPDATE

Mr. Cook said that Consultant Newell had nothing to report this evening.

Director Swan reported that he attended a three-day CASA conference, a WACO meeting, and
Newport Chambers of Commerce events.

Director Reinhart reported that he attended the meetings listed with the exception of the OCWD
Board meeting.

Director McLaughlin reported that she attended the meetings listed with the exception of the
OCWA monthly meeting.

Director LaMar reported on his attendance at an OCBC meeting, an ACWA Climate Change
Working Group meeting, and an Irvine Police Department annual awards ceremony. He further
noted that last week IRWD hosted an event that included the Secretary of Interior, the Bureau of
Reclamation, and the State Water Resources Control Board, among others. He said that during
the event, the Secretary of the Interior announced that IRWD will be receiving a $12.2 million
grant for the Syphon Reservoir Improvement Project.

As of August 31, 2022, the outstanding principal amount of fixed and variable rate debt was
$621,195,000. The monthly weighted average all-in variable rate was 1.78%. Including
IRWD’s weighted average fixed rate bond issues of 3.71% and the negative cash accruals from
fixed payer interest rate swaps, which hedge a portion of the District’s variable rate debt, the

2022 LEGISLATIVE AND REGULATORY UPDATE

SUMMARY:

This report provides an update on the 2021-2022 legislative session, regulatory issues, and
IRWD priorities. As legislation and regulations develop, staff will provide updates and
recommendations to the Water Resources Policy and Communications Committee and to the
Board, as appropriate. Staff recommends the Board receive and file this report.

BACKGROUND:

On August 11, 2022, the Senate and Assembly Appropriations Committees both held their
respective Suspense File hearing. The Senate Appropriations Committee acted on 491 bills. The
committee passed 368 bills and held 123 bills on suspense. The Assembly Appropriations
Committee acted on 323 bills. The committee passed 244 bills and held 79 bills on suspense.

The Suspense File hearings marked the beginning of the final two weeks of the 2021-2022
legislative session. It began with 639 active measures on the Senate floor and 378 active
measures on the Assembly floor. August 25, 2022 was the last day to amend bills on the floor,
and August 31 was the last day for the Legislature to pass bills during the regular session.
September 30 is the last day for the Governor to sign or veto bills passed by the Legislature
during this year’s regular session.

A copy of the 2022 Legislative Matrix is provided as Exhibit “A”. Links to the bills discussed
below are included with each discussion unless a separate exhibit is noted.

California’s Water Supply Strategy: Adapting to a Hotter, Drier Future:

On August 11, 2022, Governor Newsom released “California’s Water Supply Strategy: Adapting
to a Hotter, Drier Future.” The document is a follow-up to his Water Resilience Portfolio.

While the Portfolio outlines a larger number of actions needed to build water resiliency for
California, the Strategy “outlines California’s strategy and priority actions to adapt and protect
water supplies in an era of rising temperatures,” and focuses on the statement that “California
could lose 10 percent of its water supplies” over the next 20 years. Specifically, the Strategy
calls for:

e Recycling and reusing at least 800,000 acre-feet of water per year by 2030 and 1.8
million acre-feet by 2040;

e Expanding brackish groundwater desalination production by 28,000 acre-feet per year by
2030 and 84,000 acre-feet per year by 2040 and helping guide location of seawater
desalination projects “where they are cost effective and environmentally appropriate”;

e Expanding average annual groundwater recharge by at least 500,000 acre-feet;
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e Working with local proponents to complete the seven Proposition 1-supported storage
projects (includes the Kern Fan Groundwater Storage Project) and considering funding
other viable surface storage projects;

e Expanding San Luis Reservoir by 135,000 acre-feet;
e Rehabilitating dams to regain storage capacity;

e Supporting local stormwater capture projects with the goal of increasing annual supply
capacity by at least 250,000 acre-feet by 2030 and 500,000 acre-feet by 2040;

e Reducing annual urban water demand by at least 500,000 acre-feet by 2030;
e Helping to stabilize groundwater supplies;

e Improving data collection and adjusting forecasts for climate change;

e Improving conveyance, including Delta conveyance; and

e Modernizing water rights administration for equity, access, flexibility, and transparency.

