2022 LEGISLATIVE AND REGULATORY UPDATE

In response to Director Reinhart’s request for an update on what has been approved for Senate
Bill 555 (Wolk) Urban Water Loss, both Director of Water Resources Sanchez and Director of
Strategic Communication and Advocacy /Deputy General Counsel Compton provided a briefing.
Following discussion, on MOTION by Reinhart, seconded by Swan and unanimously carried,
THE 2022 LEGISLATIVE AND REGULATORY UPDATE WAS RECEIVED AND FILED.

CONSULTANT SELECTIONS FOR UPDATING IRWD’ S WATER SUPPLY RELIABILITY
EVALUATION

Using a PowerPoint presentation, Senior Energy and Water Resources Planner Huang said that
staff is preparing to update IRWD’s 2016 Water Supply Reliability Evaluation to assess potential
impacts of various hydrologic, system outage and emergency scenarios on the District’s water
supply reliability. Mr. Huang said that significant long-term drought and climate change impacts
have occurred since the 2016 evaluation resulting in reductions in State Water Project (SWP) and
Colorado River supplies. He said that changes to IRWD’s facilities and distribution system have
also occurred. He said that updating the 2016 Reliability Evaluation will require updating supply
and demand projections, developing new hydrologic, system outage and emergency scenarios
and simulating the scenarios using the District’s Integrated Resources and Planning Distribution
System Model (IRPDSM). The update will also require developing conclusions and
recommendations. Once completed, the 2022 Water Supply Reliability Evaluation will be
integrated with the District’s Energy and Greenhouse Gas Master Plan into an IRWD Climate
Action Plan.

Mr. Huang said that staff has negotiated scopes of work and cost estimates with two consulting
firms that will work with staff to prepare the 2022 Water Supply Reliability Evaluation. Two
separate consultants will be needed to prepare IRWD’s 2022 Reliability Evaluation. The
IRPDSM is a custom model that was originally developed by DCSE as part of the 2016
evaluation. Because of its unique capabilities, staff proposes that DCSE serve as the modeling
consultant that will provide IRPDSM modeling results to a separate consultant that will prepare
the 2022 Reliability Evaluation.

Mr. Huang said that staff issued a request for proposal (RFP) to various consulting firms to
solicit proposals to prepare the 2022 Reliability Evaluation using modeling information provided
by DCSE. HDR was the only firm that proposed to conduct the work. He said that HDR’s
negotiated scope of work and cost estimate are reasonable and within staff’s expectations. He
said that the total combined cost of DSCE’s and HDR’s proposed work is $511,160, which is
approximately $100,000 less than the cost of the 2016 evaluation and reflects the ability of both
firms to leverage prior modeling work and technical expertise.

Withers reported that this item was reviewed at the Water Resources Policy and
Communications Committee meeting on October 6, 2022. Director Swan raised concerns
regarding the need for this update and the cost. On MOTION by Withers, seconded by
Reinhart and carried (Withers, Reinhart, McLaughlin voting aye, and Swan voting no (3-1
vote), THE BOARD AUTHORIZED AN INCREASE TO THE FISCAL YEAR 2022-23
CAPITAL BUDGET FOR PROJECT 11799 IN THE AMOUNT OF $405,000 FROM
$1,470,000 TO $1,875,000 AND AUTHORIZED THE GENERAL MANAGER TO
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EXECUTE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENTS WITH DCSE, INC. IN THE
AMOUNT OF $194,360 AND HDR ENGINEERING, INC. IN THE AMOUNT OF $316,800
TO CONDUCT IRWD’S 2022 WATER SUPPLY RELIABILITY EVALUATION.

GENERAL MANAGER

General Manager Cook updated the Board on COVID-19 cases at IRWD. He also thanked
Executive Director of Finance and Administration Clary and Executive Director of Water Policy
Weghorst for being Acting General Manager in his absence over the last two weeks.

COMMUNITY UPDATE

Consultant Newell updated the Board on the public works cleanup efforts in the canyon.

DIRECTORS’ COMMENTS

Director Withers said he attended the meetings listed on the report provided.

Director Swan said he attended the meetings listed on the report provided and highlighted he
Water Education tour, the Orange County Coastkeepers Toast the Coast event, and a Public
Policy Institute on the drought.

Director Reinhart said he attended the meetings listed on the report with the exception of the
Southern California Water Coalition webinar.

Director McLaughlin said she attended the meetings listed on the report as well as a UCI lecture
on carbon emissions.

General Manager Cook asked that the meeting to be adjourned in memory of South Coast Water
District’s Board Member Wayne Rayfield who served on its Board since 2008 and Orange
County Water District’s former General Manager Bill Mills.

2022 LEGISLATIVE AND REGULATORY UPDATE

SUMMARY:
This report provides an update on the 2021-2022 legislative session, regulatory issues, and
IRWD priorities. As legislation and regulations develop, staff will provide updates and

recommendations to the Water Resources Policy and Communications Committee and the
Board, as appropriate.

Staff recommends the Board receive and file this report.

BACKGROUND:

The California State Assembly and Senate are currently on their interim recess. The 2023-24
Regular Session convenes for its Organizational Session on December 5, 2022.

2022 State and Regional Regulatory Update:

Outdoor Water Use Efficiency Recommendations:

On September 29, 2022 the Department of Water Resources (DWR) transmitted a memorandum
to the State Water Resources Control Board providing recommendations for long-term water use
efficiency that were developed pursuant to the 2018 “Making Water Conservation a California
Way of Life” legislation. These recommendations pertain to:

e Standards for outdoor residential use;

e Standards for outdoor irrigation of landscape areas with dedicated irrigation meters, or
other means of calculating outdoor irrigation use in connection with commercial,
industrial, and institutional (CII) water use;

e Performance measures for CII water use;

e Variances for unique uses that can have a material effect on an urban retail water
supplier’s Urban Water Use Objective (UWUO) and threshold of significance for each
recommended variance; and

¢ Guidelines and methodologies that identify how an urban retail water supplier calculates
its UWUO.
DWR recommends an Outdoor Residential Water Use Efficiency Standard (ORWUS) of:
e (.80 for existing landscapes in 2023, phasing in an ORWUS of 0.63 in 2030;

e (.55, or a more efficient standard that may be identified in future Model Water Efficient
Landscape Ordinance (MWELO) amendments, for new residential construction;

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e 1.0 for Special Landscape Areas (SLAs) in residential parcels if an urban water supplier
chooses to include the residential SLAs with the CII-DIM calculations, and alternatively
0.80 in 2023, transitioning to 0.63 and beyond if an urban water supplier chooses to
include the residential SLAs in the ORWU calculations; and

¢ DWR recommends that urban water suppliers apply the ORWUS to the sum of Irrigable-
Irrigated landscape areas and 20 percent of Irrigable-Not-Irrigated landscape areas.

DWR recommends a Water Use Efficiency Standard for CII Outdoor Irrigation of Landscape
Areas with Dedicated Irrigation Meters (or Equivalent Technology (CII-DIMWUY) of:

e .80 for existing landscapes in 2023, phasing in to 0.63 in 2030;

e (.45, or the value that may be identified in future MWELO amendments, with
modifications for SLAs, for new CII landscapes; and

e DWR recommends specified additional SL.As and exempt landscapes.
Water Loss Performance Standards for Urban Retail Water Suppliers:

On October 19, 2022, the State Board adopted a rule establishing water loss performance
standards for urban retail water suppliers. The establishment of this rule is responsive both to
statutory requirements for monitoring and reducing water losses through leaks in urban retail
water suppliers’ distribution systems and the requirement for the State Board to develop
performance standards for water loss for suppliers pursuant to the 2018 “Making Water
Conservation a California Way of Life” legislation.

The stated intent of the proposed regulation is to provide each URWS a unique volumetric
standard reflecting cost-effective levels of achievable water loss, given its system and budget,
and to give each supplier the flexibility to choose its own approach to meeting its standard. The
adoption of this rule is the culmination of a formal rulemaking process that began with a notice
of a public hearing that was held on February 10, 2022. The District submitted two comment
letters responsive to this rulemaking.

The Association of California Water Agencies (ACWA) will be holding a general session
membership meeting at the ACWA Fall Conference on November 30, 2022. At the meeting,
ACWA members will be asked to approve amendments to the Association’s bylaws. In order to
participate in the membership meeting, each ACWA member must designate a voting delegate
on the “Voter Designation & Information Form” — a form ACWA has requested be returned to
the association by November 23, 2022.

Staff recommends the Board designate President Steve LaMar as IRWD’s voting delegate and
Paul Cook, IRWD’s General Manager as his alternate, for the November 30 membership
meeting, and authorize the General Manager to sign and submit the “Voter Designation &
Information Form” to ACWA designating them as its authorized voting representatives for the
upcoming meeting.

BACKGROUND:

Every two years ACWA holds a membership meeting at its Fall Conference so that the
association’s membership can elect the ACWA President and Vice President, who will serve for
the next two years. In addition, ACWA periodically holds an additional membership meeting at
its Fall Conference in the non-ACW A-election years to address other association business or to
hold a vote on proposed amendments to the association’s bylaws, if there are any proposed.
2022 is a non-ACWA-election year, but the association is holding a membership meeting at the
Fall Conference on November 30, 2022, for the membership to vote on proposed amendments to
the association’s bylaws. On October 5, 2022, ACWA sent a memorandum to each of its
members regarding this year’s membership meeting. The General Session Membership Meeting
Memorandum is provided as Exhibit “A”. The memorandum discusses the ACWA member
meeting voting process.

ACWA Voting Process:

Each ACWA member wishing to participate in a membership meeting must designate a voting
representative and submit a designation form identifying that individual as its authorized voting
representative prior to the membership meeting. The designated voting representative is then
required to check in at the ACWA General Session Desk prior to the membership meeting to
pick up a voting keypad. This year designated representatives must check in on Wednesday,
November 30, between 10:00 a.m. and 11:45 a.m. at the ACWA General Session Desk.

To help expedite the sign-in process, ACWA has requested that its members indicate their
voting delegates on the proxy designation form enclosed in the General Session Membership

No. 6 ACWA 2022 Membership Meeting.docx 6
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Meeting Memorandum. ACWA has requested that the proxy designation form be returned to
the association before November 23, 2022.

Staff recommends the Board designate President Steve LaMar as IRWD’s voting delegate at the
November 30 membership meeting and Paul Cook, as his alternate. Following the Board’s
designation, staff will submit the voter designation form required by ACWA.

2022 Proposed Bylaw Changes:

ACWA staff, along with attorneys that represent ACWA members, have proposed a number of
changes to the Association’s bylaws to ensure ACWA’s bylaws are current and reflect
consistency with its other governance documents and daily operations. The proposed changes
would also implement changes related to the election of ACWA’s Board Officers, as
recommended by the ACWA Election Task Force. The proposed amendments also incorporate
California Corporation Code provisions allowing meetings to be held by electronic
communication and incorporate a new numbering system.

The General Session Membership Meeting Memorandum outlines the changes and includes a
redline version of the proposed amendments. Both the ACWA Board of Directors and the
ACWA Legal Affairs Committee have recommended adoption of the proposed amendments and
after reviewing the proposed changes, staff recommends the Board support the proposed
amendments.

ARTICLE 1A+ticle1— - General

Section 1.01. 'Name. The name of this California nonprofit corporation shall be the Association of
California Water Agencies (hereinafter referred to as the Association).

Section 1.02. Principal Office. The principal office for the transaction of business of the Association
isshall be located at+-910-K-Street-Suite-1006;in Sacramento, California;provided,-however-thatthe Board

Section 1.03. Purposes. The purposes of the Association shall be to work together with its members
and others for the best interests of California and its citizens and landowners who use, need and depend
upon water; to encourage the orderly development of the waters of the state; to seek means of obtaining
and making available to all of California a dependable water supply of the best possible quality at the
lowest possible cost, giving due consideration to environmental factors involved therein; to provide

ARTICLE 2A+ticle-2 — Membership and Dues

Membership.

Members. Only a public district, public agency, or public organization created and
operated for the purpose of controlling, treating, developing, acquiring, using or
supplying water for any purpose for inhabitants or lands within the state of California, or
for the protection, drainage or reclamation of lands within the state of California, may
become a member of the Association. Such an entity will become a member upon
written application, approval by the Board of Directors, and the payment of the required
dues. Acceptance to membership shall authorize full participation in Association
activities. Except as otherwise provided in subsectien-Section 2.01(b) below, in no case
may an organization other than a state, a political subdivision (as defined in § 1.103-1(b)
of the Income Tax Regulations) of a state or an entity the income of which is excluded
from gross income under § 115 of the Internal Revenue Code be a member of the
Association. A member of the Association shall be in good standing if in compliance with

all bylaws and requirements of membership, including timely payment of annual dues

and emergency assessments.

Honorary Life Members. Any person who has rendered conspicuous service in furthering
the purposes of the Association may, by vote of the Board of Directors, be granted an
honorary life membership in the Association without payment of dues or assessments. All
past presidents of the Association shall automatically be honorary life members without
vote of the Board of Directors. Honorary life members shall not be entitled to a vote or to
hold office automatically because of their status as honorary life members.

