FISCAL YEAR 2022-23 ANNUAL COMPREHENSIVE FINANCIAL REPORT  

Executive Director of Finance and Administration Adly commended Controller Lin and the team 
for a great job compiling the District’s 20th Annual Comprehensive Financial Report.  IRWD has 
won awards for the past number of years and expects the same for this year’s report.  She 
introduced Controller Lin to make a PowerPoint presentation to the Board. 
 
Controller Lin presented the highlights of the audit and financials.  Results of the Financial 
Statement Audit concluded that the District’s financial reports were prepared in conformity with 
generally accepted accounting principles; there were no material weaknesses in IRWD’s internal 
accounting controls; and the financial statements fairly represented the District’s financial 
position for the fiscal year 2022-23. 
 
Director Reinhart reported that this item was reviewed by the Finance and Personnel Committee 
on October 31, 2023, and on MOTION by Reinhart, seconded by Withers and unanimously 
carried, THE BOARD APPROVED THE FISCAL YEAR 2022-23 ANNUAL 
COMPREHENSIVE FINANCIAL REPORT. 
 
ANNUAL BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ FEES 

General Manager Cook reported that the Finance and Personnel Committee annually reviews the 
Board of Directors’ compensation and recommends to either accept or decline an increase in the 
amount of day-of-service fees for the new calendar year.  This year the committee did not adopt 
a position on the matter, and instead left it open to the Board for discussion. 
 
Director Reinhart reported that during the committee meeting, neither he nor Director LaMar had 
a strong position to accept or decline the increase.  After discussion with the Board and on 
grounds including that an increase was not accepted last year, on MOTION by Reinhart 
seconded by Withers, and unanimously carried, THE BOARD ACCEPTED THE FIVE (5%) 
PERCENT COMPENSATION INCREASE FOR CALENDAR YEAR 2024. 
 
OTHER BUSINESS 

GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT 

Mr. Cook reported that IRWD’s Potable Treatment Plant was named runner-up for the Best 
Tasting Membrane Water in the Southwest Region by the Southwest Membrane Operator 
Association. 
 
In addition, he asked that the Board close the meeting in honor of the late Phil Isenberg, former 
mayor of Sacramento, IRWD Lobbyist, and long-time champion for IRWD.

Consultant Newell reported that was no activity to report and all is going well in the canyons.

SUMMARY:

B. The Summary of Fixed and Variable Rate Debt as of October 31, 2023, as outlined
in Exhibit “B”;

C. The Monthly Interest Rate Swap Summary as of October 31, 2023, as outlined in
Exhibit “C”;

D. The October 31, 2023 Disbursement Summary of warrants 438689 through 439245,
Workers’ Compensation distributions, ACH payments, virtual card payments, wire
transfers, payroll withholding distributions, and voided checks in the total amount
of $31,140,907, as outlined in Exhibit “D”;

E. The Summary of Payroll ACH payments in the total amount of $2,475,208 as
outlined in Exhibit “E”; and

F. The Disclosure Report of Reimbursements to Board members and staff for October
2023, detailing payments or reimbursements for individual charges of $100 or more
per transaction, as outlined in Exhibit “F”.

FISCAL IMPACTS: 

As of October 31, 2023, the book value of the investment portfolio was $333,304,195, with a 
4.07% rate of return and a market value of $330,006,249.  Based on IRWD’s September 30, 
2023, quarterly real estate investment rate of return of 14.70%, the weighted average return for 
the fixed income and real estate investments was 6.57%. 

As of October 31, 2023, the outstanding principal amount of fixed and variable rate debt was 
$594,490,000.  The monthly weighted average all-in variable rate was 2.71%.  Including 
IRWD’s weighted average fixed rate bond issues of 3.72% and the negative cash accruals from 
fixed payer interest rate swaps, which hedge a portion of the District’s variable rate debt, the 
total average debt rate was 3.38%. 

Payroll ACH payments totaled $2,475,208 and wire transfers, all other ACH payments, and 
checks issued for debt service, accounts payable, payroll, water purchases, and voided checks for 
October totaled $31,140,907.

CONSENT CALENDAR 

REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN IRWD AND THE CITY OF IRVINE 
FOR THE IRVINE CENTER DRIVE STREET REHABILITATION PROJECT 

SUMMARY: 

The City of Irvine is proceeding with its pavement rehabilitation of Irvine Center Drive.  This 
project requires an individual Reimbursement Agreement (RA) because the estimated 
construction cost is over $100,000.  Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager 
to execute an RA with the City for the Irvine Center Drive Street Rehabilitation Project for 
estimated construction cost of $342,100, subject to non-substantive changes. 

BACKGROUND: 

IRWD has had a RA in place with the City since 1995 for managing various street rehabilitation 
projects.  Alternate bid items for raising existing IRWD sewer manhole covers, sewer cleanouts, 
and water valve frames and lids to the new pavement grade are typically included in the overall 
City’s Capital Improvement Projects.  Any project up to $100,000 in reimbursable costs can be 
authorized by the General Manager as an addendum to this “umbrella” RA. 

IRWD and the City have also agreed that any City street improvement project that involves the 
construction, modification, or relocation of IRWD facilities with an estimated construction cost 
over $100,000 will be administered through a separate RA.  The City’s Irvine Center Drive 
Street Rehabilitation Project has an estimated construction cost of $342,100.  Therefore, this 
project requires a project-specific RA. 

The City is moving forward with street rehabilitation of Irvine Center Drive from Pacifica to 
Lake Forest Drive within the Spectrum Center area.  This project includes replacement and 
adjustment to grade of approximately 55 domestic water valve cans and lids, 30 recycled water 
valve cans and lids, one sanitary sewer cleanout can and lid, and adjustment to grade of 
approximately 32 sewer manholes.  The estimated construction cost is $342,100 plus a City 
administrative fee equal to four percent of the actual construction cost per the terms of the RA.  
An Engineer’s Estimate is attached as Exhibit “A”, a Location Map as Exhibit “B”, and the RA 
as Exhibit “C”.  The RA has been reviewed by IRWD’s legal counsel. 

FISCAL IMPACTS: 

Projects 11774, 11777, and 11780 are included in the FY 2023-24 Capital Budget and have 
adequate budgets to fund the project.

water district formed and existing pursuant to the California Water District Law, hereinafter 
referred to as “DISTRICT,” and the CITY OF IRVINE, a municipal corporation, hereinafter 
referred to as “CITY.”  

W I T N E S S E T H: 

WHEREAS, CITY proposes to construct street and utility improvements within 
the area of the Irvine Center Drive Street Rehabilitation Project, CIP 312101 (the “Project”), 
within the jurisdictional boundaries of DISTRICT and the City of Irvine; and 

WHEREAS, such construction will necessitate the following construction work 
on DISTRICT facilities: replacement and adjustment to grade of approximately 55 Domestic 
Water Valve cans and lids, replacement and adjustment to grade of approximately 30 Recycled 
Water Valve cans and lids, replacement and adjustment to grade of approximately 1 Sanitary 
Sewer Cleanout can and lid, and adjustment to grade of approximately 32 Sanitary Sewer 
Manholes, all as described on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated by reference (the 
infrastructure above collectively referred to as the “IRWD FACILITIES” and the construction 
work related to them is the “Work”); and  

WHEREAS, the parties have determined that it would be more expedient for 
CITY to perform the IRWD FACILITIES Work rather than for DISTRICT to do so; and 

WHEREAS, DISTRICT is amenable to the CITY performing the IRWD 
FACILITIES Work with the CITY agreeing to advance the costs; and 

WHEREAS, DISTRICT intends to fully reimburse the CITY through payments 
billed by the CITY and approved by DISTRICT for the entire cost of the IRWD FACILITIES 
Work; and

 WHEREAS, except as otherwise provided herein, upon the completion of the 
IRWD FACILITIES Work, the parties intend that any newly-installed IRWD FACILITIES shall 
become the property of DISTRICT in accordance with the terms and conditions hereinafter set 
forth.  

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants 
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows: 

SECTION 1.  IRWD FACILITIES.  In conjunction with the Project, CITY agrees to 
initiate and pursue to completion the design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES Work 
pursuant to this Agreement. 