2022 State Legislative Update:

SB 222 (Dodd, D-Napa) — Water Rate Assistance Program:

SB 222 would establish a permanent California low-income water and wastewater rate assistance
program (WRAP), administered by the State Water Resources Control Board. As discussed
previously with the Water Resources Policy and Communications Committee, June 23, 2022,
amendments largely took the bill back to where the bill was before IRWD and others removed
their opposition to the bill last year. The author amended the bill on August 11, 2022, resolving
some of IRWD’s concerns with the bill, but several significant problematic provisions remained.
The bill was amended again on August 24, 2022, with additional amendments to further address
some of the concerns of IRWD and water community. Despite these amendments, the bill still
did not clearly place the responsibility for enrolling Californians with the State Board, along with
other requested changes. The bill passed the Legislature and was presented to the Governor on
September 6, 2022. As of the writing of this report, the bill awaits action by the Governor.
IRWD has an “oppose unless amended” position on the bill.

SB 361 (Umberg, D-Santa Ana) — Surplus Land: City of Anaheim:

SB 361 would have required, until January 1, 2030, the County of Orange and any city located
within Orange County, if notified by HCD that its planned sale of surplus land is in violation of
the Surplus Land Act, to cure or correct the alleged violation within 60 days. A jurisdiction that
had not cured or corrected an alleged violation within 60 days would be prohibited from
disposing of the parcel until the department deemed the alleged violation not to be a violation.
Staff sought amendments that would remove all references to leases from the bill, and on
August 15, 2022, the bill was amended to narrow the bill’s applicability to the City of Anaheim
and to remove the final remaining reference to leases from the bill. Later that week, the author
opted not to continue to move the bill and on August 18, 2022, the bill was ordered to the
Assembly Inactive File.

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SB 1157 (Hertzberg, D-Van Nuys) — Indoor Residential Water Use Standard.:
SB 1157 would lower the indoor residential water use standard, as recommended to the

Legislature jointly by the Department of Water Resources (DWR) and the State Board.
Specifically, SB 1157 would modify the indoor residential water use standards as follows:

Time Frame Existing Standard Proposed Standard
Until January 1, 2025 55 gallons per capita daily 55 gped
(gped)
January 1, 2025 — January 1, 2030 52.5 gped 47 gpced
After January 1, 2030 50 gpcd 42 gpcd

The bill was last amended on August 25, 2022. Those amendments included:

e A new component to the study the DWR is required to conduct, including the

requirement that DWR must consider and incorporate other studies quantifying impacts
on water, wastewater, and recycled water systems, and evaluate the long-term effects of

telework;

e Changing the due date for the study from January 1, 2027, to October 1, 2028;

¢ A requirement that the determination for a delayed implementation of the 2030 standard
due to impacts to affordability now needs to be based on two years of data reflecting the

implementation of the 2025 standard;

e A change in the variance language to permit DWR to consider recommending variances

to the State Board, rather than the Board considering adoption them;

e Permissive language that DWR can recommend a variance to address adverse impacts to

recycled water operations; and

e New language that explicitly states the indoor residential water standard is not separately

enforceable.

While the last set of amendments enhance the bill’s study provisions and add variances to reduce
impacts to recycled water operations to the variance options, it does not ensure the protection of
recycled water suppliers. As a result, IRWD currently has an “oppose” position on SB 1157 due
to the unintended consequences the standard to 42 gpcd would have on the quality of IRWD’s
recycled water. The bill passed the Legislature and was presented to the Governor on September

13, 2022. As of the writing of this report, the bill awaits action by the Governor.

Other 2022 State Bills of Interest:

As has been traditionally done at the end of the legislative session, staff has provided an update
on others bills still active at the end of the legislative session and that were of interest to IRWD.