Termination of Members. Membership shall cease upon the failure of any member to
pay the dues provided for in Section 2.02 of this Article. The membership of any member
may be terminated at any time by such member sending written notification of its
intention to withdraw to the Association’s principal office. The Board of Directors may
terminate the membership of any member upon 30 days’ written notice by first-class mail
when it is determined at any regular Board meeting or at any special Board meeting called
for that purpose that continuance of such membership would not be in the best interests
of the Association. Withdrawal or termination of membership ends any participation in
Association activities and shall terminate a member’s interest in the Association’s assets.

Dues. The annual dues of each member of the Association shall be established by the

Board of Directors; provided, however, that any member may apply for a change in its dues because of

conditions that differentiate such applicant from other members.

Section 2.03.

Liability of Members. No member shall be liable for any obligation incurred by the

Association with the following exception: (1) the payment of the annual dues while it remains a member;

ARTICLE 3Asticle-3— - Officers

President and Vice President.

General. The president and vice president of the Association shall be the elected officers
of the Association. At the time of their election the president and vice president shall each
be an elected or appointed member of the governing body or commission (as
appropriate) of a member agency of the Association. The president and vice president
shall be elected by the members of the Association at-itsfallcenferenceby written ballot
in each odd-numbered year before the Association’s annual meeting, shall be announced

at the Association’s annual meeting, shall take office on January 1 of the calendar year

following election, and shall hold office until such time as their successors take office or
are appointed. An elected president shall not be permitted to succeed himself/herself to
that office. Except as provided in this Article, should vacancies occur in either office of the
president or vice president, the Board of Directors shall appoint persons to fill such offices
for the unexpired terms thereof.

President. The president shall preside at all meetings of the Board of Directors, the
Executive Committee, and the general membership; shall appoint members of all
committees, including the chair and vice chair of each, upon recommendation from
members and regions (as communicated by the region chairs), with each such committee
chair and vice chair ratified by the Board of Directors; and shall perform all other duties
necessary to carry out the functions of the office. The president shall be a non-voting ex
officio member of each committee, but shall not be an ex officio member of the
NemiratingElection Committee or the region boards.

The president may be expelled from office with or without cause, upon the satisfaction
of the following two events: (1) a two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors; and (2) a
subsequent simple majority vote of the members of the Association during a meeting of
the membership.

Vice President. The vice president shall, in the absence of the president, assume all of the
duties of that office and, if a vacancy occurs, succeed thereto for the unexpired term. The
vice president shall sit as a member of the Executive Committee of the ACWA Joint Powers
Insurance Authority and shall perform such other duties as assigned by the president.

Executive Director/Secretary and Controller/Treasurer.

General. The executive director/secretary and controller/treasurer of the Association
shall also be officers of the Association. The executive director/secretary shall be
appointed by and hold office at the pleasure of the Board of Directors of the Association.

Executive Director/Secretary. The executive director/secretary shall: (1) advise and assist
the Board of Directors, all committees, the boards of each region, and the workgroups of
each region; (2) be responsible for administering the total operations of the Association;
(3) employ, direct, and release all employed staff in accordance with the policies adopted
by the Board of Directors and consistent with the budget adopted by the Board of
Directors; (4) provide relevant information to the Board of Directors needed by the Board
to take actions; (5) give members notice and record minutes of all meetings of the
membership, Board of Directors, and Executive Committee; and (6) have such other
powers and perform such other duties as may be provided and assigned by the Board of
Directors directly or through the president of the Board or the Executive Committee. The
executive director/secretary, with the assistance of the controller/treasurer, shall render
a report to the Board of Directors at the first meeting following the close of each calendar
year showing the membership of the Association, the receipts and expenditures during
the year, and the work accomplished during the previous year.

Controller/Treasurer. The controller/treasurer shall report to and act under the direction
of the executive director/secretary. The controller/treasurer shall be a signatory on all
accounts held by the Association and shall act as a fiduciary for all assets of the
Association.

ARTICLE 4Article-4 — Board of Directors

Membership. The Board of Directors shall consist of:

The Association president and vice president.

The chair and vice chair of each region.

The chair of each standing committee.

The most immediate active past president.

The vice president of the ACWA/Joint Powers Insurance Authority.

Term of Office. The term of office of all members of the Board of Directors shall

commence on January 1 of the calendar year following election of the president and vice president, except

for those persons who serve on the Board of Directors by nature of their position as chairs of standing

committees, whose terms shall instead commence upon their ratification by the Board of Directors.

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Except as provided in Article 4, Section 11, the term of office for all members of the Board of Directors
shall terminate on December 31 of the following odd-numbered year two years later, or until their
successors take office.

Section 4.03. Attendance Requirement. Any member of the Board of Directors who misses two
consecutive regular Board meetings without being excused by the Board will no longer be a member of
the Board of Directors.

Section 4.04. Regular Meetings. Regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held bimonthly at
such times and places as the Board may determine.

Section 4.05. Special Meetings. Special meetings may be called by the president upon the president’s
own volition or shall be called by the president when requested in writing by five directors. Prior to
conducting such a special meeting, the president shall consult with the Executive Committee to ensure
that adequate information is available to the Board of Directors for any necessary decisions; and where
such meeting is called upon the president’s own volition, the president shall also consult with the
Executive Committee as to the necessity of the special meeting. Notice for special meetings shall be
provided in the following manner: (1) upon 10 days’ written notice sent by mail to each director and
addressed to each at the address as shown upon the records of the Association; or (2) upon 48 hours’
notice with notice provided by electronic means. When the meeting is called upon the president’s own
volition, the president shall choose the form of notice; when the meeting is called by a request of five
directors, the five directors shall choose the form of notice and the president shall promptly call the
meeting. No business except those items described in the notice shall be transacted at any special
meeting, except by consent of three-fourths of the members of the Board of Directors present.

Section 4.06. Meeting—Requirements—and—Quorums—Meetings by Electronic Communication. Any
meeting—regwlar_of the Board of Directors, region boards, or speeiabany committee may be

heldconducted, in persenwhole or in part, by telephone-cenferenceweb-video—conferenceorother,
electronic transmission, or by electronic video screen communication. A member of the Board of
Directors, a region board, or electrenic-transmissien-any committee shall be deemed present in person at
the meeting if the following apply:

(a) Each director, region board, or committee member participating in the meeting can

communicate concurrently with all other directors, region board, or committee members.

(b) Each director, region board or, committee member is provided the means of participating

in all matters before the board, region board, or committee, including the capacity to

propose, or to interpose an objection to, a specific action to be taken by the Association.

Section 4.07. Quorum. At any meeting of the Board of Directors, the attendance of 50 percent of the
voting members of the Board of Directors, or their permitted alternates as specified in these bylaws, shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of any business. The Board may hold a closed session for
discussion of personnel matters or enforcement of violations of the code of conduct.

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Section 4.08. Alternates. Each region shall designate an alternate for each chair and vice chair, who
shall meet the qualification requirements for chair and vice chair, to act at meetings of the Board of
Directors when the chair or vice chair is unable to attend. The vice chair of each standing committee will
be the alternate to act at meetings of the Board of Directors when the standing committee chair is unable

to attend. An alternate may not act or vote on behalf of more than one member of the Board of Directors.
A member of the Board of Directors may not act as an alternate for any other member.

Section 4.09. Vacancies for Standing Committee Chairs and Vice Chairs. Should a vacancy occur in the
office of any standing committee chair or vice chair before the end of the term, the president shall appoint
a new committee chair or vice chair to fulfill the unexpired term of such committee chair or vice chair
subject to ratification by the Board of Directors. A vacancy in the office of any such standing committee
chair or vice chair as described in the previous sentence shall be deemed to exist when the chair or vice
chair: (1) resigns the office; (2) no longer is an officer, employee, or member of the governing body of a
member agency of the Association, or other representative duly designated by a member agency of the
Association to represent that member; or (3) is otherwise removed by a member agency of the
Association.

Section 4.10. Duties, Authorities, and Delegation. Subject to the provisions and limitations of California
Nonprofit Corporation Law, other applicable laws, and the provisions of these bylaws, the Association’s
activities and affairs are to be exercised by or under the direction of the Association’s Board of Directors.
The Board of Directors is responsible for the overall supervision, control, and direction of the Association.
The Board of Directors shall: (1) employ and release the executive director/secretary; (2) set performance
expectations for the executive director/secretary; (3) receive, review, and consider approval of executive
director/secretary recommended compensation, other terms and conditions of employment, and annual
evaluations as prepared by the Executive Committee; (4) annually adopt a budget; and (5) set the level of
dues for the Association. Except as to the duties listed in the previous sentence, and subject to Article 3,
Section 2, the Board of Directors may delegate the supervision, control, and direction of the Association’s
affairs to any person or group, including a committee, provided the Association Board retains ultimate
responsibility for the actions of such person or group. Where such powers are delegated, the delegation
shall be documented in writing.

Section 4.11. Immediate Past President. The immediate past president automatically assumes this
position after serving as the Association’s elected president and is a voting member of the Board of
Directors and Executive Committee. The term of office for the immediate past president shall commence
on January 1 of the calendar year following election of the president and vice president and shall
terminate on December 31 of the following odd-numbered year two years later. In the event the most
immediate active past president is unavailable to serve, the most recent and available active past
president in succession shall serve in this capacity.

Section 4.12. Code of Conduct of Board Members.

(a) Code of Conduct: Purpose and Adoption. The Board of Directors shall establish, and
update as appropriate, a code of conduct for its Directors that recognizes the

Association’s commitment of integrity, respect, and fair representation to its members
and the public they serve and establishes minimum ethical standards for the performance
of the duties of office. The code shall be consistent with the procedural processes
contained in this section. The code shall be distributed to all new Directors and shall be
distributed annually to all members of the Association.

Violations and Enforcement Process. A violation of the code of conduct may result in
removal, public censure, or private reprimand of a Director, or such other action as
contained in the code of conduct. However, removal and public censure shall be reserved
only for serious violations. A Director may not be removed or publically censured absent
an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the voting members of the Board of Directors. A
Director may be privately reprimanded for a violation of the code of conduct upon the
majority vote of the quorum. Complaints of violation of the code of conduct may be filed
with the president, or the vice-president if the allegations are made against the president.
The president may refer a complaint of violation to the executive director/secretary for
investigation. The executive director/secretary may retain a special investigator or special
counsel to conduct or assist the investigation. A Director accused of a violation shall be
provided a copy of the complaint. A Director that takes any hostile or retaliatory action,
directly or indirectly, against a complainant is subject to removal from the Board in
conformance with the process identified above. Prior to scheduling a Board action on a
complaint, the president shall consult with the Executive Committee and the chair of the
Legal Affairs Committee. A Director accused of a violation of the code of conduct shall be
provided at least 15 days’ written notice of any meeting of the Board at which a
determination of enforcement will be considered. A determination of enforcement may
be made only at a regular meeting of the Board and shall be made in closed session. The
determinations of the Board under this section shall not be admissible in any criminal or
civil proceeding brought against the Director for conduct that violates any other law.

ARTICLE 5A+ticle-5 — Regions

Boundaries of Each Region.

There shall be a maximum of 10 regions within the state. The Board of Directors shall
determine the regional boundaries. Insofar as is practicable, the regions shall have a
numerical balance in members of the Association; make geographic sense; and promote
regional problem solving.

A member of the Association may file a written petition to the Board of Directors
requesting a change in regions. Such petition shall set forth the reasons for such
requested change. The Board shall, within a reasonable time, act upon such petition and
set forth the reasons for its action. Such action by the Board shall be based on factors in

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Section 5.01(a) above, as well as others deemed by the Board of Directors to be relevant
to the decision.

Section 5.02. Officers.

(a) The officers of each region shall be a chair and vice chair and three to five region board

members who shall be elected by the region by-September30,erthepreceding Fridayif
September30-fallsena-weekend,—ef in each odd-numbered yearsyear. A region may

maintain a board of fewer than five but not less than three members as provided in the
region’s rules and regulations. The officers of the region board shall take office on January
1 of the calendar year following election and shall hold office for two years, or until their
successors take office. Regions shall hold elections by electronic ballot. ACWA staff shall
verify the legitimacy of the ballots.

(b) The officers of each region shall: (1) exercise the powers and perform duties of the region
during the interim between region meetings; and (2) make recommendations to the
president regarding appointments to committees. The chair and vice chair shall be the
region’s representatives to the ACWA Board of Directors.

(c) Each officer of a region shall be an officer, employee, or member of the governing body
of a member agency of the Association, or other representative duly designated by a
member agency of the Association to represent that member at the time of the
appointment. Where an individual ceases to meet these criteria during the term of the
office, the individual may not serve during the remaining term of that office unless that
individual can again meet the criteria for the office and is appointed to complete the term.
The region board may adopt more stringent criteria for board member qualifications as
part of the region’s rules and regulations.

(d) Should a vacancy occur in any of the region board positions before the end of the term,
the remaining members of the region board shall appoint a new member. A vacancy in
the office of any region board position shall be deemed to exist when a region board
member: (1) resigns the office; (2) no longer is an officer, employee, or member of the
governing body of a member agency of the Association, or other representative duly
designated by a member of the Association to represent that member; or (3) is otherwise
removed by a member agency of the Association.