SECTION 2. PLANS.  CITY agrees that the IRWD FACILITIES Work shall be 
completed pursuant to project plans and specifications (the “Plans and Specifications”) approved 
by DISTRICT.  Prior to commencement of preparation of the Plans and Specifications, CITY 
shall submit its design engineer’s proposed improvement plans for the IRWD FACILITIES to 
DISTRICT.  DISTRICT will have a period of five (5) calendar days from its receipt of such 
design proposal to review and either indicate its approval or request changes.  CITY shall cause 
its design engineer to review and respond to any requested changes.  The Plans and 
Specifications must incorporate (directly or by reference) the applicable portions of DISTRICT’s 
latest edition of Construction Manual for the Construction of Water, Sewer, and Recycled Water 

Facilities (the “Construction Manual”).  CITY shall let the contract for the performance of the 
IRWD FACILITIES Work (together with non-reimbursable work to be completed by CITY 
within the Project) pursuant to the approved plans prepared by CITY’s design engineer. 

SECTION 3. BIDDING AND AWARD.   

3.1 The parties agree that the performance of the IRWD FACILITIES Work 
shall be included in CITY’s contract(s) awarded for the Project and that the IRWD FACILITIES 
Work shall be bid as a separate item or items that can be deleted.  During the bidding process, 
CITY shall deliver to IRWD one (1) complete set of the bid documents that include the IRWD 
FACILITIES Work, including all related addenda concurrently with the distribution thereof to 
prospective bidders.  Upon opening of bids by CITY, CITY will submit the bids or a spread 
sheet summary of the bids to DISTRICT.  DISTRICT will have a period of ten (10) calendar 
days from its receipt of the bid results for review and approval of the IRWD FACILITIES Work 
bid item(s) submitted by the bidder identified to DISTRICT by CITY as CITY’s proposed 
successful bidder.  CITY agrees that bids received for the construction of the IRWD 
FACILITIES bid item(s) shall be subject to the approval of DISTRICT prior to award of the 
Project construction contract(s) that include the IRWD FACILITIES. If DISTRICT does not 
approve such bids, then either party may terminate this Agreement upon 24 hours’ prior written 
notice, in which event CITY shall have no further obligation to perform the IRWD FACILITIES 
Work, and DISTRICT may elect to perform the IRWD FACILITIES Work with its own 
contractor.  If DISTRICT approves of the IRWD FACILITIES bid item(s) of CITY’s successful 
bidder, then CITY shall cause the IRWD FACILITIES Work to be performed as part of the 
contract awarded to such bidder.   
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3.2 Estimated Costs. The total estimated construction cost for the IRWD 
FACILITIES Work is $342,100 but the amount to be reimbursed by DISTRICT will be based on 
the actual costs of construction plus an administration fee as set forth in further detail in Section 
5.   

3.3 Contract Documents. Upon award of the construction contract, CITY shall 
provide DISTRICT with one original copy of the fully-executed contract documents and one 
copy of the bid package relating to the IRWD FACILITIES received from the successful bidder.  

SECTION 4.   DESIGN REVISIONS AND CHANGE ORDERS.   

4.1 DISTRICT agrees to reimburse CITY for any change order(s) for 
revision(s) requested by DISTRICT or otherwise required to perform the IRWD FACILITIES 
Work.  CITY shall promptly furnish DISTRICT with copies of any proposed change order(s) to 
such contract within five (5) working days of the initiation of the changed conditions to such 
contract, which change orders will be subject to DISTRICT approval if and to the extent the 
IRWD FACILITIES are affected.  

4.2 DISTRICT shall promptly review proposed change order(s) and provide 
CITY with a response within five (5) working days or sooner of receiving proposed change 
order(s) information from CITY.  DISTRICT agrees not to unreasonably cause delay(s) to the 
construction schedule of the Project in reviewing proposed change order(s) for the IRWD 
FACILITIES Work.  Notwithstanding any other provision herein, any approval required to be 
given by the DISTRICT under this Section 4 will be deemed given if no response to the CITY’s 
request for such approval is received by the CITY within eight (8) working days following the 
written request for such approval, unless the parties agree otherwise in a writing executed by 
both parties. 

SECTION 5.   REIMBURSEMENT.   

5.1 Costs.  CITY shall keep a separate accounting of all costs incurred by 
CITY in relation to the IRWD FACILITIES Work. DISTRICT shall reimburse CITY for the 
following costs (collectively, the “Costs”):   

(1) Actual Costs: the actual costs of design, construction, permits, 
bonds, and legal fees (excluding the costs of preparation of this Agreement) incurred by 
CITY in connection with the design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES;  

plus  

(2) Administration Fee: an administration fee which shall be equal to 
four percent (4%) of the actual cost of construction (costs paid directly to CITY’s 
contractor for construction only, excluding any cost for design, surveying, geotechnical 
or other work) of the IRWD FACILITIES Work.  This amount is deemed to cover all 
costs of project administration, including, but not limited to, accounting, inspection, 
surveying, compaction testing, geotechnical services and engineering.   
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5.2 Invoicing & Payment. Within sixty (60) days of DISTRICT’s acceptance 
of the installed, relocated, or adjusted IRWD FACILITIES as provided in Section 8, a final 
accounting of the Costs shall be made by CITY and submitted to DISTRICT along with an 
invoice for the Costs and any supporting documentation necessary to show the amounts which 
represent Costs of performing the IRWD FACILITIES Work.  Amounts paid pursuant to 
progress payment invoices shall be subject to adjustment in the final accounting.  Within 30 days 
after the DISTRICT’s receipt of the final accounting, DISTRICT agrees to pay to CITY the total 
amount of the Costs. 

SECTION 6. LAWS, ORDINANCES, RULES AND REGULATIONS.  CITY shall 
require in its contract for the construction of the IRWD FACILITIES that its contractor be fully 
informed of and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, including, but not 
limited to, all applicable requirements of the California Labor Code, prevailing wage laws, the 
Construction Manual, and the Rules and Regulations of DISTRICT, in connection with 
performing the IRWD FACILITIES Work.  

SECTION 7. INSPECTION.  DISTRICT shall have sole and absolute discretion as to all 
aspects of design and construction of the IRWD FACILITIES, and DISTRICT shall be entitled 
to inspect the construction of IRWD FACILITIES Work as it deems necessary to assure 
compliance with the Plans and Specifications, including shop drawing review and material 
inspection thereof.  DISTRICT shall have access to all phases of the Project work to be 
performed by CITY for the purpose of such inspection; provided, however, all questions 
regarding the work being performed will be directed to CITY’s resident engineer. DISTRICT 
will promptly notify CITY of any portion of the Work on the IRWD FACILITIES which appears 
not to conform to the Plans and Specifications.  The determination of DISTRICT as to 
conformity of the IRWD FACILITIES Work with the Plans and Specifications shall be made in 
DISTRICT’s sole and absolute discretion.  DISTRICT shall not unreasonably withhold its 
approval as to such conformity of the IRWD FACILITIES Work with the Plans and 
Specifications.  CITY shall require its contractor to construct the IRWD FACILITIES so that the 
IRWD FACILITIES conform to the Plans and Specifications.  CITY shall assume full 
responsibility for certifying or obtaining certification of the compaction of backfill material over 
the IRWD FACILITIES. 

SECTION 8.  ACCEPTANCE.   

8.1 Acceptance. DISTRICT shall accept the IRWD FACILITIES, as installed, 
relocated, or adjusted when the IRWD FACILITIES Work has been completed by CITY in 
accordance with all requirements of the Plans and Specifications, including any change orders 
approved by DISTRICT as provided in Section 4.   

8.2 As-Builts. At the time of completion and acceptance of the IRWD 
FACILITIES, CITY shall furnish DISTRICT with one copy of the contractor’s redlined set of 
blueline “record” drawings (showing all revisions, manufacturer and type of valves, pipe and 
fittings as required by DISTRICT) and one copy of the compaction reports and certificate, 
survey notes, and cut sheets. 
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SECTION 9.   OWNERSHIP.  Notwithstanding the fact that CITY shall accomplish the 
construction of the IRWD FACILITIES subject to reimbursement, the IRWD FACILITIES to be 
completed hereunder, together with the necessary franchises, licenses, easements, rights-of-way, 
and other privileges, shall at all times be subject to the applicable rates, rules and regulations of 
DISTRICT, as modified or amended from time to time.  CITY hereby disclaims any interest in 
the IRWD FACILITIES and hereby transfers and assigns to DISTRICT any and all right, title, 
and interest it may have in the IRWD FACILITIES upon their completion and acceptance.  
DISTRICT shall own, operate and maintain the IRWD FACILITIES following acceptance 
thereof. 