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o AB 1817 (Ting, D-San Francisco) — Textile Articles Containing Perfluoroalkyl and
Polyfluoroalkyl Substances (PFAS): AB 1817 would prohibit the manufacture,
distribution, sale, or offering of any new, not previously owned textile article, as defined,
that contains PFAS, beginning January 1, 2025. The bill passed the Legislature and was
presented to the Governor on September 12, 2022. As of writing of this report, the bill
awaits action by the Governor;

o AB 2106 (R. Rivas, D-Hollister) — Water Quality Permits: AB 2106 would require the
State Board to modernize its stormwater data collection systems and software, and
establish a statewide commercial, industrial, and institutional (CII) NPDES order
regulating stormwater and authorized non-stormwater discharges from facilities that are a
significant contributor of pollutants to federally protected surface waters, as determined
by the State Board. The bill passed the Legislature and was presented to the Governor on
September 12, 2022. As of the writing of this report, the bill awaits action by the
Governor;

o AB 2108 (R. Rivas, D-Hollister) — Environmental Justice: Disadvantaged and Tribal
Communities: AB 2108 would require that the State Board have at least one member
qualified in the field of water supply and water quality relating to disadvantaged or tribal
communities, and that each regional board have at least one person with specialized
experience relating to disadvantaged or tribal communities. The bill would also require
the State Board and each regional board to make a specified finding on potential
environmental justice, tribal impact, and racial equity considerations when adopting
water quality control plans or state policies for water quality control, and when issuing or
reissuing waste discharge requirements or waivers of waste discharge requirements. The
Governor signed this bill into law;

o AB 2142 (Gabriel, D-Encino) — Turf Replacement Rebate Income Tax Exclusion: AB
2142 would provide a personal income tax and corporate tax exclusion for turf removal
rebates, vouchers, or other financial incentives received by water customers between
January 1, 2022, and January 1, 2027. IRWD currently has a “support” position on AB
2142. The bill passed the Legislature and was presented to the Governor on August 30,
2022. As of the writing of this report, the bill awaits action by the Governor;

e AB 2186 (Grayson, D-Concord) — Housing Cost Reduction Incentive Program: AB 2186
would establish the Housing Cost Reduction Incentive Program, which would reimburse
cities and counties for development impact fee reductions provided to qualified rental
housing developments, and for the reasonable interest costs associated with impact fee
deferrals. This bill was held on suspense in the Senate Appropriations Committee;

e AB 2247 (Bloom, D-Santa Monica) — PFAS Products and Components Publicly
Accessible Data Collection Interface: AB 2247 would require, on or before July 2025,
PFAS products and product components containing intentionally-added PFAS to be
registered on a publicly accessible data collection interface created by the Department of
Toxic Substances Control and the Interstate Chemicals Clearinghouse. The bill passed
the Legislature and was presented to the Governor on September 12, 2022. As of the
writing of this report, the bill awaits action by the Governor;

e AB 2536 (Grayson, D-Concord) — Impact Fee Nexus Studies: Connection Fees and
Capacity Charges: AB 2536, as introduced, would have impacted IRWD’s ability to set

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and charge cost-of-service-based connection fees, but this bill was amended to remove
the proposed requirement for a local agency that imposes a fee or capacity charge to
support the estimate of reasonable cost of providing service by following specified
standards and practices. IRWD’s existing practices meet the amended bill’s evaluation
requirements. The Governor has signed this bill into law;

o SB 938 (Hertzberg, D-Van Nuys) — Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Proceedings: SB 938, in
addition to consolidating the protest threshold provisions in the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg
Act, would establish a new voter protest threshold for LAFCO-initiated special district
dissolutions under specified conditions. IRWD maintained a “support” position on SB
938. The Governor has signed this bill into law; and

o SB 1044 (Durazo, D-Los Angeles) — Emergency Condition Employer Retaliation: SB
1044 would prohibit an employer from taking or threatening adverse action against any
employee for refusing to report to, or leaving, a workplace or worksite because the
employee has a reasonable belief that the workplace or worksite is unsafe. SB 1044 was
amended on May 19, 2022, to exempt disaster service workers, among others. The bill
passed the Legislature and was presented to the Governor on August 30, 2022. As of
writing of this report, awaits action by the Governor; and

o Legislation Related to the Brown Act:

o AB 1944 (Lee, D-Milpitas) — Local Agency Teleconferences: AB 1944 would allow
members of a legislative body of a local agency to use teleconferencing without
identifying each teleconference location in the notice and agenda of the meeting or
proceeding, and without making each teleconference location accessible to the public,
if at least a quorum of members of the legislative body participates from a single
physical location. This bill was double referred to the Senate Governance and
Finance Committee and Judiciary Committee and they did not receive a hearing by
the deadline; and

o AB 2449 (B. Rubio, D-Baldwin Park) — Local Agency Teleconferences: AB 2449
would allow, until January 1, 2026, members of a legislative body of a local agency
to use teleconferencing without identifying each teleconference location in the notice
and agenda of the meeting, and without making each teleconference location
accessible to the public, if at least a quorum of the members of the body participates
in person and other conditions are met. The Governor has signed this bill into law.