Section 5.03. Nominating Committees. There shall be a nominating committee for each region
consisting of three or more designees, each representing a member of the Association located within the
region, appointed by the chair of the region and approved by the region board. Nominating committees

shall be formed by February 28 of each odd-numbered year. The-reminatingcommitteeshallanneunee

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Section 5.04. Meetings. The meetings of each region shall be held at both the spring and fall
conferences and at such other times and places as may be determined by the region chair.
Representatives of five or more members of the Association from the region present at any region
meeting shall constitute a quorum for purposes of conducting the business of the region. Any meeting,
regular or special, may be held in person or by telephone conference, web video conference, or other
electronic video screen communication or electronic transmission, as set forth in Section 4.06.

Section 5.05. Workgroups. Workgroups may be appointed by the region chair as needed.

Section 5.06. Rules. Each region shall organize and adopt rules and regulations for the conduct of its
meetings and affairs not inconsistent with the Articles of Incorporation or bylaws of the Association. Each
region shall abide by the code of conduct adopted by the Board of Directors of the Association.

ARTICLE 6Article-6 — Executive Committee

Section 6.01. Membership. There shall be an Executive Committee consisting of the following: the
president of the Association, who shall be the chair thereof; the vice president; the most immediate active
past president; the chair of the Finance Committee; and three at-large representatives selected from and
by the members of the Board of Directors. The election of the three at-large representatives to the
Executive Committee shall occur at the first Board of Directors meeting held in each even-numbered year
and the elected representatives shall serve immediately following their election and until such time as
their successors take office. To the extent practical, the Executive Committee should be constituted so as
to reflect the geographic extent of the Association and the functions of the members of the Association.

Section 6.02. Powers. The Executive Committee shall have the following authority:

(a) Personnel. Subject to the budget adopted by the Board of Directors, the Executive
Committee shall perform the following personnel actions: (1) recommend compensation
for the executive director/secretary to the Board of Directors for approval; (2) perform
annual reviews of the executive director/secretary and submit that review to the Board
of Directors; (3) review and approve the classification and compensation plan and publicly
posted salary schedule for Association employees submitted by the executive
director/secretary, which shall be reviewable by the Board of Directors, in closed session,
upon request of the Board of Directors; (4) establish personnel policies for the conduct
and behavior of employees, which shall be reviewable by the Board of Directors; and (5)
undertake such other personnel actions as may be requested by the executive
director/secretary in support of his or her oversight of all other personnel matters, which
shall be reviewable by the Board of Directors, in closed session, upon request of the Board
of Directors.
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(b) Delegation. The Executive Committee may act pursuant to any authority specifically
delegated to it by the Board of Directors. The delegation shall indicate whether the
authority is still subject to the ultimate authority of the Board.

(c) Authority to Act Between Meetings. The Executive Committee may act for the Board of
Directors between Board meetings when calling a special meeting of the Board of
Directors is impracticable, provided that no such action of the Executive Committee shall
be binding on the Board of Directors until authorized or approved by the Board. The
Executive Committee has the authority to authorize actions recommended by the Legal
Affairs Committee (such as the filing of letter briefs and amicus curiae briefs) by electronic
means without the need for an in-person or telephonic meeting, but such actions shall be
ratified by the Board of Directors at its next meeting.

Section 6.03. Reporting. The president, or any person designated by the president, shall report to the
Board of Directors, at each regular Board meeting, any action taken by the Executive Committee since the
last preceding regular Board meeting. The minutes of Executive Committee meetings, which at that time
may still be in draft form, shall be mailed (using the U.S. Postal Service, express delivery, electronic means,
or otherwise) to each member of the Board of Directors at least five days prior to Board meetings, except
in cases in which the Executive Committee meets during or immediately prior to a conference of the
Association orimmediately prior to a Board meeting, in which case the minutes, which may still be in draft
form, shall be mailed to each director promptly thereafter.

Section 6.04. Meetings. The Executive Committee shall hold regularly scheduled meetings as set by the
president. Special meetings of the Executive Committee may be called by the president upon notice to
the members of that committee or upon written request of three Executive Committee members. Notice
for special Executive Committee meetings shall be provided to the entire Board: (1) upon five days’ written
notice sent by mail, or (2) upon 24 hours’ notice with notice provided by electronic means; and all such
meetings shall be open to the Board of Directors. Any meeting, regular or special, may be held in person
or by telephone conference, web video conference, or other electronic video screen communication or
electronic transmission-, as set forth in Section 4.06. All members of the Board of Directors may attend

any meeting of the Executive Committee. Meetings of the Executive Committee may be closed to others
at the discretion of the president or committee. Only members of the Executive Committee are allowed
to vote on matters at a meeting of the committee.

Section 6.05. Minutes. The minutes of the Executive Committee meetings shall be kept by the
executive director/secretary at the Association’s principal office. Actions of the Executive Committee shall
be reported to the Board of Directors as provided in Section 3 of this Article and shall be available to any
member of the Board of Directors upon request to the executive director/secretary.

ARTICLE 7A+ticle—Z — Standing Committees

Section 7.01.  Qualification. In order to serve on any ACWA standing committee, an individual must be
an officer, employee, or member of the governing body of a member agency of the Association, or other

representative duly designated by a member agency of the Association to represent that member at the
time of the appointment. Where an individual ceases to meet these criteria during the term of the
appointment, the individual may not serve during the remaining term of that appointment unless that
individual can again meet the criteria for appointment and is appointed to complete the term.

Section 7.02. Term of Office. The term of office of standing committee members shall be two years
commencing on January 1 of each even-numbered year. The term of office of standing committee chairs
and vice chairs shall be approximately two years and shall commence as soon after January 1 of the even-
numbered year as they may be appointed by the president and ratified by the then-seated Board of
Directors, and shall terminate on December 31 of the odd-numbered year approximately two years later
or until their successors are appointed and ratified.

Section 7.03. Meetings. Meetings of standing committees may be called at such times and places
designated by the respective chair thereof except where provided otherwise by these bylaws. Any
meetings of standing committees may be conducted, in whole or in part, by electronic transmission or by

electronic video screen communication, as set forth in Section 4.06. Subject to the provisions of these

bylaws and any actions that may be taken by the Board of Directors, the chairs of each standing committee
may establish their own rules for the efficient operation of the committee they each chair. The chairs of
each standing committee are authorized to create subcommittees and workgroups in order to complete
the work of the committee.

Section 7.04. Committee Composition. Each limited standing committee shall have a membership
composition that is comprised of members in the quantity and with qualifications as defined by the
provisions of these bylaws. The committee chair position shall not be included in the maximum count for
determining the committee composition total of any given limited committee. The committee chair shall,
however, be a voting member of their respective committees subject to the rules and procedures of each
committee. If the chair is absent, the vice chair shall fill the role of the chair during such absence.

Section 7.05. Agriculture Committee. There shall be an Agriculture Committee whose duty it shall be
to recommend Association policy, positions and programs to the Board of Directors, State Legislative
Committee, Federal Affairs Committee or other committees, as appropriate, regarding agricultural issues
affecting the interests of ACWA and its members. The committee shall consist of at least one member
from each region.

Section 7.06. Business Development Committee. There shall be a Business Development Committee
whose duty it is to develop and recommend to the Board of Directors programs and activities to be
provided or administered by the Association that generate non-dues revenue and provide a service or
benefit to member agencies. The committee shall consist of at least one member from each region and
may include members from any of the other standing committees.

Section 7.07. Communications Committee. There shall be a Communications Committee whose duty
it shall be to develop and make recommendations to the Board of Directors regarding a comprehensive
internal and external communications program for the Association and to promote development of sound
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public information and education programs and practices among member agencies. The committee shall
consist of no more than 40 members. The committee shall consist of at least one member from each
region.

Section 7.08. Energy Committee. There shall be an Energy Committee whose duty it shall be to
recommend policies and programs to the Board of Directors and to the State Legislative Committee
and/or Federal Affairs Committee as appropriate. The committee shall consist of at least one member
from each region.

Section 7.09. Federal Affairs Committee. There shall be a Federal Affairs Committee whose duty it shall
be to review all federal legislative proposals and regulatory proposals affecting member agencies, after
consulting with other appropriate committees, and to develop Association positions consistent with
existing policy, where it has been established; recommend sponsorship of bills that will resolve problems
or improve conditions for member agencies; and assist in the establishment of the Association’s federal
legislative program. The committee shall consist of at least one, but no more than five members from
each region.

Section 7.10. Finance Committee. There shall be a Finance Committee whose duty it shall be to make
recommendations to the Board of Directors regarding annual budgets, dues formula and schedules and
other revenue-producing income, annual audit and selection of an auditor, and investment strategies. The
committee shall consist of the president and vice president of the Association as ex officio members,
either the chair or vice chair from each of the Association’s 10 region boards, and one additional member
from each region with experience in financial matters.

Section 7.11. Groundwater Committee. There shall be a Groundwater Committee whose duty it shall
be to recommend policies and programs to the Board of Directors and to the State Legislative Committee
and/or Federal Affairs Committee as appropriate. The committee shall consist of at least one member
from each region.

Section 7.12. Legal Affairs Committee. There shall be a Legal Affairs Committee whose duty it shall be
to support the mission of the Association, and more particularly to deal with requests for assistance
involving legal matters of significance to member agencies, including but not limited to state and federal
court litigation, water rights matters, selected regulatory and resources agency matters, proposed bylaw
revisions, review of legislation as requested by the State Legislative Committee, etc. The committee shall
consider matters and issues submitted to it in order to determine which ones are of major significance to
the member agencies and, assuming a finding of major significance, recommend to the Board of Directors
the position(s) which the committee believes the Association should take with respect thereto. The
committee shall be composed of between 34 and 44 attorneys, each of whom shall be a member of the
California Bar and shall be, or act as, counsel for a member agency, representing diverse interests within
the Association, including but not limited to, different geographical areas throughout the state, large and
small agencies, agricultural and urban agencies, agencies created under the various enabling statutes, etc.
The committee shall consist of at least one member from each region.

Section 7.13. Local Government Committee. There shall be a Local Government Committee whose
duty it shall be to recommend policies to the State Legislative Committee, as appropriate, and Board of
Directors on matters affecting water agencies as a segment of local government in California. The
committee shall consist of at least one, but no more than three members from each region.

Section 7.14. Membership Committee. There shall be a Membership Committee whose duty it shall be
to assist staff in developing membership recruitment and retention programs, make recommendations to
the Board of Directors regarding membership policies, eligibility, and applications for membership and
review and make recommendations to the Finance Committee regarding an equitable dues structure. The
committee shall consist of at least one member from each region.

Section 7.15. State Legislative Committee. There shall be a State Legislative Committee whose duty it
shall be to review all state legislative proposals affecting member agencies and to establish Association
positions, consistent with existing policy, where it has been established; sponsor bills that will resolve
problems or improve conditions for member agencies; and assist in the establishment of the Association’s
legislative program. The committee shall consist of members representing a variety of types of member
agencies and at least one, but no more than four members from each region.

Section 7.16. Water Management Committee. There shall be a Water Management Committee whose
duty it shall be to recommend policy and programs to the Board of Directors on any area of concern in
water management. The committee shall consist of at least one, but no more than four members from
each region.

Section 7.17. Water Quality Committee. There shall be a Water Quality Committee whose duty it shall
be to develop and recommend Association policy, positions, and programs to the Board of Directors, to
promote cost-effective state and federal water quality regulations that protect the public health, to
enable interested member agencies to join together to develop and coordinate with other organizations,
and to present unified comments regarding agricultural and domestic water quality regulations. The
committee shall consist of at least one member from each region.

ARTICLE 8A+ticle-8 — Special Councils, Committees, and Task Forces

Section 8.01. Council of Past Presidents. There shall be a Council of Past Presidents composed of all
past presidents of the Association who serve on the council until each is no longer able to or wishes to
serve. The council shall provide a mechanism for past presidents to continue to make valuable
contributions to the Association. With approval of the Board of Directors, the president and/or executive
director/secretary may assign specific responsibilities to the council from time to time. Members of the
Council of Past Presidents are invited to attend and participate in the Association’s Board meetings.

Section 8.02. Neminating-Election Committee. There shall be a-Neminating-an Election Committee

consisting of five—or-more persons—appointed—by—the president—prior—to—the -Association’s—fa

conferenceeleven representatives established by February 28 of in-each odd-numbered year, whose

(a) Selection. The Election Committee shall be made-selected in the following manner:

(1) Each of the 10 currently seated Region Boards in the odd-numbered year shall appoint a

representative from the-fleertheir respective regions to serve on the Election Committee.

(2) One representative appointed by the president in the odd-numbered year shall also serve

on the Election Committee. Neither the president nor the vice president qualifies to be

appointed to this position.

(b) Qualification. In order to serve on the Election Committee, an individual must be an officer,

employee, or member of the governing body of a member agency of the Association, or other

representative duly desighated by a member agency of the Association to represent that member

at the time of the appointment. Where an individual ceases to meet these criteria during the

election e

cycle, the individual may not continue to serve. When the disqualified member represented a

Region Board, the affected Region Board shall select a replacement representative. When the

disqualified member represented the President, the President shall select an alternate

representative.