SECTION 10. GUARANTEES.  CITY will, pursuant to the requirement(s) of the Plans 
and Specifications, cause its contractor(s) for the IRWD FACILITIES to guarantee the IRWD 
FACILITIES against defects in workmanship and materials for a period of one (1) year from the 
date of acceptance by CITY, which acceptance shall be given only after acceptance by 
DISTRICT as provided in Section 8.  It is further agreed that CITY shall cause the IRWD 
FACILITIES to be brought or restored to full compliance with the requirements of the Plans and 
Specifications, including any test requirements, for any portions of the IRWD FACILITIES 
which during said one (1) year period are found not to be in conformance with the provisions of 
the Plans and Specifications.  This guarantee is in addition to any and all other warranties, 
express or implied, from CITY’s contractors or material manufacturers, with respect to the 
IRWD FACILITIES.  The guarantee and obligations under this section shall in no way be 
relieved by DISTRICT’s inspection and/or acceptance of the IRWD FACILITIES.  This section 
sets forth the entire guarantee and warranty of CITY with respect to the IRWD FACILITIES 
Work.  The express or implied warranties of other persons with respect to IRWD FACILITIES 
shall in no way be limited by the guarantee and warranty of CITY contained in this section.  If 
requested by DISTRICT, CITY agrees to assign to DISTRICT the contractor’s guarantee and/or 
any other guarantees or warranties relating to the IRWD FACILITIES Work. 

SECTION 11.  INDEMNIFICATION.   

11.1 CITY shall indemnify, defend and hold DISTRICT, its officers, agents, 
employees, and engineers harmless from any expense, liability or claim for death, injury, loss, 
damage or expense to persons or property which may arise or is claimed to have arisen during 
construction of the IRWD FACILITIES as a result of any work or action performed by CITY or 
on behalf of CITY, save and except to the extent such expense, liability or claim is proximately 
caused in whole or in part by any act, omission, or negligence of DISTRICT, its officers, agents, 
employees or engineers or by any act or omission for which DISTRICT, its officers, agents, 
employees or engineers are liable without fault. 

11.2 DISTRICT shall indemnify, defend and hold CITY, its officers, agents, 
and employees, harmless from any expense, liability or claim for death, injury, loss, damage or 
expense to persons or property which may arise or is claimed to have arisen either (i) as a result 
of any acts performed by DISTRICT, its officers, agents, or employees, with respect to the 
IRWD FACILITIES construction; or (ii) following DISTRICT acceptance of the IRWD 
FACILITIES, with respect to maintenance and operation of the IRWD FACILITIES, save and 
except to the extent such expense, liability or claim is proximately caused in whole or in part by 
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any negligence of CITY, its officers, agents, employees or engineers, or by any act or omission 
for which CITY, its officers, agents, employees or engineers are liable without fault. 

SECTION 12. INSURANCE AND BONDING.  CITY shall cause its contractor(s) to 
provide performance and payment bonds for the construction of the Project including the IRWD 
FACILITIES and to obtain insurance coverage sufficiently broad to insure the matters set forth 
in this Agreement and to include DISTRICT, its officers, agents, employees and engineers, as 
additional insureds on all insurance policies that CITY requires its contractor(s) to provide.  As 
evidence of such insurance coverage, CITY shall, prior to commencement of performance of the 
IRWD FACILITIES Work, provide DISTRICT with certificates of insurance and insurance 
endorsements from CITY’s contractor(s) in a form acceptable to DISTRICT. 

SECTION 13. TERMINATION.  

13.1 DISTRICT shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, 
subject to the provisions of this section, by providing five (5) business days’ prior written notice 
to CITY, except as provided in Section 3 with respect to unapproved bids.  If at the request or 
direction of a party other than CITY, the performance of the IRWD FACILITIES Work is not 
accomplished or completed, DISTRICT shall remain obligated for the actual amount of the Costs 
incurred by CITY to the date of termination. 

13.2 If CITY’s Project is canceled or modified so as to eliminate the necessity 
of the construction of the IRWD Facilities, CITY shall have the right to terminate this 
Agreement and thereby terminate its obligation to perform the IRWD FACILITIES Work, by 
providing five (5) business days’ prior written notice to DISTRICT.  In such case, DISTRICT 
will not be obligated for any design or any other Costs incurred by CITY.  If IRWD elects to 
perform the IRWD FACILITIES Work, DISTRICT may, but shall not be obligated to, acquire 
the design or other work from CITY by separate agreement. 

SECTION 14. NOTICE.  Any notice or other written instrument required or permitted by 
this Agreement to be given to either party shall be deemed received when personally served or 
twenty-four (24) hours after being deposited in the U.S. Mail, postage prepaid, registered or 
certified and addressed as follows:

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SECTION 15. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS; INTEGRATION; AMENDMENT.  This 
Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the successor and assigns of CITY 
and DISTRICT.  This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between CITY and 
DISTRICT and supersedes all prior understandings and agreements between the parties with 
respect to the subjects hereof.  This Agreement may be modified only in writing signed by both 
parties hereto. 

SECTION 16. LEGAL FEES.  In the event of any declaratory or other legal or equitable 
action instituted between CITY and DISTRICT in connection with this Agreement, the 
prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the losing party all of its costs and expenses, 
including court costs and reasonable attorneys’ fees. 

SECTION 17. DEEMED APPROVAL.  Any approval required to be given by either 
party pursuant to this Agreement shall be deemed given if no response to the party’s request for 
such approval is received by the requesting party within fifteen (15) days following the written 
request for such approval. 

SECTION 18. SEVERABILITY.  If any term, provision, covenant or condition of this 
Agreement is held to be invalid, void or otherwise unenforceable, to any extent, by any court of 
competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Agreement shall not be affected thereby, and each 
term provision, covenant or condition of this Agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the 
fullest extent permitted by law. 

SECTION 19. APPLICABLE LAW.  This Agreement shall be construed and enforced in 
accordance with the laws of the State of California. 

SECTION 20. WAIVER.  The waiver of any provision of this Agreement by either party 
shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any other provision or of any preceding or subsequent 
breach hereunder.

CHANGES TO GENERAL MANAGER’S COMPENSATION 

SUMMARY: 

The annual performance review of the General Manager was conducted on November 13, 2023.  
This item presents the proposed changes to the annual compensation of the General Manager. 

BACKGROUND: 

The General Manager’s annual performance evaluation was conducted in Closed Session during 
the November 13, 2023, IRWD Board meeting.  After the discussion, President McLaughlin, as 
the designated representative for the Board of Directors, discussed potential changes in 
compensation with the General Manager.  Based on this discussion, the recommendations are to: 

1) Increase the base salary of the General Manager from $364,751 to $386,636 per year
(a 6.0% increase), effective October 1, 2023;

2) Increase the General Manager’s automobile allowance to $11,000 per year, effective
October 1, 2023; and

3) Provide a one-time performance award for the General Manager in the amount of
$35,000 as a taxable lump sum cash payment.

All other aspects of the General Manager’s compensation remain unchanged.

Funds for compensation of the General Manager are included in IRWD’s annual Operating Budget.

A periodic review of current budgeted positions has determined the need for additional 
adjustments to IRWD’s Schedule of Positions and Salary Rate Ranges.  Staff recommends the 
Board adopt a resolution superseding Resolution No. 2023-10 (adopted on June 26, 2023) and 
adopt a revised Schedule of Positions and Salary Rate Ranges. 

BACKGROUND: 

Staff recommends the Board adopt a revised Schedule of Positions and Salary Rate Ranges to 
incorporate the following changes: 

• Downgrade the External Affairs Manager position from salary grade U21.E to U18.E;

• Increase the salary range for the General Manager position;

• Retitle the Director of Recycling Operations position to Director of Water & Recycling
Operations; and

• Eliminate unused position titles: Construction Inspection Manager, Legislative Analyst,
Legislative Aide.

While the changes to the positions and salary grades listed above are allowable under the 
General Manager’s authority, CalPERS requires that each employment position and pay rate be 
identified in a publicly available pay schedule (CalPERS Regulations, 2 CCR 570.5).  Provided 
as Exhibit “A” is the proposed resolution for adoption with the revised Schedule of Positions and 
Salary Rate Ranges effective November 27, 2023.