2022 State and Regional Regulatory Update:

State Auditor Report and State Board Efforts on Safe Drinking Water for Failing Systems:

Following the creation of the Safe and Affordable Drinking Water Fund by SB 200 (Monning,
D-Carmel) of 2019, which provides up to $130 million annually through 2030, the State Board
established the Safe and Affordable Funding for Equity and Resilience (SAFER) Program to
assist water systems with short-term and long-term solutions for safe, adequate, and affordable
drinking water.

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The State Board establishes project funding priorities with an annual Fund Expenditure Plan,
which is based on its Drinking Water Needs Assessment. In producing the Drinking Water
Needs Assessment in 2021 and 2022, and as it works to develop the 2023 Drinking Water Needs
Assessment, the State Board has continued to update the criteria and modeling used in the
several components, those being the Risk Assessment, Cost Assessment, and Affordability
Assessment. In August, State Board staff hosted a public webinar on proposed updates to the
drinking water cost assessment model and the first of three scheduled affordability workshops in
2022. The proposed new drinking water cost assessment model favors physical consolidation
over other solutions, and State Board staff are continuing to consider pros and cons of various
measures of affordability. Staff will continue to monitor the development of the 2023 Drinking
Water Needs Assessment as State Board staff solicits stakeholder feedback.

On July 26, 2022, the California State Auditor released a report titled “State Water Resources
Control Board: It Lacks the Urgency Necessary to Ensure That Failing Water Systems Receive
Needed Assistance in a Timely Manner,” which is an audit of the Safe and Afford Drinking
Water Fund and program. This report concludes that, while there is funding available for the
State Board to help the more than 370 failing water systems throughout California, “the board
has generally demonstrated a lack of urgency in providing this critical assistance.” The report is
critical of the State Board’s lengthy and “cumbersome” funding application process for failing
water systems and finds that there is insufficient communication and follow-up with water
systems.

The State Board offers access to technical service providers for failing water systems that lack
sufficient technical expertise for project development and that require assistance with funding
applications, but the Auditor found that the State Board does not sufficiently monitor the
performance of these providers. According to the report, projects become more expensive the
longer it takes for the State Board to fund them, and funding delays increase the likelihood of
negative health outcomes for Californians served by failing water systems. The State Board
disagreed with some of the conclusions in the report, but generally accepted the
recommendations and committed to working to implement them.

2022 Federal Legislative and Regulatory Update:

Kern Fan Groundwater Storage Project Outreach:

IRWD’s federal advocacy efforts in 2022 continue to largely focus on seeking federal funding
for the Kern Fan Groundwater Storage Project and advocating for an increased funding
authorization for the federal Water Storage Program. Staff will provide an update on those
efforts.

Inflation Reduction Act Drought Response and Preparedness Provisions:

H.R. 5376, known as the Inflation Reduction Act of 2002, was signed into law by President Joe
Biden on August 16, 2022. The Act contains various funding provisions relating to climate
change and other subjects and includes funding for drought response and preparedness.
Specifically, the drought response and preparedness funding include:

e $4 billion for activities to mitigate the impacts of drought in western states, with priority
given to the Colorado River Basin and other basins experiencing comparable levels of
long-term drought, to reduce water diversions, consumptive water use, and demand for
water supplies, and for ecosystem and habitat restoration projects;
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e $550 million for disadvantaged communities for up to 100 percent of the cost of the
planning, design, or construction of domestic water supply projects; and

e $25 million for projects to cover water conveyance facilities with solar panels or for other
solar projects that increase water efficiency and assist in implementation of clean energy
goals.