Section 8.03. Other Committees and Task Forces. Other committees and task forces may be appointed
by the president from time to time as needed, consistent with and supportive of the mission of the

Association.
ARTICLE 9A+ticle-9 — Meetings of Members

Section 9.01. Meetings. Meetings of the members of the Association shall be held at the Association’s

conferences at-such-times—as—may-be-determined-by-to provide a report to the Beard-of Directorste
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conductnecessary-business—and-to-eleetmembers on the Association’s activities during the past year,

provide an overview of the Association’s finances, announce the newly elected president and vice
president,which-eceursat of the falleenfereneceAssociation in each odd-numbered year-, and to transact
such other proper business as may come before the meeting.

Section 9.02. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the members of the Association may be called by
the Board of Directors, the president of the Board of Directors, or by 5 percent or more of the members
of the Association. Except when called by the Board, a request for a special meeting must be in writing
and must be delivered in person or mailed by first-class mail addressed to the president of the Board at
the principal office of the Association, with a copy to the executive director/secretary. The request must
state the general nature of the business proposed to be transacted at the meeting.

A special meeting that has been called by written request of 5 percent of the member agencies of the
Association to the Board of Directors shall be set by the Board of Directors on a date that is not less than
35 or more than 90 days after receipt of the request.

Section 9.03. Meetings by Remote Communication. Any meeting of the members may be conducted,

in whole or in part, by electronic transmission by and to the Association or by electronic video screen

communication. The member shall be deemed present in person at the meeting if the following apply:

(a) The Association implements reasonable measures to provide the member a reasonable

opportunity to participate in the meeting and to vote on matters submitted to the

members, including an opportunity to read or hear the proceedings of the meeting

substantially concurrently with those proceedings.

(b) If any member votes or takes other action at the meeting by means of electronic

transmission to the Association or electronic video screen communication, a record of

that vote or action is maintained by the Association.

(c) The Association verifies that each person participating remotely is an authorized

representative of a voting member.

Section-9-03-Section 9.04. Notice Requirements for Membership Meetings. Written notice of any
membership meeting shall be given to each voting member of the Association. The notice shall state the

date, time, and place of the meeting; the means by which members may participate; and the general

nature of the business to be transacted. Fhenoticeofanymeetingat-which-Board officersareto-be

information shall also be posted on the Association’s website.

Except as otherwise provided in these bylaws or California law, a written notice of regular membership
meetings shall be given not less than 10 or more than 90 days before the date of the meeting to each
member who, on the record date for notice of the meeting, is entitled to vote; provided, however, that if
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notice is given by mail, and the notice is not mailed by first-class, registered, or certified mail, that notice
shall be given not less than 20 days before the meeting.

Seetion-9-04-Section 9.05. Notice Requirements for Special Meetings. The executive
director/secretary shall cause notice to be given to all members of the Association of the date, time, and

place of the meeting and the general nature of the business to be transacted at the meeting. No business
except that specified in the request and notice may be transacted at said special meeting. If notice of the
requested special meeting is not given within 20 days after receipt of the request, the person or persons
requesting the meeting may give the notice.

Section-9-05-Section 9.06. Voting. Each member of the Association in good standing at the time of
the annual or special meeting shall be entitled to one vote that shall be cast by its authorized

representative. Each member must designate its authorized representative prior to the annual or special

meeting. Itisthe member’s responsibility to designate or update its authorized representative as needed.

The Association may confirm with any member the identify of that member’s authorized representative

for the purpose of casting ballots in any election of president and vice president. All questions, except

amendments or revisions of these bylaws, shall be determined by a majority of the members present and
voting. A roll call may be requested by any authorized representative.

Section-9-06-Section 9.07. Amendment of Bylaws. These bylaws may be amended or revised by

two-thirds of the member agencies of the Association present and voting at any meeting.

Section-9-07:Section 9.08. Quorums. The presence of the authorized representative of 50 members

of the Association at any meeting of the members shall constitute a quorum for transacting business.
Written ballots timely received from the authorized representative of 50 members shall constitute a

quorum for elections of president and vice president.

Seection-9-08-Section 9.09. Amendments, Revisions, and Resolutions. Before any amendments or

revisions to the bylaws, or resolutions, may be considered at any meeting of the Association, any such
amendment, revision, or resolution shall be submitted to the executive director/secretary at least 90 days
prior to the first day of such meeting. The executive director/secretary shall promptly distribute any
proposed amendments or revisions to the Legal Affairs Committee for the Legal Affairs Committee to
develop an unbiased analysis of the amendments or revisions. Following development of an analysis for
the proposed amendments or revisions, the executive director/secretary shall distribute copies of any
resolutions, amendments or revisions, including any applicable analyses, to all members of the Association
not less than 10 days or more than 90 days prior to presentation at such meeting. The written notice of
the membership meeting shall be given to each voting member of the Association consistent with the
provisions defined in Section 29.04. The 90-day rule may be suspended at any meeting of the Association
by consent of three-fourths of the members present. Voting on resolutions, amendments, or revisions
shall proceed as provided by Sections 59.06 and &-efthis-ArticleS.07.
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Section9.09.Section 9.10. Nomination of President and Vice President.

(a) __ Qualification. At the time of their election, the president and vice president of the
Association shall each be an elected or appointed member of the governing body or
commission (as appropriate) of a member agency of the Association.

(b) _ Nominating Cemmittee—PrecessResolutions. All nominations for the positions of
president and vice president shall be accompanied by an official resolution from the
Association member agency on whose board the nominee serves. Said resolution shall be

signed by an authorized signatory of the member agency’s Board of Directors.

Section 9.11. Election of President and Vice President. Each member of the Association in good

standing at the time a vote is cast is entitled to one vote for election of the president and vice president

that shall be cast by its authorized representative by written ballot. The ballot and any related material

may be sent by first class, registered, or certified mail or electronic transmission by the Corporation that

meets the requirements of Corporations Code section 20, and responses may be returned to the

Corporation by mail or electronic transmission. On any written ballot for the election of president or vice

president, an authorized representative acting on behalf of the member may write in a qualified candidate

for election.

Section 9.12. Write-In Candidates. If a write-in candidate prevails in any election for president or vice

president, such individual shall not be officially elected into such position until the Election Committee

confirms that the individual meets the eligibility criteria and qualifications requirements.

Section 9.13. Run-off Election for President and Vice President. In the event a nominee does not

receive a majority of the votes for president or vice president, a run-off election shall be held for the office

or offices for which a majority of the votes have not been received. The run-off election shall only involve

the nominees who received the two highest amounts of votes. The run-off election shall be conducted in

the same manner as the initial election.

Seetion-9-10.Section 9.14. Additional Procedures for Election of Officers-President and Vice
President. The Board shall have the authority to developadditionalpreceduresadopt policies for elections
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(“Election Policy”) of president and vice president setting forth the details for the election of such

positions when not otherwise contrary to or covered by these bylaws.

ARTICLE 10A+ticle10 —Indemnification of Directors, Officers, and Other Agents

Section 10.01. Right of Indemnity. To the fullest extent permitted by law, this Corporation shall
indemnify its Directors, Officers, employees, and other persons described in Section 7237(a) of the
California Corporations Code, including persons formerly occupying any such position, against all
expenses, judgments, fines, settlements and other amounts actually and reasonably incurred by them in
connection with any “proceeding,” as that term is used in that Section, and including an action by or in
the right of the Corporation, by reason of the fact that the person is or was a person described in that
section. "Expenses," as used in this bylaw, shall have the same meaning as in Section 7237(a) of the
California Corporations Code.

Section 10.02. Approval of Indemnity. On written request to the Board by any person seeking
indemnification under Section 7237(b) or Section 7237(c) of the California Corporations Code, the Board
shall promptly determine under Section 7237(e) of the California Corporations Code whether the
applicable standard of conduct set forth in Section 7237(b) or Section 7237(c) has been met and, if so, the
Board shall authorize indemnification.

Section 10.03. Advancement of Expenses. To the fullest extent permitted by law and except as
otherwise determined by the Board in a specific instance, expenses incurred by a person seeking
indemnification under these bylaws in defending any proceeding covered by those Sections shall be
advanced by the Corporation before final disposition of the proceeding, on receipt by the Corporation of
an undertaking by or on behalf of that person that the advance will be repaid unless it is ultimately
determined that the person is entitled to be indemnified by the Corporation for those expenses.

Section 10.04. Insurance. The Corporation shall have the right to purchase and maintain insurance to
the full extent permitted by law on behalf of its Officers, Directors, employees, and other agents, against
any liability asserted against or incurred by any officer, director, employee, or agent in such capacity or
arising out of the officer’s, director’s, employee’s or agent’s status as such.

ARTICLE 11A+ticle11 -~ - Miscellaneous

Section 11.01. Conduct of Meetings. All meetings of the Association shall be conducted in accord with
the code of conduct and in substantial accordance with the latest edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly
Revised unless the Board adopts alternate rules of conduct for itself and/or its committees, region boards,
and region workgroups.

Section 11.02. Funds. The funds of the Association shall be used to further the aims and purposes of this
Association. They shall be kept by the controller/treasurer and paid out by checks or other electronic
means, which shall only be valid with two authorized signatures. The Board of Directors shall designate
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by resolution which persons, other than the controller/treasurer, may sign for expenditures. The Finance
Committee shall implement procedures to ensure necessary internal controls over the receipt and
expenditures of Association funds and arrange for an external audit. Audit reports shall be presented to
the Board of Directors.

Section 11.03. Disposition of Assets upon Dissolution. The Association’s properties and assets are
irrevocably dedicated to the fulfillment of the Association’s purposes as described in Article 2 of the
Articles of Incorporation. No part of the Association’s net earnings, properties and assets, on dissolution
or otherwise, may inure to the benefit of any private person. Upon the dissolution of the Association, all
debts thereof shall be paid and its affairs settled, and all remaining assets shall be distributed to the
Association’s member political subdivisions for a public purpose, consistent with the provisions of the
California Nonprofit Corporation Law relating to publie-mutual benefit corporations then in effect and
with the Articles of Incorporation.

Section 11.04. Definitions. As used in these bylaws, the term “notice provided by electronic means” shall
refer to notice given by fax or e-mail.

ARTICLE 1 - General

Section 1.01. Name. The name of this California nonprofit corporation shall be the Association of
California Water Agencies (hereinafter referred to as the Association).

Section 1.02. Principal Office. The principal office for the transaction of business of the Association
shall be located in Sacramento, California.

Section 1.03. Purposes. The purposes of the Association shall be to work together with its members
and others for the best interests of California and its citizens and landowners who use, need and depend
upon water; to encourage the orderly development of the waters of the state; to seek means of obtaining
and making available to all of California a dependable water supply of the best possible quality at the
lowest possible cost, giving due consideration to environmental factors involved therein; to provide
inspiration and leadership in meeting and solving the water supply problems of this state; to propose and
advocate such policies and measures—local, state and federal—that serve the best interests of the
Association, opposing those of contrary nature; to assist in promoting the health, safety and welfare of
the employees of its members; and to do all other things that are in the best interests of its members.

ARTICLE 2 - Membership and Dues

Membership.

Members. Only a public district, public agency, or public organization created and
operated for the purpose of controlling, treating, developing, acquiring, using or
supplying water for any purpose for inhabitants or lands within the state of California, or
for the protection, drainage or reclamation of lands within the state of California, may
become a member of the Association. Such an entity will become a member upon
written application, approval by the Board of Directors, and the payment of the required
dues. Acceptance to membership shall authorize full participation in Association
activities. Except as otherwise provided in Section 2.01(b) below, in no case may an
organization other than a state, a political subdivision (as defined in § 1.103-1(b) of the
Income Tax Regulations) of a state or an entity the income of which is excluded from
gross income under § 115 of the Internal Revenue Code be a member of the
Association. A member of the Association shall be in good standing if in compliance with
all bylaws and requirements of membership, including timely payment of annual dues
and emergency assessments.

Honorary Life Members. Any person who has rendered conspicuous service in furthering
the purposes of the Association may, by vote of the Board of Directors, be granted an
honorary life membership in the Association without payment of dues or assessments. All
past presidents of the Association shall automatically be honorary life members without
vote of the Board of Directors. Honorary life members shall not be entitled to a vote or to
hold office automatically because of their status as honorary life members.

Termination of Members. Membership shall cease upon the failure of any member to
pay the dues provided for in Section 2.02 of this Article. The membership of any member
may be terminated at any time by such member sending written notification of its
intention to withdraw to the Association’s principal office. The Board of Directors may
terminate the membership of any member upon 30 days’ written notice by first-class mail
when it is determined at any regular Board meeting or at any special Board meeting called
for that purpose that continuance of such membership would not be in the best interests
of the Association. Withdrawal or termination of membership ends any participation in
Association activities and shall terminate a member’s interest in the Association’s assets.

Dues. The annual dues of each member of the Association shall be established by the

Board of Directors; provided, however, that any member may apply for a change in its dues because of

conditions that differentiate such applicant from other members.

Section 2.03.