REVISED IRWD POLICY PRINCIPLES REGARDING 
METROPOLITAN WATER DISTRICT’S INTEGRATED WATER RESOURCES PLAN AND 

LOCAL RESOURCES PROGRAM 

SUMMARY: 

Metropolitan Water District is updating its Integrated Water Resources Plan (IRP), which will 
identify new regional targets for local water resource development.  These new targets will affect 
updating and implementing Metropolitan’s Local Resources Program, which provides incentives 
to water agencies to develop water recycling, groundwater recovery, and seawater desalination 
projects.  On May 9, 2022, the Board adopted an update to this policy paper to help guide 
IRWD’s advocacy efforts related to ongoing policy discussions on Metropolitan’s IRP and Local 
Resource Program.  To ensure that IRWD’s policy positions remain up to date for its continued 
advocacy efforts, this policy position paper is being revised again.  Staff recommends the Board 
adopt this revised IRP and Local Resources Program policy principles. 

BACKGROUND: 

In 2004, IRWD began producing policy papers on topics of interest to the District.  Because of 
IRWD’s standing in the water industry, the opinion of IRWD is regularly solicited on issues of 
vital interest to the industry and the community.  To keep these position papers current for 
explaining IRWD’s position, staff occasionally recommends that the Board review the papers 
and, when appropriate, adopt new policies or incorporate revisions. 

Metropolitan’s Integrated Water Resources Plan: 

In 2020, Metropolitan initiated a new two-phase IRP process that considers four different 
scenarios, each assuming specific forecasts of climate change impacts on imported supplies and 
different regional water demands.  In evaluating these scenarios, Metropolitan is investigating a 
suite of programs and projects needed to maintain reliable water supplies through the year 2045.  
These new requirements will affect the updating and implementation of Metropolitan’s Local 
Resources Program. 

Metropolitan’s Local Resources Program: 

Metropolitan provides financial incentives through its Local Resources Program for developing 
water recycling, groundwater recovery, and seawater desalination projects that offset a demand 
or prevent adding a new demand on Metropolitan’s imported water supplies.  Sliding scale 
payments made through the Local Resources Program are based on actual project unit costs that 
exceed Metropolitan’s prevailing Full-service Tier-1 Treated Water Rates.  Local Resources 
Program incentives are contingent upon the approval of Metropolitan’s Board of Directors.  
Upon completion of the 2020 IRP, Metropolitan is expected to revise the program. 
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Revised IRWD Policy Principles: 
 
To help guide IRWD’s continued advocacy efforts related to ongoing policy discussions on 
Metropolitan’s 2020 IRP and Local Resources Programs, staff has updated IRWD’s policy 
position paper.  The revised policy paper is provided as Exhibit “A”.  The current version of this 
policy paper, adopted by the Board on May 9, 2022, is provided for reference as Exhibit “B”.  
Staff recommends the Board adopt the revised policy principles.

November 27, 2023 

Issue Summary: 

Metropolitan Water District of Southern California formulates its long-term strategy to provide 
its customers with cost effective and reliable water supplies through the development and 
implementation of its Integrated Water Resources Plan (IRP).  The last update to Metropolitan’s 
IRP was in 2015, which focused on a single forecast of supplies and demands.  In 2020, 
Metropolitan initiated a new two-phase IRP process that looks at four different scenarios, each 
assuming specific forecasts of climate change impacts to imported supplies and different regional 
water demands.  By evaluating these multiple scenarios, Metropolitan can investigate a suite of 
programs and projects needed to maintain reliable water supplies through the year 2045. 

In the first phase of the 2020 IRP process, Metropolitan identified a substantial need for new 
water supplies and storage to meet the demands of its member agencies.  These new 
requirements will affect updating and implementing of Metropolitan’s Local Resources Program 
(LRP), which is used to incentivize new local water supplies developed by Metropolitan’s 
member agencies. 

IRP Phase 1 Regional Needs Assessment: 

Phase 1 of Metropolitan’s 2020 IRP process concluded with the preparation of a Regional Needs 
Assessment that was adopted by Metropolitan in April 2022.  The assessment identified water 
supply gaps associated with four future supply and demand scenarios, two of which involved 
significant impacts to imported supplies due to climate change.  The assessment further 
identified the amount of new core supplies, flexible supplies and storage that would be needed to 
address the predicted gaps.  A core supply is water that would generally be available every year.  
A flexible supply is implemented on an as-needed basis, such as water banking.  The following 
table summarizes the needs for these resources in 2045 for the two IRP scenarios involving 
significant climate change induced reductions in imported supplies and uncertainties in future 
water demands: 

Additional Water Resources Needed in 2045 
For Scenarios Assuming Significant Climate Change 

Water Resource Low Water Demands High Water Demands 

Additional Storage 500,000 acre-feet 1,500,000 acre-feet 
New Flexible Supplies 200,000 acre-feet 1,200,000 acre-feet 
New Annual Core Supplies 100,000 acre-feet 650,000 acre-feet 

The assessment concluded that forecasted shortages to the State Water Project (SWP) dependent 
areas of Metropolitan’s service area can be severe and that these new resources must be made 
available to those areas.  The Regional Needs Assessment also concluded that maintaining and 
developing new local supplies will be critical to meeting future demands in Metropolitan’s 
service area. 
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IRP Phase 2 CAMP4W Process: 

The Regional Needs Assessment developed in Phase 1 of the 2020 IRP process is providing a 
foundation for Metropolitan’s development of its Climate Adaptation Master Plan for Water 
(CAMP4W).  The development of the master plan is considered Phase 2 of the 2020 IRP 
process.  During this phase, Metropolitan is evaluating the benefits and financial sustainability 
associated with projects and programs such as Metropolitan’s proposed Pure Water of Southern 
California Project, Delta Conveyance Project, Sites Reservoir Project, additional land purchases 
in Palo Verdo Irrigation District, and continuation of the Metropolitan’s LRP. 

Metropolitan’s consideration of the financial sustainability of future projects and programs is 
occurring through the preparation of a Long-Range Financial Plan (LRFP).  Currently, the LRFP 
is considering costs of up to $3,000 per acre-foot (AF) for new core supplies and $600 per AF 
for new flexible supplies. 

Changing Conditions: 

Metropolitan has historically implemented a regional approach to planning that has ensured its 
ability to provide reliable and high-quality water to its member agencies.  The ability to continue 
with this approach into the future is being affected by the following changing conditions: 

• Metropolitan’s member agencies are collectively using less imported water supplies,
which is likely to continue with the implementation of the California Conservation as a
Way of Life legislation;

• Climate change continues to impact the SWP and an over-allocated Colorado River;

• Uncertainties surrounding the timing of the implementation of the proposed Delta
Conveyance Project implementation;

• Accumulating risks that a major earthquake near the Sacramento-San Joaquin River Delta
would dramatically impact water supplies to Southern California.  The California
Department of Water Resources estimates that there is a 62 percent chance of a
magnitude 6.7 or greater earthquake in the Delta region over the next 30 years;

• Emerging contaminants impacting local groundwater basins are creating increased
dependence on imported water supplies from Metropolitan;

• Some member agencies are reducing dependence on Metropolitan by implementing local
base-loaded supply projects while relying on Metropolitan more as a “back-up supply”.
Such shifts could eventually require a change in how Metropolitan charges for its
services and how it operates facilities;

• IRWD and other agencies have developed as-needed extraordinary supplies and other
projects that can be used during major droughts and emergencies that do not negatively
affect Metropolitan financially;

• Metropolitan’s variable revenue structure may not be effective at recovering all of
Metropolitan’s costs into the future, creating financial instability; and
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• Storage in groundwater basins in Metropolitan’s service area is under-utilized.

Scenario Planning: 

IRWD supports Metropolitan’s proposed multi-scenario planning approach to the 2020 IRP.  
Throughout that process, Metropolitan should: (1) protect existing imported water supply 
infrastructure and deliveries; (2) minimize potential stranding of conveyance, treatment, and 
storage assets; (3) carefully evaluate new water supply projects to improve regional water supply 
reliability; and (4) establish the highest priority for planning for the most likely scenario of 
reduced imported water supplies and reduced demands. 