FINAL ACCEPTANCE

SUMMARY:
The Morse / Gillette Domestic Water Pipeline Replacement is complete. IRWD’s contractor
GCI Construction, Inc. completed all required work and punch list items. The project has

received final inspection and staff recommends its final acceptance.

BACKGROUND:

IRWD owns a 10-inch asbestos cement pipe (ACP) domestic water pipeline located in an
easement between a commercial building and its adjacent parking structure within a business
development property bordered by Main Street and Morse and Gillette Avenues in the Irvine
Business Complex. A segment of this pipeline failed in 2019 and this project removed that
segment from service and replaced it with new pipelines within Morse and Gillette Avenues to
reestablish a looped the water system network for the complex. In addition, the project
abandoned the existing domestic water line, relocated fire hydrants, installed new valves,
reconnected existing water services to the new pipeline, restored the complex’s roads with new
asphalt, slurry seal coating, striping and pavement markings. IRWD’s contractor GCI
Construction, Inc. completed all required work, and the project has received final inspection and
staff recommends final acceptance.

APD Consultants, Inc. completed the design in July 2021. GCI Construction, Inc. was awarded
the construction contract in September 2021. GCI mobilized in November 2021 and completed
construction of all improvements on August 18, 2022. A lengthy contract time extension was
required to complete the work due to encountering many unknown existing utilities and
improvements, e.g. storm drain, electrical, and concrete along the pipe alignment. Additional
time was also needed to accommodate several schedule restrictions made by the development for
work within its streets and turf block areas. A construction change order summary is provided as
Exhibit “A”.

Project 11567 is included in the FY 2021-22 Capital Budget. The existing budget is sufficient to
fund the final payment for the project.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

This project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as authorized
under the California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Sections 15301, 15303 and 15282.
State Guideline 15301 provides exemptions for the operation, repair, maintenance, or minor
alteration of existing public or private structures, facilities, mechanical equipment, or
topographical features, involving negligible or no expansion of use beyond that existing at the
time of the lead agency’s determination. Additionally, State Guideline 15303 provides
exemption for construction and location of new, small facilities or structures such as water main,
sewage, electrical, gas and other utility extensions including street improvements of reasonable
length to serve such construction. Finally, State Guideline 15282 provides exemption for the
installation of new pipeline as set forth in Section 21080.21 of the Public Resources Code, as
long as the project does not exceed one mile in length. A Notice of Exemption for the project
was filed with the Orange County Clerk-Recorder on November 10, 2020.

CYBERSECURITY THREAT DETECTION AND RESPONSE SERVICES

SUMMARY:

IRWD maintains a high level of cybersecurity for its information technology systems. Cyber
risks are increasing due to greater computerization, mobility, and emerging technologies. To
protect IRWD against modern cyberattacks, IRWD needs to continuously monitor activities on
its networks, cloud environments, and critical devices to quickly identify and respond to
potential threats. The proposed Agreement with AT&T will provide cybersecurity services,
including 24x7 threat detection and response services. AT&T was selected based on a
competitive request for proposal (RFP) process after a thorough evaluation of proposals. Staff
recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a Professional Services
Agreement with AT&T for these services for a not-to-exceed amount of $442,400 for a duration
of three years.

BACKGROUND:

Cybersecurity is a continuously evolving risk for nearly every organization. Greater
computerization, mobility, and emerging technologies create larger attack surfaces, more attack
paths, and new vulnerabilities. Attack attempts occur 24 hours per day, seven days per week.
To protect IRWD against modern cyberattacks, IRWD needs to continuously monitor activities
on its networks, cloud environments, and critical devices to quickly identify and respond to
potential threats.

The proposed Agreement will provide essential cybersecurity services that will enhance IRWD’s
cybersecurity program.

AT&T’s Cybersecurity Threat Detection and Response includes:
e 24x7 proactive cybersecurity monitoring, alarm validation and incident investigation;
e Orchestration and automation, including integration with third-party tools and automatic
threat blocking to expedite incident response;
e Threat intelligence, which is needed to keep the solution’s defenses up to date; and
e Reports, including pre-built templates and ad-hoc capabilities.