Liability of Members. No member shall be liable for any obligation incurred by the

Association with the following exception: (1) the payment of the annual dues while it remains a member;
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and (2) the payment of emergency assessments, which shall not exceed 10 percent of current annual dues
for each member in any calendar year while it remains a member. No emergency assessment may be
levied against any member during its first two years of membership in the Association.

ARTICLE 3 - Officers

Section 3.01. President and Vice President.

(a) General. The president and vice president of the Association shall be the elected officers
of the Association. At the time of their election the president and vice president shall each
be an elected or appointed member of the governing body or commission (as
appropriate) of a member agency of the Association. The president and vice president
shall be elected by the members of the Association by written ballot in each odd-
numbered year before the Association’s annual meeting, shall be announced at the
Association’s annual meeting, shall take office on January 1 of the calendar year following
election, and shall hold office until such time as their successors take office or are
appointed. An elected president shall not be permitted to succeed himself/herself to that
office. Except as provided in this Article, should vacancies occur in either office of the
president or vice president, the Board of Directors shall appoint persons to fill such offices
for the unexpired terms thereof.

(b) President. The president shall preside at all meetings of the Board of Directors, the
Executive Committee, and the general membership; shall appoint members of all
committees, including the chair and vice chair of each, upon recommendation from
members and regions (as communicated by the region chairs), with each such committee
chair and vice chair ratified by the Board of Directors; and shall perform all other duties
necessary to carry out the functions of the office. The president shall be a non-voting ex
officio member of each committee, but shall not be an ex officio member of the Election
Committee or the region boards.

The president may be expelled from office with or without cause, upon the satisfaction
of the following two events: (1) a two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors; and (2) a
subsequent simple majority vote of the members of the Association during a meeting of
the membership.

(c) Vice President. The vice president shall, in the absence of the president, assume all of the
duties of that office and, if a vacancy occurs, succeed thereto for the unexpired term. The
vice president shall sit as a member of the Executive Committee of the ACWA Joint Powers
Insurance Authority and shall perform such other duties as assigned by the president.

Executive Director/Secretary and Controller/Treasurer.

General. The executive director/secretary and controller/treasurer of the Association
shall also be officers of the Association. The executive director/secretary shall be
appointed by and hold office at the pleasure of the Board of Directors of the Association.

Executive Director/Secretary. The executive director/secretary shall: (1) advise and assist
the Board of Directors, all committees, the boards of each region, and the workgroups of
each region; (2) be responsible for administering the total operations of the Association;
(3) employ, direct, and release all employed staff in accordance with the policies adopted
by the Board of Directors and consistent with the budget adopted by the Board of
Directors; (4) provide relevant information to the Board of Directors needed by the Board
to take actions; (5) give members notice and record minutes of all meetings of the
membership, Board of Directors, and Executive Committee; and (6) have such other
powers and perform such other duties as may be provided and assigned by the Board of
Directors directly or through the president of the Board or the Executive Committee. The
executive director/secretary, with the assistance of the controller/treasurer, shall render
a report to the Board of Directors at the first meeting following the close of each calendar
year showing the membership of the Association, the receipts and expenditures during
the year, and the work accomplished during the previous year.

Controller/Treasurer. The controller/treasurer shall report to and act under the direction
of the executive director/secretary. The controller/treasurer shall be a signatory on all
accounts held by the Association and shall act as a fiduciary for all assets of the
Association.

ARTICLE 4 — Board of Directors

Membership. The Board of Directors shall consist of:

The Association president and vice president.

The chair and vice chair of each region.

The chair of each standing committee.

The most immediate active past president.

The vice president of the ACWA/Joint Powers Insurance Authority.

Term of Office. The term of office of all members of the Board of Directors shall

commence on January 1 of the calendar year following election of the president and vice president, except

for those persons who serve on the Board of Directors by nature of their position as chairs of standing

committees, whose terms shall instead commence upon their ratification by the Board of Directors.
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Except as provided in Article 4, Section 11, the term of office for all members of the Board of Directors
shall terminate on December 31 of the following odd-numbered year two years later, or until their
successors take office.

Section 4.03. Attendance Requirement. Any member of the Board of Directors who misses two
consecutive regular Board meetings without being excused by the Board will no longer be a member of
the Board of Directors.

Section 4.04. Regular Meetings. Regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held bimonthly at
such times and places as the Board may determine.

Section 4.05. Special Meetings. Special meetings may be called by the president upon the president’s
own volition or shall be called by the president when requested in writing by five directors. Prior to
conducting such a special meeting, the president shall consult with the Executive Committee to ensure
that adequate information is available to the Board of Directors for any necessary decisions; and where
such meeting is called upon the president’s own volition, the president shall also consult with the
Executive Committee as to the necessity of the special meeting. Notice for special meetings shall be
provided in the following manner: (1) upon 10 days” written notice sent by mail to each director and
addressed to each at the address as shown upon the records of the Association; or (2) upon 48 hours’
notice with notice provided by electronic means. When the meeting is called upon the president’s own
volition, the president shall choose the form of notice; when the meeting is called by a request of five
directors, the five directors shall choose the form of notice and the president shall promptly call the
meeting. No business except those items described in the notice shall be transacted at any special
meeting, except by consent of three-fourths of the members of the Board of Directors present.

Section 4.06. Meetings by Electronic Communication. Any meeting of the Board of Directors, region
boards, or any committee may be conducted, in whole or in part, by telephone, electronic transmission,
or by electronic video screen communication. A member of the Board of Directors, a region board, or any
committee shall be deemed present in person at the meeting if the following apply:

(a) Each director, region board, or committee member participating in the meeting can
communicate concurrently with all other directors, region board, or committee members.

(b) Each director, region board or, committee member is provided the means of participating
in all matters before the board, region board, or committee, including the capacity to
propose, or to interpose an objection to, a specific action to be taken by the Association.

Section 4.07. Quorum. At any meeting of the Board of Directors, the attendance of 50 percent of the
voting members of the Board of Directors, or their permitted alternates as specified in these bylaws, shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of any business. The Board may hold a closed session for
discussion of personnel matters or enforcement of violations of the code of conduct.
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Section 4.08. Alternates. Each region shall designate an alternate for each chair and vice chair, who
shall meet the qualification requirements for chair and vice chair, to act at meetings of the Board of
Directors when the chair or vice chair is unable to attend. The vice chair of each standing committee will
be the alternate to act at meetings of the Board of Directors when the standing committee chair is unable
to attend. An alternate may not act or vote on behalf of more than one member of the Board of Directors.
A member of the Board of Directors may not act as an alternate for any other member.

Section 4.09. Vacancies for Standing Committee Chairs and Vice Chairs. Should a vacancy occur in the
office of any standing committee chair or vice chair before the end of the term, the president shall appoint
a new committee chair or vice chair to fulfill the unexpired term of such committee chair or vice chair
subject to ratification by the Board of Directors. A vacancy in the office of any such standing committee
chair or vice chair as described in the previous sentence shall be deemed to exist when the chair or vice
chair: (1) resigns the office; (2) no longer is an officer, employee, or member of the governing body of a
member agency of the Association, or other representative duly designated by a member agency of the
Association to represent that member; or (3) is otherwise removed by a member agency of the
Association.

Section 4.10. Duties, Authorities, and Delegation. Subject to the provisions and limitations of California
Nonprofit Corporation Law, other applicable laws, and the provisions of these bylaws, the Association’s
activities and affairs are to be exercised by or under the direction of the Association’s Board of Directors.
The Board of Directors is responsible for the overall supervision, control, and direction of the Association.
The Board of Directors shall: (1) employ and release the executive director/secretary; (2) set performance
expectations for the executive director/secretary; (3) receive, review, and consider approval of executive
director/secretary recommended compensation, other terms and conditions of employment, and annual
evaluations as prepared by the Executive Committee; (4) annually adopt a budget; and (5) set the level of
dues for the Association. Except as to the duties listed in the previous sentence, and subject to Article 3,
Section 2, the Board of Directors may delegate the supervision, control, and direction of the Association’s
affairs to any person or group, including a committee, provided the Association Board retains ultimate
responsibility for the actions of such person or group. Where such powers are delegated, the delegation
shall be documented in writing.

Section 4.11. Immediate Past President. The immediate past president automatically assumes this
position after serving as the Association’s elected president and is a voting member of the Board of
Directors and Executive Committee. The term of office for the immediate past president shall commence
on January 1 of the calendar year following election of the president and vice president and shall
terminate on December 31 of the following odd-numbered year two years later. In the event the most
immediate active past president is unavailable to serve, the most recent and available active past
president in succession shall serve in this capacity.

Section 4.12. Code of Conduct of Board Members.

(a) Code of Conduct: Purpose and Adoption. The Board of Directors shall establish, and
update as appropriate, a code of conduct for its Directors that recognizes the

Association’s commitment of integrity, respect, and fair representation to its members
and the public they serve and establishes minimum ethical standards for the performance
of the duties of office. The code shall be consistent with the procedural processes
contained in this section. The code shall be distributed to all new Directors and shall be
distributed annually to all members of the Association.

Violations and Enforcement Process. A violation of the code of conduct may result in
removal, public censure, or private reprimand of a Director, or such other action as
contained in the code of conduct. However, removal and public censure shall be reserved
only for serious violations. A Director may not be removed or publically censured absent
an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the voting members of the Board of Directors. A
Director may be privately reprimanded for a violation of the code of conduct upon the
majority vote of the quorum. Complaints of violation of the code of conduct may be filed
with the president, or the vice-president if the allegations are made against the president.
The president may refer a complaint of violation to the executive director/secretary for
investigation. The executive director/secretary may retain a special investigator or special
counsel to conduct or assist the investigation. A Director accused of a violation shall be
provided a copy of the complaint. A Director that takes any hostile or retaliatory action,
directly or indirectly, against a complainant is subject to removal from the Board in
conformance with the process identified above. Prior to scheduling a Board action on a
complaint, the president shall consult with the Executive Committee and the chair of the
Legal Affairs Committee. A Director accused of a violation of the code of conduct shall be
provided at least 15 days’ written notice of any meeting of the Board at which a
determination of enforcement will be considered. A determination of enforcement may
be made only at a regular meeting of the Board and shall be made in closed session. The
determinations of the Board under this section shall not be admissible in any criminal or
civil proceeding brought against the Director for conduct that violates any other law.

ARTICLE 5 — Regions

Boundaries of Each Region.

There shall be a maximum of 10 regions within the state. The Board of Directors shall
determine the regional boundaries. Insofar as is practicable, the regions shall have a
numerical balance in members of the Association; make geographic sense; and promote
regional problem solving.

A member of the Association may file a written petition to the Board of Directors
requesting a change in regions. Such petition shall set forth the reasons for such
requested change. The Board shall, within a reasonable time, act upon such petition and
set forth the reasons for its action. Such action by the Board shall be based on factors in
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Section 5.02.

Officers.

The officers of each region shall be a chair and vice chair and three to five region board
members who shall be elected by the region in each odd-numbered year. A region may
maintain a board of fewer than five but not less than three members as provided in the
region’s rules and regulations. The officers of the region board shall take office on January
1 of the calendar year following election and shall hold office for two years, or until their
successors take office. Regions shall hold elections by electronic ballot. ACWA staff shall
verify the legitimacy of the ballots.

The officers of each region shall: (1) exercise the powers and perform duties of the region
during the interim between region meetings; and (2) make recommendations to the
president regarding appointments to committees. The chair and vice chair shall be the
region’s representatives to the ACWA Board of Directors.

Each officer of a region shall be an officer, employee, or member of the governing body
of a member agency of the Association, or other representative duly designated by a
member agency of the Association to represent that member at the time of the
appointment. Where an individual ceases to meet these criteria during the term of the
office, the individual may not serve during the remaining term of that office unless that
individual can again meet the criteria for the office and is appointed to complete the term.
The region board may adopt more stringent criteria for board member qualifications as
part of the region’s rules and regulations.

Should a vacancy occur in any of the region board positions before the end of the term,
the remaining members of the region board shall appoint a new member. A vacancy in
the office of any region board position shall be deemed to exist when a region board
member: (1) resigns the office; (2) no longer is an officer, employee, or member of the
governing body of a member agency of the Association, or other representative duly
designated by a member of the Association to represent that member; or (3) is otherwise
removed by a member agency of the Association.

Nominating Committees. There shall be a nominating committee for each region

consisting of three or more designees, each representing a member of the Association located within the

region, appointed by the chair of the region and approved by the region board. Nominating committees

shall be formed by February 28 of each odd-numbered year.

Section 5.04.

Meetings. The meetings of each region shall be held at both the spring and fall

conferences and at such other times and places as may be determined by the region chair.

Representatives of five or more members of the Association from the region present at any region
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meeting shall constitute a quorum for purposes of conducting the business of the region. Any meeting,
regular or special, may be held in person or by telephone conference, web video conference, or other
electronic video screen communication or electronic transmission, as set forth in Section 4.06.

Section 5.05. Workgroups. Workgroups may be appointed by the region chair as needed.

Section 5.06. Rules. Each region shall organize and adopt rules and regulations for the conduct of its
meetings and affairs not inconsistent with the Articles of Incorporation or bylaws of the Association. Each
region shall abide by the code of conduct adopted by the Board of Directors of the Association.