Local Resources Program Overview: 

In the 1990s, Metropolitan developed the LRP out of concern that its member agencies were 
overly reliant on imported water supplies and that supply diversification would benefit all of 
Metropolitan’s service area.  The intent of the program was to incentivize new local water 
supplies to be developed by Metropolitan’s member agencies.  This program has provided 
incentives to water agencies to develop water recycling, groundwater recovery, and desalination 
projects that offset a demand or prevent adding a new demand on Metropolitan for imported 
water supplies.  The incentive program has also indirectly increased regional water supply 
reliability, decreased use of Metropolitan’s infrastructure, reduced costs, and freed up 
conveyance capacity in Metropolitan’s system.  Currently, Metropolitan offers LRP subsidies for 
local projects in the amount of up to $475 per AF. 

Importance of Recycled Water Projects: 

Recycled water projects such as IRWD’s have resulted in reduced demands for water supplies 
from Metropolitan, resulting in more water that Metropolitan can use for potable purposes.  
Further investments by Metropolitan in recycled water projects would significantly reduce the 
need to secure the 650,000 acre-feet per year of additional core supplies identified in the 
Regional Needs Assessment described above.  Such projects would result is increased potable 
supplies throughout the rest of Metropolitan’s service area at a cost of up to $475 per AF, versus 
the $3,000 per AF currently being considered in the LRFP. 

Some water supplies within the Metropolitan service that could be recycled are lost to the ocean 
because of the lack of demand and/or storage available in winter periods.  Incentivizing the 
design and construction of cost-effective recycled water storage in Metropolitan’s service area 
should be a priority for Metropolitan.  Such storage projects would maximize the use of existing 
recycled water supplies while increasing the availability of Metropolitan’s water supplies for 
potable sales – especially during the high-demand summer months. 

Ongoing Policy Discussions: 

Currently, Metropolitan and its member agencies are engaged in policy discussions related to 
how the changing conditions described above will affect completing the 2020 IRP and refining 
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the LRP.  The Municipal Water District of Orange County is involved in the discussions and 
seeking input from its member agencies on the issues.  To help guide IRWD’s advocacy efforts 
related to the ongoing policy discussions on Metropolitan’s IRP and LRP, staff has prepared the 
following policy principles. 

Integrated Resources Plan Policy Principles: 

1. Metropolitan should continue its regional approach to water resources planning and work
to ensure its financial stability while maintaining the ability to provide reliable, cost
effective and high-quality water supplies to its member agencies.

2. Metropolitan should consider member agencies’ plans for implementation of local supply
projects when evaluating regional water supply reliability.

3. Metropolitan should work with its member agencies to maximize use of groundwater
storage in its service area prior to making additional investments in new storage facilities.

4. Metropolitan and its IRP should recognize the importance of reducing the loss of
potentially recyclable water to the ocean.

5. Metropolitan should support member agencies implementing as-needed projects that
augment Metropolitan supplies during major droughts and supply interruptions.

6. Metropolitan should actively support efforts to ensure that state mandates do not
discourage the use of as-needed supply projects.

7. Metropolitan should reduce risks to its imported supplies by investing in the Delta
Conveyance and Sites Reservoir Projects as well as supporting subsidence related repairs
to the California Aqueduct and developing new innovative programs on the Colorado
River.

8. Should Metropolitan be unable to maintain rate and financial stability, it should consider
enhancing its variable revenue structure with a fixed rate component that ensures it can
cover its full cost of regional service.

9. Metropolitan should plan for the most likely scenario of reduced future imported water
supplies and reduced demands by establishing a suite of policies, programs and projects
that will maintain regional water supply reliability through the year 2045.

10. Metropolitan should use the results of its evaluation of the less than likely scenarios to
inform creation of an adaptive management strategy to deal with future uncertainties.

11. In preparing its 2020 IRP, Metropolitan should consider the likelihood and effectiveness
of implementing local supply projects when accounting for regional benefits.
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Metropolitan’s Local Resources Program Policy Principles: 

1. Metropolitan should give priority to incentivizing local drought resilient recycled water
production and storage projects that increase the availability of water supplies for potable
uses by Metropolitan member agencies.

2. Metropolitan should incentivize extraordinary supply projects and other as-needed
supplies that augment Metropolitan supplies during major droughts and supply
interruptions.

3. Metropolitan should consider prioritizing LRP incentives for local as-needed supply
projects, rather than base-loaded supplies, in the SWP dependent areas.

4. Metropolitan should balance providing LRP incentives with the development of
Metropolitan-owned supply and storage projects in a way that supports Metropolitan’s
rate and financial stability.

5. Metropolitan should consider potential risks to its rate and financial stability before
incentivizing base-loaded local projects and other supplies that strand capacity in
Metropolitan’s water treatment facilities.

6. Metropolitan should not provide incentives for local projects that obligate the local
communities in one part of Metropolitan’s service area to subsidize other communities in
Metropolitan’s service area.

7. Metropolitan should consider reallocating Local Resource Program funds to incentivize
purchases of imported water from Metropolitan to reduce overdraft in groundwater basins
within Metropolitan’s service area.

8. Metropolitan should only consider providing incentives to local groundwater treatment
projects up to the lowest cost and effective treatment of regulated constituents impacting
the supplies.

AND LOCAL RESOURCES PROGRAM 

May 9, 2022 

Issue Summary: 

One way that Metropolitan Water District of Southern California plans for the future is through 
the development and implementation of its Integrated Water Resources Plan (IRP).  The purpose 
of the plan is to formulate a long-term strategy to provide Metropolitan’s service area with cost 
effective and reliable water supplies.  The last update to the IRP was in 2015 and in 2020 
Metropolitan began preparing its 2020 update to the plan.  The 2015 IRP established goals to 
achieve additional water use efficiency and conservation, to stabilize and maintain imported 
water supplies, and to develop additional local water supplies.  In its 2015 IRP, Metropolitan 
focused on a single forecast of supplies and demands. 

Completion of the 2020 update to the IRP has been delayed due to complexities associated with 
analyzing multiple scenarios that could play out in the future, and how Metropolitan could 
respond to maintain water reliability for its service area.  The 2020 update will anticipate how 
much water Southern California can expect from its imported and local supplies under four 
different scenarios, with each assuming specific forecasts of regional water demands.  By 
looking at multiple scenarios, Metropolitan will investigate a suite of resources, policies, 
programs, and projects that may be needed to maintain reliable water supplies through the year 
2045.  New targets for 2045 will affect the updating and implementation of Metropolitan’s Local 
Resources Program.  There are numerous changing conditions, some of which are described 
below, that will influence Metropolitan’s efforts to update both the IRP and Local Resources 
Program. 

Changing Conditions: 

Metropolitan has historically implemented a regional approach to planning that has ensured its 
ability to provide reliable and high-quality water to its member agencies.  The ability to continue 
with this approach into the future is being affected by the following changing conditions: 

 An unexpected future where member agencies are collectively trending towards requiring
less imported water supplies;

 Climate change impacts to the State Water Project (SWP) and an over-allocated Colorado
River;

 Increased environmental constraints and ongoing uncertainties of a long-term solution to
conveyance in the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta make it difficult to predict the
availability of Metropolitan’s future water supplies;

 Accumulating risks that a major earthquake will occur in the Delta that will dramatically
reduce water supplies to Southern California;

 Emerging contaminants are impacting local groundwater basins creating short-term,
increased dependence on imported water supplies from Metropolitan;

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 Some member agencies are reducing dependence on Metropolitan by developing base-
loaded local supplies that are relied upon continuously.  Such base-loaded supplies
negatively affect Metropolitan financially and strand capacity in Metropolitan’s water
treatment facilities by reducing demands for imported supplies.  Agencies that develop
these base-loaded supplies still rely on Metropolitan as a “back-up supply” in the event
local supplies are interrupted;

 IRWD and other agencies have developed extraordinary supplies and other projects that
can be used during major droughts and emergencies.  These types of supplies are referred
to as “as-needed supplies”.  Such as-needed supplies do not negatively affect
Metropolitan financially and assist in maintaining local water supply reliability; and

 Metropolitan’s variable revenue structure may not be effective at covering all of
Metropolitan’s costs into the future, creating financial instability.

Scenario Planning: 

IRWD supports Metropolitan’s proposed multi-scenario planning approach to the 2020 IRP.  
Throughout that process, Metropolitan should: (1) protect existing imported water supply 
infrastructure and deliveries; (2) minimize potential stranding of conveyance, treatment, and 
storage assets; (3) carefully evaluate new water supply projects to improve regional water supply 
reliability; and (4) establish the highest priority for planning for the most likely scenario of 
reduced imported water supplies and reduced demands. 