The cost of this service is $7,744 for a one-time set-up modeling workshop, and $6,657 per
month for 24x7 threat detection and response services.

The Cyber Incident Response Retainer includes:
e Up to 120 hours of expert assistance in the event of a security breach;
e Incident Response Plan review;
e Tabletop Exercises; and
e Monthly threat reviews.
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The cost for this retainer is $65,000 per year.

The RFP was issued in June 2022 to five consultants with experience providing cybersecurity
services: Accenture, AT&T, Center for Internet Security, IBM, and Securonix. Three
consultants submitted proposals. Staff reviewed and ranked the proposals according to technical
approach (scope, approach, overall understanding), qualifications and experience (vendor team,
experience), and cost. AT&T’s proposal had the best technical approach, qualifications,
experience, lowest cost, and therefore scored the highest as shown in the Consultant Evaluation
Matrix, provided in Exhibit “A”.

Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a Professional Services
Agreement with AT&T for a not-to-exceed amount of $442,400 for a duration of three years.
AT&T’s proposal is provided as Exhibit “B”.

The proposed Agreement will be funded from the Information Services Operating Budget,
Department 250, as shown in the table below.

During the Service onboarding, only the device types, device quantities, and data collection site
locations previously reviewed and approved by AT&T will be included within the scope for
onboarding of the Service.

REHABILITATION OF DYER ROAD WELLFIELD WELLS 10 AND 12
BUDGET INCREASE AND CONSTRUCTION AWARD

SUMMARY:

Dyer Road Wellfield (DRWF) Wells 10 and 12 have experienced biological and inorganic
fouling as well as reduction in production and specific capacity, and need rehabilitation. Staff
recommends that the Board:

e Authorize a budget increase in the amount of $600,000, from $810,000 to $1,410,000, for
Project 07087, and in the amount of $600,000, from $770,000 to $1,370,000, for Project
11845; and

e Authorize the General Manager to execute a construction contract with Best Drilling and
Pump, Inc. in the amount of $2,133,834 for the Rehabilitation of DRWF Wells 10 and 12.

BACKGROUND:

DRWF Wells 10 and 12 require rehabilitation to improve their hydraulic performance and
remove foulants and scale from the wells. A location map is provided in Exhibit “A”.

DRWF Well 10 was constructed in 1994 with copper bearing steel casing. The specific capacity
has decreased from its original 112 gallons per minute per foot of drawdown (gpm/ft-dd) to the
current specific capacity of 20 gpm/ft-dd. The decreased specific capacity is attributed to heavy
biological fouling and encrustation buildup within the gravel pack and casing, as verified by a
recent downhole video of the well. The original pumping rate was 5,000 gpm; the latest
recorded pumping rate in 2022 was 2,000 gpm. This well has been a high priority for
rehabilitation but was delayed due to operational constraints. Well 10 acts as the chlorine
solution feed for the Initial Disinfection Facility (IDF) to maintain a chlorine residual in the
DRWEF transmission main prior to final disinfection at the Primary Disinfection Facility (PDF).
As a result, rehabilitation of this well will be initiated after Well 12 rehabilitation is completed
and the PDF conversion to sodium hypochlorite is completed at the end of 2022.

DRWF Well 12 was constructed in 1981 with mild steel casing and steel Johnson screens. The
specific capacity has decreased from its original 88 gpm/ft-dd to 20 gpm/ft-dd, apparently due to
heavy biological fouling and encrustation buildup within the gravel pack. Like Well 10, the
original pumping rate was 5,000 gpm and has dropped to 2,000 gpm. The drop in production
rates is partially due to the loss of 200 feet of screen at the bottom of the well that was sealed
with concrete to reduce manganese and color levels in the finished water in past years.

No. 10 Rehab DRWF Wells 10 & 12.docx 1 0
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Construction Award:

IRWD retained Richard C. Slade & Associates to provide design services for the rehabilitation of
DRWF Wells 10 and 12. The rehabilitation design was completed in August 2022, and the
project was advertised for construction to a select bidders list of five contractors. The bid
opening was held on September 8, 2022 and one bid was received. Best Drilling and Pump, Inc.
is the apparent low bidder with a bid amount of $2,133,834; the engineer’s estimate was
$2,228,054. The other potential bidders informed IRWD that they decided to not submit a bid
due to their heavy workloads through the end of the calendar year 2023. The bid amount for
Well 10 was $1,071,849 and for Well 12 was $1,061,985.