ARTICLE 6 — Executive Committee

Section 6.01. Membership. There shall be an Executive Committee consisting of the following: the
president of the Association, who shall be the chair thereof; the vice president; the most immediate active
past president; the chair of the Finance Committee; and three at-large representatives selected from and
by the members of the Board of Directors. The election of the three at-large representatives to the
Executive Committee shall occur at the first Board of Directors meeting held in each even-numbered year
and the elected representatives shall serve immediately following their election and until such time as
their successors take office. To the extent practical, the Executive Committee should be constituted so as
to reflect the geographic extent of the Association and the functions of the members of the Association.

Section 6.02. Powers. The Executive Committee shall have the following authority:

(a) Personnel. Subject to the budget adopted by the Board of Directors, the Executive
Committee shall perform the following personnel actions: (1) recommend compensation
for the executive director/secretary to the Board of Directors for approval; (2) perform
annual reviews of the executive director/secretary and submit that review to the Board
of Directors; (3) review and approve the classification and compensation plan and publicly
posted salary schedule for Association employees submitted by the executive
director/secretary, which shall be reviewable by the Board of Directors, in closed session,
upon request of the Board of Directors; (4) establish personnel policies for the conduct
and behavior of employees, which shall be reviewable by the Board of Directors; and (5)
undertake such other personnel actions as may be requested by the executive
director/secretary in support of his or her oversight of all other personnel matters, which
shall be reviewable by the Board of Directors, in closed session, upon request of the Board
of Directors.

(b) Delegation. The Executive Committee may act pursuant to any authority specifically
delegated to it by the Board of Directors. The delegation shall indicate whether the
authority is still subject to the ultimate authority of the Board.

(c) Authority to Act Between Meetings. The Executive Committee may act for the Board of
Directors between Board meetings when calling a special meeting of the Board of
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Directors is impracticable, provided that no such action of the Executive Committee shall
be binding on the Board of Directors until authorized or approved by the Board. The
Executive Committee has the authority to authorize actions recommended by the Legal
Affairs Committee (such as the filing of letter briefs and amicus curiae briefs) by electronic
means without the need for an in-person or telephonic meeting, but such actions shall be
ratified by the Board of Directors at its next meeting.

Section 6.03. Reporting. The president, or any person designated by the president, shall report to the
Board of Directors, at each regular Board meeting, any action taken by the Executive Committee since the
last preceding regular Board meeting. The minutes of Executive Committee meetings, which at that time
may still be in draft form, shall be mailed (using the U.S. Postal Service, express delivery, electronic means,
or otherwise) to each member of the Board of Directors at least five days prior to Board meetings, except
in cases in which the Executive Committee meets during or immediately prior to a conference of the
Association or immediately prior to a Board meeting, in which case the minutes, which may still be in draft
form, shall be mailed to each director promptly thereafter.

Section 6.04. Meetings. The Executive Committee shall hold regularly scheduled meetings as set by the
president. Special meetings of the Executive Committee may be called by the president upon notice to
the members of that committee or upon written request of three Executive Committee members. Notice
for special Executive Committee meetings shall be provided to the entire Board: (1) upon five days’ written
notice sent by mail, or (2) upon 24 hours’ notice with notice provided by electronic means; and all such
meetings shall be open to the Board of Directors. Any meeting, regular or special, may be held in person
or by telephone conference, web video conference, or other electronic video screen communication or
electronic transmission, as set forth in Section 4.06. All members of the Board of Directors may attend
any meeting of the Executive Committee. Meetings of the Executive Committee may be closed to others
at the discretion of the president or committee. Only members of the Executive Committee are allowed
to vote on matters at a meeting of the committee.

Section 6.05. Minutes. The minutes of the Executive Committee meetings shall be kept by the
executive director/secretary at the Association’s principal office. Actions of the Executive Committee shall
be reported to the Board of Directors as provided in Section 3 of this Article and shall be available to any
member of the Board of Directors upon request to the executive director/secretary.

ARTICLE 7 - Standing Committees

Section 7.01. Qualification. In order to serve on any ACWA standing committee, an individual must be
an officer, employee, or member of the governing body of a member agency of the Association, or other
representative duly designated by a member agency of the Association to represent that member at the
time of the appointment. Where an individual ceases to meet these criteria during the term of the
appointment, the individual may not serve during the remaining term of that appointment unless that
individual can again meet the criteria for appointment and is appointed to complete the term.
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Section 7.02. Term of Office. The term of office of standing committee members shall be two years
commencing on January 1 of each even-numbered year. The term of office of standing committee chairs
and vice chairs shall be approximately two years and shall commence as soon after January 1 of the even-
numbered year as they may be appointed by the president and ratified by the then-seated Board of
Directors, and shall terminate on December 31 of the odd-numbered year approximately two years later
or until their successors are appointed and ratified.

Section 7.03. Meetings. Meetings of standing committees may be called at such times and places
designated by the respective chair thereof except where provided otherwise by these bylaws. Any
meetings of standing committees may be conducted, in whole or in part, by electronic transmission or by
electronic video screen communication, as set forth in Section 4.06. Subject to the provisions of these
bylaws and any actions that may be taken by the Board of Directors, the chairs of each standing committee
may establish their own rules for the efficient operation of the committee they each chair. The chairs of
each standing committee are authorized to create subcommittees and workgroups in order to complete
the work of the committee.

Section 7.04. Committee Composition. Each limited standing committee shall have a membership
composition that is comprised of members in the quantity and with qualifications as defined by the
provisions of these bylaws. The committee chair position shall not be included in the maximum count for
determining the committee composition total of any given limited committee. The committee chair shall,
however, be a voting member of their respective committees subject to the rules and procedures of each
committee. If the chair is absent, the vice chair shall fill the role of the chair during such absence.

Section 7.05.  Agriculture Committee. There shall be an Agriculture Committee whose duty it shall be
to recommend Association policy, positions and programs to the Board of Directors, State Legislative
Committee, Federal Affairs Committee or other committees, as appropriate, regarding agricultural issues
affecting the interests of ACWA and its members. The committee shall consist of at least one member
from each region.

Section 7.06. Business Development Committee. There shall be a Business Development Committee
whose duty it is to develop and recommend to the Board of Directors programs and activities to be
provided or administered by the Association that generate non-dues revenue and provide a service or
benefit to member agencies. The committee shall consist of at least one member from each region and
may include members from any of the other standing committees.

Section 7.07. Communications Committee. There shall be a Communications Committee whose duty
it shall be to develop and make recommendations to the Board of Directors regarding a comprehensive
internal and external communications program for the Association and to promote development of sound
public information and education programs and practices among member agencies. The committee shall
consist of no more than 40 members. The committee shall consist of at least one member from each
region.
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Section 7.08. Energy Committee. There shall be an Energy Committee whose duty it shall be to
recommend policies and programs to the Board of Directors and to the State Legislative Committee
and/or Federal Affairs Committee as appropriate. The committee shall consist of at least one member
from each region.

Section 7.09. Federal Affairs Committee. There shall be a Federal Affairs Committee whose duty it shall
be to review all federal legislative proposals and regulatory proposals affecting member agencies, after
consulting with other appropriate committees, and to develop Association positions consistent with
existing policy, where it has been established; recommend sponsorship of bills that will resolve problems
or improve conditions for member agencies; and assist in the establishment of the Association’s federal
legislative program. The committee shall consist of at least one, but no more than five members from
each region.

Section 7.10.  Finance Committee. There shall be a Finance Committee whose duty it shall be to make
recommendations to the Board of Directors regarding annual budgets, dues formula and schedules and
other revenue-producing income, annual audit and selection of an auditor, and investment strategies. The
committee shall consist of the president and vice president of the Association as ex officio members,
either the chair or vice chair from each of the Association’s 10 region boards, and one additional member
from each region with experience in financial matters.

Section 7.11. Groundwater Committee. There shall be a Groundwater Committee whose duty it shall
be to recommend policies and programs to the Board of Directors and to the State Legislative Committee
and/or Federal Affairs Committee as appropriate. The committee shall consist of at least one member
from each region.

Section 7.12. Legal Affairs Committee. There shall be a Legal Affairs Committee whose duty it shall be
to support the mission of the Association, and more particularly to deal with requests for assistance
involving legal matters of significance to member agencies, including but not limited to state and federal
court litigation, water rights matters, selected regulatory and resources agency matters, proposed bylaw
revisions, review of legislation as requested by the State Legislative Committee, etc. The committee shall
consider matters and issues submitted to it in order to determine which ones are of major significance to
the member agencies and, assuming a finding of major significance, recommend to the Board of Directors
the position(s) which the committee believes the Association should take with respect thereto. The
committee shall be composed of between 34 and 44 attorneys, each of whom shall be a member of the
California Bar and shall be, or act as, counsel for a member agency, representing diverse interests within
the Association, including but not limited to, different geographical areas throughout the state, large and
small agencies, agricultural and urban agencies, agencies created under the various enabling statutes, etc.
The committee shall consist of at least one member from each region.

Section 7.13. Local Government Committee. There shall be a Local Government Committee whose
duty it shall be to recommend policies to the State Legislative Committee, as appropriate, and Board of
Directors on matters affecting water agencies as a segment of local government in California. The
committee shall consist of at least one, but no more than three members from each region.
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Section 7.14. Membership Committee. There shall be a Membership Committee whose duty it shall be
to assist staff in developing membership recruitment and retention programs, make recommendations to
the Board of Directors regarding membership policies, eligibility, and applications for membership and
review and make recommendations to the Finance Committee regarding an equitable dues structure. The
committee shall consist of at least one member from each region.

Section 7.15. State Legislative Committee. There shall be a State Legislative Committee whose duty it
shall be to review all state legislative proposals affecting member agencies and to establish Association
positions, consistent with existing policy, where it has been established; sponsor bills that will resolve
problems or improve conditions for member agencies; and assist in the establishment of the Association’s
legislative program. The committee shall consist of members representing a variety of types of member
agencies and at least one, but no more than four members from each region.

Section 7.16. Water Management Committee. There shall be a Water Management Committee whose
duty it shall be to recommend policy and programs to the Board of Directors on any area of concern in
water management. The committee shall consist of at least one, but no more than four members from
each region.

Section 7.17. Water Quality Committee. There shall be a Water Quality Committee whose duty it shall
be to develop and recommend Association policy, positions, and programs to the Board of Directors, to
promote cost-effective state and federal water quality regulations that protect the public health, to
enable interested member agencies to join together to develop and coordinate with other organizations,
and to present unified comments regarding agricultural and domestic water quality regulations. The
committee shall consist of at least one member from each region.

ARTICLE 8 - Special Councils, Committees, and Task Forces

Section 8.01. Council of Past Presidents. There shall be a Council of Past Presidents composed of all
past presidents of the Association who serve on the council until each is no longer able to or wishes to
serve. The council shall provide a mechanism for past presidents to continue to make valuable
contributions to the Association. With approval of the Board of Directors, the president and/or executive
director/secretary may assign specific responsibilities to the council from time to time. Members of the
Council of Past Presidents are invited to attend and participate in the Association’s Board meetings.

Section 8.02. Election Committee. There shall be an Election Committee consisting of eleven
representatives established by February 28 of each odd-numbered year, whose purpose shall be to
present qualified individuals for the offices of president and vice president of the Association. The Election
Committee shall vet all candidates to determine if the eligibility criteria have been met. The Election
Committee will endorse a preferred candidate for president and vice president before presenting an open
ballot with all qualifying candidates to the members for a vote in the manner set forth in Section 9.10 and
Section 9.11.

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(a) Selection. The Election Committee shall be selected in the following manner:

(1) Each ofthe 10 currently seated Region Boards in the odd-numbered year shall appoint
a representative from their respective regions to serve on the Election Committee.

(2) One representative appointed by the president in the odd-numbered year shall also
serve on the Election Committee. Neither the president nor the vice president qualifies
to be appointed to this position.

(b) Qualification. In order to serve on the Election Committee, an individual must be an
officer, employee, or member of the governing body of a member agency of the
Association, or other representative duly designated by a member agency of the
Association to represent that member at the time of the appointment. Where an
individual ceases to meet these criteria during the election cycle, the individual may not
continue to serve. When the disqualified member represented a Region Board, the
affected Region Board shall select a replacement representative. When the disqualified
member represented the President, the President shall select an alternate
representative.

Section 8.03. Other Committees and Task Forces. Other committees and task forces may be appointed
by the president from time to time as needed, consistent with and supportive of the mission of the
Association.

ARTICLE 9 — Meetings of Members

Section 9.01. Meetings. Meetings of the members of the Association shall be held at the Association’s
conferences to provide a report to the members on the Association’s activities during the past year,
provide an overview of the Association’s finances, announce the newly elected president and vice
president of the Association in each odd-numbered year, and to transact such other proper business as
may come before the meeting.

Section 9.02. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the members of the Association may be called by
the Board of Directors, the president of the Board of Directors, or by 5 percent or more of the members
of the Association. Except when called by the Board, a request for a special meeting must be in writing
and must be delivered in person or mailed by first-class mail addressed to the president of the Board at
the principal office of the Association, with a copy to the executive director/secretary. The request must
state the general nature of the business proposed to be transacted at the meeting.