The complexities associated with planning for multi-scenarios is delaying the evaluation of the 
most likely scenario of reduced imported supplies and reduced demands.  Completion of the 
2020 IRP process for this most likely scenario first would help provide the region an 
understanding of the most likely suite of resources, policies and investments that may be needed 
to maintain reliable water supplies through the year 2045.  The subsequent evaluation the other 
less likely scenarios would help identify uncertainties associated with what would be needed 
over the planning period. 

Local Resources Program Overview: 

In the 1990s, Metropolitan developed the Local Resources Program out of concern that its 
member agencies were becoming too reliant on imported water supplies and that supply 
diversification would benefit all of Metropolitan’s service area.  The intent of the program was to 
incentivize new local water supplies to be developed by Metropolitan’s member agencies.  This 
program has provided incentives to water agencies to develop water recycling, groundwater 
recovery, and desalination projects that offset a demand or prevent adding a new demand on 
Metropolitan for imported water supplies.  The incentive program has also indirectly increased 
regional water supply reliability, decreased the burden on Metropolitan’s infrastructure, reduced 
costs, and freed up conveyance capacity in Metropolitan’s system.

Ongoing Policy Discussions: 

Currently, Metropolitan and its member agencies are engaged in policy discussions related to 
how the changing conditions described above will affect the update to Metropolitan’s IPR and 
the Local Resources Program.  The Municipal Water District of Orange County is involved in 
the discussions and seeking input from its member agencies on the issues.  To help guide 
IRWD’s advocacy efforts related to the ongoing policy discussions on Metropolitan’s IRP and 
Local Resources Programs, staff has prepared the following policy principles. 

Integrated Resources Plan Policy Principles: 

1. Metropolitan should continue its regional approach to water resources planning and work
to ensure its financial stability while maintaining the ability to provide reliable, cost
effective and high-quality water supplies to its member agencies.

2. Metropolitan should evaluate previous approaches taken in the preparation of IRPs and
develop a new approach that provides flexibility in dealing with current and future
conditions and uncertainties.

3. Metropolitan’s new approach to the 2020 IRP should balance regional and member
agency water supply reliability in a way that allows Metropolitan to maintain rate and
financial stability.

4. Metropolitan’s 2020 IRP should encourage member agencies to take responsibility for
complying with water conservation legislation and to implement projects that augment
Metropolitan supplies during major droughts and supply interruptions.

5. To reduce risks to its imported supplies, Metropolitan should invest in the proposed Delta
Conveyance Project, support subsidence related repairs to the California Aqueduct, and
develop new innovative programs on the Colorado River.

6. Metropolitan should take actions to stabilize demands for its imported supplies to help
maintain rate and financial stability.

7. Should Metropolitan be unable to maintain financial stability, it should consider
enhancing its variable revenue structure with a fixed rate component that ensures it can
cover its full cost of regional service.

8. Metropolitan should first plan for the most likely scenario of reduced future imported
water supplies and reduced demands.  This would establish a most likely suite of
resources, policies, programs and projects that may be needed to maintain reliable water
supplies through the year 2045.

9. Metropolitan should use the results of its evaluation of the less than likely scenarios to
inform the development of an adaptive management strategy to deal with uncertainties
associated with increased demands and/or increased imported supplies.

10. In preparing its 2020 IRP, Metropolitan should consider the feasibility, risk and ease of
implementation of local supply projects when accounting for the potential benefits of the
projects on regional water supply reliability.
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Local Resources Plan Policy Principles: 

1. Metropolitan should incentivize local drought resilient recycled water projects,
extraordinary supply projects and other as-needed supplies that augment Metropolitan
supplies during major droughts and supply interruptions while improving local water
supply reliability.  Metropolitan should also take an active role in ensuring that state
mandates do not discourage the use of supplies from such projects.

2. Metropolitan should prioritize providing its incentives to local projects located in areas
that have less access to local supplies, such as areas at high risk of shortage because they
can only receive water from the State Water Project.  Incentives provided to these high-
risk areas should focus on development of as-need supplies rather than base-loaded
supplies.

3. Metropolitan should consider limiting use of its Local Resources Program until average
annual demands for water from Metropolitan are at levels that stabilize Metropolitan’s
finances.

4. Projects shall be funded by the Local Resources Program through a competitive process
based on specific criteria and block grants.

5. Metropolitan should not subsidize base-loaded local projects and other supplies that
strand capacity in Metropolitan’s water treatment facilities and increase risk to rate and
financial stability.

6. Metropolitan should not provide incentives for local projects that obligate the local
communities in one part of Metropolitan’s service area to subsidize other  communities in
Metropolitan’s service area.

7. To increase demands for its supplies, Metropolitan should consider reallocating Local
Resource Program funds to reduce overdraft in groundwater basins within Metropolitan’s
service area.

8. Metropolitan should only consider providing incentives to local groundwater treatment
projects up to the lowest cost and effective treatment of regulated constituents impacting
the supplies.

DUDLEY RIDGE WATER DISTRICT WATER SUPPLY CONTRACT 
 
SUMMARY: 
 
IRWD receives State Water Project (SWP) water supplies through its ownership of Jackson Ranch, 
located within Dudley Ridge Water District.  To help streamline administrative and billing processes 
starting in 2024, Dudley Ridge is requesting that all landowners within its service area execute a Water 
Supply Contract.  Staff and IRWD’s special legal counsel from Kronick, Moskovitz, Tiedemann & 
Girard have reviewed the proposed contract and have determined that IRWD’s rights to and use of SWP 
water will not be affected by the execution of the proposed contract.  Staff recommends the Board 
authorize the General Manager to execute the Water Supply Contract between Irvine Ranch Water 
District and Dudley Ridge Water Storage District. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
In 2010, IRWD purchased the 883-acre Jackson Ranch for the purpose of providing a SWP water 
supply to the IRWD Water Bank located in Kern County.  Jackson Ranch is located within the 
service area of Dudley Ridge.  Dudley Ridge is a SWP Contractor that holds a long-term water 
supply contract with the California Department of Water Resources (DWR).  Through Dudley Ridge, 
IRWD has the right to receive delivery of up to 1,749 acre-feet (AF) per year of SWP Table A water 
and to receive Article 21 water when it is available. 
 
In 2022, the management of Dudley Ridge transitioned from Provost & Pritchard Engineering Group to 
the Westside Water Authority (WSA), which is a Joint Powers Authority made up of Dudley Ridge, 
Belridge Water Storage District, Berrenda Mesa Water District, and Lost Hills Water District.  The WSA 
was created by these districts to share the overall cost of management, administration, field operations, 
and the acquisition of supplemental water supplies for the benefit of their landowners. 
 
Dudley Ridge Water Service Charges: 
 
As a landowner in Dudley Ridge, IRWD is responsible for payment of water service charges in 
accordance with Dudley Ridge’s Rules and Regulations.  The water service charges include a Benefit 
Assessment for SWP fixed costs, a Standby Charge for administrative and distribution system 
maintenance costs, and a Water Toll Charge for SWP variable water delivery charges.  Each year, 
following DWR’s initial SWP allocation, Dudley Ridge prepares a budget for the next calendar year 
to cover projected district expenses.  In accordance with the Rules and Regulations, Dudley Ridge 
establishes proportional charges that are assessed against each land parcel.  In accordance with 
Proposition 218, Dudley Ridge then provides landowner notices and holds a hearing to adopt its 
water service rates and charges. 
 
Implementing Water Supply Contracts: 
 
To streamline administration and billing as well as to facilitate the integration of Dudley Ridge under 
WSA’s management, WSA has requested that each Dudley Ridge landowner receiving a SWP water 
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supply execute a Water Supply Contract that is consistent with landowner contracts used by the other 
WSA agencies.  On October 11, 2023, the Dudley Ridge Board met with its landowners to discuss 
implementing Water Supply Contracts with landowners that receive SWP water.  The proposed Water 
Supply Contract defines landowner and district rights and obligations with respect to Dudley Ridge’s 
SWP water supply.  The contract specifies that payments of water service charges would be established 
by the Rules and Regulations, rather than through an annual Prop 218 process.  This approach would 
streamline the process and reduce the administrative burden to DRWD and its landowners. 