Staff reviewed previous well rehabilitation bid item costs for the recently completed DRWF
Wells 1, 11 and 13 Rehabilitation. In comparison, Best’s current bid item unit prices are higher
due to cost increases in steel, stainless steel, labor, and fuel. For example, approximately 70% of
the liner cost is for material with stainless steel as the main cost component. For previously
completed Well 1, the cost for the stainless-steel liner was $348 per foot and the current project
cost for the stainless-steel liner is $432 per foot, an increase of 25%. Staff believes the bid from
Best is fair based on comparison to other well rehabilitation contracts in the last few years. The
bid summary is attached as Exhibit “B”.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Rehabilitation of DRWF Wells 10 and 12, Projects 07087 and 11845, are included in the
FY 2022-23 Capital Budget and increases for projects 07087 and 11845 are needed to fund the
construction phase of the projects.

TERMS FOR LETTER AGREEMENT TO ALLOW
METROPOLITAN WATER DISTRICT TO BORROW WATER

SUMMARY:

Due to ongoing severe drought conditions and reduced State Water Project (SWP) allocations,
Metropolitan Water District has requested the ability to borrow SWP supplies stored in IRWD’s
Kern Water Bank (KWB) account. Currently, IRWD has 1,803 acre-feet (AF) of SWP water
stored in its KWB account. In response to this request, staff has prepared terms for a letter
agreement that would allow Metropolitan to borrow these supplies in exchange for benefits to
IRWD. Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a letter
agreement with Metropolitan based on these terms.

BACKGROUND:

Upon becoming a landowner in Dudley Ridge Water District, IRWD acquired water banking
capacities and supplies in the Kern Water Bank (KWB). IRWD has accrued 1,803 AF of SWP
water in its KWB account which ultimately must be used inside Dudley Ridge.

In June 2022, Metropolitan requested concepts for short- and long-term projects that could help
make up shortfalls in Metropolitan’s ability to deliver water to the SWP-dependent areas. One of
the concepts submitted by IRWD included Metropolitan borrowing SWP water stored in
IRWD’s KWB account that must be used in Dudley Ridge. The concept included obtaining
approval from the Kern Fan Monitoring Committee to transfer the banked water in the ground
from the KWB to the IRWD Water Bank for recovery. An agreement would be needed among
the Department of Water Resources (DWR), Metropolitan, Dudley Ridge, and the Kern County
Water Agency (KCWA). The water stored in IRWD’s KWB account is not governed by
IRWD’s Coordinated Operating, Water Storage, Exchange, and Delivery Agreement with
Metropolitan. A letter agreement would be needed between IRWD and Metropolitan for the use
and return of IRWD’s SWP water stored in the KWB.

Terms for Borrowing of Water:

Staff proposes to structure the terms for Metropolitan borrowing IRWD’s KWB supplies as a
two-for-one exchange, whereby Dudley Ridge would deliver banked SWP water to Metropolitan
and within five years Metropolitan would return twice the amount, net of losses, to Dudley Ridge
for IRWD’s benefit. Based on this structure, staff has prepared draft terms for a letter agreement
that would provide for Metropolitan’s use of the 1,803 AF from IRWD’s KWB account. These
terms are provided as Exhibit “A”.

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Benefits to IRWD:

IRWD would benefit from allowing Metropolitan to borrow IRWD’s SWP supplies in
accordance with the draft terms described above. IRWD would receive twice the amount of
water as the original amount, net of losses. Approximately half of the water would be returned
to the KWB and the other half to the IRWD Water Bank. The returned SWP water would be
held by Dudley Ridge on behalf of IRWD, which would provide future exchange and use
flexibility to IRWD.

Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a letter agreement based
on the proposed terms provided in Exhibit “A”, subject to substantive changes approved by the
Supply Reliability Programs Committee.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

IRWD will not be responsible for any costs associated with Metropolitan borrowing IRWD’s
SWP supplies in the KWB or for the return of water to the KWB and the IRWD Water Bank.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

Final Environmental Impact Reports for the Strand Ranch and Stockdale Integrated Banking
Project were prepared, certified, and approved in compliance with the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA) of 1970 as amended, codified at California Public Resources Code Sections
21000 et. seq., and the State CEQA Guidelines in the Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 6,
Chapter 3. Rosedale-Rio Bravo Water Storage District, as lead agency, filed Notices of
Determination for both the Strand Ranch and Stockdale Integrated Banking Projects with the
County of Kern. IRWD, as a responsible agency, filed Notices of Determination with the
County of Orange and with the County of Kern.

COMMITTEE STATUS:

This item was reviewed by the Supply Reliability Programs Committee on September 14, 2022.

RECOMMENDATION:

THAT THE BOARD AUTHORIZE THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE A LETTER
AGREEMENT WITH METROPOLITAN WATER DISTRICT ALLOWING IT TO BORROW
WATER FROM IRWD’S ACCOUNT IN THE KERN WATER BANK, BASED ON THE
PROPOSED TERMS AND SUBJECT TO SUBSTANTIVE CHANGES APPROVED BY THE
SUPPLY RELIABILITY PROGRAMS COMMITTEE.

Terms for Letter Agreement Between Irvine Ranch Water District
and Metropolitan Water District of Southern California for
Borrowing IRWD’s Kern Water Bank Supplies
September 26, 2022

Metropolitan Water District of Southern California desires to enter into a Letter Agreement with
IRWD, which will provide for Metropolitan’s use of water from IRWD’s Kern Water Bank
(KWB) account. At the time of becoming a landowner in Dudley Ridge Water District
(DRWD), IRWD acquired water banking capacities and supplies in the Kern Water Bank
(KWB). IRWD has 1,803 acre-feet (AF) of State Water Project (SWP) water in its KWB
account which ultimately must be used inside DRWD. The following are proposed terms for a
Letter Agreement that would allow Metropolitan to borrow this 1,803 AF of water.

1.

As a result of the ongoing severe drought, Metropolitan desires to secure additional SWP
supplies to deliver to its member agencies that are currently only able to receive SWP
water.

To assist Metropolitan in its drought relief efforts, IRWD would provide 1,803 AF of
SWP supplies from IRWD’s KWB account to Metropolitan, subject to approval of the
in-ground transfer of the water from the KWB to the IRWD Water Bank by the Kern Fan
Monitoring Committee. In return, Metropolitan would return twice the amount of water
(net of losses) as described below.

DRWD and Metropolitan would work with the Department of Water Resources (DWR)
and Kern County Water Agency (KCWA) to prepare a State Water Project Analysis
Office (SWPAO) agreement reflecting a 2-for-1 exchange, net of losses, and change in
point of delivery.

DRWD would request approval from the Kern Fan Monitoring Committee to transfer the
1,803 AF water in the ground from the KWB to the IRWD Water Bank.

Metropolitan would pay all costs to transfer the DRWD water in the ground and recover
this water using IRWD Water Bank recovery wells for delivery to Metropolitan at
Reach 12E in the California Aqueduct.

Within five years of receipt of this water, Metropolitan would return 1,983 AF (including
10% loss factor) to DRWD for storage in the KWB in IRWD’s account, and Metropolitan
would return 2,073 AF (including 15% loss factor) to DRWD for storage in the IRWD
Water Bank.

Metropolitan would pay all DWR variable costs to take delivery of the 1,803 AF and to
return the 4,056 AF to DRWD. Metropolitan would also pay any associated KWB
operating costs, IRWD Water Banking operating costs, and costs to convey the water to
and from the California Aqueduct. Metropolitan would also pay any costs assessed by
the Kern County Water Agency for the delivery and return of water.
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8. The borrowing of the water would be second in priority to IRWD and its other exchange
partners’ recovery requirements and subject to the actual physical limitations of the
recovery facilities.

9. Metropolitan would be responsible for scheduling the return water to DRWD with DWR.
This scheduling would also be coordinated with IRWD, KWB and KCWA.

10. DRWD and Metropolitan would each be responsible for their own compliance with the
California Environmental Quality Act.
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