A special meeting that has been called by written request of 5 percent of the member agencies of the
Association to the Board of Directors shall be set by the Board of Directors on a date that is not less than
35 or more than 90 days after receipt of the request.
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Section 9.03. Meetings by Remote Communication. Any meeting of the members may be conducted,
in whole or in part, by electronic transmission by and to the Association or by electronic video screen
communication. The member shall be deemed present in person at the meeting if the following apply:

(a) The Association implements reasonable measures to provide the member a reasonable
opportunity to participate in the meeting and to vote on matters submitted to the
members, including an opportunity to read or hear the proceedings of the meeting
substantially concurrently with those proceedings.

(b) If any member votes or takes other action at the meeting by means of electronic
transmission to the Association or electronic video screen communication, a record of
that vote or action is maintained by the Association.

(c) The Association verifies that each person participating remotely is an authorized
representative of a voting member.

Section 9.04. Notice Requirements for Membership Meetings. Written notice of any membership
meeting shall be given to each voting member of the Association. The notice shall state the date, time,
and place of the meeting; the means by which members may participate; and the general nature of the
business to be transacted. The member notification information shall also be posted on the Association’s
website.

Except as otherwise provided in these bylaws or California law, a written notice of regular membership
meetings shall be given not less than 10 or more than 90 days before the date of the meeting to each
member who, on the record date for notice of the meeting, is entitled to vote; provided, however, that if
notice is given by mail, and the notice is not mailed by first-class, registered, or certified mail, that notice
shall be given not less than 20 days before the meeting.

Section 9.05. Notice Requirements for Special Meetings. The executive director/secretary shall cause
notice to be given to all members of the Association of the date, time, and place of the meeting and the
general nature of the business to be transacted at the meeting. No business except that specified in the
request and notice may be transacted at said special meeting. If notice of the requested special meeting
is not given within 20 days after receipt of the request, the person or persons requesting the meeting may
give the notice.

Section 9.06. Voting. Each member of the Association in good standing at the time of the annual or
special meeting shall be entitled to one vote that shall be cast by its authorized representative. Each
member must designate its authorized representative prior to the annual or special meeting. It is the
member’s responsibility to designate or update its authorized representative as needed. The Association
may confirm with any member the identify of that member’s authorized representative for the purpose
of casting ballots in any election of president and vice president. All questions, except amendments or
revisions of these bylaws, shall be determined by a majority of the members present and voting. A roll call
may be requested by any authorized representative.
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Section 9.07. Amendment of Bylaws. These bylaws may be amended or revised by two-thirds of the
member agencies of the Association present and voting at any meeting.

Section 9.08. Quorums. The presence of the authorized representative of 50 members of the
Association at any meeting of the members shall constitute a quorum for transacting business. Written
ballots timely received from the authorized representative of 50 members shall constitute a quorum for
elections of president and vice president.

Section 9.09. Amendments, Revisions, and Resolutions. Before any amendments or revisions to the
bylaws, or resolutions, may be considered at any meeting of the Association, any such amendment,
revision, or resolution shall be submitted to the executive director/secretary at least 90 days prior to the
first day of such meeting. The executive director/secretary shall promptly distribute any proposed
amendments or revisions to the Legal Affairs Committee for the Legal Affairs Committee to develop an
unbiased analysis of the amendments or revisions. Following development of an analysis for the proposed
amendments or revisions, the executive director/secretary shall distribute copies of any resolutions,
amendments or revisions, including any applicable analyses, to all members of the Association not less
than 10 days or more than 90 days prior to presentation at such meeting. The written notice of the
membership meeting shall be given to each voting member of the Association consistent with the
provisions defined in Section 9.04. The 90-day rule may be suspended at any meeting of the Association
by consent of three-fourths of the members present. Voting on resolutions, amendments, or revisions
shall proceed as provided by Sections 9.06 and 9.07.

Section 9.10. Nomination of President and Vice President.

(a) Qualification. At the time of their election, the president and vice president of the
Association shall each be an elected or appointed member of the governing body or
commission (as appropriate) of a member agency of the Association.

(b) Nominating Resolutions. All nominations for the positions of president and vice president
shall be accompanied by an official resolution from the Association member agency on
whose board the nominee serves. Said resolution shall be signed by an authorized
signatory of the member agency’s Board of Directors.

Section 9.11. Election of President and Vice President. Each member of the Association in good
standing at the time a vote is cast is entitled to one vote for election of the president and vice president
that shall be cast by its authorized representative by written ballot. The ballot and any related material
may be sent by first class, registered, or certified mail or electronic transmission by the Corporation that
meets the requirements of Corporations Code section 20, and responses may be returned to the
Corporation by mail or electronic transmission. On any written ballot for the election of president or vice
president, an authorized representative acting on behalf of the member may write in a qualified candidate
for election.
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Section 9.12. Write-In Candidates. If a write-in candidate prevails in any election for president or vice
president, such individual shall not be officially elected into such position until the Election Committee
confirms that the individual meets the eligibility criteria and qualifications requirements.

Section 9.13. Run-off Election for President and Vice President. In the event a nominee does not
receive a majority of the votes for president or vice president, a run-off election shall be held for the office
or offices for which a majority of the votes have not been received. The run-off election shall only involve
the nominees who received the two highest amounts of votes. The run-off election shall be conducted in
the same manner as the initial election.

Section 9.14. Additional Procedures for Election of President and Vice President. The Board shall have
the authority to adopt policies for elections (“Election Policy”) of president and vice president setting forth
the details for the election of such positions when not otherwise contrary to or covered by these bylaws.

ARTICLE 10 -Indemnification of Directors, Officers, and Other Agents

Section 10.01. Right of Indemnity. To the fullest extent permitted by law, this Corporation shall
indemnify its Directors, Officers, employees, and other persons described in Section 7237(a) of the
California Corporations Code, including persons formerly occupying any such position, against all
expenses, judgments, fines, settlements and other amounts actually and reasonably incurred by them in
connection with any “proceeding,” as that term is used in that Section, and including an action by or in
the right of the Corporation, by reason of the fact that the person is or was a person described in that
section. "Expenses," as used in this bylaw, shall have the same meaning as in Section 7237(a) of the
California Corporations Code.

Section 10.02. Approval of Indemnity. On written request to the Board by any person seeking
indemnification under Section 7237(b) or Section 7237(c) of the California Corporations Code, the Board
shall promptly determine under Section 7237(e) of the California Corporations Code whether the
applicable standard of conduct set forth in Section 7237(b) or Section 7237(c) has been met and, if so, the
Board shall authorize indemnification.

Section 10.03. Advancement of Expenses. To the fullest extent permitted by law and except as
otherwise determined by the Board in a specific instance, expenses incurred by a person seeking
indemnification under these bylaws in defending any proceeding covered by those Sections shall be
advanced by the Corporation before final disposition of the proceeding, on receipt by the Corporation of
an undertaking by or on behalf of that person that the advance will be repaid unless it is ultimately
determined that the person is entitled to be indemnified by the Corporation for those expenses.

Section 10.04. Insurance. The Corporation shall have the right to purchase and maintain insurance to
the full extent permitted by law on behalf of its Officers, Directors, employees, and other agents, against
any liability asserted against or incurred by any officer, director, employee, or agent in such capacity or
arising out of the officer’s, director’s, employee’s or agent’s status as such.
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ARTICLE 11 - Miscellaneous

Section 11.01. Conduct of Meetings. All meetings of the Association shall be conducted in accord with
the code of conduct and in substantial accordance with the latest edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly
Revised unless the Board adopts alternate rules of conduct for itself and/or its committees, region boards,
and region workgroups.

Section 11.02. Funds. The funds of the Association shall be used to further the aims and purposes of this
Association. They shall be kept by the controller/treasurer and paid out by checks or other electronic
means, which shall only be valid with two authorized signatures. The Board of Directors shall designate
by resolution which persons, other than the controller/treasurer, may sign for expenditures. The Finance
Committee shall implement procedures to ensure necessary internal controls over the receipt and
expenditures of Association funds and arrange for an external audit. Audit reports shall be presented to
the Board of Directors.

Section 11.03. Disposition of Assets upon Dissolution. The Association’s properties and assets are
irrevocably dedicated to the fulfillment of the Association’s purposes as described in Article 2 of the
Articles of Incorporation. No part of the Association’s net earnings, properties and assets, on dissolution
or otherwise, may inure to the benefit of any private person. Upon the dissolution of the Association, all
debts thereof shall be paid and its affairs settled, and all remaining assets shall be distributed to the
Association’s member political subdivisions for a public purpose, consistent with the provisions of the
California Nonprofit Corporation Law relating to mutual benefit corporations then in effect and with the
Articles of Incorporation.

Section 11.04. Definitions. As used in these bylaws, the term “notice provided by electronic means” shall
refer to notice given by fax or e-mail.

REVISIONS TO IRWD’S CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE

SUMMARY:

Staff and legal counsel have reviewed IRWD’s Conflict of Interest Code and identified changes
that will appropriately designate those persons who make, or participate in the making of,
decisions at IRWD, as defined by the Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC) and should be
filing “Statements of Economic Interests” (i.e., FPPC Form 700) each year. Staff recommends
the Board adopt a resolution rescinding Resolution No. 2020-20 and adopt a revised Conflict of
Interest Code.

BACKGROUND:

The Political Reform Act requires that every local agency review its Conflict of Interest Code
biennially and submit a notice to its code-reviewing body that specifies if the code is accurate or
if the code must be amended. The code-reviewing body for California special districts is the
board of supervisors for the county in which the special district is located. For IRWD, the
code-reviewing body is the Orange County Board of Supervisors.

In compliance with the Political Reform Act, staff has reviewed the District’s Conflict of Interest
Code. Staff has identified a need for changes to the Conflict of Interest Code so that the code
appropriately designates those persons who make, or participate in the making of, decisions at
IRWD, as defined by the FPPC, and should be filing FPPC Form 700. The needed updates to the
code include adding new positions, deleting positions, and revising titles of existing positions.

Staff recommends the Board adopt a resolution rescinding Resolution No. 2020-20 and adopting
a revised Conflict of Interest Code. The proposed resolution is provided as Exhibit “A”. A
redline of the changes proposed to IRWD’s Conflict of Interest Code is provided as Exhibit “B”.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
IRVINE RANCH WATER DISTRICT RESCINDING RESOLUTION NO. 2020-20 AND
ADOPTING A REVISED CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE FOR THE DISTRICT

In accordance with the provisions of Section 18730 of the regulations of the Fair
Political Practices Commission (“FPPC”), contained in California Administrative Code Title 2,
Section 18109, et seq., the Board of Directors of the Irvine Ranch Water District has adopted and
amended from time to time a Conflict of Interest Code; and

The District’s Conflict of Interest Code contains the list of designated persons who must
disclose certain categories of economic interests under the code. Additionally, the Conflict of
Interest Code defines the types of economic interests that must be reported by designated person
in the various reporting categories specified the Conflict of Interest Code; and

The Political Reform Act requires that every local agency review its conflict of interest
code biennially and update it, if necessary. The District has reviewed its Conflict of Interest
Code biennially to determine if an update is needed; and

By adoption of Resolution No. 2020-20 on November 9, 2020, this Board revised and
readopted the District’s current Conflict of Interest Code; and

The District’s Conflict of Interest Code now needs to be updated so that the code
appropriately designates those persons that make or participate in the making of decisions at
IRWD, as defined by FPPC, and should be filing “Statements of Economic Interests” (i.e., FPPC
Form 700). The revisions to the code include adding new positions, deleting positions that do
not make or participate in the making of government decisions, and revising titles of existing
positions;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the Irvine Ranch Water District DOES
HEREBY RESOLVE, DETERMINE AND ORDER AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Resolution No. 2020-20 is rescinded in its entirety, effective upon approval
of the “Conflict of Interest Code for the Irvine Ranch Water District,” which is included in
Appendix “A” of this resolution, by the Orange County Board of Supervisors.

Section 2. The District Secretary is hereby authorized to file Appendix “A” and the
other required documentation with the Orange County Board of Supervisors to request approval
of the District’s Conflict of Interest Code, as proposed to be amended.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE
FOR
THE IRVINE RANCH WATER DISTRICT

The Political Reform Act (Government Code Section 81000, et seq.) requires state and local
government agencies to adopt and promulgate conflict of interest codes. The Fair Political
Practices Commission (“FPPC”) has adopted a regulation (2 California Code of Regulations
Section 18730) that contains the terms of a standard conflict of interest code, which can be
incorporated by reference in an agency’s code. After public notice and hearing, the standard
code may be amended by the FPPC to conform to amendments in the Political Reform Act.
Therefore, the terms of 2 California Code of Regulations Section 18730 and any amendments to
it duly adopted by the FPPC are hereby incorporated by reference. This regulation and Appendix
“A-1" and “A-2”, designating positions and establishing disclosure categories, shall constitute
the Conflict of Interest code of the Irvine Ranch Water District (“District”).

Individuals holding designated positions shall file their statements of economic interests with the
District Secretary, which will make the statements available for public inspection and
reproduction (Gov. Code Sec. 81008). Upon receipt of the statements for the members of the
Board of Directors and the General Manager, the District Secretary shall make and retain copies
and forward the originals to the Clerk of the Board for the Orange County Board of Supervisors.
All other statements will be retained by the District Secretary.