IRWD staff and IRWD’s special legal counsel have reviewed the proposed Water Supply Contract and 
updates to the Rules and Regulations that reference the contract and determined that IRWD’s landowner 
rights and use of SWP water will not be affected by the implementation of the proposed Water Supply 
Contract.  Furthermore, special legal counsel has confirmed that the Dudley Ridge’s Rules and 
Regulations conform with state constitutional limits that prohibit charges from exceeding district costs of 
providing SWP water. 

On November 7, 2023, the Dudley Ridge Board approved a template Water Supply Contract that it 
intends to use for all of its landowners.  A copy of the approved template contract is provided as 
Exhibit “A”.  Staff recommends the Board authorize the General Manager to execute the Water Supply 
Contract with Dudley Ridge. 

FISCAL IMPACTS: 

None. 

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE: 

The Jackson Ranch Water Allocation Project Negative Declaration was prepared and circulated for 
public review in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) of 1970 (as 
amended), codified at California Public Resources Code Section 21000 et. Seq. and the state CEQA 
guidelines in the Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 6, Chapter 3.  A Notice of Determination 
for the final Negative Declaration for the purchase of the property was filed with Kings County on 
January 14, 2010. 

COMMITTEE STATUS: 

Due to time constraints associated with Dudley Ridge billing for water services charges, this item was 
not reviewed by Committee. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

THAT THE BOARD AUTHORIZE THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE 
LANDOWNER’S CONTRACT WITH DUDLEY RIDGE WATER DISTRICT FOR A WATER 
SUPPLY.

 THIS LANDOWNER’S CONTRACT, dated __________, 2023, is executed by and between 

DUDLEY RIDGE WATER DISTRICT, a California Water District, organized and existing under and 

by virtue of Division 13 of the California Water Code (the “District”) and ______________________ 

(the “Buyer”). 

 
WITNESSETH: 

 
 WHEREAS, Buyer is the holder of title to the land in Dudley Ridge Water District, Kings 

County, California, described on the attached Exhibit A, which is incorporated herein by reference 

(“Buyer’s Land”); and 

 WHEREAS, Buyer desires to secure a water supply for agricultural or municipal and industrial 

use on Buyer’s Lands; and 

 WHEREAS, Water Code section 35422.5 allows District to enter into water supply contracts 

with its landowners; and 

 WHEREAS, District desires to make water available under term and conditions which are fair 

and equitable to all owners of land within District. 

 NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED between District and Buyer as follows: 

 Article 1. Definitions. 

 When used in this Contract, the following terms shall have the meanings hereinafter set forth: 

(a) “Annual Allocation” shall mean that portion of Buyer’s Annual Entitlement to be made 

available by District to Buyer during a Year according to the Rules. 

(b) “Annual Entitlement” shall mean the amount of entitlement shown on the attached 

Exhibit A. 

 (c) “Buyer” shall mean the party or parties signatory hereto as Buyer and any successor in 

 interest of Buyer as beneficial owner of the interest in the land described in Exhibit “A” hereto 
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attached. 

(d) “Contract Allocation” shall mean the total amount of Table “A” Water made available

by DWR to District during the particular Year pursuant to the District Contract. 

(e) “District” shall mean Dudley Ridge Water District.

(f) “District Contract” shall mean the contract entitled “Water Supply Contract Between

the State of California Department of Water Resources and Dudley Ridge Water District” 

dated December 13, 1963 as such contract has been, and may hereafter be, revised, amended, 

supplemented or replaced by a similar contract between the same parties. 

(g) “DWR” shall mean the State of California Department of Water Resources.

(h) “Project Water” shall mean water made available to District by DWR pursuant to the

terms of the District Contract. 

(i) “Rules” shall mean District’s Rules and Regulations Governing the Use, Distribution,

and Charges for Water Service in Dudley Ridge Water District” initially adopted December 8, 

2010 and last revised April 11, 2023, as hereafter amended, supplemented, or replaced.  

(j) “Buyer’s Land” shall mean the land described on the attached Exhibit A.

(k) “State” shall mean the State of California.

(l) “Water Users” shall mean Buyer and all other persons or entities with whom

District has executed a contract for a water supply.

(m) “Year” shall mean the twelve (12) month period from January 1 through

December 31,  both dates inclusive.

Article 2. Term of Contract. 

This Contract shall become effective on the date first above written and shall remain in effect 

throughout the term provided by ARTICLE 2 of the District Contract provided, however, that 

whenever the District Contract is terminated or suspended in the manner and for a cause specified in 

the District Contract, this Contract similarly shall be terminated or suspended. 
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Article 3. Relationship to District Contract. 

This Contract is made subject to the obligations and limitations imposed by the District 

Contract. This Contract is intended to be in conformance and harmony with the District Contract.  

The District Contract is, by this reference, incorporated herein to the same extent and effect as though 

set forth here in full. Buyer expressly agrees to the provisions of the District Contract imposing 

obligations and limitations upon it, and further agrees that nothing in this Contract shall be deemed to 

require District to perform any act in conflict with the District Contract. District shall at all times keep 

and maintain at its office, available for examination by Buyer, copies of the District Contract and of all 

amendments thereto.  

Article 4. Water Purpose and Use. 

This Contract is for a supply of Project Water for agricultural as well as municipal and 

industrial use, supplied by District to Buyer. As used herein, the term “agricultural use” shall mean any 

use of water primarily in the production of plant crops or livestock for market, including any use 

incidental thereto, including but not limited to domestic, stock watering, or processing purposes. 

Article 5. Annual Allocation. 

(a) Buyer’s Annual Allocation of Project Water.

District, each Year, shall make available the Annual Allocation for delivery to Buyer for 

use on Buyer’s Lands. The total of all such amounts, for any Year, is referred to in this 

Contract as Buyer’s Annual Allocation for such Year. 

(b) Deliveries in Excess of Annual Allocation.

Buyer may at any time or times during the term of this Contract, by timely written notice 

to District, request that Project Water he made available to it in any year in amounts greater 

than Buyer’s Annual Allocation for such year. With the approval of District and subject to 

District’s ability to obtain such additional Project Water, and subject further to the 

requirement for additional payment as provided in the Rules, District shall deliver to Buyer 
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such additional Project Water.  

 (c) Designation. 

 Buyer shall designate on the attached Exhibit A, a specific quantity of its Annual 

Entitlement for each parcel of Buyer’s Land. Exhibit A may be amended to change 

quantities between parcels subject to District approval and provided that no parcel shall 

have designated more than eight acre feet of Annual Entitlement per acre. 

 Article 6. Delivery of Project Water. 

 (a) Project Water made available to Buyer pursuant to this Contract shall be delivered to 

 and accepted by Buyer through District-owned facilities unless other delivery is specifically 

 authorized by the District. 

 (b) Apportionment. 

 District shall allocate capacity in District conveyance facilities among all affected Water Users 

 in the manner provided in the Rules if the capacity of any District conveyance facility is 

 insufficient to meet the needs of the affected Water Users. 

 Article 7. Delivery Schedules. 

 (a) Procedure for Determining Water Delivery Schedules. 

 The amounts, times and rate of delivery of Project Water to Buyer during any year shall he in 

 accordance with a water delivery schedule for that year, which schedule shall be determined in 

 the Rules. 

 Article 8. Limitations on Obligation of District to Furnish Water. 

 (a) Notwithstanding any provisions of this Contract to the contrary, the obligation of 

District to furnish Project Water hereunder shall be limited to the times and to the extent 

that Project Water and facilities necessary for furnishing the same are available to District 

pursuant to the District Contract. 

 (b) District shall not be liable for failure to perform any portion of this Contract to the 
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 extent that such failure is caused by failure of  State to perform any obligation imposed on State 

 by the District Contract, provided, however, that the obligations of  Buyer shall be reduced to 

 the extent that District is prevented from performing as aforesaid and, provided, further, that 

 District shall diligently and promptly pursue all rights and remedies available to it to enforce 

 the rights of District and Buyer against State relative to such failure to perform. 

 Article 9. Water Shortages. 

 (a) No Liability for Shortages. 

 There may occur at times a shortage or shortages during any year or years in the quantity of 

 Project Water available to District pursuant to the District Contract for furnishing to Buyer 

 pursuant to this Contract. In such event, no liability shall occur against District or any of its 

 officers , agents or employees for any damage, direct or indirect, arising from such shortage or 

 shortages. 