District personnel “participate in a governmental decision” when he or she, acting within the
authority of his or her position, provides information, an opinion, or a recommendation for the
purpose of affecting the decision without significant intervening substantive review.

Designated Persons must disclose the economic interests defined in the disclosure categories
defined in Appendix “A-2” of this code, using the Form 700 schedules listed in the table below:

CONSENT CALENDAR

WIRELESS NETWORK UPGRADE PROJECT

SUMMARY:

IRWD provides a wireless network (Wi-Fi) for limited use by employees and visitors who need
internet access while at certain District facilities. The current Wi-Fi system was installed in 2017
and needs to be upgraded to improve cybersecurity, coverage, and capacity. The proposed Wi-Fi
Upgrade project will modernize the District’s Wi-Fi system with all required hardware, software,
and services. NIC Partners was the lowest and only qualified bidder to respond to the request for
proposal (RFP). Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute a
contract with NIC Partners in the amount of $282,115, subject to non-substantive changes.

BACKGROUND:

A Wi-Fi system is the technology infrastructure used by wireless devices such as laptops, tablets,
and phones to connect to the internet for mobile access to information. At IRWD, examples of
Wi-Fi system use include enabling employees to be more productive by making it easier to
collaborate away from their desks, integrating wireless devices with IRWD’s new conference
room technologies, allowing guest consultants to share their internet-based materials, allowing
the public to access the internet at on-site IRWD events, and providing IRWD’s customers with
internet access for their online accounts while at District facilities.

IRWD’s existing Wi-Fi system was installed in 2017 and now requires an upgrade. The existing
equipment has legacy security technology and is no longer supported by the vendor, thereby
increasing cybersecurity risks. Also, as demands and reliance on the Wi-Fi systems have
increased, the existing wireless coverage has become unreliable and the capacity is inadequate.
In March 2022, a comprehensive wireless site survey was conducted at the Sand Canyon
building, Michelson Operations Center, Baker Plant, and Los Alisos Water Recycling Plant. The
wireless site survey confirmed the deficiencies of the existing Wi-Fi system and provided a
technical analysis of the requirements for optimum and secure wireless coverage at the surveyed
locations.

IRWD Wi-Fi Upgrade Project:

The scope of the proposed Wi-Fi Upgrade Project addresses IRWD’s current and anticipated
future requirements. It will modernize IRWD’s Wi-Fi system with advanced wireless
technology, improved cybersecurity, expanded coverage, and greater capacity at the Sand
Canyon building (main office building, adjacent outdoor congregation areas) and Community
Room), Michelson Operations Center (buildings within the perimeter of the facility, outdoor
areas within the perimeter requiring internet, Duck Club main clubhouse and four surrounding
structures), Baker Plant (front office), and Los Alisos Water Recycling Plant (front office). All
required hardware, software, and services are included in the scope.
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Consent Calendar: Wireless Network Upgrade Project
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In May 2022, an RFP was issued to five companies with experience providing Wi-Fi upgrade
services: The RFP results were as follows:

Vendor Proposal Amount
NIC Partners Inc. $282,115
Glass Box Technology $410,142
AT&T Opted to not bid
Resilient Communications Opted to not bid
Sirius Computer Solutions Opted to not bid

NIC Partners’ cost was the lowest of the two proposals received and was consistent with staff’s
project estimate. Staff also evaluated NIC Partners’ technical approach (scope, approach, overall
understanding), qualifications, and experience, and determined that NIC Partners’ proposal,
provided as Exhibit “A,” meets the requirements for this project. Glass Box Technology was
disqualified because it did not possess a current California Department of Industrial Relations
license. NIC Partners is the lowest and only qualified bidder.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

The Wi-Fi Upgrade project is included in the FY 2022-23 Capital Budget and is funded through
50% Project 12289 (Improvement District 1100 — Replacement Fund) and 50% Project 12290
(Improvement District 2100 — Replacement Fund).

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

This item is not a project as defined in the California Environmental Quality Act Code of
Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Section 15378.

RECOMMENDATION:

THAT THE BOARD AUTHORIZE THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE A
CONTRACT WITH NIC PARTNERS IN THE AMOUNT OF $282,115, SUBJECT TO
NON-SUBSTANTIVE CHANGES.

payments, wire transfers, payroll withholding distributions, and voided checks in
the total amount of $21,786,269, as outlined in Exhibit “D”;

E.  The Summary of Payroll ACH payments in the total amount of $2,330,154 as
outlined in Exhibit “E”’; and

F.  The Disclosure Report of Reimbursements to Board members and staft for
September 2022, detailing payments or reimbursements for individual charges of
$100 or more per transaction, as outlined in Exhibit “F”.

At the request of the Finance and Personnel Committee, staff will review with the Board
IRWD’s fixed income portfolio relative to the current and future interest rate environment, yield
curve, and the District’s 12-month cash flow requirements; staff will also describe potential
opportunities to extend maturities of certain securities. An evaluation of IRWD’s short-term
fixed income portfolio, as of November 9, 2022, is provided as Exhibit “G”.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

As of September 30, 2022, the book value of the investment portfolio was $372,599,867, with a
1.25% rate of return and a market value of $366,766,691. Based on IRWD’s June 30, 2022,
quarterly real estate investment rate of return of 13.08%, the weighted average return for the
fixed income and real estate investments was 3.71%.

As of September 30, 2022, the outstanding principal amount of fixed and variable rate debt was

$621,195,000. The monthly weighted average all-in variable rate was 1.67%. Including
IRWD’s weighted average fixed rate bond issues of 3.71% and the negative cash accruals from

November 14, 2022
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fixed payer interest rate swaps, which hedge a portion of the District’s variable rate debt, the
total average debt rate was 3.21%.

Payroll ACH payments totaled $2,330,154; wire transfers, all other ACH payments, and checks
issued for debt service, accounts payable, payroll, and water purchases for September totaled

$21,786,2609.

DECLARATION OF REAL PROPERTY AS EXEMPT SURPLUS LAND

SUMMARY:

When IRWD consolidated with Orange Park Acres Mutual Water Company in 2008, IRWD took
possession of certain parcels of land in the Orange Park Acres area. Staff recommends the Board
adopt a resolution declaring Lot B of Tract No. 931, also known as East Amapola and identified
as APN 379-203-06, and Lot J, Tract No. 918, which is adjacent to Orange Park Boulevard and
identified as APN 379-281-30, are exempt surplus land not necessary for IRWD’s use,
authorizing District staff to negotiate the disposal of the property, and finding that the declaration
and disposal of the property is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).

BACKGROUND:

With IRWD’s consolidation with Orange Park Acres Mutual Water Company in 2008, IRWD
took possession of certain parcels of land within Orange Park Acres. Staff is recommending the
disposal of two parcels, as described below.

East Amapola Property:

The first parcel is a 40-foot wide private road known as East Amapola (or Amapola Alley),
which is adjacent to 11 residential properties and serves as the main access to at least three of the
properties, identified as Lot B of Tract No. 931 (APN 379-203-06) (Amapola Property). Certain
landscape improvements from the adjacent owners currently encroach upon portions of the
Amapola Property. This parcel of land does not contain any IRWD facilities and is not required
for the operations of IRWD at this time. Staff recommends the District dispose of this property,
while reserving an IRWD easement for water and sewer purposes for potential future needs.

Chapman Avenue Property:

The second property is an alley located near Orange Park Boulevard and Chapman Avenue,
identified as of Lot J of Tract No. 918 (APN 379-281-30). This parcel is a strip of land 20 feet
wide, 1s adjacent to seven properties, and serves as the main access to at least one property at the
easterly end of the lot (the "Chapman Avenue Property"). An existing residence encroaches
upon half of the lot at the westerly end. A title report of the lot did not reveal any evidence that
the encroachment was permitted. Additionally, portions of the east side of the property are
encroached upon by non-permanent improvements. Letters will be mailed to these owners
stating IRWD’s notice of encroachment and retaining of full rights to the land. Staff
recommends IRWD dispose of the portion of the property containing the residence encroachment
and retain ownership of the remaining lot for potential future sewer pipeline purposes.
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Land Disposal Process:

Pursuant to the Surplus Land Act (Cal. Gov. Code, § 54220, et seq.), land must be declared
either “surplus land” or “exempt surplus land,” as supported by written findings, before a local
agency may take any action to dispose of it consistent with an agency’s policies or procedures.
“Exempt surplus land” includes surplus land that is a former street, right of way, or easement,
and is conveyed to an owner of an adjacent property (Gov. Code, § 54221, subd. (f)(1)(E)). The
Amapola Property and the Chapman Avenue Property are exempt surplus land because they are
former streets, rights of way, or easements that are being conveyed to the owners of adjacent
properties and are not necessary for IRWD’s use.

Upon approval of the resolution declaring these parcels as exempt surplus land, staff will begin
negotiations to dispose the land or portions of it. Provided as Exhibit “A” is a resolution
declaring the properties as exempt surplus land, authorizing staff to negotiate the disposal, and
declaring the disposal is exempt from CEQA. Maps showing the location of the two parcels are
provided as Exhibits “B” and “C”.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

None.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

This project is not subject to the CEQA as authorized under the California Code of
Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Section 15061 (b) (3), in that CEQA applies only to projects
that may result in a direct physical change in the environment or reasonably foreseeable
indirect physical change in the environment.

This item was not reviewed by a Committee.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
IRVINE RANCH WATER DISTRICT
DECLARING THAT REAL PROPERTY DESIGNATED
APN 379-203-06 AND 379-281-30 ARE EXEMPT SURPLUS
LAND THAT IS NOT NECESSARY FOR THE DISTRICT’S
USE, AUTHORIZING DISTRICT STAFF TO NEGOTIATE
DISPOSAL OF THE PROPERTY, AND FINDING THAT THE
DECLARATION AND DISPOSAL OF THE PROPERTY IS
EXEMPT FROM THE CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL
QUALITY ACT

Pursuant to the terms of a quitclaim deed dated April 1, 1992, Irvine Ranch Water
District’s (“District”) predecessor in interest, the Orange Park Acres Mutual Water Company,
acquired title in fee simple to certain property (the “District Property”) designated Assessor’s
Parcel Nos. 379-203-06 and 379-281-30, the location of which are described as follows in the
April 1, 1992 quitclaim deed:

APN 379-203-06 being Lot B of Tract No. 931, filed in Book 29, Page 26 of
Miscellaneous Maps, Records of Orange County, California.

APN 379-281-30 being Lot J of Tract No. 918, filed in Book 28, Pages 41 to 43 of
Miscellaneous Maps, Records of Orange County, California.

A true and correct copy of the April 1, 1992 quitclaim deed is attached as Exhibit 1 to
this Resolution.

Pursuant to the Surplus Land Act (Cal. Gov. Code, § 54220, ef seq.), “surplus land” is
land owned in fee simple by any local agency for which the local agency’s governing body takes
formal action in a regular public meeting declaring that the land is surplus and is not necessary
for the agency’s use.

The District is a local agency that must comply with the terms of the Surplus Land Act
(Cal. Gov. Code, § 54221(a)).

Pursuant to the Surplus Land Act, land must be declared either “surplus land” or “exempt
surplus land,” as supported by written findings, before a local agency may take any action to
dispose of it consistent with an agency’s policies or procedures. "Exempt surplus land" includes
surplus land that is a former street, right of way, or easement, and is conveyed to an owner of an
adjacent property (Gov. Code, § 54221, subd. (f)(1)(E)).

The District intends by this Resolution to declare the District Property to be exempt
surplus land because APN 379-203-06 and APN 379-281-30 are former streets, rights of way, or
easements that are intended to be conveyed to the owner or owners of adjacent property and are
no longer necessary for the District's use.

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The Board of Directors of the District therefore resolves as follows:

. The District hereby declares that the District Property is exempt surplus land because

APN 379-203-06 and APN 379-281-30 are former streets, rights of way, or easements
that are being conveyed to the owner or owners of adjacent property and are no longer
necessary for the District's use.

. This Resolution has been reviewed with respect to the applicability of the California

Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) (Cal. Public Resources Code § 21000, ef seq.).
District staff has determined that the designation of the District Property as exempt
surplus land does not have the potential for creating a significant effect on the
environment and is therefore exempt from further review under CEQA pursuant to State
CEQA Guidelines section 15060, subdivision (¢)(3) because it is not a “project” as
defined by the CEQA Guidelines Section 15378. Adoption of the Resolution does not
have the potential for resulting in either a direct physical change in the environment or a
reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment.

The General Manager, or designee, is hereby authorized to submit this declaration of
exempt surplus land to the California Department of Housing and Community
Development, in conformance with state law, and file a Notice of Exemption pursuant to
CEQA Guidelines Section 15062.

The General Manager, or the General Manager’s designee, is hereby authorized to do all things
which are deemed necessary or proper to effectuate the purposes of this Resolution, and any
actions previously taken in connection with the purpose of this Resolution are hereby ratified and
confirmed, including all actions necessary to dispose of the District Property in a manner
consistent with applicable federal, state, and local laws.