 (b) Temporary Shortages. 

 Reduced allocations during shortages shall be equitably prorated pursuant to the Rules. 

 Article 10. Curtailment of Deliveries for Maintenance Purposes. 

 State may temporarily discontinue or reduce the amount of Project Water to be furnished to 

District for the purposes of maintaining, repairing, replacing investigating or inspecting any of the 

facilities necessary for the furnishing of water to District, which temporary discontinuance or reduction 

may result in a similar discontinuance or reduction in deliveries to Buyer. District may similarly 

temporarily discontinue or reduce the amount of Project Water to be furnished to Buyer for the purpose 

of maintaining, repairing, replacing, investigating or inspecting any of District’s facilities necessary 

for the furnishing of Project Water to Buyer. Insofar as it is feasible, District will give Buyer notice in 

advance of any such temporary discontinuance or reduction, except in the case of emergency, in which 

case no notice need be given. In the event of such discontinuance or reduction, District will, upon 

resumption of service, deliver, as nearly as may be feasible and to the extent Project Water is furnished 
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to it by the State, the quantity of Project Water which would have been furnished to Buyer in the 

absence of such discontinuance or reduction. 

 Article 11. Non-Responsibility for Delivery And Distribution of Project Water. 

 Neither District nor its officers, agents or employees shall be liable for the control, carriage, 

handling, use, disposal or distribution of  Project Water supplied to Buyer after such water has passed 

the delivery structure through which such water is delivered to Buyer, nor for claims of damage of any 

nature whatsoever including, but not limited to, property damage, personal injury or death arising out 

of or connected with the control, carriage, handling, use, disposal or distribution of such water beyond 

such delivery structure, and Buyer shall indemnify and hold District and its officers, agents and 

employees harmless from any such damage or claim of damage. 

 Article 12. Non-Responsibility for Quality of Water. 

 District assumes no responsibility with respect to the quality of water to be furnished pursuant 

to this contract. BUYER IS ADVISED THAT PROJECT WATER, AS DELIVERED BY 

DISTRICT, WILL BE UNFIT FOR HUMAN CONSUMPTION. 

 Article 13. Payment for Water. 

 Payment for water shall be as established by the Rules.  

 Article 14. Obligation Of Buyer To Make Payments. 

 (a) Character of Obligation. 

 The obligations of Buyer arising out of or pursuant or incidental to this Contract shall constitute  

 a personal obligation of Buyer. Buyer hereby grants District a lien against Buyer’s Land 

 enforceable in the manner provided by the Water Code for the enforcement of District 

 assessments to secure all Buyer’s obligations hereunder. Buyer shall be relieved of all 

 unaccrued obligations hereunder when and to the extent that Buyer transfers Buyer’s Land to 

 a third party approved by District and such third party has assumed in writing the obligations 

 of Buyer hereunder. 
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 (b) Refusal of Project Water Does Not Affect Obligation. 

 Buyer’s failure or refusal to accept delivery of Project Water to which it is entitled under this 

 Contract shall in no way relieve Buyer of its obligation to make payments to District as herein 

 provided for.  

 Article 15. Allocations Hereunder Limited to Use on Buyer’s Land. 

 Project Water delivered to Buyer under this Contract shall not be sold or otherwise disposed 

of by Buyer for use other than on Buyer’s Land except as provided for in Article 16(b)(ii). 

 Article 16. Appurtenance and Non-Assignability. 

 (a) Appurtenance. 

This Contract and Buyer’s right to receive water hereunder is appurtenant to Buyer’s Land. 

Upon the transfer, whether by sale or by operation of  law, of all of a parcel of  Buyer’s 

Land, the transferee of the parcel of Buyer’s Land shall be substituted for Buyer hereunder 

to the same extent and effect as though said transferee had executed this Contract as Buyer, 

provided, however, that unless and until, after a lapse of ninety (90) days from the date of  

any such transfer, such transferee shall have executed a contract for a water supply for the 

parcel of Buyer’s Land that was transferred, identical in all provisions with this Contract, 

District may, pending execution of  such a contract, suspend delivery of  Project Water to 

that parcel of Buyer’s Land, in which event, and notwithstanding such suspension, all 

charges and payments shall continue to accrue and shall constitute a charge against the 

parcel of Buyer’s Land that was transferred secured by the lien herein provided for.  Upon 

the transfer, whether by sale or by operation of law, of less than all of  a parcel of Buyer’s 

Land on an areal basis, this Contract shall be deemed divided and the transferee of  a portion 

of a parcel of Buyer’s Land shall be entitled thereafter to receive that portion of  Buyer’s 

Annual Entitlement for the parcel which bears the same relation to the amount of  Buyer’s 

total Annual Entitlement hereunder for the parcel as the acreage transferred bears to the 
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total acreage of the parcel of Buyer’s Land, provided, however, that unless and until, after 

a lapse of  ninety (90) days from the date of  any such transfer, such transferee shall have 

executed a contract for a water supply for the portion of a parcel of Buyer’s Land so 

transferred, identical in all provisions with this Contract, except as to Annual Entitlement 

and land descriptions, District may, pending execution of such a contract, suspend delivery 

of Project Water to the portion of the parcel of Buyer’s Land so transferred, in which event, 

and notwithstanding such suspension, a pro rata share of all charges and payments required 

hereunder shall continue to accrue and shall constitute a charge against the portion of  the 

parcel of Buyer’s Land so transferred secured by the lien herein provided for. The contract 

to be executed by the transferee of less than all of a parcel of Buyer’s Land shall provide 

for Annual Entitlement which bears the same relation to Buyer’s total Annual Entitlement 

hereunder for the parcel as the acreage transferred bears to the total acreage of the parcel of 

Buyer’s Land and “Buyer’s Land” under said contract shall be the land so transferred. Upon 

execution of such contract, covering less than all of Buyer’s Land, this Contract shall be 

deemed amended to eliminate from Buyer’s Land the land described in such contract and 

to reduce Buyer’s Annual Entitlement by the amount of the Annual Entitlement provided 

in such contract. District may, in evidence of such amendment, execute and record in the 

Office of the County Recorder of Kings County, California, a declaration of such 

amendment.  

 (b) Assignment and Transfer – Project Water. 

  (i) Project Water may be transferred between and among Buyer’s Land. 

  (ii) Project Water may be transferred to other than Buyer’s Land only in   

   accordance with the Rules.  

 Article 17. Remedies Not Exclusive. 

 The use by either party of any remedy specified herein for the enforcement of this Contract is 
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not exclusive and shall not deprive the party using such remedy of or limit the application of any other 

remedy provided by law. 

Article 18. Amendments. 

This Contract maybe amended at any time by mutual agreement of the parties except insofar 

as any proposed amendment is in any way contrary to applicable law or inconsistent with the provisions 

of the District Contract. District shall make available to Buyer at all times during normal business 

hours, at the District offices for Buyer’s inspection, copies of all contracts now or hereafter executed 

by District with all other Water Users and of any amendments thereto. 

Article 19. Opinions and Determinations. 

Where the terms of this Contract provide for action to be based upon opinion, judgment, 

approval, review or determination of either party hereto, such terms are not intended to be and shall 

never be construed as permitting such opinion, judgment, approval, review or determination to be 

arbitrary, capricious or unreasonable. 

Article 20. Waiver of Rights. 

Any waiver at any time by either party hereto of its rights with respect to a default or any other 

matter arising in connection with this Contract shall not be deemed to be a waiver with respect to any 

other default or matter. 

Article 21. Notices. 

Any notice herein provided for to be given by District to Buyer shall be deemed given and 

delivered if delivered personally to Buyer or if enclosed in an envelope addressed to Buyer at the 

address hereafter set forth below Buyer's name and deposited in the United States mail for delivery by 

registered or certified mail. Any notice herein provided for to be given by Buyer to District shall be 

deemed given and delivered if delivered personally to an officer of District at District's office or if 

enclosed in an envelope addressed to District at 5555 California Avenue, Suite 209, Bakersfield, 

California, 93309, and deposited in the United States mail for delivery by registered or certified mail. 
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Either party may at any time and from time to time, by proper notice to the other, change its address 

for receipt of notice. 

Article 22. Inspection of District’s Books and Records. 

Buyer shall have full and free access at all reasonable times to the account books and official 

records of District with the right at any time during normal business hours to make copies thereof.
